T e 
assistance of the Red Cross Society should be obtained, il 
possible, in the setting up of the first-aid posts and the 
provision of personnel. #

3. PUBLIC AIR RAID SHELTERS--not considered necessary in Bray, hue
public should be advised to construct private shelters ,or each 
householder.

4. EIRE-FIGHTING EQUIPMENT--- it is intended that Departmentwill
provide one large and two light trailer pumps. Efforts should be 
made to obtain and train the necessary volunteers to man these 
units. These fire-fighting units are in addition to equipment 
for four fire posts which has already been issued and is 1SS -̂
as additional to peace time requirements which it is presumed 
Council has taken steps to secure under Fire Brigades Act,19-0.

5. WARNING SIRENS---- understood that survey is being made and
report in the matter awaited.

6. RESCUE & DEMOLITION SERVICE-- this service should be organised,
as far as possible, on a voluntary basis; the assistance of 
local builders and their staffs and equipment should be sought.
