It has been submitted to the Council that Dressing accommodation

School Mealso

The decision to withdraw State subsidies from bread and butter
used in the School Meals provided by Local Authorities has resulted in an increase
in £166 in the amount required from'Rates for this service.

Printing, Stationery ;'nd Advertising.

Owing to recent increases in the charges for Printing, Stationery
and Advertising this item shows an increase of £75 (£550 for 1951/52; £475 in

1950/51).

Civil Defence

The Council was instructed some time ago by the Department of
Defence to undertake the preparation of a Civil Defence Scheme under the Aid Raid
Precautions Act, and in the first instance, to arrange for the appointment of a
Civil Defence Officer \dp would undergo a special Course of Training; The sum
of £200 is intended to cover the Council's share °f the cost"&r part of a year
only; it is expected that 60% of the outiay will be recouped by the State. Next
year, however, the expenditure on Civil Dcfence may show a marked increase, as
special, stores, equipment, etc. will have to be obtained.

When the former Scheme was in operation due provision was not made
for the Council's contribution from Rates towards its cost. Fortunately, however,
the increases in prices of materials and 'otoul®e of supplies in 1946/ 1947
enabled the Council to dispose advantageously of ambulances, stocks of equipment
etc, and thereby to liquidate a very large debit balance which haA accumulated on
