The ability to maintain the rate at the existing level is due mainly
to a reduced County Council Demand and some savings under other
headings. The Estimate, however, includes provision for a number
of new works and the cost of these new items is about equivalent
to the reduction in cost. The main items entailing additional ex-
penditure are:

The foregoing items amount to £1,718 and are counterbalanced
by reductions in County Council Demand, Superannuation Costs,
and an expected increase in some receipts. Particulars of the various
charges & expenses are set out hereunder and the Town Engineer
has prepared a special Report on the Muncipal Services under his
charge. A copy of this report is attached.

ROADS

The gross expenditure is estimated at £7 225 and after deducting
miscellaneous receipts, £150, the net outlay is £7,075.The amount
allowed in the present year was £6 858.

The provi'iiin included for maintenance and repairs to roads and
foothpaths shows no change from the sums allowed by the Council
in the present year. It is notable that the cost of repairs has declined
in recent years consequent on the reconstruction of most of the
streets nnd roads. In former times it was necessary to allow com-
paratively large sums for maintenance, as much pot-hole filling and
such-like repairs had to be carried out on thoroughfares which had
very bad and worn surfaces.

D:inng the past year the Council carried out a rather large-scale
resurfacing programme at a Capital Cost of £3 500. The following
roads were improved viz.: Sevmour Road ; Connollv and St. Kevin’s
Squares- Wyndham Pa-k; Galtrim Road: Kingsmill R*nd; S'dmon-
ton Place, Ave. and Sidmonton Sg In addition, with the aid of an
Employment' Scheme Grant and a contribution from the Council,
new footpaths were laid at Herbert Road, Florence Road, Meath



Road and other places. Last year £300 was found adequate to meet
"the Loan Charges oh the Capital cost oi the 1956 Road Reconstrac
tion Scheme but in the coming year the total Loan Change oi £509
will have to be met; this is an increase ot £209 over the present
year Itis recommended that in the coming financial yea;, Council
would undertake the .construction of ile.be t iloao, bt. Liuunu

Tee. and Dock Terrace, and to meet the Capital cost or £2,406 a
Loan Charge of £180 has been included in the Estimates. It must
be indicated that this would only be the Loan Charge for a half’

year.

The Council has, in recent years, spent almost £32,000 on their
Capital Works Programme of Road Reconstruction. 1he loans,
however are generally for short terms and some of them will be
repaid in the next few years. Altogether, so far over six miles of
roads have been reconstructed and about two-anc~a-hah miles ha
been made in concrete. The new roads in the Council s Housing
Schemes also have been laid in concrete and in all, there are no
more than four-and-a-half miles of concrete roads in the town.
Generally, the standard of reconstruction should help to redace
maintenance charges in the coming years In addition tv the Road
works which were financed througn loans, the Council, with
additional moneys provided from Revenue and with Employment
Scheme Grants, have made new footpaths throughout the town and
have reconstructed a number of roads. The County Council m°re’
over during the pastjyear, reconstructed’the! Strand Road which is
‘a Main Road, in concrete. This was a costly undertaking as it is a
’comparatively wide thoroughfare. The new surface will it is hoped,
add to the amenities of the Seafront and the method of reconstruc-
tion through the removal;of the high camber on the old tar-
nacadam road, has enabled the road to carry greater traffic and pro
.vide greater facilities for the parking of vehicles.

SANITARY SERVICES ,

The gross outlay on Sanitary Services is estimated at £19.047; the
amount allowed by the Council last year was £18,645_ The receipts
are estimated at £2 022; leaving the net outlay £17.025. The net levy
shows an increase of £357 over last year and this is maimy attabnt
able to the additional cost of Public Lighting.

Sewers: The expenditure under this heading is almost similar to
last year, except that it is n' t necessary to make provision for the
proposed storm Overflow to the Dargle River from Castle bt eet.
The Town Engineer, as he mentions in his report, carried out a very
thorough investigation of thé sewerage service in this district last
year and has found it possible to remedy the defects m the main
sewer- without having to resort to the provision of a Storm Uver-

flow sewer.

Strait and Household ScavenarlnssThe cost of the Snverfin-
Service last year almost corresponds completely to that ot the

present year. It io felt thaM-he Council has continued to provide a
satisfactory service. It will be recollected that last year it was
necessary to arrange for a new refuse dump and a site at Wood'
brook was chosen. This was done because of complaints about the
Dump near the Harbour. It appears that some people now think
that the Council might have chosen a site other than that at Wood'
brook but his viewpoint does not take account of the difficulty with
which an Urban Authority is confronted in trying to find a suitable
Dump for refuse. Any site involving a long haul is bound to add
very seriously to cost and it is essential, having regard to the cost
and time factors involved, that haulage distances should be as short
as possible. It has been possible to continue the twice weekly collec-
tion of Domestic Refuse for every part of the town and. in addition,
to provide during the Summer months for a daily collection from
the main thoroughfares where there are Hotels and Guest-houses—
this is a standard of service which one would venture to' say scarcely
any other Urban Authority in this Country or in Britain to-day
provides. The Council now has two motor vehicles and they have
been operating satisfactorily. The final loan repayment on one of
them was defrayed in 1956-57, with a consequent saving for the
coming financial year. It seems likely that the older of the two

vehicles may operate with satisfaction for another two to three
years.

Waterworks: For the bulk supply of water, the payments to
Dublin Corporation are estimated at the same sum as was allowed
in the present year (£3,300)'. In addition, however, it is necessary
to provide for £24 5 for water supplied to new Council houses at
Old Conna, which,are in County Dublin. Notwithstanding the
number of new dwellings which have been erected in recent times,
the consumption of water has, for some time past, remained at a
constant level and once again it is felt that mention must be made
of the very constant manner in which he W ater Inspector and his
Assistant have carried out their duties. This attention to the possi-
bilities of waste, together with the relaying of old and defective
watermains by th¢ Town Engineer, has helped in keeping consump-
tion at a reasonable level and reducing the amounts which otherwise
might be payable for the Bulk Supply of water to Dublin.

Moreover, the Town Engineer and \Vater Inspector arranged for
almost the entire watermain relaying programme to be carried out
=y Direct Labour with, it is felt, a substantial economy in costs. Last
m/ear thé Council agreed to the Town Engineer’s recommendation
"hat a new 6” Main be laid from Killamey Road to Vevay Read.
The work which cost £2,500 has been satisfactorily completed. In
the coming year the full annual Loan Charge (£283) will have to

w6 met and this involves an increase of £163 over the provision
allowed in the current year.

The works were oi a
very urgent character in order to prevent the grave danger of the
inroad of the sea onto the Esplanade. They were carried out with
very commendable promptitude by the Office of Public Works.

HOUSING
The total expenditure is estimated at £60,436. Receipts are

04,742 and the net cost is £5,694, which shows an increase of £223
over the present year. For Repairs the same amount as allowed by
the Council last year (£1,500) has again been included.

There were some increases in Loan Charges as a result of final
payments for the Capital costs of the new Schemes at Old Conna
.in the recent review of their Housing Programme the Councii
agreed that further houses would be provided at Chapel Lane and

n sites at Ravenswell Row, etc. The number provided for in these
Schemes is comparatively small, being about fourteen, and some pro-
vision is being made for them under the heading of Loan Charges,
-t was hoped that the County Boundary would have been extended
in the present financial year and that many of the new houses at
Uld Conna which at present are in Dublin County, could then be
incorporated into Bray Urban District. Meantime the Urban
Council has to pay rates on them to Dublin County Council, which
provides only a limited range of services for the occupiers, such as
Health and Assistance. Road scavenging, collection of domestic
reruge, public lighting, water supply and other services have to be
provided by the Urban Council.

CHILDREN’'S PLAYGROUND

The Contract for the provision of a Children’s Playground on
land donated for this purpose by Lord Meath has recently been
completed. The Loan Charge in the coming year to defray the

Capital cost is £120.

SMALL DWELLINGS ACQUISITION ACTS LOANS

Provision is being made for additional Loan Charges of £343, but
these will be completely offset by repayments by borrowers as the
Scheme does not involve any charge on the rates. Up to date the
number of loans advanced since 1948 is 150 and the total amount
which has been lent is £203,000.

GENERAL URBAN PURPOSES

The expenditure under this heading includes the Demand from
the County Council, the special levy of 9d. in the £1 under the
Unemployment Assistance Acts, the Vocational Education Demand
the Maintenance of the Esplanade and Parks, the Public Library!
School Meals Scheme, Fuel Scheme and many other items.
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
