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RESOLUTIONS, ETC., OF GRAND JURY. 
SPRING ASSIZES, 1865. 

Resolved-That this Grand Jury, having considered the Report of the 
Committee, appointed nt Spring Assizes, 1~64, and the letter of the Chief 
Secretary, dated 14th instant, in reference to the erection of a District 
Lunatic Asylum for this County, adhere to the opinion expressed in the 
Resolutions of former Grand Juries :-That it is not desirable to form 
this County into a separate District for the following reasons:-

1 st.-Because, from the natural division of the County by the range of 
mountains intersecting it into two districts, between which the ordinary 
communication is through Dublin, no site for an Asylum within the 
County itself could be selected which would not be most incrmvenient to 
tho people, and to the gentry (from amongst whom the governors would 
be chosen), of one of those districts. 

With the lines of railway already existing and those proposed to be 
made, the most convenient place for such an establishment is Dublin. 

2nd.-Because it appears to this Grand Jury that the treatment of the 
Patients is likely to be more efficacious in Dublin, where they have the 
advantage of a nume1·ous Staff of Medical Officers, practising in a large 
city, than if they were under the care of only a Resident and Visiting 
Physician of necessll.l'ily more limited experience in the treatment of 
Mental Diseases. 

Srd.-Because, having regard to the fact that the Cork Asylum, having 
(according to the last report of the Inspectors of Lunatic Asylums) 50L 
patients-cost £B5,840; that the Killarney, with 212 patients-cost£39,809; 
and that the Sligo, with 188 patients-cost £40,36!): this Grand J nry appre­
hend that the Estimate of £21,000, given in the Chief Secretary's letter, 
for the total expense of au ltsy lum for Wicklow, will be found altogether 
inadequate. 

4th and lastly.-Because, assuming that Estimate to be sufficient, it 
greatly exceeds the proportionate sum for Wicklow which could at all be 
needed for the enlargement to the requisite extent of the present Rich­
mond Asylum. 

Upon these, amongst other grounds, this Grand Jury submit that so 
small a. County, adjoining Dublin, with 86,000 inhabitants, and a gross 
valuation of £260,000, requiring only from 25 to 4.(} beds beyond the 
number to which it is entitled in the existing Asylum, and from 50 to 70 
beyond the number of patients actually under treatment in it, should not 
be compelled to incur the expense of building ancl maintaining the 
necessary staff of a separate Asylum for itself, especially when, by the 
proposed formation of Louth, Dl'ogheda, and Meath into a. new district, 
with a population of 186,000, and the consequent separation of Drogheda 
and Louth from the Bichmond, spaco will be left available and about 
equi1·alent to the additional accommodation required for this County.
