I have the honour to repol't to your lloanl that l hn vc Amlitcd the 
Accounts of the Secretary to tho Grll!ld Jury of the County of Wicklow, 
following tho last Summer As8izcs, nm! to tiansmit the Account duly <.lcclared 
and certified. 

In my report of 6th .July Inst, oml in previous r :port.a, I broughL 
under notice the systematic violation of the Order in Colmcil of the 21et .Juno, 
1 78, on the part of certain Collectors in respect to the Lougings of Moneya 
collected by them with the Treasurer of the Union, the keeping of their Block 
Receipts, and the returning of the lntter to the Secretary. 

At the Summer Assizes, which were held shortly n!tcr the date of 
my Report, the Grand Jury, by resolution, directed the special attention of the 
Barony Con11tables to the observance of the conditions of the Order in Council, 
und intimated that continued fnilurc of <.lnty in these respects would bo likely to 
result in loss of office. 

I shall, therefore, rufrnin from conunenting upon the irregulurities 
which came under my notice at last audit, as they occurred prior to the passing of 
the resolution above referred to, but shall await the next audit to nscerL1tin it:; 
effect on bho Collectors. 

The Collectors' Ueceipts for Cuss should in futme be nulllh red 
~onsecntively in type. 

I return the nccom1t showing the particulars of payments to Wit­
nesses, &c., for transmission to the Chief Secretary's Ofilce. In two instancei; 
the profe sion, trade, or calling of the witness has not been set forth in th 
'ertificate of the Sessioual Crown olicitor. I was consequently nnabl to de­

tcnnino the correctness of the payment '1 hetllCr it was in t.ccoruance with thu 
scale, but the payments on the who! were moderate, and well within the scale. 

As regard the payment of £3 lls. OJ. to Mr. Davidson, Clerk of 
Petty Sessions at; Bray, no cletailed account accompnnied the order of the magis­
trat~s for payment, and in the absence of such I cannot say whether the payment 
was correct. 

On a former occasion I called attention to a simillU' omission and 011 
its being brought under the notice of His E.."<cellnnoy the Lord Lieutonant-(tho 
Magistrates at Bray having declined to give the particulars) I understood tbat it 
was intimated by His Excellancy that these should be given in future. 'l'bi:i 
howenr has not been dont'.
