The County Surveyor, Mr Ciuter Draper, submitted his report, 
going at len~th11>into several matters connected with the duties of his oflfoe 
under the following heads: -

l-Inconv1mience of small contracts. 
2-Extension of time of contract from 3 years to 5 in certain cases. 
3-Tbe saving to be effected by attention to measurement. 
4-The evil of reckless competition by contractors. 
5-Proposed increase of an additional assistant County Surveyor 

for the Biirony of Ratbdown. 
It was orilercd that the following be appointed a Committee to con­

sider and report :-
Colonel Tighe. 
l\fojor Saunilers. 
Messrs. Littledale, Owen, and Acton. 

The following is their report snbsequent1y handed in :-
No. 1-We consider, in reference to the smal1ness of contracts averaging 

less than 2 miles each, that it might be advantageous for the 
futw·e to consider and enlarge contracts as the present ones gra-
dually fall in. 

No. 2-We also consider that it would be advisable that the Presentment 
Sessiuns should have the power to extend contracts at 6d and 
upwards to a period of 5 years when specially recommended. 

No. 3-The saving effected by new measurements is, no doubt, satisfoc­
tol'y, and will, of course, affect the present coutracls, but we are 
not of opinion that there is any p1·obability of a permanent sav­
ing of £400 a yeitr as anticipated. 

No. 4-We cannot recommend auy course which will tend to qiscournge 
competition-it would be d11Ugerous and lead eventually to a 
far g1·eater cost if a system of selecting contractors, though 
tendering at higher mtes than others, on the i·ecommendation of 
the County Surveyor and his assistants, were allowed to creep in. 
The latter have ample powers to refuse to present for bad work. 

No. 5-We consider the present staff of three assist1mts should be suffi­
cient, and that the assistant in charge of the Barony of'Newcastle 
district should be able to uperviso the Barony of Ruthdown if 
he resided in a more central position. It may be remembered 
that the County Surveyor's salary has been increased to £500 a 
year ; three assistants, at £80 each, and a clerk, bring up the 
cost of the office to £790 a year.

ntM&DIATE &Rl'AIRS, GEllERAL DtREOTIONS AND CONDITIOliS. 
1-Immediately arter the ensuing Assizes the surface is to be cleaned, holes and ruts 

filled with good material, etAgnant water drained off, dangerous holes nnd ~rips fenced, 
the road made eafe and convenient for traffic within one month, and afterwards rep•ired 
eA specified from ti1ne to time, or continuously, ns may be nece sBry, and maintained 
oon1tantly in good order during the contract, clean, haril, and eoen, at all season1. 

The Contractor will observe tbat the County Surveyor will give no notlcc of inspec­
tion, but will expect to find the road in perfect and thorough repair nt any time he or his 
assistant mey happen to visit it. 

The Grand J ary shall hove the power of c'ncelling the contract at nay Assizes 
should the County Surveyor report that tbo road has not been kept in a satisfactory 
manner. 

The Contractor is to procure a copy of this Specification, and produce it when 
required by the Coonty Surveyor or his assistant. 

All the work herein specified is to b~ executed ia a judicious, effective, and work­
manlike mRnner in every particular necessary for the repair, constant 11iainlenance in good 
order, and improvement of the road, according to tbe trne intent and meaning of this 
Specification, and to the eutire satisfaction of the County Surveyor. 

In addition to the provisions of this Specification the Contractor is nt once to carry 
into effect any instructions of the County Surveyor or bis assistant. 

WIDTH OF WORKING WAY. 
2-The width of the working way of the road shall be equal to tho present working 

wsy; but in no case less than 18 feet, except where wnlls, fences or grips intel'fere. 
The width to be extended or reduced as the County Surveyor mRy direct. In towns 
and villages the met.died surface is to extend to the paved channels, footlipaths, fencea 
or buildings, as the case may be, and over a \I open spaces. 

SIDES. 
3-The sides to be formed or sods or clay, at least two feet wide, and kept to ths 

heiizht of 5 inches over the watertahlos. These sides are to be kept neatly, edged with 
spade and line, and the working way defined by parallel lines, straight or regularly 
ournd, according to the coarse of the road. 

Where tho sides are ravelled or broken, the width to be increased with stones, sods, 
and clay. 

WEEDS, IIEDGES, TREES, ETC. 
4-The spaces between the margins of the working way and the boundaries to be 

kept clear of weeds, loose atones, bramble1, and all rubbish whatsoever. 
The Contractor shall also cause injuriona or obstructive hedges and trees to be cut 

or plashed. 
DRAIN.AGE. 

5-\Vatertables, outlets, side, bnck, and catch drains to be kept, at all times, clear 
of mud, grass, weeds, or other obstructions to the free discharge of the water, and new 
ones formed where necessary. 

This drainage 11nd the 
edging above described to be thoroughly done three times a year-in :February, 
beginning of April, and October, and at all other times as may be required. 

MADITENANCE AND I~IPROVEMBNT OF SUBFACE. 
6-Tbe roadway and \Vlltertables shall he scrnped and cleaaod, so 1\3 to be at all 

times free from mud and dirt, especially beforespreadin~ stones. 
The surfnce of the working way is to ba"re a rounding from the centra to the sides of 

one inch per yard. Where the road has oot at present this form it is to be brought to 
it by the application of materials, t.od by picking up and re-forming the surface. 

The 1urface ia to be made even by picking and levelling ribs, ruts, and inequalitiea. 
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AU stones appearing over the surface of more than 21 inches In any dimension to be 
picked up and tbe boles carefully filled with fine metalling. 

Every boll ow, worn or weak place, to be repaired with a sheet of metal. These 
sheets to be applied so as to preserve and improve the shape of the rood, and to streugthen 
the crust. Tbey are to be spread alternately at short intervals on eaoh side of Lhe road, 
10 as to induce tbe traffic to beat over the entire surface. 

Tbe sheets or patches are not to be less then 2 square yards in area, to be spread 
evenly, closely and thick enough to prevent the old surface being seen through the stones, 
and of the shape of the ~orn or hollow pnrts or Lhe road. 

Before spreading the materials the old surface to be picked and loosened to the 
depth of half nu inch (rather deeper at the edges), ao that Lhe now metalling may unite 
with toe old.

Public Analysist's Report . 

TO THE GRAND JURY OF TIIE COUNTY OF WICKLOW. 

MR. FOREMAN A.ND GENTLEMEN, 

I beg leave to report that I have performed the following analyses 
during the half year ended the 30th June, 1883 :-

The water used at the Protestant Orphan School, Bray, was anaiysed 
for the guardians of the Rathdown Union. 

For tbe same Board of Guardians, two otl1er specimens of water 
were nlso analyzed, and their properties for domestic purposes reported 
upon. 

Two specimens of tea were analyzed for the guardians of Baltioglass 
Union. They were marked ''sample" and "supply." The former was 
very much superior in flavour and in the percentages of its soluable ingre­
dients to the latter. I presume that the specimen marked "sample" was 
that sent in with the tender for the supply of tea to the Baltinglass Work­
house. If so, it was superior to the tea supplied if the sample analyzed by 
me, and which was marked "supply," was taken from the bulk of the tea 
supplied to the workhouse. 

Five specimens of drugs were also analyzed for the Baltinglass Board 
of Guardians. Four were poor ; but the fifth was little more than one-third 
of its proper strength. 

Three articles were analyzed for private persons .

down alone, my intention being, if the appointment be sanctioned, to place each 
assistant in charge of two baronies, or about 300 miles of roadll, and I am of 
opinion that a greater amount of work cannot be efficiently discharged by 
one man, considering the circumstances of your county. 1 V1-ould point out 
that the only method of improving the condition of your roads is to insist on 
the specified quantities of materials being supplied each year. This has not 
been hitherto done in this county, and in consequence, as I pointed out in 
my last report, a very large number of your roads are almost completely 
worn out for want of metalling. 

Besides the measurement of materials and inspections of roads, it is 
necessary that all works in masonry should be frequently inspected during 
progress; the necessity of this is obvious if you glance over the list of appli­
cations in the schedule before you, where, out of 63 applications for works, 
37 are for repair of county works, many of which would not be required if 
the work bad been properly done in the first instance. 

I feel confident you will give the matter fair consideration, and beg 
to say that I have no other object in this request than a desire that the cess­
payers should have a better return for their e>rpenditnre, as the additional 
assistance will, in no way, relieve me of any of my present duties, which, as 
you are aware, involve the whole of my time 

Referring to the report of the committee of the Grand Jury of Sum­
mer Assizes, 1881, I rc~pectfully beg to say that I cannot undertake, in 
every ca.~e, to can-y out tbe first clause, nor is it necessary to do so, as most 
minute instructions are contained in the specification • With regard to the 
second clau e, it is not only impracticable but directly at variance with one 
of the most important clau~es of the specification, which says "The contrac­
tor will observe that the County Surveyor will give no notice of inspection, 
but will expect that the road be in perfect and thorough repair at any tiTM 
he or his assistant may happen to visit it." 

Clauses 4, 5 and 6 are strictly carried out. I herewith submit copies 
of the specifications I have prepared for road maintenance and the various 
county works, and I think it would be very desirable to have that for road 
maintenance printed in the beginning of each abstract. l\lay I also ask you 
to order that my reports at each assizes, for the sake of any information they 
may contain, be printed in the abstracts, as is the custom in other 
counties. 

I have been able to reduce, to some extent, the number of undis­
charged queries. The abstract, after Spring Assizes, 1882. contained 418 
undischarged queries, amounting to £3326, and the last abstract contains 
230, amounting to £1564.
