llUIEDIATE REPAIRS, GENERAL DIRECTIONS AND CONDITIONS. 
1-Immediately arter the ensuing Assizes tbe eurface is to be cleaned, bolee and ruts 

filled with good material, stagnant water drained off, dangerous holes and grips fenced, 
the road made safe and convenient for traffic within one month, and afterwards repaired 
as specified from time to time, or continuously, 11s may be necess•ry, and maintained 
conatantly in good order during the contract, clean, /1a1·d, and eoen, nt all seasons. 

2-No notice ofinspection will be ~iven but the County Surveyor expects the road 
to be in izood order and repair nt any time be or his assistant may visit it. 

8-The Grand Jury shall have the power of cancelling the contract at any Assizes 
should the County Surveyor report that the road has not been kept in a satisfaotory 
manner. 

4-The Contractor is to procure a copy of this SpeciBoation, a::d produce it when 
required by tbe County Surveyor or bis assistant. 

5-All the work herein specified is to be exeoutecl in a judicious, effective, and work­
manlike manner in every partioalar necessary for the repair, co11stant maintenance in good 
order, and improvement of the road, according to the true intent aud meaning ot this 
Specification, and to the entire salisfttotion of the County Surveyor. 

6-In addition to the provisions or this Specitication the Contractor it 11t once to 
carry into effect any instructions of the County Surveyor or bis assistant. 

WIDTlt OP wonKJNG w A y. 

7-The width of the working way of the road shall be equal to the present width; 
bot in no case less than 18 feet, except where walls, fences or grips interfere. 
The width to be extended or reduced as the County Surveyor may direct. In towns 
or villages the metnlled surrace is to extend to the paved channels, footpaths, fences or 
buildings, as the coso may be, ll.od over all open spaces. 

MAUOINS AND SIDES. 
8-The margin& to be formed of sods and clay, at least two feet wide and four Inches 

high over the watertables. These margins to be oently kept and edged with spade and line 
(a plough on no account to be used) and the working way defined by parallel lines, 
straight or regularly curved, according to the course or the road. Cootrnctor to remove 
any waste margins tb11t may be pointed out. 

Where the sides are rnvelled or broken, they are to be made up with stones, sods, 
and clay. 

The sides are also to be kept clear of o.11 boshes, brambles, weeds, rubbish, loose 
atones, torr, manure, &c. 

The Contuotor is to cut down and remove befo1·e seed time all weeds growing on the 
roadsides and fences. 

DRAIN.I.GE. 
9-All water-tables, side cuts, pipe boles, outlets, side, back, and catch drains, water 

courses, &c., to be kept, at all times, clear of mud, gr11ss, weeds, or other obstructions 
to the free discharge of the wo.ter, and new ones made where necessary. 

FRENOll DRAINS. 
10-Wbere springs or soft places occur in the road, French Drains shall be made to 

drain off the water to the nearest outfall. 
GULLETS, ETO. 

11-Gnllets to be opened op, cleaned out and repaired when required, and the chan­
nel& through all bridites and gullets, and for snob distances as may be necessary above 
and below the same, are to be oleared and kept clear.

S.-Persons residing within the county to be entitled to have 
analysis made at the following reduced scale-about one-fourth of the usual 
fees-payable to County Analyst :-Analysis of \vater, oil cakes, and arti· 
ficial manures, 10s. ; analysis of the viscera of sheep, cows, and horses, for 
the detection of poison, 30s. ; dogs' do., £1 ; analysis of soils, limestones, 
and ores, from 10s. to £3, according to nature of investigation • 

Quantities required for analysis :·-8 oz. of bread, flour, butter, 
whiskey, wine, beer, porter; 4 oz. of buttermilk, confP.ctions, cocoa, pepper; 
2 oz. of new milk, tea, coffee, pepper, mustard ; i gallon of water, in cloon 
and, if possible, stopper bottles; t lb. of oil cakes and manures. In case of 
soil and ores analysis, quantities to be sent depend on nature of the investi­
gation and may be Et>certained on reference to the Analyst. The bodies of 
animals suspected to have been poisoned should not be sent ; only their 
viscera.

Mr. Foreman and Gentlemen of the Grand Jury, 
The applications in the Schedule before you, as far as they relate to 

roads and works, which were approved of at last December Sessions consist 

of-
48 renewals of road maintenance contracts. 

5 repafrs and improvements of bridges. 
15 gullets and drains. 

1 new road. 
5 new bridges. 
2 walls. 
4 permissive presentments. 
3 footpaths. 
1 repair to Court-houses. 

Total 84 
The following are the only works that need be referred to in this 

report, as I can supply any necessary information on the others as they 
come before you. All were very carefully considered at road sessions :-

Arklow, No. 19.-The works referred to in this permis ive applica­
tion are those which were necessary to protect the county roacl at Clon­
william Slate Quarry, and for which Lorcl Carysfort contributed t11e sum of 
£300 in accordance with a resolution of the last Grand Jury. The works 
have been carried out by Mr Michael Byrne of Rathdrum, who cleserves 
great credit for his perseverance in the face of many difficulties, at a cost 
considerably in excess of the above sum. 

Newcastle, No. 5.-To build a wall to protect the pound below the 
bridge in Newtown-1\'fount-Kennedy, £I G. Although a small matter I was 
asked by the Chairman at Road Ses ions to draw your attention to it in 
order to ascertain if it be properly a county work. 

With regard to the applications to be certified, one i:; for £105 for a 
new footpath from Arklow to the cemetery, a useful work. Three are for 
new bridges-namely, one in the barony of North Ballinacor for £350 to 
rebuilcl a bridge that has failed on the Luggala road, a little north of Lough 
Tay. One is a fresh application for £200 for a bridge on the roacl from 
Rathdangan to Ballin guile, at the bounds of the baronies of South Balli.nacor 
and Upper Talbotstown (£100 on each bitroay), where there are at present 
a paved ford and footbridge. This work was certified at Snmmer Assizes, 
1891 ; but was Jisallowecl at the next Road Sessions at Baltinglass. One 
for £100 for a new bridge at Scurlocks on the road from Kilbride to Round­
wood, barony of Lower Talbotstown, to replace a double gullet partially 
destroyed by a flood in October la t. 

£65 is applied for i11 the barony of Shillelagh to widen a bridge and 
build a wall at Cronelea, on the i·oad from Shillelagh to Tullow, which, 
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together with £48 19s now applied for in No. 9 Shillelagh, will considerably 
improve that important road 'at this place. 

£416 is asked for a new road in the barony of Upper Talbotstown, 
which I think will be of but limited utility. 

Referring to the encroachment made by the Guardians of Baltinglass 
Union in Weavers' Square, Baltinglass, mentioned in my 1C1St report, the 
proper requirements are now complied with after the matter bud been 
b1·ought before petty sessions and a penalty imposed. 

At Griffiostown, in the barony of Upper Talbotstown, an encroach­
ment was made by Mrs Gaily who neglected to remove it although 
repeatedly called on to do so. She was summoned to petty sessions and 
the full penanty and costs imposed. The cause of complaint is now removed. 

Heavy timber traffic is passing over several of the county roads. In 
some cases the contractors are making fair efforts to keep their roads in 
reasonable order; but in others they are not. In one of the latter cases, 
Peter CaIToJl, contractor for the road between three i·oad at Ballydowling 
and the bounds of North Ballino.cor at Glenwood, allowed part of his road 
to get into such a bad state as to cause considerable public inconvenience. 
He and his sureties were summoned to petty sessions and an order was 
made that the road sl10uld be put into proper order within a specified time. 
The contractor was also directed to pay costs. 

In accordance with the instructions of your committee, having charge 
of the mattet· of the stoppage of work on the proposed Bray and Enniskerry 
Railway anrl the consequent continued gram obstructions and injury to the 
county road, legnl proceedings were taken against this railway company 
concerning which your committee will report to you. 

The chief obstmction is the di version of the road at Herbert Lodge, 
on the main thoroughfare from Bray to the Dargle and Enniskerry, one 
of the most important in your county. 

The public have for over a year and seven months had imposed upon 
them at tills place a narrow, inconvenient, and badly-kept road diversion, 
about 210 yards long, over which vehicles have often to travel at walking 
pace. 

This di version is quite insufficient for the traffic on this road, at all 
times considerable and on holidays very gre.at. The wall bounding the road 
between Dargie Big Tree and Enniskerry, on south side, is also much 
dama!!ed by the railway works from which the soft clay is continually 
slipping on the road cau ing great injury and obstruction. 

The Sub-sheriff has informed me that the Lord Chief Baron at last 
Winter Assizes expressed a wish that some alterations should be made in 
this Court-house. I have a list of them which I can submit to you.

I have the honour to fol'ward herewith a certified aud declared 
Abstract of the Accounts of the Secretary to the Grand Jury, County

Constables complied with the requirements of the statute in lodging the full 
nmount of their last warrants, with the exception of the Constable for the 
Barony of Lower Talbotstown, who owed £155 1h 3d in addition to the 
large sum of £ 197 9s G<l, which remained due on former warr~nts. T~e 
High Constaule did not ntteu<l my audit to ~Jford any explanation. of this 
matter which the Grand Jury considered so important as to render 1t neces­
sary t; stop his pounuage. Unless this o~cer p1:esonts a more satisfactory 
account at next assizes, ni1d lodges, as he is reqmred to do, the full amount 
of warrant it will be for the Grand Jury to consider whether it may not be 
necessary to apply his poundage in discharge of the mo°:ies u~cc~unted for 
by him, and call on his sureties for the discharge of the11· obl1gat10n under 
their bond. It would also be advantagcouH wcn~ tloc Gnmu .Jury to. look 
iuto Lhe arrears of former wm·nrnt.i remaining 1lue un Lhe othor lmrumcs­
particnlarly Arldow and Newcastle-if collectnl>lc LLPy shoulcl lie ludge<l; 
if il'l'ecovera.l>le they should l>e re-presented.

.Mn. FOREMAN AND GENTLEMEN, 

I beg leave to repm·t for your informntion that I have made the 
following analyses during the half-year enc.led on the 30th July, 1893. The 
articleR analysed were received on the dates mentioned :-

February 15tb-Two specimens of water were analysed for the guar­
dians of Rathdrum Union. 'l'bey were not up to the standard of good 
waters. 

February 27th-Five pecimen of wate1· were analysed for the 
Medical Officer of Health of Carnew (Dr Brady\. Two were very pure and 
moderately bard; one was bard and pure; one wa.'! not quite so pure, aud 
was rather impure. 

April l 2th- ix specimens of wnte1· were analysed for Wicklow 
'l'owu Commissioners-three were rather 11ard and contained mucu uitl'ic 
ucid; tlie others were somewhat soft anu tolerably good. 

May 6th-2 specimens of water were analysed for Rathdrum Boanl 
of Guardians ; they were very soft, peaty wate1·s-not quite free from ob­
jectionable matters. 

May 18th-A specimen of water received from the same board was 
found to be very soft and pure. 

l\fay 27th-A specimen of water nnalysed for Dr H. F. Lawrenson, 
Medical Officer of Health, bunlavin, was fairly irood. 

June 20th--A specimen of milk analy cu for Baltinglas Board of 
Guardians was decidedly below the average quality of pure milk. 

June 2lst--Four specimens of water were received from the guar­
c.lians of Rathdrum; all were very soft and good, three of them being re­
markably free from organic matter. I believe it is proposed to use one or 
more of these waters to supply lfathdrum. 

June 21st-.A specimen of water was receh·ecl from Dr Brady, 
Medical Officer of Health, Cernew, and found to be n fairly good one. 

For Naas Union, which is partly situated in tlie County of Wicklow, 
five specimeus of wntcr were analysed; only one of them wus u fuirly goo<l 
water.

Some of these works were not contracted for at Adjow·ned Sessions· 
but will come before you under the provisions of the Act 20th and 21st Vic.'

Surveyor or reJect them as you may consider expedient. 

The only works to which I need here refer are the following :­
.Arklow No. 76-To make a new footpath from Arklow to the 

cemetery, £105, a useful work ; but not yet contracted for. 
Ar~low, No 77-The works referred to in this application are 

necessary m order to complete the works u.t Clonwilliam Slate Quarry 
towards which Lord Carysfo1·t contributed the sum of £300. ' 

~hillelagb, No 49-To widen a bridge at Cronelea, on the road 
from Shillelagh to Tullow, £65. This was fully discussed by the Justices 
~ud ~atepayers, and approved of by them at last December and May 
Sessions. 

Up~er Talbotstown, No 66-To make 416 perches new road 
between K1lbrefl'.v and Bushfield. I consider this road will be of but 
limited utility; .bu.t I have prepared a mr.p showing its position with 
reg1.1rd ~o. the ex1stmg county roads, which will aid you in forming your 
own opunon on the matter. 

The sum asked for is £416, payment to extend over five years. 
l,owe1· Talbotstown, No 75-To repair Aghfarrell bridge at the 

bounds of the counties of Dublin and Wicklow, .£50. Half to b~ levied 
off each county. 

I have inform~d th.e ~urveyor of the Dublin district of the urgency 
of the case, as the brulge 1s m a very bad way on the Dublin side; but he 
tells me he cannot get a. pl'esentment for the county Dublin moiety until 
~ext . February. I pointed out to him thl\t he could apply at Petty 
~c ·s1ons for a sudden damage order ; but he has t.lecliued to do so. 'fhis 
IS lO be regretltld, I.IS lhe lJl'C:SClll is a favourable time fol' doiug the 
uecl:l~Sary work.

Lower Talbotstown, No 77-For a new bridge at Scurlocks, on the 

road from Kilbride to Roundwood. £100. This is a necessary work to 
replace a large double gullet partially destroyed by a flood in October last. 

With regard to the rebuilding of Boleyhorrigan bridge on the 
Luggala road, in the barony of North Ballinacor, an application of .£350 
was approved of at last December essions, half to be levied off the County 
at Large. 

On this application coming up again at the last May Baronial 
Sestiions, the application was disallowed with the view of having the whole 
cost put on the County at Large. 

An applicat.ion ha,·ing heen made in this fom1 at the last County 
at Large Sessions, it was disallowed. It would have been better, I think, 
to have adhered to the original proposal-that is, half to be defrayed by 
the barony and half by the county, which appears equitable. 

On page 8 of the Schedule is l\n application for £288 to improve 
an old road in thA barony of Rathdown, 288 perches, between Killegar 
and the county of Dublin bounds. It has now merely to be formally certified 
and must come before you again at next Assizes for consideration before 
being finally dealt with. 

With regard to the legal proceedings in connection with the 
obstruction a.nd injury to the county road between Bray and ll:nniskerry, 
your standing committee have informed me they will revort to you, and I 
can give you any further information on the subject you may desire.

Mr. Foreman and Gentlemen of the Grand Jury, 
In compliance with the 35th clause of the D11blin and Blessington 

Steam Tramway Order, 1887, I inspected th<> line, sidingl'l an<l other works 
of this undertaking situated in the county \V1cklow, on the 17th inst, and 
the engines, rolling stock and plunt 011 14th in::.t, anJ fouutl n · follows:-

Since my last report some ballasting and weeding have been doue, 
and on the whole I cou::.ii.ler the line iu :,mnewhnt better orde1· than it was 
a year ago ; but a good deal of ballasting, cleaning and packing up is still 
required, and I cannot report that the line is in as nearly good order as it 
should be. The1·e is a piece at Ilempstown which e pecially requires 
attention 

1 also observed that a great many of the fi ·h plate bolts ba\'e 
worked loose and have uot been tightened up. This is an importa11t 
mat r antl should uo seen tu 1tl u11ce. 

The rolling stock coutinums to Le well luuked u.l'tot'. Tliree of the 
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passenger car. have been pu.inte<l u.ud hok very well. H would lie good 
econoruy to paint and varui ·b the remainder. Impl'Ovements are still 
heing made in tLe engines, and I believe tlley are now better than wLe11 
fast delivered to the Company five years ago ; but they should be painted, 
as they have n. liabby appearance. 

Li~st October the rolling stock was rncreascd by the delirnry to the 
Company, on the three ye!ll·s' system, of a new eight-wheeled double boctie 
locouwtive weighing over twenty-six t.ous, to be paid for in six llllif-yea~ly 
instalments of £225 each-in all £1,350. It Joes not seem to have been 
lal'gely used except on bolidays and busy 8unclays since its delivery. I 
hope tLS the othe1· engines proved too light that this will not prove too 
heavv. 

• The roof of the engine shed at Templeogue, referred to iu my lw;t 
report, has T1een re-1·oofeJ with open or hair slating. This small economy 
wa,; hu.r1lly wonb consi1lc:rntiu11. The roof of the en.,iue shed at Blessinu.

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AUDITOR'S REPORT. 

TO THE GRAND JURY OF THE COUNTY WICKLOW. 

GENTLEMEN, 
The Willows, Terenure, 24th January, 1894. 

I have the honour to transmit herewith a duly certified and 
declared Abstract of the Accounts of thfl Secretary to the Grand Jury of 
County Wicklow, following last Summer Assizes. 

The accounts were prepared and submitted for audit in the accus­
tomed most satisfactory maru1er, and the only matter which appears to 
demand special notice at this time is the still unclosed and unaccounted for 
arrears of county ce~s in the Barony of Lower To.lbotstown. 

Small amounts also appear as in arrear in some of the other baronies, 
but I understand these will be dealt with finally at the coming assizes. 

In the case of Lower Talbotstown, however, the Grand Jury Com· 
mittee on High Constables' accounts reported at last assizes that, as regards 
the arrears referred to in my last report, amounting to £197 9s 6d, "the 
Barony High Constable states that £40 18s lOd has been already collected, 
£ l5 2s is irrecoverable, and the balance (£141 8s Sd) is irrecoverable; bnt 
he shows no detailed account of the irrecoverable sums. 

The Secretary informs me that no such account has since been fur­
nished by Mr William Boothman, the high constable of the barony ; he did 
not attend my audit, nor send any explanation of his abdence. The Grand 
Jury have ample power to deal with this matter at next assizes. I trust 
they will exercise it. 

The surety bonds of the High Constables were submitted for my 
inspection, and appeared to be regularly executed.

November 27th-Seven waters were analysed fol' the Town Com­
missioners, Dray.

For Naas Union, which is in part situated within the County of 
Wicklow, a specimen of water was analysed ; it was not quite up to the 
standard of best wntcrs.

A breach has recently occurred in the retaining and pnrapet wall of 

the bridge at t11e bounds of the town1nnds of Oldtown and Monatore, on the 
road from Baltinglass to Balli tore, barony of Upper 'fulbotstown. It would 
be desirable that the sum of £31, necessary for its repair, should be now 
presented under the 38 section of the Grand Jury Act. 

I have receiver! a copy of a JJrcsentment pnssecl at the recent County 
Carlow Assizes for £10, a moiety of the estimutccl cost of the repairs of the 
bridrre, called County Wicklow Bridge, at the hounds of this county aml 
county Carlow, on the road from Carnew to Cloncgall. This bridge is 
urcreutly in neecl of repair, and I consider that you tihould now pre ent a like 
su~ to be levied off the barony of Shillelagh, under the above section of the 
Grand Jury Act. 

Notices have been published that the Commissioneril of the Township 
of Kingstown intend to apply for a P1·ovisional Order for a new water 
supply for their township, partly from Lough Bray, in the barony of Rath­
down. I have e.imminell the plans as lodged and find that in this county 
one line of pipes is shown from Lough Bray Upper to Kilmalin, and thence 
to the county Dublin bounds at Glencullen britlge, of which about 5! miles 
arc along the county roads. Another line of pipes is sl1own from the county 
Dublin bounds at the Scalp, through Monastery nnd Fnssor<ie, terminating 
at the bounds of Bray Township, at the junction of Killurney road with 
Killumey lane, of which about two miles arc along the county roads. 

Notices have al ·o been published that the Dublin Corporation intend 
to apply for a Provisional Ortler for a supl'lemental wutc1· supply from 
Lough Dan. 

I 11ave examined tl1e plans in this ea e and find that I\ line of pipes is 
shown from Lough Dan through Annamoe to the present filter beds of the 
Roundwood reservofr, of which about 2i miles arc a.long the county roads. 
I am also informed that it is intended to di,·ert the county road that runs 
along the we tern side of Lough Dan and probubly to alter or reconstruc& 
Old bridge over the Avonmore river. 

Should the above works or part of thE>m be carried out I consider that 
the pi11es should be laid through the fields and not along the county roads, 
as when so laid they seriously interfere with them and the numerous bridges, 
culverts, &c., in connection with them. 

It would be well, I think, if you instructed your solicitor to watch 
these matters so that the county roads and works may be protected as far as 
possible. 

Work was resumed nt the embanked bridge approaches on the road 
from Bray to Enniskerry, nt Troy's public-house, on 6th Jane last and llUB­

pended on the ~nd September following. 
As I could not approve of the manner in which tbe works were 

being carried on, the umpfre mentioned in the consent of 2nd June last was 
calle<I in to decide on the matters in question. I met him at the works on 
30th September and submitted my objections. The award was not delivered 
until 8th November. In this document the umpire in some important 
mntter;i declines to give any opinion, and in others he decides at variance 
with the consent order, and that a road, path and fences for inferior to 
those previously existing should be accepted. 

The matter was before the Master of the Rolls on 27th Jaimary fast, 
when it wa..;; ordered that the wo1·ks should be resumed forthwith; but 
practically nothing has been done dince 2nd l::ieptember lust, during the 
whole of which time the public bas been forced to submit to n dangerous 
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and badly-kept roadway.

Yom· Committee beg to report that siuce the Summer Assize, 
1 93, the Railway Company proceeded to complete the bridge and the 
npp1·oaches on the high road at Troy's public-house, between Bray and 
Enniskerry. 'l'he work was carried out, iu the opinion ofyout' committee, 
iu a ve1·y inefficient manner, and in August, ]l)!J3, yom County Sul'veyor, 
l\fr Carter Dmper, O.E, declined to cenify Lliat the work was Leiug done 
to his satisfaction, 01· to sigu nn,v furthe1· cheques for the paymeut of the 
people employed by the Railway Company. 

The wol'k was thereupon ahaudoned, nnil the Directors called iu 
Mr Mills, C.!!:., who harl Leen nppointed m·Litrntor, in the consent e11tered 
into iu July, 18!>3, by yom· solicitor, l\fr F. Brown, before the Master of 
the Rolls. 

Mr Mills' awa.nl was, after n very long period, about the month of 
December, lnid before us, and in tho meantime no wotlc wllntever was 
done by the Rttilwa.y Company. 

Ou the 8Lh Jamrnry, 18!>4, the Directors glwe notice of a motion 
before the l\Iaster of the Rolls, seeking lo1· his directio11s, and that tbe 
costs of l\fr Mills' aw111·d-11pwards of £26-should be paid by you. 

Various affidnvit.s were filed on your behnH by your committee 
and some of the residents about Enni::iketTy, ancl the case was heard Ly 
the l\fo.ster of the Rolls, on the 27th January, when an order was made 
that the costs of l\fr 1\1 ills' award we1·e to be defrayed by the Grand Jury, 
and thnt the Railway Company were to complete the works forthwith. 

Since then very little work of any kind has been done by the Rail­
way Company trntil the beginning of this month. nn<l they are now com­
mencing to widen the roadway at the bridge, bnt a cousidernble portion 
of the ron<l and the fences remains in a most unsatisfactory state. 

The Railway Com1Jany are bringing forwnrd a new bill in this 
Session of Parlin.men t, to obtain u further extension of time and other 
matters which yolll' solicitor will explain to you in detail. 

Your committee have decided to oppose this bill on accom1t of the 
very unsatisfactory way in which the roadway and the fences have beeu 
left, and the petition will be laid before you for your approval.

EXISTING CONTRACTS, DISCHARGED AND UNDISCHARGED 
QUERIES, AND RICHMOND LUNATIC ASYLUM. 

Committee-Richard J, Horuidge, Capt. Hon. Henry Monck, 
Col. W. Kemmis. 

The greater part of the County Surveyor's report has &lreauy been 
dealt with by the G1·and Jury. 

. 1-The rebuilding of Ballyhonigan bridge, which is foiling, is n. 
prcssmg work, but must, of com·se, be brought befoi·e Road Session. , The 
road ov~r it being. used largely by tourists and others, having no local 
connection as leading from East to West Wicklow, the Committee think 
that half the expense should be borne by the County at Large. 

2-They recommend that the sum of £31 should be allowed for 
the repair of the retaining and pal'apet wall of the bridge at the bounds 
of the townlands of Old town and Mona tore lest any accident should occur. 

3-They al~o rtlcommend that the sum of £10, a moit:ty of the 
cost, should be levied of'. the baro~y of Shillelagh for the m·gent repair of 
the so-called County Wicklow bridge, the other m'.>iety already ha\'iog 
been presented by the county Carlow. 

. 4-It appears that the Local Gm·ernmeot Board enquiry as to the 
Kingstown supply of water from Lough Bray, is to be held next 'Wednes­
day. They think that the Solicitor of Grnud Jury should attend a.nil 
e~deo.vour to enforce ~he suggestion by the County Sur\'eyor, that the 
pipes should not b~ laid along the county roads, and in like ma11uer with 
regard to the Dublin supply from Lough Dan should it be persistetl in. 

5-In the matter of the case of the Bray and Enniskerry R1\ilway 
the committee, with the assistance of l\fr Brown and l\fr Ca\·ter Draper' 
have re.vised the P.etition from the Grn11d Jury to be made to the House~ 
of ~~rho.ment aga1?st the. extension of the power& of the milway. This 
petition, the committee tlunk, should be lod<red. The slanuioa committee 
should be reappointed and instructed to t:trn such subseque~1t steps a~ 
might appear to them desirable. 

'rhe question of the pound at Newtown-Mt. .Kennedy should be 
bl'Ougbt before the petty sessions the1·e, crnd theii' directions taken on the 
subject. 

In the Existing Contracts, No 19 Lowei· Talbotstown, should be 
stl'Uck out, a dec1·ee having been obtained a<rainst the contractor as meu­
tioned in the County Surveyor's i·eport,

and a fresh contract being 
necessary. 

With regard to presentment No. 104, Richmond Lunatic Asylum 
for £1 5s lO<l, the committee recommend that it be di;:a.l\owed, as they 
co.n~~t sec any ground~ for the county Wicklow paying the cost of any 
add1tiooal accommodation, the County already bein<V entitled to the use 
of 152 beds, yet only making use of 124, ie, 28°under the County's 
number. 

As .to presen~ment No 57, for the same asylum, the amount esti­
mha~ehd f.hor 1s lar~ely 111 excess of the amount paid last year (£1,654 10s), 
w ic t e committee cannot understand. They cannot either make out how 
the sum of £2, 111 10s 4d is arrived at, for taking the proportion between 
the total number of patients as returned in tlie asylum and the number for 
the county Wicklow, the calculation gives but .£805 in~tead of £2 111 
applied for. They would wish that clenr dnta shonld be given in' the

ncconnts of the nRylum, to onnble the sum crule<l for from the county being 
checked, and the balance between the estimated snm nnd the actunl expendi­
ture shown. 

Havinrr consiuercd the rorrespondence with respect to the additional 
asylum huildi~gs proposed, the committee consider that any charge against 
the county for such huildings shoukl be strongly oppose~, an~ ~he necessary 
stops taken to protect the interests of the county by their soh01tor. 

Dischnraed and Undischnrged Queries appear to he correct. The 
committee reco~mend that in the Undi!'<chargcd Queries, No 42, barony of 
Arklow £5 His 1md No :;3 barony of Newcastle, 1888, for repair of 
"\Vicklo~ briJrre' be now re1ire;;ented in accord1tncc with resolution of 0, 
Summer 1881 · that sum of this nature should he represented after two 
successi;e half 'years; if necessary at any time to repair damage of the 
bri<lge, there con be no difficulty in getting a sudden damage order to 
cover it.

Lyndon. . . . .. w· e find that the maintenance of patients, rnclurlmg medicmes, 
averages 2s 5d per diem, nml t?e total cost (i:1cluding the s.taff) b.rings up the 
expenses to 3;1 8~d, not including the doctors salary, and mcludmg the doc­
tor's salary, to 4s 2id per diem. ~o of patients, 79 .i average nn~ber of diiys 
in ho pital, J 9J. 'J'he cost. of 1~amtenance, exclud111g the staff, 1s more than 
double what it was lost yenr-v1z., ls lid. 

We find that the printed mrnunl report, thou"~l made up ~o the same 
date ns the voucheJ account laid before us, shows a discrepancy in the cash 
balance of £3 18s 8d in favour of the printed annual report.

nwEDIATE REPAIRS, GENERAL DIRECTIONS AND CONDil'IONS. 
I-Immediately after the ensuing Assizes the surface is to be ol~aned, bole• and rut1 

filled with good material, ategnnnt water drained off, dangerous boles and grips fenced, 
the road made safe and convenient for traffic within one month, and afterwards repaired 
ns specified from time to time, or continuously, ns may be necessary, and maintained 
con1lantly in good order during the contract, clean, hard, and epen, l'lt all 1ea1ona. 

2-No notice of inspection will be given but the County Surveyor expects the road 
to be in good order nnd repair at any time he or his assistant may visit it. 

3-Tbe Grand Jury shall have the power of cancelling the contract at any Assize• 
should the County Surveyor report that the road has not been kept in a satisfactory 
manner. 

4-The Contractor is to procure a copy of this Specification, and produce it when 
required by the County Surveyor or bis assistant.

the detection of poison1 30s. ; dogs' do., £1; analysis of s01ls1 limestones, 
and ores, from 10s. to £3, according to nature of investigation. 

Quantities required for analysis :·-8 oz. of bread, flour, butter, 
whiskey, wine, beer, porter; 4 oz. of buttermilk, confoctions, cocoa,.pepper; 
2 oz. of new milk, tea, coffee, pepper, mustard ; t gallon of water, lD clenn 
and, if possible, stopper bottles; t lb. of oil cakes and manures. In. case ~f 
soil and ores analysis, quantities to be sent depend on nature of the myestI­
gation and may be ascertained on reference to the Analyst. The bodies ~f 
animals suspected to have been poisoned should not be sent ; only their 
viscera.. .

I beg leave to report that I have made the following analyses 
during the half-year ended on the 30th June, 1894.
