IMl!EDIATE REPAIRS, GENERAL DIREOTIONS AND CONDITIONS, 
I-Immediately after the ensuing Assizes the surface is to be cleaned, holes and rut& 

filled with good material, stagnant water drained off, d11ngerou1 hole• and gripe feo~ed, 
tbe road made safe and convenient for traffic withiu one month, and afterwards repaired 
ftS specified from t>me to time, or continuously, RS may be necess•ry, and maintained 
con1/antly in good order during the contract, clean, hard, and epen, nt all seaaon1. · 

2-No notice ofinspection will be p:iven but the County Surveyor expects tbe road 
to be in good order and repair at a11y time he or his assistant may visit it. 

8-Tlle Grand Jury shall have the power of cancelling the contract at any Assizes 
ahould the County Surveyor report that the road has not been kept in a satisfactory 
manner. 

4-The Contractor is to procure a copy of this Speci6cation, and produco it when 
nquired by the County Surveyor or his assistant. 

5-All the work herein specified is to be executed in a judicious, effective, and work­
manlike manner in every particular necessary for tbo repair, constant malntenance in 9ood 
nrder, and improvement of tbe road, a.ccording to the true intent and meaning oftliis 
Specifioation, and to tbe entire ealisfnctioo of the County Surveyor. 

6-In addition to the provisions of this Speciticalion the C<lntractor is nt once to 
carry into effect any instructions of the County Surveyor or his nssistnnt. 

WIDTH OF WORKING WAY. 
7-The width of the working wt1.y of tl1e road shnll be equal to tho present width; 

but in no oase Jess tbsn 18 feet, except where walls, fences 01· grips Interfere. 
The width to be extended or reduced RS the County Surveyor mn;v direct. In towns 
or villages tho metnlled surraoe is to extend to the paved cbonnels, footpaths, fences or 
buildings, as the case may be, ~nd over all open spaces. 

l\IAUGINS AND SIDES. 
8-The margins to be formed of sods and clRy, at least two feet wide and four inches 

high over the wa.tertables. These margins to be neatly kept and edged with spade and line 
(a plough on no account to be used) and the working wny defined by parnllel lines, 
straight or regularly curved, according to the course of tho road. Contractor to remoYe 
any waste margins thnt may be pointed out, 

Where the sides are ravelled or brokeo, they are to be made up with stones, sods, 
and clay. 

'l'be sides are also to be kept clear of all bushes, brambles, weeds, rubbish, loose 
atones, turf, manure, mud heaps, &c. 

The Contractor is to cut trom1 and remove before seed time a.II weeds growing on the 
roadsides and fences. 

DRAINAGE. 
9-All water-tables, side cuts, pipe boles, outlets, aide, bnok, and oatob drains, water 

courses, .&c., to be kept, at all times, clear of mud, grass, weed!, or other obstrnotioo1 
to tbo free discharge of the water, and new ones made where necessary. 

FRENCH DRAINS. 
10-Wbere springs or soft places occur in the road, Frenoh Draios ahall be made lo 

drain off the water to the nearest outfall. 
GULLETS, ETC. 

11-Gulleta to be opened up, cleaned out and repaired when required, and the chan­
nela through nil bridges nod gullets, and for such distances u may be necessary above 
and below the snme, a.re to be cleared and kept clear. 

12-'l'his drainaite and the edging nbove desc1·ibed in No. 8 to be thoroughly dona 
three times a year-before lst February, ls~ April, and lst October, and at all ether 
times aa may be required. 

WASTE 87UFF. 

13-All scrapings, trimmings, nnd other roacl stuff to be used for levelling hollows 
in the sides, filling grips, repairing fences, &o. Aoy surplus stuff not so required sb[ll\ 
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become tb~ property of the contrnctor, and be removed by him forthwith, as well es any 
accumnlnt1on of mud, &o., that may be on the roadsides at the commencement of 1he 
contrnct. Road stuff on 110 account to be tlirown on tket11a1·gin.<. 

MAINTENANCE A:SD DlPRO\"'E:\IElNT 0.b' SURFACE. 

14;--The rond way and water-tables shall be scraped, swept and olenoed, so aa to bo 
a~ all times free from mud, clu~t, grass, dirt, manure. litter, rubbish, and nuisance of all 
kinds. 

. 15-The su~fnce ?fthe w~rking way is to ba,·e a rounding of one inch per ynrd of 
w1~tb; bn_t on bills tl11s round1n~ must be greater. Where the rand hos not at present 
this for!° 1t must be brought to 1t by the application of mnteriftls, 11.nd by picking up uud 
re-fornHn,e; tbe surfoce. 

. lil:-.The surface is to be mnde even by cross-picking end levelling ribs ruts and 
1nequnl1t1es. • • 

. Al_l rook• ap~eoring over the snrface and Etones of more tLan 2! inches in nny 
d1mens1on to be picked up and tho holes :i.t once carefully filled with fine metalling. All 
surfnce damages that may occur to be at once repaired by the Contrnctor. 

APPLIO~'fION OF :ll'.A'l'll:RIALS. 

17-El'ery !1ollow, worn or weak place, to be covered with a sheet of metnl. These 
sheets to be applied sons to pre1en·e and improve the shape of the rond and to strougthen 
the crnst. ' 

Tuey are to b~ spread at short intervals alternately on ench side of the centre line or 
the road, 80 as to induce the trnffic Lo bent over the entire surface. 

, TI1e sheet• or pa~ches nre not to be less thon 3 squnro yards in area, to he spread 
e\ eoly, closely nnd tl11ck enough to prevent the old surface being seen throuirh the stone•, 
nnd of the shape of lhe \\ oru or hollow ports of the road. In no ouse will drills or small 
patches be allowed. 

Tha patches t.o be kept ~·nked in and blinded when necessary with fino 11ravel. 
. Ue!oro sprea~inl! materials the surfnce is to be tLoroughly cleaned, and when re­

qn1red 18 to ho picked and loosened to the depth of hnlf nu inch (rnthcr rleeper at the 
edge~). 80 thn~ the uew metnlling may unite with tue ol.l. 

18-P~rt1culnr CRre must be tRken to hnve the coveriug-fi11gs of gullets and the nrch­
stor1e~ of bridges well co«er•d with metal.

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PUBLIC ANALYST'S REPORT. 

TO THE GRAND JURY OF THE COUNTY OF "'W1CKLOW. 

Ma. FOREMAN AND GENTLEMEN, 

I beg leave to report, for your information, that I have made 
the following analyses during the half-year ended on the 31st December, 
1894:-

A specimen of milk analysed for 8ergeant O'Leary, Wicklow, was 
very poor, but not so poor that I could certify that it was adulterated. 

Four specimens of water were analysed for the Guardians of 
Baltinglass Union. 'l'hey were soft, and, on the whole, fairly good water!', 

Five specimens of waters were analysed for the Guardians of Bal­
tinglass Union. They were all deep yellow, highly peaty waters of second 
class quality. 

A specimen of water was analysed for Mr W G Morris, Windgate 
House, Bray. It proved to be of good composition. 

A specimen of butter, examined for Surgeon F Jones, Bmy, was, 
so far as could be judged-the quantity o.vailable for analyses being very 
small-pure. 

'l'he viscera of a bullock were annlysed for poison, at the request of 
Captain Pennefather, Ratbsallagb. The result wns negati1e . 

For Naas Union, which is partly situated in the County of Wicklow, 
four specimens of water were o.nalysed. They contained very large quan­
tities of solids in solution-namely, 107·9 and 106·4 g1·ains per gallon ; 
they were otherwise defective. 'l.'he other two waters were a moderately 
hard au1l a very soft one. 'l'hey were second rate wateri:;. 

Excluding 2 samples of milk analysed fo1· Mr P Barrington, Bally­
man, Bray, erroneously returned in my last report, instead of being re­
ported to County Dublin Grand Jury, the total number of analyses made 
in 1804 amounted to 43. Of the articles of food and drugs unalysed, 8 
were adulterated.

For this work, which 
is now llpen for tenders, I have prepared alternative designs-namely, for a 
concrete and a timber footpath. 

Arklow, No 77-New flagging and curbing in Lower Main-street, 
Arklow, £!)6, of which a moiety is to be contributed by the Town's Com­
missioners. This is nn useful work. 

Nortl1 Ballinncor, No 41-To rebuilu Boleyborrignn bridge on the 
road from Round wood to Snllygap, £350. Half to be levied off the County 
nt Large. This bridge, which hns been referred to in previous report~, 
is in u dilapidated nod fnlling condition. 

North Rullinacor, l\o 42-New footpath, £36. Half to be levied oft' 
the County nt Large There is a tolerably good stone curbed path in this 
pfoce nt present; but it is mther narrow in places. 

Soutb Ba!linacor, r\o 56-To rebuild Ballinagnppoge bridge, £50. 
.£80 was applied for at sessions; but only £50 was allowed. A large portion 
of the b1·idge hn.s fallen and the rest is in a dilapidated state. There was no 
tender at adjourned sessions. 

Rathdowu, No 44-To widen and improve Church Lane, Grey­
stones, £150. This road has not hitherto been on the county. It fo1·ms a 
continuation of a short piece of county road past Grey;tones Church, and 
conneet:i tht> Church road, G reystones, with the Kilcoole and Bray road, at 
Lowe1· Kindlestown. There is an existing county road running approxi­
m1ttely parallel to it at a distance of about 60 perches from it. This work 
was certified at last assizes and is now to be tendered for. 

Shillelagh, No 48-To build a protecting wall 1rnd wideu the road in 
front of Kilquiggin new chapel, £45. The object of the application is to 
provide standing room for \'ehicles in front of the chapel, so that the general 
traffic nf the road may not be interfered with. 

Upper Tnlbotstown, No. 66-To build a bridge between the town-
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lands of Randalstown and Winetavern, £15. This work i.s not required for 
county purposes; but for the drninnge of the landa abo~e it. . 

Upper Talbotstown, No 67-To build a gullet 1ll B.altmglass, £~0. 
This work should be carried out at the expense of the sanitary authority, 
and not at that of the county. . . . 

There will also be laid before you, to be certified, an . app~1cation for 
£200 for a bridge on the road from Rathdangan to Ballmgmle, at the 
bounds of the baronies of South Ballinucor nnd Upper Talbotstown (£100 
on each barony), where ther~ are at present ~ paved ford an.d a footbridge. 
This work has been several time~ before sessions ; but was d1s~lowed. . 

Since last assizes it became necessary to take proceedings agm?st 
two of your contractors and their sureties for breach of cont1·act-v1z., 
Jeremiah Byrne No 45 South Ballinacor, and Anthony Allen, No 51 Lower 
Lower Talbotst~wn. Decrees were granted in each case. . . 

A Bill bas been deposited in Parliament for the purpose of .obtnmmg 
powers to supply the townships of Blackrock, Bray, Dalkey and.Kmgsto"'.n• 
with water from Lough Bray, in the barony of Rathdown .. This sch~11;1e 1s, 
as far as this county is concerned, the same as .tha: for which. a Prov1s1onal 
Order was sought last year; but which application was 1·eJected by the 
Local Government Board. As mentioned in my report to the Gran~ Jury 
at Spring Assizes, 1894, under this scheme, it is proposed to lay lme~ of 
pipes, iu all about 7i miles ~n length, under the county roads. I consider 
that these pipes should be hnd :hroug.h the £eld~ and not a.long the county 
roads t1s when so laid they seriously interfere w1lh them and the numerous 
bridg~s, culverts, &c., in conne?tion with them. . 

Notices were published Jn November last, that the Dublm Corpora­
tion intended to apply for a Provisional Order to enable them to take lands 
for the purpose of constructing a reservoir and waterwork& supplemental to 
their existing reservoir at Roundwood, the ~ugh Dan. scheme, 
referred to in my report a year ago, bavmg been withdrawn. 
An inquiry waR held by the Local GoYernment Boar~ on 2lst. February 
and 8th .hlarch last. I have examined the plans referrmg tu this scheme, 
and find that the Innds proposed to be taken for !be new reservoir would be 
in area about 509 acres, of which I nm informed about BOO acres would be 
under water. These 111.nds consist of parts of the townland~ of Ballin.astoe, 
Knockrahcen, Mullinaveige. Srnghmore, and Tithower, all m the parish of 
Cnlary and baronies of North Ballinacor and Newcastl.i. These lands 
stretch northwards on both banks of the Vurtry river lrom the north ead of 
the present reservoir f~r about 2t miles or to ab?ut 8 furlongs below 
Bnllinastne or Vartry brtdge. Two county roads will h? affected by the 
works. lst, the main road from Bray to Roundwood is proposed to bo 
rniscd at a point nbout It miles north of Round wood by an e~bankment 
ailing the margin of the reservoir, 212 y~rds long and 61 feet !ugh at the 
highest point. The other road affected is that r~ther um~portant one from 
SnUy's bridge to Knuckraheen three roads. This roncl will c1:oss the .new 
rctiervoir, ancl it is proposed to raise it by an embnnkment with a bridge 
over the present for<l. This emba.nkment '~ill be 47 l :farcls long and 18 
feet hi"'h at the new bridge or highest pnmt. l consider the proposed 
works 

0 

as affecting these county roa<ls, will improve them. 
'With regard to the bridgt: approaches at Troy's public.house, on the 

road from Bray to Enniskerry, nothing ba.q been do11e since the date. of my 
last repo1t towards completing the road and fences in accordance with the 
umpire's award and the order of the Master of the RPlls. 
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The construction of. the extension of the Dublin nnd Blessington 
Steam Tramway from Blessmgton to Poulaphuca Waterfall, described in my 
r~port at Sp1ing Assizes, 1888, was commenced on 6th August last and was 
being carried on with energy; but was stopped on 11 th ,January last 
by the heavy snow falls. Since which date the work has been almost 
entirely suspended owing to the heavy snow. It \viii, however, I am 
informed, be re umed on the llth inst., and speedily completed and opened 
for traffic. 

The county, as you are nll aware, was visited by very heavy snow 
storms during Inst January, and as a i·esult serious inconvenience took place 
from interruption of traffic. In most cases your contractors made com­
mend11ble efforts to cope with the emergency; but a considerable time must 
elapse before the roads are restored to their normal condition. 

Mr Little, assistant for the baronies of Arklow and North Ballinacor, 
having resigned his situation soon after last assizes, l appointed in his place 
Mr W J Keating, who is folly qualified, and since his nppointment has dis­
charged his Juties in a satisfactory manner.

As to No 41 North Ballinacor-the rebuilding of Boleyborrigan 
b1·id~e.-the Committee cousitle1· that the bridge being in a bad and falling 
t•on~1t1on on one of the only two outlets from that siJe of the county, and 
hnvinrr been prui ed at road sessions, should be considered by full Grand 
Jmv. 

• No 39 South Bnllinucor and No 111 County at Large-Jereminh 
Jlyrnc, contractor-hi~ contract having been broken nnd a tresh contract 
l1tl\'ing been entered into, the sums of £4 10s 5d and l 2s lld should be 
struck out, and the old contruct cancelled. 
. "\fith reference to the scheme for supply of water from Lough Bray, 
rn t~e barony of. Rnthdown, to Bhwkrock, &c, the Grand Jury at Spring 
Assizes, 1894, directed that at the Local Government Board enquiry, with 
reRpect to that scheme, the County Surveyor and their solicitor should attend 
and repres1mt that the water pipes shollld not be laid under the county roads, 
but across the fields; it appears that the County Surveyor and Mr llrowne 
did so, with the result that the µromoters of the scheme consented that the 
pipes should uot be laid under the roads. Now the promoters nre bringincr 
a Bill fo1· their scheme before Parliament, in ~ hich, as it would appea~ 
they will not be tied to lay the pipes as the Grand Jury desire. The 
~ommittee think, therefore, that instructions should be given to their soli­
c1tor to take the necessary steps for ensuring a clause in the Bill to restrain 
the promoters from htying the pipes under the roads.

Mr. Coroner Jones' Account.-We have examined and found his 

account correct, except in one particular-viz., the charge for mile11ge, 
which should be twelve pounds, fifteen shillings and sevenpence, instead of 
fourteen pounds, fourteen shillings, l\S stated by l\ir Jones. We nlso have 
nllowed him the sum of two pounds for holding an inquest in Coroner 
Byrne's district. The whole sum to be presented to l\Ir Coroner Jones is 
thirty·two pounds, twelve shillings and seven pence. 

Mr. Coroner Byrne's Account-As regards Mr Coroner Byrne, the 
Grand Jury will recollect that at the last assizes it was proposed to disallow 
his salary and fees because he had failed to comply with the Act of Parlia­
ment by not living within his district, and the presentment was then made 
on his absolute pledge, given personally to the Grand Jury, that he would, 
within one fortnight, take up bis abode a.ml continue permanently to. reside 
in the district to which he had been appointed. As be has not earned out 
this undertaking, we recommend that no presentment be made to him fot· 
nny salary, fees, or emoluments to the present date, in accorrlance with 
9 & 10 Vic., cap. 37, sec. 21. 

There have been placed before us a number of applications from 
medical men who have given evidence, and from witnesses who have been 
examinetl at inquests held by Mr Byrne, and from a carman for his fare on 
one occasion, none of whom have been paid by the coroner. Having gone 
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through these applications, we recommend tha.t the sum of nine pounds be 
presented to the Secret1try of the Gmnd Jury, with a request thnt he pay 
the sums to the t'arious parties entitled. 

We find that two inquests were helcl by Justices of the Peace of the 
county, and that six pounds and sixpence is due for expenses of witnesses 
medical fees. 'Ve recommend that this sum be also presented to the Secre­
t'!1"y of the Grand Jury with the view to these claims being discharged by 
him. 

We recommend that in future the Coroners be required to oive in 
their returns the name of the townland and parish in which each inqu~st was 
held, so as to enable tho Secretary and Committee of the Grand J m·y to 
check the charge for milenge.

the detection of poison, 30s. ; dogs' do., £1 ; analysis of soils, limestones, 
and ores, from 10s. to £3, according to nature of investigation. 

Quantities required for analysis :·-8 oz. of bread, flour, butter, 
whiskey, wine, beer, porter; J oz. of buttermilk, coofoctions, cocoa, pepper; 
2 oz. of new milk, tea, coffee, pepper, mustard ; i gallon of water, in clenn 
11ml, if possible, stopper bottles; ! lb. of oil cakes and manures. In case of 
soil and ores annlysis, quantities to be sent depend on nature of the investi­
gation and may be ascertained on reference to the Analyst. The bodies of 
animals suspected to h~ve been poisoned should not be sent ; only their 
viscera.

4 miscellaneous works.

I shall here only refer to the following :-
Arklow, No. 74-'rhis work hould be nnde1· the heading "New 

Road." The money .,.ranted is small, viz. :~£10; but as the roml is not a 
thol'Oughfare and em~ at a gate, to pass the presentment would establish a 
precedent fur putting numerous simihLr lanes on the county. 

There is another work in the Barony of Arklow which should be 
referred to ; but on this occl\sion it bas only to be read 1md certified. It is 
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to build n. gullet on the rond from Oonnnry cross-roads to 3 roads nt Knock· 
o.nree Lower, over the ford nt the southern encl of this road. 

In North Ballinaco1· nn application ot' mine for £400 for re-buildin" 
Boleyhorri~im bridge, so often referred to, 'ms reduced to £350, to b~ 
borrowed from the Board of Works and i·epnid in instalment~. This work 
has now·, however, me1·ely to be certified. 

. In South Ballinacor £90 wa · allowecl for re-buillling Ballinacappoge 
br1.<l$e, on the ~·o.ad fro,~1 ~ughn;an~rn.gh to Balliuncla h. This b1·iclge is in 
a t urnous comhtwn. Ilns npphcat10n has also to be certified 

. In Newcastle, the only application of importance for a :;pecial work is to 
build a gullet ovei· the ford on the road from Rathnew to Newcastle ne111· 
Dr. 'fruelrs gate at Olonmannon, for which £'49 10s was allowed. ' 

In R:tthtlown barony £ 117 l 8s was allowed to recurb and 1•eform the 
footpalhs JU Enniskerry. This application hns nlso to be certified. 

Upper Tnlbott1town, No. G6.-To build a bridge between the townlands 
of Rnndalst~wn nn<l Winetavern, £35; £5 of which i· to be contributed by 
th? owner ?f the land. above the bridge. As mentioned in my lust report, 
this work is not required fo1· county purposes; but for the dminage of the 
ln11ds above it. 

Upper Tnlbotstown, No. 67.-To curb a footpath in B11ltingla,ss £J2. 
Ilalf on County at 1..iwgc. This is n useful work. ' 

Lower Tnlbotstown, No. 71.-In this ea e as the road commences at a 
gate acro.s it, ends in •~ bog, and has no house 

1

nlong it, it would not appear 
to be a prop?r cnse for maintenance by the couuty. 

Lower Talbotstown, No. 71.-To build a ,.ullet near the railway brid"c 
on the townlantl of l\lilltown, ncnr Dunlavin..'.:..t40. This is on an uni;1• 

po1·ta.nt road, which was ~ut recently put under county presentment. 
~he matter of il!e ~ndge nppro1tches ot Troy's public-house, on the 

rond from Bray to 1•.nmskerry, so often brouaht before you came before 
l\1r. Justice Holmes, sitting for the l\Iaster of the Rolls, on i4th May last, 
when nn orde.r was made. th,nt the fences and walls should be completed in 
accordance with the ump1ro 3 awa1·d. Thii! order was appealed against, but 
~vas .confirmed by the Oourt of Appeal on l 2th June Inst. The road surface 
is still very bad; but this point was decided in favour of the defendants, who 
however, hnve to poy the co&ts of both trials. ' 
. The County Inspccto.r lrns requested additional space and othe1· 
iml?t'ovem~nts for ~he storing of weight and measure!! in this Court-house, 
which I will e:xpl11111 to the Committee. 

':fhe ex.tension of the Duhl.in and Blessington Steam 'l'ramwny from 
Bies mgton t1~ Pouloph~ca bridge, referred to in my ln!lt report, wns in­
spected by MnJOl' Marm~m, on behalf of the Boord of Trade, on I !Ith April, 
and ~a~ opcne? f~r pub~1c trnffic on !st l\Iay In t. I accompanied Major 
Mnrmclm on his ll1i!pection 11nd pointed out to him some of the works re­
maining to he done, which are: 

lst. The completion of the curbin"', ns out of a total lenrrth of 3 mile 
and 8 chains in this county, about 1 mfie 2, furlongs onrl 4 chains hove not 
yet been curbed. 
. 2nd. 1\Iost of the curbing already laid should be taken up and reset ns 
1t hll. been very badly done. 

3rcl. The siJes. of the line in Blessington to be filled and properly 
formed, nncl the dramn.ge of the street provided for. 

~~h. Draim~ge outlets across the line to be provided in seveml places. 
, lhe fast three .uf ~he above re~uirements we1·e orcleretl by the Board of 
rratle to be done w1thiu a month ot the dute of the opening of the line.

Assembled at Summer Assizes, 1893. 

!\Jr. Forcmnn nncJ Gentlemen of the Grnnd Jury, 

I have ma,le the usual annual inspection of that part of tile line sil uatcd 
in the County Wicklow, also of most of Lho engines, rolling stock and plant. 
Y cry littfo cleaning hns been done to the line and practically no fresh ba.11.a t 
spread during the last year, witb the e:teeption of that part of tho !~no 
through Blessinglon, which bas been lifted and ballnste<l. The w~wle lmc 
~hould be thoroughly cleaned and the balla t loo ed aml renewe<l m .many 
places. The crossing timbers at the several tone depots, referred to m my 
last report, have not been renewed. If the line we.re kept ballasted ·~P at 
the cro ·siugs the inconyeniencc of the absence of amber would be obviated 
to som extcut. 

I again fonnd numbers of the fish plate bolts loose 11.nd severnl bolts 
broken or missing. 

The roof of the engine . heel in Illessington, referred to in my last 
report, has bean re-roofed with open or half htting. 

'!'he water difficulty, which I reported a, yt>ar ago, has been overcome. 
Tanh have been erected at C1·ooksling, in the county Dublin, and at 
Poulnphuca, and supplies of water laid on to each. \\'ater con also be 
ohtained at Ble sington as heretofore. 

One of the engines is now being rebuilt and provided with new fire 
box. This will be the third engine l'ebuilt since the line was opened. 

~'ou1· additional wagons ond one thil'd class carriage ha been hired 
with a view to ultimate purchase, and when added to stock the Company 
will own seven engine~. seven composite ~arl'iages (lst and 3rd class), four 
thil'cl class carriages, eighteen wagon.:! and one van. There were t.wo vnns; 
I.Jut one was hroken np by an accident at Poulapbuca when on l11re to the 
t'<lutractor for that extension. I also obset·ved that one wagon was being 
rebuilt. This will be the fourth wagon rcbnilt since tho openiug of the line.

A length of 5Q8 yards of the line is not yet curbed, as the directors 
of the compimy <lo not cousidcr it necessary.

At the original 
Boat·d of Works' Inquiry, held at Blessington on 2lst February, 1888, it 
was undertaken by the promoters to curb the line throughout, and I 
accordingly so rcporteJ to the Grand Jm')', and it was on tbi_s underst~n~­
ing, I presume', that the presentment was allowed. ~he d1r~ctors, it 1s 
only fair to say. are supported by the Board of ':1-'rnde m re:usrng to com­
plete the curbing, as the Bonrd of Trade first said the curbing was to be 
completed ancl afterwards said it need not be, ancl so Urn matter stands. 

Mc1st of the curbing is very badly laid, but as the cost of its main­
tenance will foll on the Company, I do not tl1ink the Grand Jury, at 
present, need take any steps about it; but the Road Contractors cannot 
properly clean the water-tables without disturbing the cnrbing. 

The proper filling and forming of the side of the line in the street 
of Blcssington, and the drainage of the same, arc not yet properly done. 
I have pointed ont all the defects to the contractor. 

The liue crosses a stone bridge nt Russborough, which I consider 
unsafe for u·a.mwuy traffic. as on t11e trnmway side there ~u-e Lncl cracks, 
boles, and broken places in the wing walls of the bridge. I have, however, 
reported the matter to the Board of Trade, and bope the 'framway 
Company will repair and strengthen the bridge, antl thus avoid the risk

Jane 25th-For Sergeant Reilly, Shillelagh, a specimen of milk was 
analysed. It was adulterated with 14 per cent of added \vater . 

June 26th-3 specimens of whiskey amilysed for Sergoant Conroy, 
Newtown-Mt.-Kennedy, were of good quality. 

On the same date-A specimen of buttermilk analysed for Sergeant 
Reilly, Shillelagh, was adulterated with 25 per cent of added water, exclu­
sive of 25 per cent allowed for churning purposes.
