1-Immcdintely after tho ensuing .ilssizes the surface is to be oleanod, holes nncl rnts 

lillod with good material, stagnant water drnined off, dangerous holes and grips fonceJ, 
tlte rond mnde snfe nt1d convenient for t~affic wltbiu one montb, n.11(1 afterwards repnired 
UM spcoified from timo to time, or contiuuously, 11s ml\y be necessary, und rm~intained 
constantl11 in good order dm·ing the contruct, ofean, lia,.a, 1,md e11e11, "' all season~. 

2-No notice of inspection will be given but tbe County Surveyor expects tbo road 
to be in good oruer and repnir at any lime he or his aaslMant may visit jt. 

3-'l'bo Grand Jury shall have the power of cancelling t4e uontract at any Assizes 
shonld tho Conaty Surveyor re1lort that the road hn.s uot been kept iL1 a a;i.tisfa.ctOl'y 
mnnnar. 

'i-Thc Oontrnotor is to procure n copy of t11is Specification, acd produce it when. 
r eqnirau by tile County Survoyo1· or bis assh1tant. 

5-.illl the work herein speciaed is to ba executed ill a judicious, cffootivo, aud work­
mnnliko manner in every pnrticulnr neccssnry for the i·epair, constant maiiiten11nce in good 
m·rlm-, nnd improvcrueot of the rond, acco1·diug to tbe true intent and moanil1g ofthi5 
Specification, nod to the entire satisfaction of the County Surveyor. 

6-In addition to ~he provisions of this Speciticalfon the Contractor is at once to 
carry into effect ony in~tructioos of the Conaty Surveyor or bis assistant. 

WIDTH OF WORKING W_\Y, 
7-Tba width of lbe working way of the road shall be equal to thG present wiclt11; 

but in no case less tbun 13 feet, except w hero walls, fences or grjps iuterfore. 
The width to be ex'tended or reduoe1l as the County Surveyor mny Jlrect. Io towns 
or ,·i!]nges the met,1lled surface is to ei.tend to the paved clmunela, footpat.hs, fortcos or 
buildings, as the case .mny be, and over all open sp!\ces. 

MARGINS A~D SIDES. 
8-Tl.Je margins to be for1-ed of soda and clny, at !ilast two feet wide and four inches 

high ove1· the watertaliles. These margins to be neatly kept, e<lgod with sp111le trn<l line, 
natl tbe working wo-y defined by parnllel lines, straight or i:egnlnrly curvet], nccortllug 
to tbe course of the road. 

Wbera tile sides are ravelled or broke!), U1oy are to be made up witb stones, $Ods, 
and clay. 

Tbe sides a.re nlso to be kept clenr of nil bu~hes, brambles, weeds, rubbish, loose 
stones, &a. 

Tbe Oontrnotor is to cut down snd remove befwe seed tirne all weeds growing on thD 
roadsides and fences. 

DRAINAGE. 
9-All wa.ter.tabhis, side cuts, pipe boles, outlets, side, bnok, and catch clraios, water 

cou rscs, &c., to be kept, at all times, clear of mud, grass, weeds, or other obstruotious 
to the free discharge of tb.e water, and new ones made where necessary. 

FllENOK DRAINS, 
10-Wbere spripgs or soft places occur in fl~e rond, Fre11ch Dro.tns ebo.11 be mnde to 

drain off the water to tbe nearest outfall. 
GOLLETS, ETO, 

11-Gullets to be opened up, cleaned out and repaired when required, nud the oban­
nels tl1rougl.J all bridi;(es nnd gullets, nod for such distD.nces as mny be necessary al.Jove 
aod below the same, are to be cleared and kept clear. 

12-This drainage and tbe edging above described in No. 8 to be thoroughly dono 
t!Jree times a year-in February, April, and October, and at all otl.Jer times as may 
be rcq nirecl. 

WASTE S'l'UFF. 
13-All scrapings and other roar! stuff to be 11secl for levelling hollows in the side•, 

fi llin g ~r p~ repairing fences, &c. Any ~urplns ataif not so reqnired ehn1l become the 
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property of the conlraclor, and be removecl by him forthwith, as woll as any accnmula­
tion of mad, &c., that may be on the roadsides at the commencement of lhe contract, 
Road stuff on 110 account to be tlirow11 on tlie margins. 

:r.rAlNTmiANOE .ARD IMPROVEMENT 011 SUBFAOE. 
J4-The roadway and water-tables shall be scraped, swept and clea.oed, eo a$ to be 

at all times free from mud and dirt, especially before spreading stones. 
15-The surface of the working way is to have a rounding ofone inch per yard of 

width; but on hills this rounding must be greater. Where the road bas not at present 
this form it must be brought to it by the application of materials, l\nd by picking up and 
re-forminp; the surface. 

lfl-The surface is to be made even by picking and levelling ribs, ruts, and ioe­
<}Ualities. 

All atones appearing over the surface of more tbnn 2~ inches in any dimension to be 
picked np and the holes at once carefully filled \\•ith fine metnlling. 

APPLIO ~'J.'ION Oli' lllATERtALS. 
17-Every hollow, worn or weak place, to be covered with a sheet of metal, These 

sheets to be applied so as to preserve and improye the shape of the road, and to streugthen 
the crust. 

They are to be spread at short intervals alternately on eaoh side of the centre line or 
the road, so os to induce the traffic to beat over the entire surface. 

The sheets or patches are not to be less than 8 squnre yards in area, to be spread 
evenly, closely nnd thick enough to prevent the old surface being seen tbroup;h the stones, 
and of thesliape of the '\\Orn 01· hollow parts of the road. Jn no oase will drills or small 
patches be allowed. 

The patches to be kept raked in and blinded when necessary. 
Before spreading the materials the old surfnce to be piokecl and loosened to the 

depth of half an inch (rather deeper at the edges), so that the new metalling may unite 
with the old. 

18-Particular care must be taken to have the coYering-flags of gullets nod the ercb­
stor.es of bridges well covered with metal. 

LOOSE AND OVER-SIZED STONES. 
19·-The surface shall nt all times he kept free from loose stooes which mnst be 

kopt picked off by the contractor; also any stones larger tllau the epeci6ed size. 
TlllIE FOR Bl'llEAJ>ING. 

20-0ne-tbird of the yenrly supply of stones for the road to be spread before lst 
December; two-thirds before ht February, aud all before Spring Assizes in each year. 

QUALITY OF MA'l'ElUA.LS. 
21-The stones to be the hardest and toughest procurable within three miles of nny 

pnrt of the road, to be broken ne nearly ns possible to a cubical form, to pass through a 
two-inoh ring in every direction, nnd to be free from clay, so.ad, or other extraneous 
matter. 

QUANTITY TO BE SUPPLIED AND MODE OF DELIVERY. 
22-Tbe contractor io te supply annually cubic yards or more if required, n 

sufficient quantity of broken stones, for the proper maintenance of the road. This qunotity 
to be lnid down in equal heaps, dressed for measurement, along the sides of tba road, 
on carefully prepared level floors, before lst October in ench year of the contract. The 
heaps to bo outside tile working way, 

EXTRA MATERIALS, 
23-In addition to the annual quantity ns above, such extra mntelio.ls must be 

provided and spread as may be required to folfll the conditions of the contract for con­
stantly keeping the surface in goou repair during the whole term of the contract. 

FOO'l'PATHS, PAVED CIIANNEl,S, GRATINGS, ll:TO. 
24--The footpaths (if any) whether gravelled, paved, or flngged to be ropnirccl and 

maintained ns foUows :-
If curbed with stone, all missing nud defective curb-stones to be replaced with good 

11tones, properly dressed and set. If edged with eods, any parts ravelled or broken to be re­
aoddcd. Grass on both sides ofpatb to bo neatly edged tbreetimes a ycnr. Clet\D out and 
repnir all existing outlets and rnake any new ones required. Fill up nny hollows with 
hard material and pick up nil stones thnt project over tbe surface. Path to hnve two coats 
of gravel each year-in l!'ohrnary and Ootober-and at such other times as m•y be re­
quired. Gravel to be screened free from clay, dirt, anu stones over ~-inch diameter. 

Surface of path to be flush with top of curb nnd to have a fall of 1§ inch per yard 
townrds the road. 

25-.AIJ lingged or paved paths nnd ohnnnels to be repnirea and kept in repair. 
All gratings wltero broken, disturbed, or removed, to be repaired, re-set or renewed.

The contractor shall require the owners. to pr?ne 
and lop all injurious or obstructive hedgee_n!ld treea, and sbnll proc~ed snmmar1ly ngamst 
nil oll'enders ia accordanca with the provmons of the Acts relative to such offences, 
especially 14 & 15 Vic,, cap 92, sees 9 & 10, and 19 & 20 Yio, cap 63, seo 18. 

SUBPLUS llIATERIAL, 
28-Any broken stones or grnvel found at tho termination of the conlmct along the 

road sb11U become the property of the county.

I have the honour to report to your board that I have audited 
the account of the Secretary of the Grand Jury of the County 'Wicklow, 
following last Spring Assizes, and to transmit the accompanying account 
duly declared and certified. 

The amount (£25 15s 6d) disallowed at previous audits, being intern t 
charged by the Treasurer on overdrafts, Las not been us yet brought to the 
credit of the account. This should be done without further dcln.y, as a 
cborge in the account for interest against the county, unless under excep­
tional circumstances which do not exist in this case, is illegal. 

The special attention of the Grand Jury is called to the large amount 
(£799 ls 9d) of arrears of County Ccss due by the baronies. 

The Secretary states that be has drawn the attention of the Grand 
Jury to this question of arrears at thl'Ce assizes, but without avail. No steps 
were taken in the matter. 

It would l>e very desirable that the"Grantl Jury should appoint a com­
mittee of their body to scrutinize the lists of arrears, and to give the neces­
sary directions respecting them.

COUNTY SURVEYOR'S REPORT 

TO TUE 

GRAND JURY OF THE COUNTY OF WICKLOW, 
Assembled at Summer Assizes, 1886. 

Mr. Foreman and Gentlemen of the Grand Jury, 

The Schedule of Applications for new presentment now before 
you is, perhaps, the shortest ever laid before a Grund Jury of this county; 
the totnl number of ap1ilications for road renewals and special works being 
but 67. 

The number of applications for special works is about the average; 
I.Jut for road renewals it is small owing to the fact that nearly all your roads 
are now under contract for five years, so that the contL·acts for very few 
will expire before Spring Assizes, 1888. 

The number of road contracts is now 463, and they are in tho 
hands of 320 contractors. 

I do not deem it necessary to call your special attention to any of 
these applications. 

There is one important application. which, howcvc1·, has now merely 
to be certified (see pa.,.e 9 of Schedule). lt is for the reconstruction of 
Ballymaghroe bridge, b~rony of South Ballinacor. This is the last but one 
of the timber road bridges remaining in this county. The other being in 
the same barony on the townland of Tomanierin, on the Coolbawn road, 
~nd will have to be dealt with before long. 

I have to bring uurler your notice the condition of Aughrim bridge, 
examined by me on l 7th inst. This bridge consi ts of three 20-feet span 
arches and small arch for mill-race. The whole of the pavement has been 
carried away by floods from the centre arch, and portions from each side 
arch. The piers are also undermu1ed in places. I consider it would be 
dnno-erous to leave the bridge in this state for the winter, and am therefore 
of ;pinion that you should now present the sum necessary for its repair­
namely, £50, under the provi ions of the 38th section of the Grand Jury 
Act. A moiety of this sum can be placed on the Oounty at Large, as the 
bridge ii! on a mail car road. 

It would be wel~ l think, if some definite understanding were 
come to concerning Wicklow stone-bridge. An application for a new 
bridge on the site of the present timber foot-bridge, and for removing the 
present stone-bridge, was put forward at the last road sessions for Newcastle 
ht1rony, but was not discussed on its merits owing to some informality in 
the notices, 

The case appears to stand thus: Some 27 years ago a project was 
considered for a new bridge on the site, I believe, of the present timber 
foot-bridge ; but this project was abandoned in favour of one for widening 
the old bridae, which was carried out in the year 1862 at a cost of £1,000. 
Thus when the old bridge wns widened it was, I presume, considered in a 
tolerably sound condition and worth preserving, otherwise a new bridge 
would have bccu built. 

19 
Within the last two years a consi<lerable sum has been expended on 

the repairs and strencrtbening of this bri<lge, and were it not for the in­
creased scour of the ~bb and flow caused by deepening the river channel 
below bridge, in connection with the new hru:bour works, I am decidedly 
ol' opinion that nothing further would have been required to be done to the 
bridge for a numlJer of years. 

This work is still good, with tbo exception of some damage to one of 
the cut-waters; but I fear cannot stand for long unless the bed of the river 
under the arches and for some distance above nod below bri<lge be protected 
from further scour. 

I have prepared a plan and estimate for this work which I will lay 
before you-but to carq it out will be difficult and expensive ; besides 
which, being in connection with such a very old structure, no guarantee can 
be given that it will permanently secure the bridge. 

Bearin"' in mind the above facts, I think the Grand Jury should 
carefully considet· whether any further expenditure on the bridge in this 
direction should not be borne by the Harbour Board rather than by the 
County. 

It would be desirnble for the Grand Jury to reconsider the most 
convenient dates on which to hold the Winter Road Sessions. Last winter 
they ·were chan.,.ed from Decembel' (the month in which they had hitherto 
boon held) to J~nuary, 11 change which resulted in considerable inconven­
ience. I have prepared a separate report on this question which I can sulJ­
mit to your committee, which will probably be appointed to consider this 
report. 

ln accordance with a resolution of the Inst Grancl Jury, the lighting 
and ventilation of the landing outside your room have been improved, and 
the recommendations of the committee of the last Grand Jury as to alter­
ations of jury box and passage to same in Crown Court, and the providing 
of a jurors' waiting room have been carried out. 

'mall contracts have been entered into for some necessary repairs, 
painting, &c., at Arklow and Balti~glass Court-hon:ies. . 

At Tinahely Court-house it would be desrrable to erect an 11·on 
railing on front boundary wall. The cost would be about £16, which can, 
if sanctioned by you, be paid for out of funds in hand for repairs of Court­
houses. 

Since last Asr.izes proceedings \vere commenced against two of yom· 
contractors and their sureties in Upper Talbotstown for allowing their 
roads to "et into bau order; but as the defects were to a large extent reme­
died befo~·e the hearing of the cases, the proceedings were withdrawn on the 
defaulters paying costs. 

Mr Allen, assistant surveyor for Upper nncl Lower Talbotstown, 
havina resirrned his situation, I have appointed in his place Mr Francis 
Irwin~ M; Irwin has been highly recommended to me, and has had fh·c 
years' experience in a similar r.ituntion in the County Londonderry, which 
he only resigned at the recent assizes in that county, in order to accept the 
vacuncy here.

On the County Surveyor's Report.-Summer A~sizes, 188G. 

Certain points in thi.; report have alrea<ly been dealt with by the 
Grantl Jury, there remain the follo1ving for tlie consideration of the com­
mittee:-

1. A UGIIRIM BmnGF..-The bri<lge nppem·s to be in a dangerous 
state in view of the approaching winter. After careful consideration an<l 
consultation with the County Surveyor, as an exceptional urgent case, in 
or<ler to avoid risk, the Committee recommend the Grand Jury to present 
the sum of £50 for the present repair of the bridge. But for the risk in­
volved, the proper course would have been to bring the work before Pre­
senting Sessions; and the Committee wish to impress upon the County 
Smveyor that this course should be invariably pursued, unless under excep­
tional and presi>ing circumstances.-A]Jpi·oved. 

2. W10KLOW BRmGE.-This is a case of very great importance 
both with regard to expen<liture and utility, an<l, as it appears to the com­
mittee, mauy different interests are involved, they consider tl1nt the question 
should be allowed to further develop itself, before the Grnod Jury take any 
steps in the matter. The Committee arc of opiuion that the damage already 
<lone to tLe bridge, which is of a serious nature, has been cntfrely due to 
the action of the IIarLour Commissioners, and they therefore think that the 
Grnncl Jury should hold the Commissioners responsible for thtl consequences 
resulting thcrefrom.-£20 gmnt~d to County Surveyor. 

3. RAILING IN FRONT OF TINAUELY Coun.T-llousE.-There docs 
not appear to be any pressing necessity for this, as hitherto the Court-house 
has clone without it; if, howcYer, there is now need for such change, it 
:-ihoultl Le brought before Presenting Sessions.-App1•1Jved. 

4. PROCEEDING AGAINST DEFAULTING CONTRACTORS IN UPPER 
TALBOTSTOWN.-The course pursued by the County Surveyor the committee 
<'Onsitler has been satisfactory.-Approv~d. 

5. TnE Al'POINTMENT OJ>' llln. lRWlN.-This appointment being in 
place of the regular assistant to the County Surveyor for Upper and Lower 
Talbotstown, calls for no remark.-Approvei. 

G. Ar.TEitATIO.NS IN THE CouNTY CouRT-TiousE.-The Committee 
lrnve inspected the alterations made in lighting, ventilation, and accommo­
<lation for juro1·s, and consider them quite satisfactory.-Appt·oved. 

7. THE DATES FOR "WINTER ROAD SESSIONs.-The Committee 
recommend that the Special Sessions previous to Spring Assizes should 
<·owmence as formerly-the first week in December-on such a day that the 
Aujourned Sessions shall not overlap Quarter Sessions-due intervals between 
the dnys of Be>isions being observod.

We, the Committee appointed at Spring Assizes, 1886, to cuter into 
agreements with the Manager of Industrial 8chools, and with the Directors 
and Manager of Reformatories, and to check tl1C committals and report on 
the accounts, beg to report that wo ha>e cbecke<l the accounts, comp1·ising 
the items Nos. 53 to 72, both inclusive, in the Schedule of Applicntions for 
Presentments on the County at Largt>, and same arc correct and should be 
paid. 

We have been unable to check the committals at the dates of com-
,.mittal, and periods of sentence do not appear in the returns from the schools, 
aucl we recommend that a list sh!lll in future be kept by the Sec1·etary to the 
Grand Jury of the committuls to Reformatories and to Industrial Schools, 
giving the place and date of committal, namo and age of child, name of 
school and date of expiration of each sentence; and that the list nppen<lc<l 
to this report shall be respectively sent to the magistrates at the potty ses­
sions <listrict-named in each list, with a request that they will furnish the 
particulars above named, and that in future returns of committals these 
particulars may be given. 

And we recommend that the Managers of Reformatories o.nd of In<lus­
triul Schools bo requested to furnish the Grand Jury with the date at whid1 
each child committed from the County of "Wicklow shall cease to be under 
the charge of such manager, and the reason fo1· such child leaving. 

All the Reformatories and Industrial Schools have agreed to accept­
ing the sum of 2s per head per week, save Cork-street, but no form, I agree. 
ments have been signed between your committee on behalf of the Gmn<l 
Jury and the managers, and your committee recommcn<l that a form of such 
shall be prepared for that purpose and printed. 

Your committee regret to observe that no contribution seems to be 
made by the parents of any of the children committed from this county, nor 
does any attempt seem to have heen made to compel such contribution, and 
suggest that the Secretary of the Grnnd Jury should be directed to call the 
attention of the magistrates to this circumstance, and also to the number of 
members of the same family who seem to have been committed from some 
of the petty sessions courts in this county.
