IMMEDlATll: REPAIRS1 GENERAL DIRECTIONS AND CONDITlON8. 
I-Immediately after tbe onsning Assizes the aurface is to be cleaned, boles nnd ruts 

filled with good material, stagnant water drained off, dangerous boles and grips fenced, 
tbe road mnde safe and convenient for traffic within one month, and afterwards repaired 
as ~pecified from t ime to time, or continuously, l\S may be necessary, and maintained 
constantly in good ordtr during the contract, clean, hard, and e~en, nt all aeaBtna. 

2-No notice ofinspeotion will be rciveo but tbe County Surveyor expects the road 
to be in rcood order and rep•ir nt any time be or his assistant may visit it. 

3-The Grand Jury shall have the power of cancelling the contract at any A~sizos 
should the County Surveyor report that the road has not been kept in a eatiafaotory 
manner. 

4-The Contractor is to procure a copy of this Specification, acd produce it when 
required by the County Surveyor or bis e.ssistant. 

5-All the work herein specified is to b~ executed in a judicious, effective, and work­
manlike manner in every particular necessary for the repair, conatant maint~nce i11 good 
tJrder, and improvement of the road, according to the true intent and meaning ol this 
Specificotion, and to the entire satisfaction of the County Surveyor. 

6-In •ridition to the provisions of this Speciticatinn the Contraclor ia at once to 
carry into effect any instruotioos of the County Surveyor or bis usist11nt. 

WIDTH OF WOBX.lNG WAY. 
7-The width of tbe working way of the road shall be equal to tho present width; 

but in no case less than 13 feet, ei:oept ,.here wslls, fences or grips interfere. 
The width to be extended or reduced as the County Surveyor may direct. In towns 
or vill•ges the met.lied surrace ia to extend to the paved channels, footpaths, fencds or 
buildings, as tbe case may be, 1tnd over all open spaoes. 

MARGINS AND SIDES. 
8-Tbe margins to be formed of sods and olay, at least two feet wide and four inches 

bigb over the watert11.bles. These me.rgins to be neatly kept, edged with spade and line, 
aod the working Wl\Y defined by parallel lines, straight or regularly curved, according 
to the course of the road. 

Where the sides are ravelled or broken, they are to be made op with stones, sods, 
and clny. 

The aides are also to be kept clear of all bushes, bramblea, weeds, rubbish, loose 
atones, &c. 

The Contr~ctor is to cnt down and remove before aeed time all weeds growing on tbo 
roadsides and fences. 

DRAINAGI!l. 
9-.All water-tables, aide cuts, pipe bolea, outlets, side, back, 11nd CRtch drains, water 

courses, &c., to be kept, at all times, clear of mud, grass, weeds, or other obstructiona 
to the free discharge of the water, and new ones made where necessary. 

ll'llENOH DRAINS. 
10-Wbere springs or soft places ooour in the road, French Drains ahall be made lo 

drain off the water to the nearest outfall. 
GULLETS, ETC. 

11-Gnllets to be opened up, cleaned out aod repaired when required, and the chan­
nels tbrougb all brid~es aod gullets, and for such distances as may be necessary above 
and below the snme, are to be cleared and kept clear. 

12-'l'his drainage and the edging above described in No. 8 to be thoroughly dona 
three times a year-in February, April, and October, and at all other times aa may 
be required. 

WAS'l'lii STUFF, 
13-All scrapings and other road stuff to be uHed for levelling hollows in the sides, 

filling grips, repairing fence11, &o. Any surplus stuff not so required shall bocomo the 
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property of Llie contractor, and be removecl by him fort\Jwith, a.a well Bi any accnmuln­
tioo of mud, &c., t\Jat may be on the roadsidllS at tbo commencement of Lbe contract. 
Hoad stuff on 110 account to be thrown 011 the margins. 

ll!AlNTENANOEl AND DIPBOVEM~T OF SOBFACll:. 
J4-The roadway aud water-tables shall be scraped, swept and cleaoecl, ao na to be 

nt all t.imea free from mud end clirt, especially beforespreR<ling stones. 
Ju-The surface of the working way is to have a rounding of one inch per ynrd of 

width; but on hills this rounding must be greeter. Where tll6 roacl bB9 not at present 
tuis form it must be brought to it by the application of u1:1terials, &.ud by picking up and 
re-forming the surfnce. 

I '1-Tlle surface is to be made even by picking and levelling ribs, ru!Y, and ine­
qualities. 

A 11 !tones appearing over tho surface of more than 2~ inches in any dimension to be 
picked up and the uoles at once carefully filled with fine metalling. 

APl'LIO \'IION OF MATERIAL , 
17-Every lloJlow, worn or weak J1lace, to be covered with a sheet of metnl. These 

aheots to be applied ao as to preaen-e ancl improYe the slrnpe of the road, aod to atrcugtllou 
the crust. 

'l'bey are to be spread at short intel'\'als alternately on each aide of the centre lino of 
the road, eo ne to induce Lhc traffic to bent over the entire surface. 

1 be sheets or patches are not to be Jess theu 3 square yards in area, to be spread 
evenly, closely end tbiok enough to prevent the old surface being seen through the atones, 
end of the sbnpe of the" oru or hollow pnrts ol tbe road. In no case will clrills 01· email 
i•alcbes bo allowed. 

The patches to be kept raked in and blinded when necessary. 
Defore spreading the m11terial1 the old surface to be picked and loosened to the 

depth of half nn inch (rather deeper at the edges), ao that tile new metalling may unite 
with tbe old. 

18-Pnrticular care must be taken to have the covering-flags of gullets nod the nrch­
stoJ.Jes of bridges well covered with metal. 

LOOSE AND OYER·SJZED STONES. 
l!l·-The aurlece aho.ll nt nil times be kept free from loose stones which mu L be 

kept picked off by Lile contractor; also any atones larger tue.n the speci6ed size. 
TilllE FOR ~PREADlNG 

!JO-One-third of the yearly snpply of stones for the rond to ho spread before lst 
December; two-thirds before lst February, aud nil before Spriug Assizes in e11oll year. 

QU.\l,JTY OF MATERIALS. 
21-The stones to be the hardest and toughest procurable witllin throe miles of •ny 

pnrt ol' the road, to be broken •s uenrly as possible to a cubical form, to pnss through a 
two-inch ring in every direction, and to be free from clay, eaod, or other extraneous 
matter. 

QUAi.--rJ'rY TO Blil SOPPLIIID AND MODE OF DELIVERY. 
22-Tbe contractor is to supply annually cubic yards or more if reqnired, a 

sufficient qu11Dti1y of broken stones, for the proper maioteounce of the road. This quantity 
to be lo id down in equal beapa, dressed for measurement, along the sides of tha road, 
on carefully prepared level floors, before let October ia each year of the contract. Tile 
heaps to be outside the working wny. 

EXTRA MATERIALS, 
23-In addition to tlu1 annual quantity as above, such extra mateiiala must be 

provided nod spread 111 mny be required to fulfil tho conditions or the contnot for con­
stantly keeping the surface in good repair during the whole term of the contract. 

FOOXPATUS, PAV.mD OIU.NNEf.S, GR TINOS, ETO. 
24-Tlle footpaths (if any) whether gravelled, paved, or flagged to be rep1tired aad 

maintained ns follows:-
If curbed with stone, all missing and defective curb-stones to be replaced with good 

atone., properly dressed and sot. If edged with sods, any pnrta ravelled or broken to be re­
aoddcd. Grass ou botb sides of pnth to be neatly edged three times a yenr. Clean out and 
repair nil existing outlets end tnnke any new ones required. Fill up any bellows with 
hard material and pick up all stones that project over tile surfnco. Path to have two coats 
of grnvel onch year-in Jfebrue.ry aud October-nod nt soch otber times as may be re­
quired. Gravel to be screened free from clay, dirt, ancl stones over !-inch diameter. 

Surfuce of path to be flash with top of curb and to have 11 foll of 1§ inch per yard 
towards tile road. 

25-Ail llaggerl. or paved paths nnd ohnnoels to be repaired and kept in repair. 
All grating~ \\hero broken, di6lurbed, or removed, to be r~puircd, re-set 01· renewed.

26-Bridge parapets, walls, fenoes, etc., made by presenlmoot, to be repaired during 

tbo first be If-year, and afterwarcls kept in repair. 

INJURIES, OBSTRUCTIONS, ENOUOACHMENTS, TREES, mmou, ETC. 
27-AJJ works connected with the road to be preserved in good order, freo from 

dnmage, encroachment or trespass. The contractor shall require tbe owners to prune 
and lop all injurious or obstructive hedges and trees, and shall proceed eummarily •gnioet 
all offenders in accordanca with tbe provisions of the Acts relative to each ofl'enoe1, 
eapecially 14 & 15 Vic., cap 92, seed 9 & 10, and 19 & 20 Vio, cap 63, seo 18. 

SIJRPLU8 MATERIAL. 
28-Any broken stones or granl found 11t tbo termination of the contract alona the 

road shnll become the property of the county.

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AUDITOR'S REPORT. 
80,534-'88-Graud Jnry. 

DALKEY, 2lst July, 1888. 
GENTLEMEN, 

I have the honour to report to your Board that I have audited 
the Accounts of the Grand Jury of the County of Wicklow, following 
last Summer Assizes, and to transmit the account duly declared and 
certified. 

My attention was called to certain matters in connectiou with the 
printing of the Lists of Parliamentary Voters, whereliy apparently the 
charge on the county has been very considerably and, it appeared to me, 
unduly incren.s~d. 

A tender, dated 11 th June, 1885, was received from 1Ur M 1Phail 
for the printing and binding, &e, of those Lists at the rate of 9s. per printed 
sheet. This tender was duly accepted, and on the 23rd June a formal con­
tract was entered into by Mr M'Phail and his sureties. The specimen 
printed sheet, as exhibited to me, on which the co11tract was based, and fur 
which the sum of 9s. was to be paid, contained abont 72 names. 

The amount paid for this work at Summer, 1887, was £243 18s., 
being considerably more than double the amount in the preceding year, 
owing to the fact that, although the contract price (9s. per sheet) only was 
charged and the size of the sheet was unaltered, the space left between tnc 
names was so great that only about 34 names were printed on eaeh sheet 

Mr l\I'Phail stated to me that he was required by the late and also 
by the present Clerk of the Crown and Peace to make this aliange in the 
printing of the Lists, and that he dared not disobey their orders, and he 
contended that he was justified in charging 9s. for each sheet, irrespective 
of the number of names thereon, even though the number should not excectl 
half-a-dozen. 

Moreover, Mr M'Phail charged at the rate of 10s. per sheet for the 
portion of the work which was done in July, 1885, and 9s. per sheet for 
the work subsequently done in that year, on the ground, as he alleged, that 
his contract for the work entered into in June, 1885, did not come into 
operation until after the month of July, when the great bulk of the work 
was clone. He failed to furnish me with any authority for this reading of 
his contract. The advertisement inviting tenders could not be fouud. 

The Grand Jury will, no doubt, take these matters into considera­
tion previous to making the next payment to J\Ir M'Phail for printing the 
Parliamentary Voters' Lists. 

I regret to have to complain that great inconvenienue arises from 
the unsatisfactory manner in which the Grancl Jury accounts of the County 
Wicklow are furnished, and from the non-attendance on more than one 
occasion of the Secretary at the audits. The Order in Council requires the 
Secretary to transmit to the Local Government Roard the accounts, with 
the necessary vouchers, within one month from the termination of every 
Assizes. 

This rule has been systematically disregarded by the Secretary for a 
considerable time past, and matters are getting wor11e in this respect. For 
instance, last Assizes were held in the last week of l\Iaroh, but the accounts 
were not fo1·wardcd to the Local Government Board until the 18th of June,

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PUBLW ANALYST'S REPORT .. 

TO Tirn GHAN]) JURY OF THE COUN'l'Y or· W!CKLOW. 

.Mn. FonEMAN AND GENTLEMEN, 

I beg leave to report, for your information, that I have performed 
the following analyses during the halt"-year ended on the 30th June, 1888 :­

February 17th-A specimen of water was received on this date 
from Dr Henry P. Truell, J.P.,Olonmannon, Ashford. It was an exceedingly 
hnl"d wnter, and was impure and unfit for use. 

March 3rd-Two specimens of milk were i·eceived from the Guar­
d.inns of Baltioglass Union. They were poor in quality, but not sufliciently 
so to warrant me in certifying that they were adulterated. 

On the l 7th March another sample of poor milk was received from 
this Board. 

On the 14th April a specimen of water was received frnm the Con­
vent of Mercy, Rathurum. It was found to be of tolerably good composition. 

On the 27th April a specimen of water sent by Dr Truell was 
received. It was an impure water. 

May 21st-A sample of water was received on this date, and 
another on tbe 6th June, from Mr W. G. Strype, C.E., Wicklow, and were 
both from the Wicklow Water Supply. Their analyses gave satisfactory 
results. 

A specimen of whiskey was sent on June 19th by Sergeant Moore, 
R.I.C., Baltinglass. It was found to be pure. 

For Naas Union, which is in part situated with tbe County of 
'Vick low, there was analysed a specimen of water and one of milk. The 
former was highly polluted with sewage; the la.tter was of poor quality.

1\1.r. Foreman and Gentlemen of the Grand Jury,

'Vith but few exceptions the applications for presentments in 
the Schedule are for the ordinary renewals of mainteuance contracts and 
the usual works of improvement and repair. 

Arklow, No. 21. This road bas not been repaired by the county 
for ten years. It accommodates a considerable district and it would be 
desirable to have it presented for a.gain. 

Newcastle, No. 5. To rer.ew tbe wooden foot bridge in Wicklow. 
At Newcastle Sessions it was proposed that half the cost to the county 
should be paid by .Arklow barnny. In conside1ing this application you 
will please bear in mind that no presentment was pai;sed at the road sessions 
for the barony of Arklow for this work ; but a resolution in its favour was 
paseed. No part of this bridge is situate in the barony of Ai·klow. 
According to section 56 of the Grand Jury Act, the authority for this 
presentment, the money must be raised off the county or off the barony in 
which tl1e work is situate. 

Newcastle, ~o. 7. This work, now to be tendered for, is to improve 
a narrow and tlangerous place oo the road between Newcastle village and 
railway station. It is a very desirable wo1·k. 

Rathdown, No. 5. This wall is intended to protect the road from 
Ballyreagh to Loughbray in two narrow and dangerous places. 

At last Summer Assizes I referred to the great inconvenience of not 
having the Abstmct following Spring Assizes issued until after the Summe1· 
Sessions have commenced. This causes great unnecessary trouble and 
liability of errors in dealing with contractors' applications for payment. 
On that occasion the Committee on my report considered " it very desirable 
that the Abstract should be issued as early as possible." The 142nd Section 
of the Grand Jury Act fixes the time within which it should be issued. 

I notice that my report to the last Grand Jury on the proposed 
extension of the Dublin and Blessington Tramway to Poulaphuca has been 
omitted from the present Abstract. As a presentment was then passed for 
that tramway and printed in the Abstract it would appear desirable that 
this report, which describes the tramway and sets forth what the Company 
undertook to do in return for that presentment should also have beeu 
recorded in the same Abstract. At Summer Assizes, 1883, the Grand Ju1·y 
resolved "that all county works be printed in the Abstract which should 
be made as complete us possible." If, however, the1'e be no objection this 
report could be printed in the next Abstract. 

Since last Assizes it became necessary to take proceedings against 
one of your contractors-viz., William Byrne, 54, Newcastle barony, and 
his sureties for neglect of this road. A decree was given in the case for 
amount of bond and costs, so that the existing contra.et should be cancelled. 

I have been obliged to refuse certificates in several cases where 
unauthorized sod cutting on the roads was observed. This sod cutting is 
in direct violation of one of the provisions of the specification which directs 
the contractors to proceed summarily against oft'ende1·s under the provisions 
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20 County Surveyor's Report-continued. 

of 19 and 20 Vic., cap. 63, sect. 18, which deals specially with this offence. 
I feel sure the Grand Jury will support me in trying to stop this unlawful 
intel'ference with the roads ; but regret to learn that a case ot the kind was 
recently dismissed at Petty Sessions. 

The work at Wicklow bridge, ordered by the Gra.ntl Jury at Spring 
Assizes, 1887, is now practically completed. 

. In acc.ordance with the instructions of the last Grand Jury I have 
provided a swtablc place beneath the Crown Court for the adjustment and 
storage of weights and measures. 

I have also prepared a map as directed on which are shown the 
county roads and railways with the distances between numerous places in 
the county and the coroners' residences. 

I beg to submit a separate report on the Dublin and Bleesington 
Steam Tramway now approaching completion.

GRAND Jl'J'RY OF THE COUNTY OF WICKLOW, 
Assembled at Summer Assizes, 1888. 

Mr. Foreman and Gentlemen of the Grand Jury, 
In compliance with the 85th clause of the Dublin and Bleesington 

S~am Tramway Order, 1887, I beg to submit the following report upon this 
undertaking as far as this count1 is concerned, my inspection for this purpoae 
havini been made on 14th inst. 

. The rails and sleepers of the tramway are now laid throughout and their 
fastemngs completed from the county bounds at Brittas to its present termination 
in Blessington street, at which point the proposed extension to Poulaphuca will 
-commence. 

At the entrance to Blessington the rails are laid upon a raised siding and 
for the terminal 16 chains through the street are laid flush with the road surface. 
This raised siding at the entrance to the town curtails the width of the carriage 
way to 18 feet whfoh is now about the narrowest part between Brittas and 
Blessington. To obviate this and to enable the tramway to be laid flush at this 
place I suggested to the Company the cutting of a hill and filling the adjoining 
hollow which would have improved the gradients of the tramway considerably 
.:in<l given a good entrance to the town. A permanent siding laid across the road 
at same place into a gravel pit and which is now inconvenient would also have 
been imvroved by the cutting and filling proposed. This sug!l'estion was not 
.:idopted although the expense incurred compared with the advantages gained 
would have been trifling. 

The laying down of another siding from the tramway into ground taken 
~or a depot in Blessington is in progress, as also the ballasting of the line which 
18 not yet complete. 

About lf miles of the tramway siding are curbed at the Blessington end 
and a short piece at the county Dublin bounds. Most of this curbing is of a 
very inferior description, of insufficient dimensions and badly laid. It is not 
eunk nearly enough into the road so that it can be readily displaced.

Unless numl'rous cross drains are laid under the tra'l)1wny to carry the 
1urface water from the water table of the road to tho side ditches the water, 
which now lodges along the trnmway in considerable quantity after rain will 
injuriously affect both road and tramway. Up to the present only ten' such 
drains have been laid. Tbey consist of old gas pipes 6 inches diameter. These 
pipes are suitable for the purpose ; bot as only one 9 feet length has been laid 
for eacb d1•ain the rest of the length consists of simply a hole through the ground 
and fence. The mouth next road has been packed round with sods. These pipea 
should be lengthened to the outside of the road fence and the curbing at tileil 
upper ends should be cut to :fit round them. 

Seven or eight of t~e level crossings to lnnds and buildings referred to in 
my last report have been improved but about ten still remain to be lowered. 
Timber guard rails have been placed at six only of these cro1singa leaving still 
about twenty to be done. 

At Ilempstown there is wbat I consider a dangerous place where a sudden 
fall from the road occurs at the junction of a lane on opposite side to tramway. 
It could easily be improved and made safe. 
. W.hen th~ rails were being laid .I considered ibat the allowance for expan-

sion was 10suffic1ent. At my recent mspection this was confirmed ns many of 
thP. rails were in clos~ contact owing to the increased temperature. This should 
be attended to as accidents have occurred from the buckling of rails during warm 
wenther. 

I have to inform you that the breaches by the Company of their Order iu 
Council referred to in my last report have not yet been made good and that the 
state. of tbe :oad and works as far as the county requirements are concerned 
remams practically the same as reported at last Assizes . 

. . I will here briefly recapitulate the violations of the most important 
prOVISIODB. 

Ten stone depots were laid out in November, 1887. Since then only on& 
has been partly built-a direct breach of tbe 80th clau.se of the Order in Council. 

The wanto~ de~truction of the side of th_e road opposite the tramway for 
a length of 3 miles m October, 1887, not amce restored-a direct breach of 
clauses 14 and 15. 

The level crossings not constructed to the satisfaction of the County 
Surveyor-a breach of the 19th clause. 

The line in places not laid as the County Surveyor directed-a breach of 
tbe llth clause. 

I req~ested the last. (;irand Jury to authorize m&, should occasion require, 
to seek the aid of your sohc1tor. The Grand Jury did not authorize me to do 
10; ~ut appoint~d a standing Committee to whom I might refer in case I 
reqmred legal assistance. On June 9th I informed this Committee of the state 
of affairs. On June 18th I received notice from the Solicitors of the Company 
that they " had called upon the Board of Works to appoint a referee with a view 
of deciding the qu~stions i':l dispute. between the C_ompany aad myself." 

~e Co!Dm1ttee havrng been mformed of this notice declined to authoriz8 
proceedmgs bemg taken. 

l have since heard nothing of the appointment of this referee and can find 
no such powers ve~te~ in t~e Board of Works in the Company's Order of 1887. 
Some such power 1s given m the 35th clause of the Order in Council of 1880 · but 
the co_nstruction of the line under that Order was abandoned by an Ord~r in 
Council of 1887. 

If a referee were appointed I do not know what matters could well be 
refer~e_d to him as I d? n~t thi!1k his powers could extend to setting aside the 
p~ovis1ons of an Order m Council 1nd further I have had no disputes whatever 
with the Company as everything I have called on them to do they either are 
expressly bound to do by their Order in Council or have themselves undertaken 
to perform when they obtained their guarantee in 1884. 

At the hearing of an application to the Court of Queen's Bench on behalf 
of the ~ounty Dublin Grand .Jury. f_or a "mandamus" _to compel the Company 
fo;th~t~ to carry out the prov!Slons of the Order m Council, l\fr Justice 
0 Brien 1s reported to have n»ked 11 how it waa that an applicntion w:us not ms.de 
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22 County Surveyor·s Repo1·t-eontinuc11. 

long before, as the Company were violatiug the provisions of the Order in 
Council." 

At the invitation of General Hntcbinson, R.E., Inspecting Officer of the 
Ilonrd of Trade, I accompanied him on bis inspection of the liue on l>th inst. I 
tlJen pointed out all the above matters to him ; bnt understand they do not pro­
pe1•ly come within the jurisdiction of the Board of Trade, as the Grand .Jury have 
full powers with. regard to connty requirements. Gtmeral Ilutchinson finding the 
line in an unfinished state will again inspect it before the opening for public 
traffic. 

Having now discharged my duty to the best of my judgment I respectfully 
leave the matter in your hands, pointing out that everything left undone nO\'I' 
must eventually be done at the e.xpense of the ratepayers. 

Four engines, same as described in my last report, seven passenger carfl and 
ten open goods wagons have been delivered on the line. The cars have end 
platforms and are supported on two four-wb.eeled bogies. They are fitted with 
movable tops with canopies for outside passengers during summer. Length of 
car 30 feet, width 6ft. 10 inches and height to top of canopy 14ft. 3ins. They 
weigh nbout 6t tons. Five of these cnre arc composite to seat twelve lst class and 
eighteen 3rd class passengers inside and 38 outside. The other two cars nrc all 3rd 
clnss of same dimensions to sent sixty-eight passengers. These cars are very 
comfortable, the inside seats and backs being cushioned and the outeirle to which 
access is gained by stairs from each platform being fitted with slatted reversible 
seats. The only fault seems to be that the inside ventilatiou i11 not sufficiently 
provided for. 

The goods wagons are !)ft .. Sins. long, 6 feet wide imd two feet deep inside 
measurements and weigh about 1~ tons. 

The travelling on the line is very smooth and free from annoyance from 
smoke or steam. 

The trains nre completely under control by meaue oi the powerful brakes 
employed and can be stopped within a very short distance. The retnrn journey 
from Blessington to Terenure on 5th inst. was accomplished in l honr ,md 2G 
minutes including atops, or at an average speed of nearly l 1 miles an hour. 

The tramway will in my opinion prove the greatest possible advantage to 
the district served.

Mr. Foreman and Gentlemen ot the Grand Jm·y, 
As required by the 5th section of the Tramways (Ireland) Act, 1860, 

I beg to submit the following report upon the above projects, as set forth 
in the pl:ms and other documents lodged for inspection. It ls proposed to 
iualce atHl m:tint.-dn the following ]in<>s for t<'am traffic:-

County Surveyor's Repo1·t-continuecl. 23 

Tramway No. 1.-This is merely a siding in connection with the 
authorized line from Dublin to Blessington, to be made off the Dublin 
United Tramways Company's line at Terenure, county Dublin, with which 
you have no concern. 

Tramway No. 2.-This tramway lies wholly in the county Kildare; 
but owing to its position and othar circumstances you have some concern 
with it. 

At Hempstown, between B1·ittas and Blessington, the boundary 
between this county and Kildare is the centre line of the road for a distance 
of about 5 fudongs, Kildare lying on the west and Wicklow on th.e east 
side. 

. The '.J-'ramway Compa~y at fust intended to place their present 
authorized line on the east side of the road, and therefore wholly in 
Wicklow; but in accordance with the llth clause of the Dublin and Bles­
singt?n Steam Tram~ay Order, 1887, I .directed that t~e tramway should 
be lmd on the west side of the road, as far as the road lies wholly in this 
county, which has been done; but the Company, having no presentment 
from Kildare, and 11ot wishing to have two crossings from one side of the 
road to the other within such a short distance, h!l.ve applied in Kildare for 
the necessary presentment to make this length of 5 furlongs in that county. 
r.n f~ct th!s alteration simply a~ounts to an abandoment of 5 furlongs of 
line m this county on the east side of the road and the substitution of the 
same length for it in the county Kildare on the west side of the road. 
Its cost was included in the estimate for the present authorized tramway. 

The progress of the work, I may remark, has not been delayed on 
account of this change, as in point of fact the rails and sleepers are already 
laid on that part of the road in Kildare which constitutes Tram.way No. 2. 

Tramway No. 3 consisLs of an extension of the present authorized 
tramway from its termination in the street of Blessington along the public 
road to Poalaphuca bridge. 

. The t~tal length of ~his ~r~mwa,r is 4 miles 4 furlongs and 4 chains, 
of wh!ch .3 miles and 8 c~ams lie m ~]us county and 1 mile 3 furlongs anti. 
6 c~ams m the county Kildare. Tins tramway wall included in that for 
which the Grand Jury p:l.Ssed a presentment at Summer Assizes 1884 · but 
the Dublin and Blessington Steam Tramway Order 1887 sa~ction; the 
line as far as Blessington only. ' ' 

. Y ery- lit~le informa~ion, except that the gauge is to he 5 foet 3 
mches, is given m the deposited clocuments as to the details of construction 
bu~ I have been able to obtain the following particulars at the inquiry, 
which I attended, held at Blessington on the 21st Fehrum·y last on behalf 
?f the .Board ?f Works, on the merits of the undertaking from m; enginecr­
mg pomt of VIew. 

I~ i~ proposed to la:l'. the tramway, or rather road railway, generally 
upon ~ ~1dmg on the east side of the road or that opposite t11e footpath, 
such suling to be formed, ballasted and curbed with stone somewhat like a 
footpath and about 11 feet wide, having a channel or watertable at the side 
with suitable outlets for carrying off the surface water from the canfao-~ 
way ac:oss the. trann~ay to.the side chains. Upon this siding the permane~t 
way will be laid havmg rails, sleepers and fastenings similar to tho~e 011 

an ordinary railway, but of le~~ dimensions, Wl'ight and cost. 
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24 County Surveyot"I! Report-conlinued. 

The raila are to be of steel of the Vignoles' or flat-footed type, 
weighing 50lbs per lineal yard. The joints to be fished with flanged fish 
plates. The rails to be secured to cross sleepers in the usual manner with 
fang bolts and dog spikes. The joint sleepers are to be spaced 2 feet 3 
inches apart, centre to centre, and the intermediate sleepers 2 feet 9i inches 
apart, centre to centre. Where the tramway passes through towns and 
villages, and at road junctions, entrances to forms, &c., it is proposed to 
lay the ordinary rail flush with the road surface. 

At the Board of Works inquiry the representatives of the promoters 
proposed not to curb the tramway throughout; but on an expression of 
opinion from me that such curbing was essential, in which opinion the 
County Surveyor of Kildare concurred, they undertook to curb it through­
out. 

The above method of constructing this road railway is in accordance 
with approved modern practice; but I think that where the rn.ils are laid 
flush with the road surface, a guard rail of heavy section should be placed 
beside the ordinary rail and the space between the rails and for 18 inches 
on each side of them should be paved on a bed of concrete, for which pur­
pose, in order to obtain sufficient depth for the paving over the sleepel'll, 
the rails should rest on chairs. 

In this county the tramway will be entirely within the road fences. 
I have taken measurements of the road between Blessington and the county 
bounds at Russ borough and find that the average:width of the carriage way 
is 21 feet, and as the tramway will be laid upon the present waste strip or 
grass margin on the side of the road it will not unduly encroach upon it. 

The traffic on this road, since the opening of the railway to Baltin­
glass and Tullow, has considerably decreased and the Company are bound 
by the 7th Section of the Tramways (Ireland) Amenclment Act, 1881

1 
to 

give a minimum width of 18 feet clear roadway. 
In general the tramway will follow the present levels of the road, 

but in order to avoid short dips and rises, cuttings and fillings of small 
amount will be made. 

The curves and gradients obtainable are generally good and capable 
of being easily worked over. The worst point, as marked on the deposited 
plans, is at lf miles beyond Blessington where a gradient of 1 in 30 upon 
a 5 chains curve occurs; but this gradient is only for a. length of 16 chains. 

The waste strip on which it is proposed to lay the tramway is at 
present used for the storage of road materials, so that it will be necessary 
for the Company to provide depots for broken stones and gravel in place 
of this storage room with convenient access across the tramway. Not Jessi 
than three depots per mile will be required. 

The line will be worked with the rolling stock of the authorized 
line to Blessina:ton. 

The promoters are wise, I think, in seeking powers to extend their 
line to Poulaphuca as without this extension the line to Blessington only 
would lose a considerable source of income, namely, that from summer 
excursion traffic to the W o.terfall. 

The engineer to the promoters estimates the cost at £16,000, or at 
the rate of say £3,550 per mile. I consider this very high and am of 
opinion that tho coat of the line for way works ancl stations including nu 

County Suneyor'I! Report-continued. 

increase in the rolling stock of the present line, which may become neces­
sary on account of the increased mileage, should not exceed .£2,900 per 
mile, considering it to be merely an extension of an existing line. 

In considering any proposed guarantee for this extension it should 
be borne in mind that the portion of the barony of Lower Talbotstown 
consisting of the parishes of Blessiugton, Boystown, Burgage and Kilbride 
has already incurred the liability to pny £600 per annum in the extreme 
case of the line, now in comse of construction to Blessington, paying only 
its working expenses. This sum on the valuation of these four parishes, 
namely £14, 786, is equiYalent to an annual rate of 9~d in the pound.

vVe beg lo report that we have examined the accounts of Mr New­

ton and Mr Jones, and find them correct. 
SUB-SIIERIFF'S ACCOUNTS. 

The above we find correct, with the exception of the sum of £3 10s., 
which has been charged for notices summoning special jury panels for cases 
sent from other counties for trial at Wicklow under the Criminal Law 
Procedure Act. This amount should, in our opinion, be paid by the 
Treasury. ·we therefore recommend that the sum of £3 10s. be disallowed, 
ae on a former occasion this charge wos paid by the Treasury. 

WICKLOW FEVER HOSPI.TAL. 
The Committee appointed at last Assizes to examine these accounts 

reported that in consequence of a "clerical error" they could not recom­
mend the "presentment to be re-instated this As~izes, but would allow it 
to be brought up again at the next Presentment Sessions, and that if passed 
the prei;entment to be marked 'To be paid now.' "-See page 2G, Abstract. 

In consequence of this report we have examined the above accounts 
from April, ,1885, to April, 1888. The '' clerici!.l error" was omitting to 
carry forward to the next account the sum of £1 12 8s. 8d. This amount 
has not been accounted for, and we find the balance now in hands­
£ l 8 17s. 5d.-to be correct; and we recommend that the presentment C'f 
£ 102 9s. Od. be passed, and that the sum of £80 be paid now. 

WICKLOW COUNTY INFIRMARY. 
As the last application for the support of the Infirmary was, through 

a misunderstanding, cut down £100, we recommend that the presentment 
for £270 (which includes the ordinary presentment for £170 and the above­
mentioned £100) be now passed; and we further suggest that one-half of 
the above sum of £270 be now paid, so that the Institution can be carried 
on until next Assizes. 

We have also had before us a communication from the Rev. Canon 
Dillon, relative to continuing the services of an assistant nurse, and we beg 
to report that owing to the present financial state of the Institution we can­
not recommend the retention of this nurse's services. 

We .find that the Wick.low County Infirmary has, for the past year, 
been most economically managed, and is in satisfactory working order nt 
the present time.

Grand Jury too late for entry on the printed Abstract, and we are of 
opinion that the attention of the Managers and also of the Inspector shall 
be called to this default. 

The Petty Sessions Clerks at Bray, Ovoca and Arklow have not 
given any return of the persons committed to Reformatories and Indus~rial 
Schools with their ages at time of committal, and the dates of committal 
and ter~ of sentence ; and we suggest that the Chief Secre1ary should be 
asked to direct that this information shall be sent to our Secretary 
immediately after each committal. 

We also think that a return should be sent to our Secretary before 
each Assizes from the Inspector of Reformatories and Industrial 8choole of 
the names of all children who have ceased to be inmates and the cnuee of 
their discharge.

We, the Committee, having examined the above, and finding tha.t 
it relates almost entirely to differences that have arisen between the 
Tramway Company and the County Surveyor as to the prop?r construe. 
tion of' their line, so far as concerns the safety and futurn mamtenance of 
the county road, considered it necessary to confer with the authorized 
officers of the Tramway Company, as well as the County Sur\·eyor, and 
having heard all the evidenc11 obtainable on the subject, beg to make the 
following suggestions as to all the matters in di pute, and which we h.ave 
reason to beli l!ve will be accepted by the Tramway Company, and which, 
if properly carried out, will be a fair arrangement between them and the 
county and all that is necessary to ensure the safety and future maintenance 
of the road. 

I . KERBING.-Auy portion of the kerbing already laid which may 
be ascertained to be insecure, to be re·set. The rest of the line within 
the county to be kerbed throughout, except in places where the top of 
the rails are Bush with the adjoining road surface. Kerbing to be of sound 
stone, roughly hammered square on top surface and also on fac.e and 
joints for a depth of not less thai; 6 inches. No ston.e to be _of less dimen­
sions thi.n 18 inches Ion~ by 13 inches deep, the umform width at the top 
being, at least, equal to that lately delivered but not yet set, and are all 
to be firmly bedded a Jepth of at least 5 inches beneath adjoining road 
surface. 

II. LEVEL CROSSINGS.-The ten level crossings to lands and 
dwellings, as pointed out by the County Surveyor, to be improved by 
sinking the line where practicable, with duo regard to its safety, and by 
levelling out the gradients thereto, so as to interfere as little as possible 
with the proper drainage or form of the road. The public road level 
crossing at 11 miles 6-f furlongs to be improved in a similar manner 10 

far as is practicable. In addition to the six crossings al:eady done twen.ty 
more, as pointed out by the County Surveyor, to have tlmbtir guard mtls 
:fixed to sleepers in a similar manner. 

III. DRAINAGE.-Cross drains to be made under the tramway in 
such places as shall be pointed out by the County Surveyor, such drains, 
whether pipes or open channels, to be constructed so as to ensure the water 
being carried without hindrance to the 011tside of the road fence. If of 
pipes, to have the kerbing at upper ends cut to fit clo~ely round them. If 
open channels, the bottoms to be concreted 4 inches thick. 

IV. DANGEROUS PLACE.-The side of the road opposite tr~mwo.y 
at junction of lane with public road near Hempstown at 12 miles 61 fur­
longs, to be filled up 11nd made safe to the satisfaction of the County 
Surveyor, who is to apply for a permissive presentment to enable same to 
he done. 

V. STONE DEPOTS.-Nine stone depots to be constructed between 
the county bounds and Blessington in the positions already pointed out 
by the County Surveyor, or as near thereto as may be practicable, eaclt of 
5uch to have an area equivalent to 60 feet by 11 feet, with a good and
