lMMEDlA'.rlll ltSPAIBS, GENERAL DIREOTIONB AND CONDITIONS. 
I-Immediately after the ensuing Assizes the surface is to be cleaned, holes and rut& 

filled with good material, atagnant water drained of!1 dangerous holes nod grips feneed, 
the road mada safe and convenient for traffic witliin one month, and afterwards repaired 
as specified from time to time, or continuonsly, ns may be necessary, and maintained 
comtanlly in good oriler during the contract, clean, hard, and eve11, rrt all seasons. 

2-No notioe of inspection will be given but the County Surveyor expects the road 
to be in good order and repair at any time be or his assistant may visit it. 

3-The Grand Jury shall have the power of cancelling the contract at any Assizes 
should the County Surveyor report that the ro11d h11s not been kept in a satisfactory 
manner. 

4-The Oootractor is to procure a copy of thia Specification, and producc it when 
required by the County Surveyor or his assistant. 

6-All the work herein speoi6ed is to be executed in a judicious, effective, and work­
manlike manner in every particular necessary for the repait', consttint maintenance in good 
order, and improvement of the road, nooording to the troo intent 11nd moaning of this 
Speeification, 11.nd to tbe entire satisfaction of the Conbty Surveyor. 

6-In addition to the provisions of this Specification the Contractor ls nt once to 
carry into effect any instructions of the County Surveyor or his assistant. 

WIDTH OF WORK.ING WAY, 
7~The width of the working way of the J'Oad shall be equal to the present width; 

but in .no c11Be less than 13 feet, e.i:cept where walls, fences or grips interfere. 
The width to be extendad or reduced as the County Surveyor may tlirect. In towns 
or vill•ges the metnlled surface is to extend to the paved channels, footp11ths, fences or 
buildings, ae the case may be, !llld over all open spaces. 

llIARGlNs AliD BIDlllS. 
a-The margins to be formed of sods and clay, at 1e11st two feet wide a.ndfour inches 

bigh over the watertnblee. These margins to be neatly kept sod edged with spade and line 
(a plough on no account to be used) and the working way defined by parallel lines, 
straight or regularly curved, according to tbe course of the road. Contractor to remov~ 
aoy waste margins tha& may be pointed oat. 

Where the sides are ravelled or broken, they are to be mado up wfah stones, sods, 
and clay. 

The sides are also to he kept clear of all buahes, brambles, weeds, rubbish, loose 
stones, turf, manure, &o. 

The Contractor is to cut down and remove before seed time all weeds growing on the 
roadsides and fences. 

D~AINAGB. 

9-All water-tables, side outs, pipe boles, outlets. aide, back and catob drains, water 
courses, &c., to be kept, at all ti,mes, clear of mu<l, grass, weeas, or other obstruotioas 
to the free dischaige of the water, and new ones made where necessary. 

FB.l1l!ITOH DRAINS. 
10-Where springs or soft plaoe$ occn,T in the road, Freocb Drains shall be made to 

drain off the water to the nearest outfall. 

G1JLti&TS, E:rc. 
11-GuUets to be opened up, cleaned ont and rape.ired whea required, and the chan­

nels through all bridges and gullets, and for such distances as may be necessary above 
and below the same, are to be cleared and kept clear. 

12-This drainage and the edging above described in No. 8 to be thoroughly done 
tltree times a yenr-before lst February, lit April, and let October, and at all other 
times as may be required. 

WA8'.rln STUFF. 
13-All scrapings nod other road stuff to be used for levelling hollows in tlte sides, 

filling grips, re.tiairing foocoe, &o. Any surpl~us atull' not wo reqnired sh:1ll he<!ome CU" 
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preperty of the oontraotor, and be removed by bjm forthwith, as well as any accumula· 
tion of mud, &c., that may be on the roailaides at the commencement of 1be contrnct. 
Road stuff on no account to be tlwo1D1i on the margins. 

lllAlNTENANCE AND IMPROVEMENT 011' SURFACE. 
14-The ro11dway and water-tables shall be scraped, swept and cleaned, so as to be 

at all times free from mud, dust, grass and dirt, especially before spreading stones. 
15-The surface oftbe working way is to have a rounding of one inch per yard of 

width; but on hills this rounding must be greater. Where the road bas not at present 
this for?l it must be brought to it by the application of U1aterials, and by picking up and 
re-formmp: the surface. 

-'~-The surface is to be made even by picking and levelling ribs, ruts, and ioe­
qualtt1es. 

All rocka appearing over the surface and stones of more than 2~ inches in ally 
dimension to be picked up and the boles 3t once carefully filled with line metalling. All 
surfHe damnges that may occur to be at once repaired by the Contractor. 

APPLJO<'IJON OP MATEEJALS. 
17-Every hollow, worn or wenk place, to be covered with a sheet of metnl. These 

1beets to be applied so as to preserve and improve the shape of the road, and to streugtben 
the crust. 

They are to be spread at short intervals alternotely on encb side of the centre line of 
the road, so as to induce the traffic to beat over the entire surface. 

The sheets or patches are not to be less than 3 square yards in nrea, to be spread 
evenly, closely and thick enough to prevent the old snrf11ce being seen tbrou~b tbe stones, 
and of the shape of the v.orn or hollow parts of the road. In no c~se will drills or small 
patches be allowed. 

The patches to be kept raked in and blinded when necessary. 
llefore spreading the materials the old surface to be picked nod loosened to the 

depth of half nn inch (rather deeper at the edges), so that the new metalling may unite 
with tbe old. 

18-Particnlnr care must be taken to have the covering-Bags of gullets and the arcb­
stolles of bridges well covered with metal. 

LOOSE ABD OVER•SIZJID STONES. 
19·-The surface shall at all times be kept free from loose stones which must be 

kept picked off by the contractor; also any stones larger tllan the specified size. 
TIME FOR SPREADING. 

20-0ne-third of the yearly supply of stones for the road to be spread before the lst 
December; two-thirds before lst February, and all before Spring Assizes in euch year. 

Ql!ALlTY OF lllATElUALS. 
21-Tbe stones, which nre to be quarry stones if obtainable, are to be the hardest 

and toughest procurable within threo miles of any part of the road, to be broken as 
nearly ns posaihle to a cubical form, to pass through a two-inch ring in every direction, 
nnd be free from clay, sand, or other extraneons matter. 

QU.U."TIT:r TO BE SUPPLIED AND MODE OF DELIVERY. 
22-The contractor is to supply nnnnally at least cnbic yards a sufficient 

quantity of broken stones for the proper maintenance of the road. This qnantity to be 
laid down in equal heaps, not less than 18 inches bigb, dressed for measurement, along 
the sides of the road, on carefully prepared level floors, before lst October in each year 
of the contract. The heaps to he outside the working way. 

No road metal to be deposited or broken on roadside until the whole of the metal 
previously measured has been spread, and until notice in writing bas been served by the 
contractor on the assist11nt that such is the case. 

EXTRA. MATmRl.ALS. 
23-In addition to the nnnn11l quantity as above, snob extra matedala must be 

provided and spread as may be required to fullil the conditions of the contract for con~ 
stantly keeping the surface in good repair during the whole term of the ooutract. 

FOOTPATHS, PAVED CH.AllNELS, GllATJNGS, ETC. 
24-The footpaths (if any) whether gravelled, paved, or flagged to be repaired and 

maintained as tollolWI :-
If curbed with &tone, all mislliug and defective curb-stones to be replaced with good 

stones, properly dressed and set. If edged with sods, any narta ravelled or broken to be re­
aodded. Grass on both sides of path to be neatly edged "three times a year, and to be 
cleared away wherever it may grow on path along walls. Clean out and repair all 
existing outlets and make any new ones required. Fill up any hollows with hard 
material and pick up all stones that projeGt over the surface. Path to have two coats 
of gravel each year-in Febrnary and October-and at such o.tlier times as may be re­
quired. Gravel to be 1cre101d free from clay, dirt, .-id 1toae1 onr ~-inch diameter.

Surface of pntb to be llnsh with top of cilrb and to have a fall of l~ inch per yard 
toward• the rond. 

25-All !tagged or paved paths nud cbann9ls to bo repaired and kept in repair. 
All gratings where broken, disturbed, or removed, to be r~paired, re-set or renewed 

OOUNTY woruts. 
26-Bridge parapets, walls, fences, etc., made by presentment, to be repaired during 

the first ha If-year, and afterwards kept in repair. 
lNJURUCS, OBSTRUOTIONS1 ENCROACHMENTS, TREES, HEDGE.,, ETO. 

27-All works connected with the road to be preserved in good order, free from 
damage, encroachment or trespa.ss. The contractor sball not allow the sitles to be dug 
up or interfered with in any way. The contractor shall require the owners, by proper 
legal me•ns, to prune and lop all injurious or obstructive hedges and trees, and shall pro­
ceed summarily against nil offenders in accordanc3 with the provisions of the Aota 
relative to each offences, especially 14 & 15 Vic., cap 92, sees 9 & 10, and 19 & 20 Vic., 
cap 63, seo 18. 

SURPLUS MATERIALS. 
28-Auy broken stones or grav~I found at the termination of the contract along the 

road ahall become the property of the county. 
29-Tbe Contractor will be liable to a deduction of 6s for each cuhiG yard or road 

metal found deficient from above quantity at the October measurement in each year. 
The Contractor will also be liable to a deduction from, or n total forfeiture of, As the case 
may require, the sum payable at any Assizes nuder the contract, should bo fail to comply 
with the several proTisions of this speoilication; such deductious will be represented to 
the credit of the Barony.

1.-All articles sent to him by the Grand Jb.ry, Boards of Guar<lians, 
Towns Commissioners, County Infirmary, County Coroner, and Magistrate8 
sitting at Petty 8essions, to be analysed without any fee. 

2.-Persons residing within the county to pay 10s. 6d. for the 
analysis of any article which it is suspected to be adulterated, the foe to be 
paid to the County Treasurer. 

3.-Persons resid\ng within the county to be entitled to have 
analysis made at the following reduced scale-about one-fourth of the usual 
fees-payable to County Analyst :-Analysis of water, oil cakes, and arti­
ficial manures, 10s. ; analysis of the viscera of sheep, CO\vs, and horses, for 
the detection of poison, 30s. ; dogs' do., £1 ; analysis of soils, limestones, 
and ores, from 10s. to £3, according to natw·e of investigation. 

Quantities required for analysis :·-8 oz. of bread, flour, butter, 
whiskey, wine, beer, porter; 4 oz. of buttermilk, confections, cocoa, pepper; 
2 oz. of new milk, tea, coifee, pepper, mustard; t gallon of water, in clenn 
and, if po sible, stopper bottles ; ! lb. of oil cakes and manures. In case of 
soil and ores analysis, quantities to be sent depend on nature of the investi­
gation and may be ascertained on reference to the Analyst. The bodies of 
animals suspected to have been poisoned should not be sent ; only their 
viscera.

I have the honout to forward herewith certified and declared 
Abstracts of the Accounts of the Secretary to the Grand Jury, County 
Wicklow, following Summer Assizes, 1891, and Spring Assizes, 1892, the 
audit of which I have this day eompleted. 

The only matter in the account requiring special attention seems to 
be that of the arrears of county cess. The table at foot of the abstract shows 
over £900 reiurned due as arrears by different baronies. I am assured 
that this large sum is almost, if not entirely, irrecoverable. If so, the 
amount should not be counted, as at present, among the avail.able assets of 
the county. The Acts require, and the bond conditions that each High 
Constable shall duly pay to the Treasurer all such public money as he shall 
be required to collect, on or before the first day of the following assizes ; 
and the Grand Jury, upon being satisfied tha.t certain sums, though lodged 
by the collectol', have not and cap.not be legally recovered by him, should 
represent them and so reimburse him. 

I inspected the surety bonds of the high constables, which appeared 
to be duly executed, and have only to add that the accounts attest to thtt 
O&l'e and attention bestowed upon them by the Secretary.

I beg leave to report for your information that I Lave made the 
following analyses during the half-year ended on the 30th June, 1892 :-

J auuary 2nd-On this dl\te a specimen of whiskey was received from 
Sergeant H. Joyce, R.I.C., Duulavin. It contained no adulterant, and was 
above the minimal strength permitted by law. 

March 18th-A specimen of water was analy-ed for Rev. l\fr Boyce, 
Carncw. It was fuund to be of tolerably good quality. 

25th March-Two specimens of whiskey were analysed for Sergeant 
S. Moore, R.I.C., Baltinglass. Both proved to be pure. 

April 8th-Two specimens of tea were analysed for the guardians 
of Baltinglass Union, and their composition determined; one was better 
than the other. 

April 28th-A specimen of water was analysed for the Guardians of 
Rathdrum Union. It proved to be of fairly good composition. 

l\Iay 6th-Three specimens of water were analysed for the Guar­
dians of Shillelagh Union; one was uot quite up to the standard of the 
best waters; the others were good waters, and .fit for all domestic purposes. 

May 7th-A specimen of water was analysed for the Guardians of 
Ifuthdrum Union, and was very unfavourably reported upon. 

A specimen of water from the Rectory, Ashford, was found to be 
polluted and unfit for use. 

For Naas Union, which is partly situated in the OountyofWicklow, 
a specimen of soap liniment was analysed. It was found to have been cor­
rectly prepared according to the formula given in the Pharmacopooia.

Square, Baltinglass, and propose to erect a J?llIDp with P?sts rou~d ~t with· 
out having first obtained the county authority for so domg as p1onded by 
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statute. They rely on the Public Health (Ireland) Act, 1878, section 61, 
as their authority for ignorisg the control of the Grand J11ry over the coun1y 
road . I have not t,he slightest wish or inclinationlto obstruct such useful 
works in any way; but arn strongly of opinion that your complete control 
over the county roads should be upheld and that before they are interfered 
with by the Sanitary Authority or any one else the necesiary prelirninn.ries, 
as laid down by statute, should be enforced. 

Some other serious interferences with the roads have lately been 
made by private persons, the particulars of which I will lay before your 
Committee. I hope to settle them without legal assistance ; but I think it 
essential that your Solicitor should aid YJ>ur County Surveyor in such 
matters when all efforts to settle them amicably have failed.

COUNTY SURVEYOR'S REPORT 

TO THE 

GRAND JURY OF THE COUNTY WICKLOW, 

Assembled at Summer Assizes, 18D2. 

llfr. Foreman and Gentlemen of the Grand Jury, 
In compliance with the 35th clause of the Dublin and Blessington 

Steam Tramivay Order, 1887, I inspected the line, sidings and other works 
of this undertakiug situated in the county Wicklow on l3th inst. and the 
engines, rolling stock and plant on 14th ius,. and found as follows-

In July last I reported "Proper attfmtion is not paid to the cleaning, 
drainage and renewal of the ballast or the proper lifting and packing of the 
sleepers, all of which are essential to obtaining a good road and a fair 
average life from the permanent way materials." These remarks hold 
good still, as with the exception of some fresh ballast being spread there is 
but little improvement in the condition of the line. The line should be 
kept entirely free from weeds and grass, the sleepers should be kept covered 
wilh gravel for their whole lengths and a .drain between ends of sleepers 
and adjoining fence should be sunk wherever possible and kept open. 

The worst parts of the liae are through the street of Blessington, 
where the rails arc considerably over the adjoining road surface, the part 
Letweon Tinode Post-office and the county bounds at Brittas which is 
covered with grass and weeds ancl badly needs fresh ballast, and several 
parts which hnve been raiaed but not fresh ballasted. 

Some of the curbing is loose ancl misplaced and some ol the drain 
pipes under the line are choked. 

As the sleepers were not of the best quality signs of failure may 
soon be expected and should be carefully watched.
