GENTLEMEN,

I beg to report that on several occasions
the deputation appointed by you waited on
the Minister for Local Government, to
obtain his sanction to borrow the sum of
£5,000, to carry oat improvements to
Waterworks by the construction of open
air filters and enlargement of reservoir.

On the 20th inst. | received a letter
from the Minister Local Government, stat-
ing that the Chief Engineer from his De-
parment would be glad to see the Chair-
man and w'ifin connection with the proposed
work. On Saturday, 21st instant, we had
an interview with the Minister for Local
Government and the Engineer, with the
result that sanction has been given to the
raising of a loan of £5,000, and that the
work be taken in hands immediately.

The Minister recommends that the
Duiblin Corporation and War Loan Stocks
in cur hands should bo sold without delay,
and also that the offer of the Hibernian
Bank to sell at £50 per cent, should bis
accepted.

The following are the particulars of the
Wiciklow (Town) 3| per cent. Stock.
There were two issues of Stock.  The first
issue took place in 189l7, redeemable at par
on 30th November, 1958, or at. option of
the Council 2:5 years after issue. The total
amount of Stock issued was £23,366 19s
4d, at a cash valuei of £23,198 3s 2d. This
Stock was issued for the purpose of con-
solidating the Loans.

The Stock investments to date are War
Loan £5,694 5s 6d. purchased at £5,576
0s 2d ; present value, £5,352 7s 2d. Dub-
lin Corporation, £5,104 5s Id. purchased
at £4,391 16s 8d; present value, £3,419
13s 7d.

The total cash value of Storks, £8,772
0s 9d, which would redeem £17,544 Stock,
leaving £5,822" 19s 4d unredeemed.

At present the annuiali .charges after
giving credit for interest on investments
are: Transfers, about £308 7s 4d, and
B~demntioin, £199' 8s 10dj total, £507 16s
2d. The total interest payable on Stock
holders is £759 8s 6d.

The Hibernian Bank have offered to sell
their holding of £14,631 13s 4d at £50 per
cent. The price paidi by the Bank was
£14,281 13s 2d, and we can purchase the
said Stock for £7,315 16s 8d, being
£6,065 Ife' fret, less than the Bank is
entitled to in 1957.

The interest paid to the Bank is £475
10s 6d, less IncoimeTax, so you will ob-
serve that if the Council purchase now
they will save £fi,%5 ifls 04. y
