without a satisfactory explanation for not doing so,they be
called on to hand iIn their resignation forthwith.

The delay in collecting the rates cannot be allowed togo on
any further as you are aware that during the past yearthe
Council have been trying to carry on with an overdraft of

six hundred pounds and thismust be stopped.

2. That the Collectors be notified that they must close their
collection on or before the end of the financial year and
that in future no arrears of rates be allowed to be carried
forward.

3. Collectors to report to the Council Meeting each month the

progress they are making with their collection.
4. The above conditions to come into operation on 1lst August,1928

5 The same remarks apply to the Collection of rents except the
monthly lodgement. All rents to be collected within 4

weeks after they become due each half year.

6. We recommend that the Local Government Department be asked to
