Had main sewer at Fitzwilliam Square cleaned. Inspected
premises at Dali Alley re Pig Sty The Pig Sty i1s only 7ft 6 iIns
from door of living room and is divided only by a 3ft Wall from
living room.  The Pig Sty and premises are kept very clean and
the manure carted constantly away. In my opinion the premises
IS unsuitable for the keeping of Swine.

Had 86 Yds Stones carted to Mill Yard and broken and spread
on Green Hill Road and Cottage Road. Owing to the bad condition
of the roads they will require 150 yds stones. Owing to the
storm several slates have been blown off roofs the Boat House
and Town Hall and both requires to be repaired before other damage
IS done.
