There are 1 f t .  lOins. of water in Reservoir.  Of course, 
Reservoir has been lower at  th is  time of year on many occasions..

I t  w i l l  be absolute ly  to cut o f f  water at  night tov/ards the 
end of this week or early  next week in order to ensure proper 
supply to higher le v e ls .

Should there be much more c a l l  on resources of Reservoir, i t  
w i l l  be very hard to keep constant supply to town in dry seasons.

I am a fra id  additional F i l t e r i n g  plant w i l l  a lso  have to be 
provided, as we have to depend on water from Reservoir to wash 
sand e t c . ,  and th is  does away with a very large amount of water.

I f  water was confined s t r i c t l y  to domestic use the position 
would improve, but, an amount of water must be used in connection 
with many businesses, in order to keep premises in a sanitary 
condition, but th is  is  very often abused.
