A Special Meeting of the Finance and General Purposes
Committee was held at 12 o"clock Noon on Saturday 15/2/36
after Notice to each Member.

The Town Clerk®s selection of 36 applicants for the 36
allotments in the Dunbur Road Allotment Field was approved

and also the 20 applicants for Allotments at the new field
at Ballynerrin - the Town Clerk to let as many as possible

of the remaining allotments to persons not qualified for the

Free Scheme at 5s/- Per plot per season.

The Proposal of Edward Dickenson to take the old Allotment
field at Ballyguile in conacre at 10s/- was approved of.

It being reported that arising out of storm damages, it
became necessary to expend money on repair and protection of the
Foreshore Works, the Committee approved of the expenditure to
date, viz. £24. 13* 4, but were unable to recommend further ex-
penditure as required by the Town Surveyor, pending next meet-
ing ofbthe Council.

The Weekly Wages Book was examined and signed.

The Report was adopted. In connection with the Allotment
Scheme the Town Clerk reported that under the Free Scheme 36 Allot-
ments had been provided in the Dunbur field and 25 in the Bally-
nerrin field making in all 61, and that in addition 4 Allotments
at 5s/- per annum had been provided for persons not qualified for
the Free Scheme. Only two plots remained in the Ballynerrin field
and these two were objected to because of the amount of loose fresh
soil deposited on them from the excavating and levelling operations
carried out in the Housing Site during last Scheme of Christmas
work .

It being reported that Edward Dickenson required certain in-
provements to the fencing on the old Allotment field prior to his
taking it over under the conacre letting, it was decided that
having regard to the cheap rate at which it had been let to him,
not to incur any substantial expenditure on the improvement of
the fence.

At the Meeting of the Finance and General Purposes Committee *
held at 7 p.m., on the 3/3/36 claims foi exemption and refund
of Rates from Messrs S. V. Delahunt, D. H. Haskins, Michael J.
Dowling, the Hiteternian Bank (in re house at Wentworth Place for-
merly occupied by Henry J. MacPhail), Thomas Campbell and
Guards Marren and Murray were examined and ruled on and the
recommendations ofi the Committee were adopted. In caseof
the claim of the Hibernian Bank, 1t was recommendedthat the
rates 0% the house for 1933/34 amounting to £24. 2. 2 be re-
funded subject to sanction, on the grounds that the house was
not occupied at the time the rates for 1933/34 were made. It
being pointed out that the Council had on the 24/2/35 declined
to refund any rates paid in respect of the house. Councillor
A. Dunne handed 1in Notice of Motion to rescind that decision.

The recommendations of the Committee on other cases were adopted
as were also their recommendations of payments of £401. 14. 5 on
the General Account and £132. 12» 0 on the Housing No. 3 Account,
also the Committee®s recommendation that the Council take no action
on the report of the Town Agent of his having instituted Ejectment
proceedings against E. Gaffney and James Wynne and his wife 1in
respect of No. 9, St. Dominick"s Road.
