A Dhuine U asail , I have given con sideration  to the question of 
the e f f i c ie n t  f i l t r a t i o n  o f  the Town Water Supply and I report as 
fo llo w s

At p re sen t , the e x is t in g  f i l t r a t i o n  p lan t co n sis ts  of 
three f i l t e r i n g  u n its  each g iv in g  a surface of about 650 
super f e e t .  Taking the consumption at 1 0 0 ,0 0 0  ga ls  per 
day of 24 hours, i t  is  obvious that even using two units  
fo r  f i l t e r i n g  a t  the same time there i s  a flow of about 
77 g a ls ,  per super fo o t  per 24 hours. The maximum rate  
should be not more than 45 g a ls .  Again, even when 3 units 
are in u se , (which i s  not p o s s ib le  as one must be kept as 
a Stand-bye) the ra te  of f i l t r a t i o n  i s  about j l  g a ls ,  per 
sup. f t .

These f ig u r e s ,  th e r e fo r e , in d icate  that there i s  in su ff­
ic ie n t  area of f i l t r a t i o n  in the e x is t in g  p la n t ,  and addit­
ion al u n its  must be provided, and th is  extra area must be as 
great again as the e x is t in g .

There are two methods of doing th is

Scheme No. 1 . To con stru ct three fu rth er  f i l t e r i n g  u n its  with 
or w ithout the usual storage re se rv o ir  fo r  clean water.
I  s tro n g ly  recommend th is  r e s e r v o ir ,  as the e x is tin g  
tank h olds only abour tw o-th ird s day supply. I submit 
Plans and Estim ate fo r  the e rectio n  of the new f i l t e r s  
complete w ith c le a r  water storage r e s e r v o ir ,  and my a l l -  
in  estim ate o f  the c o s t  of these  works i s  as fo l lo w s ï -

In a d d itio n , as you know, i t  i s  advisable  to provide 
a sp e c ia l  sandwashing machine, which, w h ils t  the in it ia l  
cost may seem high, w i l l  ensure the more e f f i c i e n t  and 
economical cleansing of the d ir ty  sand. At the moment 
the cleaning of aand i s  a slow, clumsy process, and in­
vo lves  8 to 10 weeks work during the year and even this 
does not mean the complete c lea rin g  of the whole bed to 
the bottom. The new machine which I propose would con­
s i s t  of an e levator to r a is e  the sand to the ground level» 
outside the bed, where i t  would be washed by water forced 
through i t  from a small suction engine, and about 4 tons 
sand per hour would be e f f i c i e n t l y  tre a ted : the material 
in  a l l  three beds could be cleaned, th erefore , in about
10 to 12 working days. The cost of the machine would fce 
about, but not more than £150 (one hundred and f i f t y  
pounds).

I f  the Council decide on the a d d itio n a l concrete  
f i l t e r  beds, i t  w i l l  become obviously necessary to pro­
vide a mechanical means of sand washing such as I s u g g e s t .

Another matter which must be attended to is  the ques­
tion of the road or lane leading from the Caretaker's  
Cottage to the toe of the embankment. I f  3fc$ix works are 
to be carried  out th ere , a roadway i s  necessary, and as 
the length  of th is  i s  about 300 l i n .  yards I estimate the 
very minimum cost at £135 fo r  250 cub. yards stones.

This makes the t o t a l  cost of my f i r s t  proposition  to 
be, in c lu s iv e  o f  a l l  other charges £ 2 , 900. 0 . 0

Scheme Ho. 3. This a lte r n a t iv e  scheme provides fo r  mechanical 
sand f i l t r a t i o n  to include the in s t a l la t i o n  of 4 Cast Iron  
U nits or F i l t e r i n g  Drxums between the e x is t in g  Reservoir Em­
bankment and the e x is t in g  f i l t e r s .  The la t t e r  would then 
be used as f in is h in g  f i l t e r s  and on account of the rapid  
p r e - f i l t r a t i o n  u n it s ,  would have much le s s  work to do and 
consequently le s s  frequent c lea n in g . The mechanical f i l t e r s  
would cost about £ 1 ,1 0 0 .  Cost o f  b u ild in g  to be erected to 
house these and the necessary pump £ 350. 0. 0 .

More frequent a t te n tio n  and cleaning would be necessary  
by the Overseer would be required , but u n sk ille d  labour would 
not be necessary except fo r  the cleaning in the usual way, as 
at p resen t , o f  the slow sand f i l t e r s ,  the cost  of which work 
would be halved.

To th is  add cost o f  road £135* 0* 0 and including
a l l  other charges I estim ate th is  proposal to cost £ 1 , 7 0 0 . 0 . 0 .

I t  w i l l  be noted that th is  scheme does not provide for  any 
a d d itio n a l storage of  c lea r  w ater, and I think th is  is  necessary  
afurther £700 should be added making a grand t o t a l  of £ 2 ,4 0 0 .

Mÿ in ten tio n  in  recommending the Council to provide extra  
c lea r  water storage i s  that I could then a f fo r d * to  release  the 
water from the e x is t in g  old f i l t e r s  in s id e  the embankment and 
thus get at the in s id e  of the concreteface  w all in  Reservoir  
and have i t  pressure grouted.
