Messrs John Rourke, Thoms Conroy, and Andrew Brien, representing the 
Wicklow Branch of the Irish Transport and General Workers' Union;
Messrs Joseph O'Connor and Loughlin Sutton, members of the Wicklow 
Urban District Council, The Town Surveyor and the Town Clerk were 

also in attendance,

The Town Clerk stated that the County Manager could not be 
present as he was attending the Statutory monthly meeting of the Bray 
Urban District Council, The Town Clerk also stated that Mr, C, W, Hudson 
had telephoned him to state that owing to illness he would be unable 
to attend the meeting» The conference was also informed that Mr, J. Olohan 
(Chairman) and Mr, W. Clarke, member of the Council were indisposed 

and could not attend.

WTCKLOW URBAN DISTRICT COUNCIL.

Correspondence relating to the issue in dispute was read.
When the rolevant Section of the Insurance (Intermittent Unemployment) 
act, 19X2 was read it was unanimously agreed that the work on the
contract would not be insurable employment under the Act.

Regarding the key-men proposed to be employed, Mr. Lee^explained 
that the key-man listed as foreman would actually be an executive, 
representing his Firm's interest, and as his agent, would not have 
direct contact with the men working on the Scheme. In effect, this 
would mean that there would only be three key-men (i) pipe-layer,
(2) man in charge of tho compressor (3) ganger. Mr Lee also stated 
that if after some time a suitable local roan would be available to take 
charge of the compressor, he was prepared to employ such local man to
take charge of the machine.

After discussion the Union's representatives expressed themselves 
satisfied with Mr, Lee's proposals regarding the employment of key-men.

In connection with the payment of a rocognised rate of wages, 
to men employed on the Scheme, the Union's representatives pointed out 
that there was no recognised rate for such work within the Urban Area, 
and stated that i/lOçd per hour was for building labourers engaged in 
insurable employment under the Insurance (intermittent Unemployment)
Act, 1942. Consequently, if men employed by Mr, Lee would^only rcceive 
i/lOfd per hour, and would not enjoy wet—time benefits, their conditions 
of employment xrould not compare favourably with those employed in the 
Building Trade proper. After a protracted discussion, Mr. Lee stated 
that as a final offer he would be prepared to pay i/ll^d per hour.
This offer was accepted by the Union's representatives. Mr Lee em­
phasised that he did not wish it to bo understood that he was paying 
more than the Local rate of wages but was making this concession in view 
of what he considered to be the anomalous position brought about by  ̂
the specific exclusion of work in the construction or laying of Public 
Mains for the supply of water from benefits under the Insurance (inter­
mittent Unemployment) Act 1942*

The Union's representative having assured Mr; Lee that they 
would facilitate him in every respect in the carrying out of the work, 
and Councillor O'Connor having expressed satisfaction on behalf of the 
Council at the result arrived at, the conference concluded*

COUNCIL PHOTOGRAPHED: A photograph of the Council in session was
taken by Mr. P. Noonan.

CHAIRMAN Councillor C. W. Hudson extended a hearty welcome to the 
Chairman on his resumption of duty after a very serious illness. The 
other members present associated themselves with Councillor Hudson’s 
remarks. The Manager, on his own behalf, and on behalf of the Council’s 
staff, stated that it was a great pleasure to welcome back the Chairman 
after hisfc long illness. The Chairman thanked the members and the Manager 
for their kind remarks.

ADOPTION OF MINUTES: The minutes of meeting of the Council held on
6th. June, 1950 were taken as read and adopted and signed by the Chairman.

VALUATION OF PROPERTY- Resolution from Sligo Corporation: The follow­
ing resolution, received from Sligo Corporation was adopted by the 
Council:-

"That we, the members of Sligo Corporation, being of the opinion 
that the Valuation Laws as they stand at present are inequitable, earnest­
ly request the Minister for Justice to introduce legislation for the 
purpose of amending the law in regard to the valuation of property in 
Urban Areas, and as an alternative to the present system, recommend that 
all property in Urban Areas, both business and residential, should be 
classed, having regard to the volume of business and standard of the 
areas respectively,and that a sliding scale should then be applied, as 
a percentage of the Market Value of the property, for the purpose of 
arriving at a fair and just Valuation figure.

It is also decided that copies of this resolution shall be for­
warded to every Urban Council in Eire, for their adoption, and that 
the Secretary of the Association of Municipal Authorities in Ireland 
shall be sent a copy of the resolution to have it included on the Agenda 
for the next Annual Conference of the Association".

E. S. B. -OFFICE ACCOMMODATION FOR COLLECTOR: Read letter dated
22/ 6/195O from Electricity Supply Board, stating that the premises at 
the Mall, Wicklow, recommended by the Council as being suitable for 
Office Accommodation, had been inspected and found to be unsuited to the 
Board’s requirements. The latter also stated that if a suitable premises 
at a reasonable rent became available, the matter would be considered 
further. The Chairman stated that the premises in question had not been 
inspected. After discussion it was decided to inform the E.S.B. that 
the Council was not aware that an inspection of the premises at The Mall, 
Wicklow had been carried out as indicated in the Board’s communication.
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
