IL^^-iL-JlHARGESs Read letter dated 14/8/1951 from Limerick City 
Manager, with which was enclosed copy of report of joint deputation 
of the Limerick Chamber of Commerce and the Limerick Corporation to 
the Electricity Supply Board, on Wednesday, I8th. July, 1951.
The County Manager submitted to the meeting, figures indicating the 
difference between the annual cost of electricity to a. consumer in 
the Wicklow Tariff area, and the annual cost of a similar supply to
a. consumer in the same P.L.V. group in the Dublin City Area.
The Manager pointed out that the difference in charge was practically 
the same as in the case of Limerick and Dublin.

In addition I observe that the trees and shrubs inside 
the wall have grown to such height as to prevent the lgght showing up Marlton 
to some extent and I have asked the owner to trim these back somewhat.

At the sane tine the re-siting of this pole does not really cake nuch
difference to the lighting of Marlton and I refer again to ny previous re-
(taendation that an extra light is very definitely required on this t o *  road
sonewhere between the Forge and Messrs Dickenson's house, where originSly there
