HELD ON 28th MARCH. 1952

Present: Councillors C. W. Hudson (Presiding), W. Clarke, E. Kane
J. Everett, T.D., P. Doyle, J. Brennan and A. Finlayson.

The County Manager and Town Engineer were also in attendance.
EXAMINATION OF ESTIMATES OF RECEIPTS AND EXPENDITURE FOR THE FINANCIAL YEAR 1952/53

At the suggestion of the County Manager the Council agreed to contine the
practice of previous years and to examine each item appearing on the Estimates.

At the outset the County Manager reminded the Council that, as indicated in
his statement, the Estimates about to be examined did not make any provision for an
increase in wages*  After discussion it was agreed that the proposal regarding in-
creased wages could be considered when the Council would have decided upon the
various items of expenditure.

URBAN ROADS: The Council deleted additional £42 included in respect of materials for
ordinary read works and allowed the same amount (viz. £487) as in 1951/52. The sum
of £563 included by the Manager for special road works was reduced to £279, which
would be spent on the following roads:-

Bachelors *Walk .-t ecce . £40. 0. O.
Kilmantin Hill ecce ... £100. 0. O.
High Street ece £99. 0o O.
Dhurch Street et . oo £40. 0. ok

£279. 0. O.

Thus the expenditure estimated by the County Manager in respect of Urban Roads
was reduced from £1,478 to £1,152.

SANITARY SERVICES: The Council deleted the sum of £25 included for purpose of pro-
viding cover etc. for scavenging cart.

PUBLIC LIGHTING: The Town Engineer recommended that additional lights be provided
as follows:-

(1) At Melancholy lane

(@) At junction of Friars 7Hill and Rocky Road

(3) Adjacent to Jameson®s Forge at Marlton Road

(4) At St. Patrick % Road, adjoining the De la Salle Brothers * School
(5) At entrance to Cooper & lane.

The Council approved of the provision of these additional lights and recommended
that quotations also be obtained from the E, S. B. in respect of (I) Provision of light
at Wentworth Place opposite the De La Salle Schools and (2) Improvement of lighting
along Dunbur Road, either by provision of additional lamp(s) or rearrangement of existing
lights.

Following discussion the Council directed that the E. S. B. be requested to
ensure that lighting-up time x"ould not be later than the hour agreed upon viz. one
hour after sunset.

The amount in respect of Sanitary Services was reduced from £3,837 to £3,812.

HOUSING SERVICES:The amount provided by the County Managerformaintenance and
repair of the Council 3 houses was reduced from £750 to£650.This wasthe only



reduction under Housing Services and resulted in the County Manager'a figwr® 2ov-
such services being reduced from £12,239 to £12,139.

RESOLUTION FROM CLANN NA PO6LACHTA: The following resolution which had been adopted

The Ard Chomhairle of Clann na Poblachta views with grave concern the cuts
made in the Estimates for the coming year in capital development projects which will
affect Gaeltacht Services, housing, drainage and afforestation. In the view of the
Ard Chomhairle these cuts will not only retard national development but will cause
considerable unemployment and result in increased emigration.

These cuts, coupled with the restriction of credit and the rising unemploy-
ment and emigration figures, indicate clearly the implementation by the Government
of the policies advocated by the Central Bank. Unless a strong public opinion can
now force the Government to review its whole economic policy the effects of this
policy will not merely retard progress but will cause irreparable damage. For these
reasons the Ard Ghomhairle of Clann na Poblachta urges public bodies and national
organisations to call for a reversal of this policy and in particular for the res-
toration of the cuts made in regard to Afforestation, the Local Authorities Works

Act, 194-9, and Housing,

Finally it was agreed (1) that repairs should not be carried out iIn cases
where it could be shown that the tenant was responsible for the damage (2) that a
circular be sent to all tenants of Council houses drawing their attention to this
decision of the Council and also indicating how the necessity for certainrepairs
could be avoided and (3) that the Rent Collector submit a further report to the
Council at their July Meeting.

REPORT FROM RENT COLLECTOR RE CERTAIN COUNCIL HOUSES: Read report dated 27/3/1952
from Rent Collector giving the name of twotenants of Council®"s houses who were not
keeping their houses in proper condition. The report stated, however, that the

vast majority of the houses were kept in excellent condition by the tenants. Noted.
