Dear Sir,
This year's "Arbor Week" has been fixed for the period commencing 

10th March and ending on 17th March, St. Patrick's Day. Already plans 
have been made f o r  the holding of a National A r b o r  Day in Dublin when 
members of the Government, the Dail, the Senate, the Corporation and 
County Council and other public authorities as well as representatives 
of national, cultural and social organisations ill take part in a 
ceremonious planting.

Numerous branches of "Trees for Ireland" have been formed and
these bodies are arranging their ov/n local functions. In addition it
is hoped that this year, as in the last two seasons, County and Urban 
Councils will do some planting during Arbor week as an earnest of the 
national awakening to the importance of trees.

Planting may be done in town and village parks, in squares
and fair greens or in plots of waste ground or along roads and streets..
In some places it may be possible to form plantations of appreciable 
size on lands already in the possession of the authority or on sites 
purchased or leased for the purpose, or donated by a well-wisher. The 
actual number of trees planted does not matter as much as the spirit in 
which the work is done.

The details of the ceremony .will v ry from district to district 
and are best left in the hands of the people of the locality. With 
the support o f  public representatives and officials, clergy and teachers 
it should be possible to arrange a function which will catch the interest 
o f  all and gain valuable publicity.

My committee earnestly request your co-operation in the im- 
portantework on which tac^ are engaged. At the moment we are en­
deavouring to find out .‘What it is proposed to do this year in the 
counties and in the towns and villages, so as to get 1 1 possible 
advace publicity in the press and on the radio. Will you please 
write and let us hear what it is hoped to do in your district? Even 
aa bare outline of your plans will be of help.

I enclose a few leaflets and assure you that my committee 
will give all possible information on request.
