You will recall that in August, 1952, the Council adopted a report
submitted by"PUt that date dealing with remedial works for repairs and
reconstruction along the North Foreswore and that report was illus-
trated by appropriate plans, sections and estimate of cost which at
that time, amount to £138,000 approximately. The work visualised
under that heading consisted In an extension of the Promenade for a
distance of almost 700 lin, yds., and included the construction of
steel sheet piling, timber "cases" groynes, concrete slabbing etc.

It was pointed out, however, at tho same time, that works of an
immediate protective type would be necessary as soon as possible, and
pending the completion of major work so as to hold the then existing
beach and Murrough, which has since further eroded.

This work was the provision of a series of mass concrete blocks
as Indicated on drawings then submitted, chained each to each for a
distance of 1+00 to 500 lineal yards along shore, and in two lines,
and was estimated at that time to cost £3,800.

It 1s this latter, i1t would seem, that the Department has now
indicated the grant of U/z and consequently a total expenditure,
should the Council so agree, to 25 of £5,000 may be undertaken.
The estimate of cost of the work originally proposed in 1952 would,
of course, now be 1iIncreased due to advances in wages and materials,
and 1t is made up as follows
