CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES: The minutes of meeting held on 5th January,
i960, were taken as read and were adopted and signed by the Chairman.

REPAIRS TO OLD RESERVOIR: The Town Clerk read a letter from the Department
of Local Government conveying the sanction of the Minister to the charging 
of £259. 18. 9. for improvement works at the Old Reservoir against the 
loan of £2,600 sanctioned for the Link Watermain At Dunbur Road. The 
Town Clerk explained that by charging these improvement works to the Loan 
Account the Council would qualify for subsidy payment. NO ED.

WTOKLCW REGIONAL WATER SUPPLY SCHEME: . SUPPLEMENTARY LOANl It was 
proposed by Councillor Doyle, seconded by Councillor Carroll and resolved.

"That we hereby approve, subject to the sanction of the Minister for 
Local Government, the raising of a supplementary loan in sum of £1,050 
from the Local Loans Fund repayable on the instalment system over a 
period of 25 years at 5%% interest, for the purpose cf defraying expenditure 
on the Wicklow Regional Water Supply Scheme."

FORESHORE PROTECTION WORKS: SEALING ,OF DEED OF CHARGE,:. It was proposed
by Councillor Kavanagh seconded by Councillor Doyle and resolved:-

"That the Seal of the Council be and is hereby affixed to Deed of 
Charge Wicklow U.D.C. tc The Hibernian Bank Ltd., in respect of Loan of 
£825 repayable on the instalment system over a period 01 5 years, f^r 
the purpose of defraying expenditure on Foreshore Protection Works.

The following report was read from the Town Surveyor:

•-ork on the Foreshore is proceeding according to plan. On Saturday 
last at Ballinclare Quarry about 5,000 tons of boulders were successfully 
blasted. These were being conveyed to the foreshore and would be placed 
in position in front of the promenade protection wall. The smaller stones 
were being used to fill in the cavities in the promenade proper and to 
form a roadway over which lorries and crane could move along the promenade 
so as to more readily place the boulders in peoition.

A letter was read from Messrs Shamrock Fertilizers L t d . , in connection 
v̂ /ith the erection of a protection wall on the seaward side of the^site of 
the proposed sulphuric acid installation. The County Manager said the 
Council had already agreed to meet 50, of the cost of the work and the 
Harbour Commissioners would meet the other 5O70. Councillors Kavanagh 
and Doyle were appointed to represent the Council at tne next meeting of 
the Harbour Commissioners, when the question of proceeding with this work 
could be discussed.

SALARY AND WAGE INCREASES: The Town Clerk read a letter from the Irish
Transport & General Workers’ Union, applying for an upward wage adjustment 
of £1 per week to members of the Union employed by the Council. The 
Chairman suggested that the Urban Council should w ai t and see what 
adjustment the County Council would make but other members of the Council 
felt that they should determine the Urban wage increase independently.
'The County Manager in reply to a question indicated that an increase of 
12/6d. had been granted in Bray. Giving details of wage payments ^  
comparable employment in the town, he mentioned that an increase of 7/bo- 
had been given bÿ one firm, but the Council recommended payment of an 
increase of 12/Sd. as this was the general increase given throughout the 
country, and because of the high wage rates paid by industrial under 
takings in the town. The County Manager pointed out that industrial 
wage rates could not be taken for comparison purposes and that if the 
Council proposed paying an increase of 12/ 6d* it would be necessary
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to applv f°r the sanction of the Minister. Accordingly it was unanimously 
r p - q o l v e d  that an increase of 12/ 6d. per week with effect from 1/ 2/1960 
he’paid to all U.D.C. workmen, subject to the sanction of the Minister for 
Local Government. The Manager stated that an inc ease of 12/6d. per week 
would cost £195 in a full year which-was equivalent to 5d. in the £ cn the 
rates. He also mentioned that there was an application for an increase 
for the cfficials. This increase had been agreed upon as a result of 
arbritation and was calculated cn the basis of 8, on the first £U00 salary 
and 5i% on the balance. The cost would be i+d. in the £ on the rates.
The Council agreed that an increase as outlined by the Manager be grqnted 
to the officials with effect from the 1/2/1960. The Council also approved 
of the expenditure in the current year to meet the payment of both increases.

A further letter was read from the I .T.&G.W.Union applying for 2 
weeks annual holidays with pay to replace the present holiday arrangements 
with effect from this year. The County Manager said that the cost^would 
ho £40 per year as the Council would have to employ substitutes. After
some discussion as to what was covered by the term public holidays it was
unanimously agreed to grant all Council workmen, two w e e k’s holidays with 
pay, plus public and Church holydays-.

A further letter from the Local Branch of., the I.T.& G.W.Union 
asking that workmen employed bÿ the Council on the Foreshore Protection 
Works be paid at the building trade rate, i.e. 3A d .  per hour. The 
Manager remarked that the grant for Foreshore Works was made out 0 f the 
Employment Schemes Vote and in undertaking works with the aid of such 
grants it has been the established practice to pay wages comparable to 
those paid to ordinary Urban Council labourers. In the case of the 
present scheme the estimate for the work was approved on the basis of 
ordinary unskilled rates. It was agreed not to increase the rate of pay
in respect of this scheme, but that in the case of all future works of a
similar nature consideration would be given to the payment of the 
building trade rate tc unskilled workers employed thereon, when the Scheme 
was being prepared.

PROPOSED SCHEME OF HOUSES AT ST. PATRICK'S -AVENUE: The Town Clerk stated
that he had received 6 applications for tenancy of the proposed, scheme of 
k houses at St. Patrick's Avenue. Councillor Everett remarked that there 
would have been more application had the scheme been advertised as a 
purchase scheme. Regarding a Purchase Scheme, the Manager explained that 
the loan would have to be repaid over a period of 30 years instead of 50 
years which would mean that the weekly repayments would be higher, but 
before th^ÿ could ' decide!- on, such a Scheme^ they would have to ask the 
Minister for Local Government if he would make a loan available for this 
purpose. The Town Clerk stated that he estimated the rents of the 
houses under the proposed scheme, would be around U5/~ Per week. In reply 
to Councillor Carroll the Town Clerk said that the houses would be of a 
bungalow type and that there would be some saving on the site work due 
to development previously carried out there. He further stated that the 
Architect was presently drawing up draft plans but before they could 
proceed with the scheme it would have to receive the sanction of the 
Minister. It was agreed to go ahead with the building of the houses 
and to apply to the Minister regarding the availability of a loan for a 
Purchase Scheme.

MONTHLY REPORT OF TOWN SURVEYOR : The report was received and read as
follows

Monthly Report - January, I960

Waterworks : During the month 150 tons of special filter sand was delivered
to the waterworks and one set of filter beds was completely cleaned out and 
refilled with new sand. It would be necessary tc do likewise with the 
other beds early in the present year.

During the pa.st week workmen have been actively engaged in clearing 
the sewer along the Strand St . , which runs from the Boathouse down Strand 
St. and discharges into the river near Messrs Haskins premises. Large 
quantities of gravel and silt had had made their way into the sewer during 
the bad weather, when the promena.de and Strand ot. areas were xlooded.
e are endeavouring to clear the sewer by drawing a drag—line through 

but are meeting with some difficulty. If that method is not successful,
I will have to open up a section of the sewer in Upper Strand St. in order 
tc clear it. That course had to be adopted some years ago.

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'The Town Clerk submitted a report of Mr. Mooney ^n the «aste Water 
Inspection he had carried «ut in the town. It was a very comprehensive - 
report and listed the premises where there are leakages- In brief there
v/ere 100 dcfects in house services and 12 Street leakages. The Waste 
Water Inspector had recommended that in order to maintain the necessary 
water supply a house to house inspection should take place to investiage 
wastage. He also recommended that where leakages were detected ?n 
private property a Notice should be served on the owner to have the 
repairs carried out within 5 days. The reports were noted.

Councillor Everett enquired as to what was being done about replacing 
the flag stones which had been taken up in Main St. The Town Surveyor 
replied that the flag stones could not be put back as there were dangerous 
and might cause injury to someone. Councillor -^verett pointed out that 
where was aresolution on the books for the past two years about these flag 
stones and that the £5ermiss ion of the Council should have been asked 
before the business of removing them was commenced. On the suggestion of 
the Chairman further discussion was postponed to the next meeting and the 
Town Clerk was instructed to have a copy of the resolution relative to the 
flag stones brought before that meeting.

OTHER BUSINESS : Councillor Doyle enquired as to why the lease of yard
to the Misses O'Brien was not before the Council for sealing. The Town 
Clerk read a letter from Mr. Cullen, Solicitor for the 0 ’Brienss wherein 
he indicated that the map has apparently been lost but that he would have 
a new map prepared at once. The Council instructed the Town Clerk to 
inform Mr. Cullen to have the lease ready for the next meeting.

Councillor Kavanagh enquired as to what progress had been mo.de re­
garding an alternative site for the dumping ground and the County Manager 
replied that he had that day inspected a site at St. Patrick’s Road which 
had been recommended by the Town Surveyor. It was not a completely
ideal site but it would be sufficient for a number of years. It was 
situated well away from dwelling houses but might require some screening 
so as to hide the dump from the Marlton Road. He understood that the 
onwer was Mrs. O'Reilly of Mount Carmel. Council decided that an 
approach be made to Mrs. O ’Reilly as to the availability cf the site for 
use as a dumping ground.

The meeting then concluded.

MONTHLY MEETING HELD ON 1ST MARCH, I960

Present: Councillor J. Carroll, Vice-Chairman, presiding, Councillors
L. Kavanagh, P. D^yle, J. Everett, T.D., J. Kelly and P. Ccnway.

In attendance: The County Manager, Mr. M. Flannery, Town Surveyor,
Mr. J. T. 0*Byrne, B.E., and Town Clerk, Mr. M. J. Cusack.

Apologies fur inability to attend were received from the Chairman,
Mr. C. W. Hudson.

CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES: Minutes of monthly meeting held on 2nd February,
19é0, were taken as read and were adopted and signed by the Chairman.

FILLING OF VACANCIES ON COUNCIL: It was proposed by Councillor Kavancgh,
Seconded by Councillor Doyle and unanimously resolved: "That Messrs James 
Kelly and Francis Conway be co-opted to the vacancies on the Council.'' 
Members welcomed the new Councillors and having signed the Declaration of 
Acceptance of Officer, Councillors Kelly and Conway took their seats at 
the Council table.

MALIOtiOUS INJURY ACT: The Council unanimously adopted a resolution
forwarded by the Irish National Ratepayers Organisation calling for the 
repeal of the Maliciouslnjury Act.

DUMPING GROUND: A letter was read from Mrs. O'Reilly, Mount Carmel,
indicating that she was not prepared to make available portion of her field 
at St. Patrick's Rd. for use by the Council as a dumping ground.
Couni11or Everett suggested that an effort be made to obtain the field 
owned by Mr. Dickenson near the railway station and after some discussion 
it was decided that approach be made to Mr. Dickenson on the matter and also 
to inquire from C.I.E. as to the use of the station approach road as access 
to the proposed dumping ground.

FORESHORE PROTECTION WORKS : A letter was read from the Department of
Local Government indicating that the Minister had approved of a revised 
scheme described hereunder and estimated to cost £3,300 for Foreshore 
Protection W o r k s :-
(a) Fill cavities in the promenade with rock of suitable size and repair

breaches in the wall with rough concrete;
(b) place large boulders in the form of rip-rap pitching in front of the

promenade wall for 230 lineal yards southward from the northern end of 
the promenade, and for a length of 100 lineal yards of promenade (or 
sea-wall) at the southern end where serious damage is also threatened;

(c) place a quantity of rock at northern corner of promenade to protect 
its flank from further damage.

The letter indicated that approval had been obtained from the Minister 
for Finance to the allocation of a grant from the Employment Schemes Vote 
not exceeding £21+75 including the amount cf £600 notified on the 12th 
September, 1959 towards the £3,300 Scheme, The grant is subject to the 
Council conforming with the employment pattern set out in form 0.D.5 and 
to the further condition that they will contribute the balance of the cost 
and undertake to maintain the works when completed.

The Town Surveyor reported that work is proceeding satisfactorily 
despite inclement weather conditions on a number of occasions. Up to 
to-day 3,000 tons of boulders have been brought in and placed in position 
and it is hoped to have a further 800 tons approx. in position before the 
work is terminated in about a weeks time. The Department of Local Govern­
ment had recommended the placing of boulders at the northern end of the 
promenade but it will not be possible to do so as the promenade decking 
towards the northern end suffered more damage in recent storms and is too 
unstable to be transversed by lorries. Instead of devoting portion of 
the present grant towards remedying this unstable decking I consider it more 
advisable to concentrate on getting as large a quantity ef boulders as 
possible into position to the seaward side of the promenade wall.
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rpi-p m e e t i n g  adopted the Town Surveyor's report. The C o u n c i l  agreed also
t n  rive the undertaking to the Minister for Local Government that they 
would maintain the scheme of works when completed.

Park, for tillage purpcses during 1959 for £4. Mr. Doolan had now applied 
for the plot of ground for the current year. The Council unanimously 
recommended that he be given the plot on the áamo terms as applied last 
year at a rent of £4.

The County 
Manager mentioned that it would be necessary for these people to take out 
an insurance policy covering third party liability on property damaged.
It was agreed that the tenants be circulated indicating that it Y/ould be 
necessary to obta in the permission of the Council before erecting T.V. 
aerials, to indemnify the Council against any damage to persons or property 
arising out of the erectinn of such aerials and to take out an insurance 
policy to cover their liability in the event of any damage to persons or 
property.

The Council agreed that a sign be erected prohibiting 
vehiculr traffic going in on the grass margin.

Councillor Conway mentioned the condition of the roadway at Bond St. 
and the County Manager explained that this was the responsibility of 
S h a m r o c k  Fertilizers as the condition was due to their manufacturing 
processes and accordingly the cleaning of same would not be the res­
ponsibility of the Council.

Councillor Kelly referred to a large pot hole at Kilmantin Road near 
the entrance to the Mass Path and the Town Surveyor promised to have it 
attended tu.

Councillor Doyle proposed a vote of sympathy with the relatives of 
the late Councillor O'Rourke, which was seconded by Councillor Kelly.

Estimates for Financial Year Ending on the 31st March, 1961 

Mr. Chairman and Gentlemen,

In the attached tables details of the estimated Expenditure' and 
Receipts for the financial year ending 31st March, 1961, are given.
These Estimates will be considered at the Estimates Meeting of the Council 
on Tuesday, 29th March, i960.

The uotal expenditure for the coming year is estimated at £38,920, 
the receipts are taken at £18,167 and the net amount which will have 
to be levied from rates consequently is £20,753* This will require a ^ 
rate of 39/5d. in the £, after allowance has been made for credits 
available from the current year of £480.

The expenditure and receipts under the four main charge headings 
for 1960/61 together with the corresponding figures for the current year 
are set out below (the figures for the current year are shown in
parenthesis):~

For the present year the rate allowed by the Council was 38/2d. so 
that the Estimates now presented for the coming year would entail an 
increased rate of 1/3d.

Although there are many variations in the costs of services the 
increased rate is in the main attributable to three items: County Council
Demand 8d; Lean Charges on new Foreshore Protection 'forks 5d; and the 
necessity to provide for Local Elections l^d. These are three items 
for which provision must be made in the coming year and there is no 
possibility of off-setting them by reductions under other headings.

Some time ago the Council agreed to allow increases in remuneration 
to their staff which corresponded roughly with those which had been 
arranged for comparable types of employment much earlier in the year.
When doing this, however, the Council were aware that any increases in 
wages and salaries would be off-set ty a reduction in the outlay on 
superannuation owing to the death of two former officers of the Council 
who had retired quite recently,

A supplementary lean for the Regional Water Supply Scheme will 
involve additional Loan Charges in the coming year but these are off-set 
almost completely by an increase in receipts from water rents. It would 
not have been possible to provide the water supply from which these 
receipts are derived if the Council did not have an adequate quantity of 
water available for all purposes as a result of the completion of the 
Regional Scheme.
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ROADS :

.Employment Schemes: The gross cost cf the Employment Schemes is shown
in the .estimates at £1,075* However, there would he a State Grant of 
£1,000 sc that the net c^st to the Council would "be £75, as in previous 
years. The Grant is shown under the heading of Roads Receipts. In 
1959/60 the Council received a grant of £1,100 towards which they were 
required to add a contribution of £110 from rates. The total amount 
available, £1 ,210, was used in the construction of a new concrete roadway 
leading towaids the Harbour from Bend St. The new roadway will serve 
bcth the harbcur and new industries in the vicinity. The Council has 
now constructed in concrete the entire length of roadway in the harbour 
area for which they are responsible, and have thereby provided a much 
needed facility for the cresent-day heavy industrial traffic in the 
district. x'he total cost of the new road was £2,035. The remaining 
short stretch of roadway to the Packet Pier which has not been reconstructed 
is in the charge of the Harbour Commissioners.

Ordinary Road Works: The provision for Ordinary Road Works (Wages and
Materials) at £ 888, shows an increase of £139 due tc the provision to be 
made for alterations in wage rates. >rith this money normal maintenance 
and repairs (such as pot-hole filling, side dressing etc ) will he 
carried out. For the re-surfacing of roads by tar spraying £100, which 
was the sum allowed by the Council in the present year, has been included 
in the Estimates. It will be evident that only very limited w o r k  could 
be done with this provision. The Town Surveyor has again submitted a list 
of works which he considers should be undertaken. He states that several 
roads are in urgent need of tar spraying and that if they are allowed to go 
into a state of disrepair they eventually will cost much more to be put in 
order. The list of roads and footpaths which he regards as needing 
attention, together with the costs involved are as follows:-

The total cost of all these would be £2,225 and if they were to be 
carried out in one year would require a rate of U/7d. Each year the

‘Town Surveyor has submitted that the amount allowed to him for Road 
Maintenance by way cf surface dressing is altogether inadequate and last 
year it was suggested that the Council might, with the aid of the E.S.V. 
Grant, try to construct each year in concrete new lengths of roadway, which 
would entail no maintenance whatever for many years to come. If this 
were found tc be too slew a methed of bringing s o m e  of the mere important 
thoroughfares to a satisfactory condition, the Council might perhaps agree 
to a short term loan to hasten the programme of reconstruction. It is 
suggested moreover, that in using the Employment Schemes Grant, priority 
should be given to the reconstruction of roads, a s  footpaths are nowadays 
relatively satisfactory, especially when compared with s o m e  of the road 
surfaces in parts of the town.

SANITARY SERVICES:

The total cost of these services is estimated at £ 6 ,9 0 7 and after 
.taking into acccunt receipts cf £ 1,625 the net outlay would be £ 5 ,282.

Water Supply: The Wicklow Regional Scheme came into operation in July,

The Loan Charge 
arising from this new loan is £100 but after taking into account State 
Subsidy the net additional outlay will be £58. The total cost of the 
Regional Scheme came to £89,830 and is is found that it is abou 4 per 
cent in excess of the original Contract and Estimate._ On a major costly 
undertaking of this type this must be regarded as satisfactory ® sP®cJ;a y 
when account is taken of the extremely difficult terrain over which the 
pipe line had to be laid. It is only right that mention should be made 
cf the care and attention given to every aspect of the planning and 
construction of this very complex Scheme by the Consultant, Professor 

P. P. Purcell, M.A.I.

In order that the supply at Marltcn be kept in good order it would 
be necessary to clean filter beds and provide new material for them m  
the coming year. The Regional Scheme never was intended at any time to 
supply throughout the entire year the full needs of the town; it was 
planned as a scheme to augment the existing supply and this was tak 
into account in the apportionment of the capital costs, on_Ly 3 "r 
have been charged to the Urban Council.

Last year the Council only allowed £150 fcr the maintenance_of the

The total expenditure on repairs and improvements at Marlton was o
which sum £260 was met from Capital - being an unexpended balance on the 
1 ^an obtained for the new main at Dunbur Read. In the c o m i n g  year the 
expenditure which will have tc be incurred in maintaining the Marlton 
Supply is estimated at £350, which would be an increase of £200, ever the 
provision made for the curren+ year.

The new Watermain to serve the Dunbur Road district was completed in 
October, 1959, and since that date there has been a satisfactory supply 
in that area. The Loan Charges involved is £265 and provision has Tie en 
made for this in the Estimates. Some years ago the Council laid a new 
main from Market Sq. along Dunbu~ Road at a cust of £3,600 and the main 
which was recently completed cost £2,600. In all therefore the Council 
have spent £6,200 on improving the water supply in this area in the past 

■ 10 years. A new ’ atermain at the North Quay which was installed about 
years ago cost over £700 and without it supplies cculd not have been given 
to ships and industries in that area. It will be seen that^quite aP^r 
from the new Regional Scheme which has involved the Council in a Capital 
Cost of £26,950 abeut £7,000 has already been spent in recent years on the 
laying of new watermains.

The defects in the existing distribution system have been given much 
consideration by the Council in the past twelve months. I n a n  effort to 
find leakages leading to waste a special i n s p e c t i ^ was carried out by a 
perscn with special skill and long experience in this type of work. It 
led to the finding of many leaks, which should help to conserve the supply 
But it is clear that apart from such measures to reduce consumption it 
will be necessary in the near future to re-lay some cf the old mains in
the centre of the town. Provision has not been made in the present
Estimates for the lean charges to meet any part of the Capital Cost which
these works would entail and which will be quite considerable. ̂ If, ^
however, it happens that there are increased receipts from the_industrial 
consumption of water it would be imperative that a main re-laying pro

• gramme be arranged.

grave consequences especially during periods of prolonged dry weather.
The advantage of the Regional Scheme and the repairs carried out last year 
to the Reservoir at Marlton should help to relieve the Council from this 
ipress ing anxiety. It is of interest to note that the additional costs 
involved, after taking into account the provision now heing included for 
maintenance works on the Filter Beds at Marlton over the outlay on the 
water supply some years ago,t.;when it was "both unsatisfactory and uncertain, 
represents a rate of about 1/3d. in the £. Many years ago it had often 
been stated that an additional rate of 2/6d. or more would not by any 
means be an excessive charge if a satisfactory water supply could be 
obta ined.

Public Lighting: The amount provided for Public Lighting is £497 and
shows no change from the charge in the present year. The number of lamps 
at present is 96.

Burial Grounds - Demand from The Rathdrum and R'icklow Joint Burial aoard:

The Demand for the coming year is £296 and shows a reduction of £5.

Scavenging: Apart from the additional provision for wage increases which
comes to £104, there is no change in the charge for scavenging. Some 
time ago it was recommended that arrangements might be made for a household 
refuse collection system available to all dwellings as in other Urban 
Districts. Ac present the refuse collection is only provided by the 
Council for householders who contribute £1 per year by way of special 
payment. As a result less than one third of the houses in the town have 
a refuse collection service. It is felt that it would be in the interests 
of the community to provide a mechanised service which could collect 
refuse from every household even though this would involve an increase of 
about 1/- in the Municipal Rates. Moreover, the present system of 
collection of Street Refuse scarcely meets with modern conditions and 
requirements. If better results are to be obtained, even for the money 
which is nowadays being spent on scavenging, then it seems that a 
mechanised service should be arranged.

During the year efforts were made to find a new dumping ground. A 
number of sites were inspected and in considering their suitability regard 
had to be had to their distance from the centre of the town. If a new 
site were any way far removed the cost of scavenging would rise. So far 
it has not been possible to find an alternative site which would meet the 
requirements of the Council.

Recently a member of the Council's outdoor staff retired and it 
became necessary to provide for his superannuation, which comes to £269; 
part of this sum is applicable to the present financial year and is now 
included as special provision had not been made for it in the 1959/60 
Estimates.

HOUSING : The total outlay on Housing is estimated at £13,628 and after
allowing for receipts of £11,729 from Rents and State Subsidy, the net 
expenditure is £1,899. This outlay, requiring a rate of 3/4d. represents 
the measure of subsidy which is afforded by the rates towards Housing.

Maintenance and Repair: For the present year the Council allowed £820
for repairs, but once again the provision made was found to be inadequate. 
As a result of having to arrange for urgent repairs the expenditure in 
the current year is expected to reach £980. Of this expenditure £450 
was spent on painting and the balance of £530 was on repairs, which 
includes the sum of £102 on pointing and repairing brickwork on houses at 
The Murrough. From this experience it seems that about £500 should be 
allowed for ordinary repairs and that the sum for painting should be only 
about £300 if the total provision made is not Tbo be exceeded. In sub­
mitting the Estimates last year £950 was included for Housing Repairs and 
Maintenance but this was reduced to £820 and it is suggested that if a 
similar amount be allowed in the coming year, it will be necessary to 
curtail the painting programme so as to ensure that the amount available 
for normal maintenance, including urgent items such as sanitary fittings 
_etc., will be adequate.

New Scheme at St. Patrick's Avenue: Plans for a small scheme of houses
at St. Patrick's Avenue have been submitted by the Council’s Architect 
and the details have been transmitted to the Local Government Department
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for their views on the proposal. If the Scheme be undertaken during 
the coming year it is expected that any loan charges which would arise 
would be met by rents.

CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES : Minutes of Annual Estimates Meeting held on
29th March, I960, were read and were adopted and signed by the Chairman.

It was decided on the suggestion of the County Manager to deal with 
the Estimates item Toy item as had been the practice in previous years.

On a first examination of the Expenditure no alterations were made. 
Under the heading of Receipts (General Urban Purposes) it was proposed 
by Councillor Conroy, seconded by Councillor Conway and agreed - "That 
a charge of 5/- per night be levied on Bodies, other than charitable 
organisation, for the use of the Town Hall for meetings - the charge being 
for the purpose of covering the cost of providing heating and lighting".

Councillor Doyle proposed that the ‘ricklow Harbour Commissioners be 
asked to increase their contribution to Harbour Loan Charged from £350 
to £450. This was seconded by the Chairman and agreed to.

The Council then returned to again consider the expenditure and 
under the heading of Water Supplies - Maintenance of Old Reservoir, a 
discussion took place regarding a reduction in the sum of £350, The 
Town Surveyor explained that it would be necessary in the present year to 
provide for a complete change of sand in the second set of filter beds, 
an item which had been postponed for a number of years. He said that 
his estimate in this respect was a very conservative one and strongly 
advised the Council against cutting it. After some discussion it was 
unanimously agreed that the amount allocated be reduced from £350 to £200.

The Council then dealt with the allocation of £820 for Housing 
Maintenance and it was eventually decided to reduce this by £370 to £450 
by cutting out the painting of houses in the current year.

'The Manager announced that the reduction so far made by the Council 
amounted to £630 or the equivalent of l/3d. in the rate and this would 
leave the rate the same as in the current year.

It was proposed by Councillor Conway, seconded by Councillor Doyle 
and resolved:- "That having examined the Estimates proposed and submitted 
to us for consideration we hereby adopt the Estimates of Expenses and 
Receipts for the Financial Year ending 31st March, 1961, as set out in 
Tables A, B, and C, thereof and we determine the rate set out in Column 8 
of Table C of the Estimates adopted by us, viz: Municipal Rate of 38/2d.

URIN2JjS ON QUAYS : A letter was read from the County Medical Officer re­
porting that as requested by the Council he had examined the condition of 
the urinals situated on the Quays. His recommendation was that they 
should be closed and public conveniences constructed on the South Quay near 
the Turn Hole. The County Manager indicated that in preparing plans for 
Tourist Development at the South Quay provision had been included for the 
erection of public conveniences and fishermens' shelters near the Sailing 
Club Premises and that if the Council so desired those could be erected 
independently of any tourist development scheme. The Council recommended 
that the irinals situated at the foot of the Doctors’ Steps be demolished
but that tho one situated at the bottom of Quarantine Hill be retained for
the present.

MONTHLY REPORT OF TOWN SURVEYOR : The report of the Town Surveyor for the
month of April was read as follows:-

Roads : During the month we received 3 cu.yds. Tarmacadam and filled pot­
holes on severql streets, Convent Road, St. Laurence’s Road, New Park Road,
Rocky Road etc.

Housing : Carpenter started 011 essential repairs last week. Plumber not
available for urgent repairs and we are therefore endeavouring to cope with 
the position with our own staff.

Water Supply:The water level of the ’old’ Reservoir is down about 12 inches 
below overflow. The Regional auxiliary water supply was extended to serve 
that portion of the town as far as the Market Sq. from the 100,000 gallon 
Service Tank 011 Greenhill Road through the Dunbur Main. The additional 
pressure caused a few leakages in cisterns, ball-cocks, and connections etc. 
but these were attended to. ”e are in process of changing over from the 
No. 2 Sand Filter Beds at Wshtown Reservoir to the No. 1 ditto and the beds 
will be cleaned and settled for further use.

Housing in Strand St. Lower: These are in course of demolition for handing
over to Shamrock Fertilizers.

Corporate Estate: Re-seeding of ’''Sledge” Field was done during the month
as final part of the Reclamation Scheme - Ik tons ground limestone and 21 
cwts. of superphosphate spread.

Dumping Ground: Proposals and map to illustrate are set out in a separate
roport. The Brickfield Lane is altogether unsuitable to carry vehicular 
traffic to the old dump near C.I.E. Station.
