URBAN ROADS IMPROVEMENT GRANTS : A Circular from the Department of Local
Government was read indicating that the Minister had allocated a free grant
of £900 to Wicklow Urban Council for the purpose of Urban Roads 1improvement.
The grant was primarily intended for the reconstruction of Urban Roads

but 1n special circumstances tar surface dress ing would 1ie sanctioned.

The Town Surveyor in a report recommended that the grant . be utilised i0l
the tar surfacing of a number of Urban Roads, such as Glenview Road,
Kilmantin Road, New Park Read, Lr. Monkton Row, etc. By adopting this
course 1t would be possible to tar surface dress approximately 1,800 Im,
yds. Alternatively the Council might consider the advisability of con-
structing in concrete either Castle St. or the Rocky Road.

CONFIRMATIOL® OF MINUTES: The minutes of the monthly meeting held on
7th June, 1960, and the First Annual Meeting held on 9th July, 1960,
were taken as read and were adopted and signed by the Chairman. The
minutes of the monthly meeting held on 2nd August, 1960, were read and
were adopted and signed Toy the Chairman.

Councillor conroy enquired regarding circulation of copies of the
County Manager®s Orders and it was proposed by Councillor Conroy,
seconded by Councillor Haughton and resolved - "That copies of the
County Manager % Orders be circulated to the members™.

QOM;z; ISSION ON TIIRERANCY : The Town Clerk read a letter from the
Commission on Iltinerancy requesting the submission of the views of the
Council on Itinerancy in the Vicklow area. Council asked that a

copy of the letter be circulated to the members and that a report be

obtained from the County Medical Officer for consideration at their
next meeting.

It was proposed by Councillor Hopkins, seconded
hy Councillor Lalor and resolved:-

/tiR SUPPLY: The following report from the Town Surveyor was read:-

ia) Water Supply to Shamrock Fertilizers Ltd: I had an interview
with a representative of this Company. It would seem that the minimum
requirement for the factory will shortly be 50,000 gallons per day. It
if. not possible to grant this supply under present circumstances and
unless additional water 1s made available from the Regional Supply at
Cronroe. This would involve the provision of at least one additional
filtration unit. I have been giving the matter careful consideration
and whilst | have not yet prepared a final recommend.ation, | feel that
it may be necessary to instal two such units at Cronroe iIn order to
anticipate further developments in the town. It would of course be
desirable to have a "stand-by" filtration plant at any time. I am
arranging for a consultation with the County Medical Ofxicer of iealth
a+ an early date and will submit a further report on the matter.

In the meantime, 1 have informed Shamrock Fertilizers Ltd. that
until about the middle of December next, when the old _Reservoir will
have normally filled to capacity, they should not anticipante any 1in-
creased supply over the volume which they are presently receiv ing,

(b) Water Mains : During the month two bursts occurred in the
mains system, one at the Lower Mall on the old h dia. main pipe
leading from Market Sq. to the Valve House. It will be recalled that
I reported on the condition of this main to the previous Council and
plans were prepared for its replacement. It 1s very necessary that
this should be done and my proposals indicated that a 7" dia. main would
be required to ensure delivery in regard to volume and pressure: "the
present main 1s so corroded that i1ts diameter is now only about 2
average width. I may say also that this is responsible for a good deal
of the discolourization of water recently experienced, iIn that the 1iron
corrosion 1s loosended and distributed in the water during rapid changes
in draw-off or adjustments in valves and pressumes which have been
necessary 1in balancing supplies, The second burst took place on the
old 8" main from Marlton Road as it enters the Valve House at a point
where 1t was not unreasonable to suppose that such damage might occur,
viz, through the wall of the Valve House at Fitzwilliam Sq.

The consumption of water in the town per head continues”™ to oe high
but checks on leakages have not revealed any undue waste. At this time
of the year of course the tendency i1s to use more water than normal and
the draw-off to the lower parts of the town, Leitrim Place, North Quay,
etc. 1S heavy. The number of boats entering the Harbour and requiring
supplies appears to be increasing. The whole picture reveals that we
are just working on the margin of the available water supply.

Between December, 1959 and April, 1960, the old Reservoir worked
almost entirely in supplying the town but after the Is.tter date the
Regional Nater Supply Scheme was called upon more extensively and at the
present time our Reservoir is down 11 feet belo?™? overflow. A further
comprehensive report on this matter will be submitted to the County
Manager within the next few days,

The Town Clerk gave the Council a resume of discussions which the
Town Surveyor and he had with Mr. Van den Berg the previous Saturday,
and mentioned the suo-estion of the Town Surveyor that an approach might
be made by Shamrock to C.I.E. to obtain water from the private main
which C.1".E. have from the Marlton River. The County Manager indicated
that when the Regional Supply Scheme was being designed, there was no
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indication that the demand would he so high as at the present time, and
the Town Surveyor agreed that a demand for 50,000 gallons of water per
day was unusually high for industrial purposes. The lown Surveyor
stated that it would he necessary in order to deliver the supply to
Shamrock to increase the volume of the pipe along the North Quay for a
short distance. After giving the matter very full consideration, it
was proposed by Councillor Conroy, seconded by Councillor Haughton,

and agreed - that the County Manager and Town Surveyor be authorised to
make every effort to give the necessary water to Shamrock, so as to
keep them going until such time as the Council could augment the supply
from Cronroe.

Regarding the condition of the watermains 1in general, the County
Manager said that i1t was a matter under considerationby the Council
for a long time, but they did not feel iIn a position immediately to
procoed with the restoration of the mains, owing to there being so much
additional expenditure involved in connection with providing additional
supplies. The Council had thought that an immediate improvement could
be effected by putting iIn a new watermain to Dunbur #%oad and. that the
relaying of the main along the Main St. could be postponed for some
time. However, that main had now been found, to be in a very bad. con
dition and the approximate cost of relaying it from Fitzwilliam oq. to
Market Sq., with a new 7" main would be £U,000, Assuming that they
would get a grant of 60/0 from the Department, it would mean that the
annual loan charges would be about £150 - £200 or from i+d. to 6d. m
the £. per annum.

It was agreed that a report on the condition of various watermains
with details of costs of replacing same be circulated to the Council.

TOWN & REGIONAL PLANNING ACTS: Application from Wicklow Press Ltd.
for permission to re-roof their premises at South Quay and from Miss
1. Ryan, Convent Rd., for permission to extend her shop and dwelling
at Convent Road, were approved on the recommendation of the Town
Surveyor.

In the case of an application from Mr. Byrne, Bollarney, for per-
mission to build an additional two rooms to the cottage recently
purchased by him, it was, after some discussion, proposed by Councillor
Haughton, seconded by Councillor Conroy and agreed, that permission be
refused, but that the matter would be given further consideration when
a more detailed specification was submitted,

MONTHLY REPORT OF TO.7N SURVEYOR: The monthly report of the Town
Surveyor was received and road as follows:-

Foreshore: During the month the filling of the cavities and”openings
in the North Promenade consequent on the Vinter storms, was completed.,
and the surface treated with cold tar, making a satisfactory passage-
way . At a few points it was necessary to fill openings ana protect
the"front walling with bagged concrete. I must stress, however, that
the Promenade as a whole is in a dangerous condition and a further
6,000 tons of boulders, to protect it, will be necessary. I have
already reported on this matter and a detailed estimate and plan has
been submitted to the Department in this connection. It would be
desirable to have the work carried out as soon as possible.

Special Road Improvement Grant: It will be recalled that the Depart-
ment ali5£ited a free grant o f £900 to the Wicklow Urban Council for
the purpose of road improvements and the Council decided to tar suriaco
dress such of the roads as were in immediate need of such treatment

and which had deteriorated to an alarming extent. This work has been
carried out and completed during the past month on the following roaas.
Convent Road, Melancholy Lane, Morton®s Lane, St. Patrick s Load, par>
Glenview Road, Kilmantin Road, Colley Row, Lr. Monkton row, Bachelors
Valk, Church St., Brickfield Lane, Rocky iioad, and Friars Hill

total surface treatment of approximately 18,000 super yards.

Dumping Ground Along the Church Banks.:. I"wUIl be recalled that a
suggestion was made at a recent meeting of the Council that a dumping

p-round could be provided along the Church Banks by constructing, each
year a section of walling some distance out from the bank in the
shallows of the River. I have examined this proposal and my first
inpression 1S that i1t i1s a rather exposed position from the point of
view of observation and amenities of the town and in any event as we
would go further north along the river, the necessary walling would
becomelof greater proportions. At the same time 1 would not be adverse
to trying out the project for a few months, but there would be con-
tinuing expense in projecting the wall according as the filling would
take place. IfT some other position more remote and less objectionable
could be obtained 1t would be desirable and there may be legal powers
available to acquire plots on say St. Patrick 3 Road or in other
positions, for the purpose.

It is suggested, however, that the present dumping ground could be
moved from the close proximity of the Black Castle to the adjoining
Bay as there would be less objection. There 1s iIn fact, 1 think, no
objection at all other than that the material dumped i1s subsequently
set on fire causing objectionable fumes and smoke to spread over the
Black Castle area. I would appreciate the recommendation of the
Council on the matter.

In regard to the Foreshore, 1t was decided that the Department be
reminded of the urgency of carrying out further protection works, and
to ask that a reply be made available for the next meeting.

Councillor Kelly referred to the rough surface and loose chips
on roads after the recent re-surfacing. The Town Surveyor explained that
with the Bitumen put on these roads there had been no ;pleeding” and
that was why there was rather an excessive amount of chippings put on
them deliberately, but that these would be s«ept off in the coming week
and any depressions which had recurred would be filled.

Regarding the dumping ground, members thought generally that the
suggestion was a good one and it was agreed before making a decision to
await a more detailed report from the Town Surveyor.

Councillor Haughton referred to dumping in the Salt House Lane,

and i1t was agreed that a report be sought from the County Medical
Officer on the matter of dumping in lane-ways etc. in the town.

SHAMROCK FERTILIZERS LTD: A letter was read from Shamrock Fertilizers
Ltd. indicating that they had been in consultation with C.l1.E. regarding
the laying of a rail siding through Strand St. and into Bond St., and 1in
order to construct siding facilities near their store, they would require
on lease a small plot of ground from the Council. In addition they
required a small triangular plot adjacent to a portion recently granted
by the Council and on v/hich they proposed to immediately construct a

Spare Parts Store. The Town Clerk explained that the lease of the
plot for the Spare Parts Store had not been finalised and this small
additional space could be added without inconvenience. It was un-

animously agreed that this be done.

Regarding the rail siding, Councillor Conroy raised the question
of the danger-to 77icklow Port if Shamrock®"s imports were brought through
Dublin and to their factory by means of this branch line. Councillor
Haughton stated that this point could be discussed when an application
was received from C.1.E. for permission to lay the branch line. The
suggestion of the County Manager was adopted, that the Council agree 1in
principle to the leasing of the plot for sidings to Shamrock Fertilizers
Ltd., subject to further information being received from the firm and
from C.1.E. as to the future use to be made of the branch line.

Mention was made of the fumes coming from the wash tower attached
to the superphosphate plant and the Chairman and Councillor Conroy
both indicated that they were aware that the firm was importing new
plant which would be 1installed within the next month and which would
rectify this position. The County Manager said that an independent
industrialist chemist®"s report received by the Council had showed that

the statutory rate of discharge into the atmosphere had not been
exceeded.
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PARKING : Councillor Conroy referred to parking of motor vehicles along
the streets and the fact that previous efforts in this regard toy the

Council had not been very successful. On the suggestion of Councillor

Haughton, 1t was agreed to obtain a copy of Bray ¥ Traffic Bye-Laws
for consideration and adjourn the matter meanwhile.

The report of the Town
Surveyor, which had been submitted to the Department, gave an estimate
of £7,000 for the work required to be done. The Department were press-
ing the Employment Schemes office to make a grant available and i1t was
understood that at the moment the matter was before the Minister for
Finance.

E. S. V. SCHEME 1960 - 61; The report submitted by the Town Surveyor
gave a list of wvariousworks which could be carried out with the
aid of the grant of £1,100 plus Local Contribution of £110; total £1,210
was considered by the Council. It was agreed that the construction

of concrete paths to the ten houses at Castle Field and the completion
of the boundry wall atthe corner of Castle Field -Couper-s Lane
be done.

-i-yP.R SUPPLY - REPORT ON RELAY! T© OF MAINS : The Council considered the re
port of the Town Surveyor on the necessity and cost of relaying a

number of water mains in the town. The report had been circulated to

the members and the County Ma nager drew the attention of members to
particular mains referred to in the report. He indicated that it would
cost approximately hd in the pound on the rates to relay the main from
tne Market Square to the Valve house and a pbut 3d in the pound on the
rates to lay a special main from the Valve House to Shamrock Fertilizers.
He pointed out that the cost of relaying all the mains recommended by

the Town Surveyor w ould cost Is. 6d. in the pound, but agreed that there
evould be some reduction on this figure due to receipts from the increased
supply to industry. Councillor Kane enquired about"the working of the
Regional Supply and asked why it was unable at times to fill the hundred
thousand gallon tank on the Green Hill Road. The Town Surveyor said

that there were three reasons for this, namely:

(1) The bad condition of the water mains which give rise to a
lot of wastage.

(2) At times of heavy rain the Filtration Process was slowed down
(3) The heavier consumption by industry

Councillor Everett enquired if water for the Regional Supply was
being fed into the pond at the old reservoir and was told that this was
not so, He asked if i1t would be possible to fill the old reservoir from
the”Regional Supply. The County Manager told the members that the
Regional Scheme was designed to give one hundred thousand gallons per
day to Wicklow and an equal amount was to come from the old town reser-
voir, At times the Regional Scheme was entirely supplying the town
needs to the extent of 2k0 thousand gallons and more per day. He ref-
erred to the fact that i1t had been noticed throughout the country that
tne consumption per head of population had increasdd substantially.

Some years ego it was taken to be 1#0 gallons G.H.D. but i1t was now not
unusual for i1t to be 70 G.H.D. The Town Surveyor said that to meet the
requirements of Shamrock Fertilizers a new filter bed would be required
a 0 Cronroe. Asked which should be undertaken first the Town Surveyor
replied that he thought the water mains should first be relaid as this
oala cut down on wastage, but never the less it would be necessary to



provide tho extra filter bed to meet the added demand for water. After
further discussion i1t was decided to postpone the matter to the October
monthly meeting in order to allow the Town Surveyor time to prepare a
further report and in particular with reference to the cost of providing
the extra filter bed.

HousING SCHEME : A letter was read from Shamrock Fertilizers Ltd. regarding
the difficulty” experienced by employees and potential _emi)loyees of their
firm in obtaining suitable housing_accommodation_in -icklow and requesting
the Council to take steps to alleviate the position as soon as possible.

LEASE OP COUNTY HOSPITAL: The Town Clerk reminded the members that at
the last meeting he had been asked to write to the Wicklow County Council
indicating the refusal of the Wicklow U.D.C. to renew the lease of the old
County Hospital and asking for the property to be handed back when all the
patients were transferred. The following reply from the County Council

vias read:-

re: County Hospital
A Chara,

I am in receipt of your letter of 7th inst., regarding the matter of
the County Hospital building at Wicklow and in reply am to say that it
appears that your Council do not appreciate the legal position in regard
to this matter. I am to point out that the County Council is entitled to
continue 1In occupation of the premises so long as they are used hy the
County Council for the Council®s purposes. I am to say that accordingly
no question arises in regard to any surrender of the premises to the
Urban District Council.

Mise, le meas, etc,

A long discussion took place on this matter, Councillor Kane indicating
that he believed that the Dispensary was to be moved to the County Hospital
and that the patients were being transferred that week. The Deputy
County Manager stated that he was not aware of any arrangements for an
immediate transfer of the patients from the County Hospital. He said
that thepresent Dispensary in the town was of a very poor standard and
the Hospital could be adopted as quite a good Dispensary. There would
also be provision for various clinics. The Town Clerk read a letter from
the Council®s Law Agent which stated that the County Council were in the
position of an ordinary tenant and could not be put out whilst they paid
the rent and complied with the covenants in the old lease. The Urban
Council were entitled to apply to the Circuit Court to have a rent fixed
in respect of the premises. It was finally proposed by Councillor Kane,
seconded by Councillor Conroy and agreed - that a letter be sent to the
Wicklow County Council indicating that in view of the information received
by the Urban Council, that the patients in the County Hospital were about
to be transferred, that the old building should be returned to the Urban

May I _submit my report and observations herein as requested for the
consideration of the Council.

You will appreciate that I have already given a very full report
on the necessity to re-lay certain mains in the Town and a detailed Es-
timate of the cost. It will be agreed that the time has now arrived to
do this work and the opportunity financially 1is appropriate.

May 1 suggest also that the work, particularly in the Main Street
and i1n Bridge Street to the Factory area oughtto be carried out in the
"off-season” and not in  the height of the time when tourist or increased
traffic would be present.

It is becoming increasingly confirmed that the pipe system in the
Town 1is gone beyond thereasonable maintenance stage and 1 hardly think
this can be disputed having vregard to the many major hursts with which we
have had to deal, and an examination of portion of the mains which have
been cut out and removed from time to time.

There 1s no doubt, 1 suggest, and those whose experience is available
will concur, that the provision of the New Mains, together with the re-
placement of the old house and other connections to the Stop Cocks
(.including same) will result in a considerable reduction in the volume of

water required to serve the Town. -apart from the fact that i1f and when
a major break occurs, there must he very many small leaks underground and
which are difficult to detect because they are so widely spread and com-
paratively minute, as to be confused with the ordinary volume used
throughout the system as a whole.

Certain i1t is that the consumption per head is somewhat over normal
and | feel that this 1s in part due tc the circumstances above indicated.
At the same time Industrial and Factory Requirements, as the County Manager
has already indicated to you, have gone far above the original anticipated
or notified requirements. For instance Shamrock Fertilizers in the be-
ginning only visualised some 11,000 or 12,000 gallons per 2k hours - new
the demand 1s for 50,000 to 60,u00 gallons per 2k hours, but they are
reluctant to commit themselves to stop at that. I think the Council may
agree with me if | anticipate that 1J0,00u gallons per 2k hours is not an
unlikely demand for that Factory in 3 or k years.

The Croneroe Piltration Plant is normally to deal with 10,000 gallons
per hour which 1is 2i*0,00u gallons per day - if the incoming water is com-
paratively clean, the Plant can deal with 288,000 gal.s per day, hut
allowance must te made for cleaning out one filter new and again which
would leave the second filter to carry on.

The Scheme was originally designed so that the old Wicklow Reservoir
would he still in use and augmented hy the Regional Scheme to the extent
of 100,000 gals/day plus U0,000 gals, for future development and factories.
The Regional Scheme owing to leakages and repairs resulting therefore, did
not come into full commission until April/May this year 1960 and we carried
on with the Old Reservoir up to that time but major leakages and bursts
having developed in the last few months and increased demand asserting”
itself as heretofore stated, leaves the position rather on the "Border Line".

The consumption between Rathnew, Ashford and Ballinalea areas stands
fairly steady at 50,000 to 55,000 gals/day. The existing information 1is
that the Regional Plant is supplying the greater part of"the Town with the
exception of Ballynerrin District and the St. gatriek®s Road Tank and this
will have to continue until the old Reservoir Level restores itself to a
safe height so it can then be called upon to serve a greater area of the
Town”of course the less water we can use from the Old Reservoir the less
it will cost the Urban District in maintenance of old Sand Filters).

When that position is reached and being then in a different and more
satisfactory position than we were in December, 1959, a fair "Balance™ can

he worked out as between the "New" and the "0Id" waters. Whilst 1 feel
that an additional Filter Tank and "Blanket"™ Tank is desirable at Crcneroe
having regard to all the circumstances above set forth, 1 feel 1 could

advise the Counci- to defer this for a while longer pending a review of
