The Council agreed that permission be granted to the Royal Bank 
of Ireland., Foster Place, Dublin 2, for the erection of a new bank 
building at Abbey Street, Wicklow.
Messrs C. G . Cooney Ltd:

The meeting was advised that Messrs C. G. Cooney Ltd. had submitted 
their observations on the objections raised in connection with their 
application for permission to erect four bungalows at Wentworth Place, 
Wicklow. A letter was read from William Fallon, Solicitor,
advising that his clients were not prepared to withdraw their objections. 
A number of members indicated that they considered that the density for 
the proposed development was rather high (approximately eight houses to 
the aore). The Town Surveyor, however, said that he had no objection to 
the proposal from this point of view,- It was agreed that a meeting be 
arranged between Messrs C. G. Cooney and the objectors with a view 
towards investigating the possibility of overcoming the objections made.

The Town Clerk indicated that a number of applications had been 
received a short time before the meeting and that the County Manager 
and Town Surveyor had not had an opportunity of examining the proposals.

A map outlining the proposals, which included the 
realignment of Dunbur Road and the extension of the existing footpath, 
was incorporated in the report. The Council agreed that the proposals 
be brought to the notice of the County Council with a view to having the 
realignment of the Road carried out as a matter of priority in view of 
the heavy traffic on Duribur Road during the tourist season.

The Council considered at length the decision of the County 
Manager to grant Planning Permission to Messrs C, G« Cooney Limited 
for the erection of four bungalows at Wentworth Place, Wicklow,
The County Manager explained that there was a time limit on the 
application and that consequently a decision had to be made before 
31st May, 1969 or Permission would have been obtained by default. 
The objections received had been carefully examined and it had 
been found that there were no planning grounds on which permission 
could be refused, The Town Surveyor indicated that he had closely 
considered the possibility of a collapse or subsidance of the 
existing boundary wall in the event of excavations on the site and 
also the possibility that smoke from the proposed bungalows might 
constitute a nuisance but was satisfied that these aspects of the 
matter did not constitute sufficient grounds on which a 
recommendation for refusing the application could be based. 
Councillor Mrs» McEnroy said that she was not in a position to 
contradict the Town Surveyor but requested that the levels on the 
3ite plan, viz 22 feet at road level X 56068 feet at the point 
opposite the objectors* houses, be recorded in the Minutes. The 
members noted that the objectors had the right of appeal to the 
Minister for Local Government against the decision to grant 
permission»

After lengthy discussion it was agreed tha’t a deputation 
consisting of the Chairman, Councillor Kane, Councillor McEnroy 
and the Town Surveyor, should arrange to meet the objectors and 
Mr3 Cooney to further discuss the matter as soon as posable.
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Councillor Mrs. McNamara agreed to attend the meeting in the event 
of any of the appointed members being unavailable« The members also 
agreed to hold a Special Meeting at 7.30 p0m0 on Monday, 9th June 
for the purpose of considering the Permission given to Messrs C, G. 
Cooney Limited for the erection of four bungalows at Wentworth Place 
and also for the purpose of considering the advisability of revoking 
such Permission in pursuance of Section 30 of the Local Government (Planning and Development) Act, 1 9 6 3.
