The minutes of the *  monthly meeting held on the 6th

and signed by the Chairman.

APPLICATIONS UNDER LOCAL GOVERNMENT  (PLANNING & DEVELOPMENT) ACT,
13&L

PETER A. DUFFY:

The Council agreed that permission be granted to Mr. Peter A. Duffy
a Council tenant to build an extension to No, k St. Patrick’s Avenue
subject to the advice of the Council’s Law Agent as to the protection
of the Council®s interest in the matter.

PETER BYRNE :

The Council agreed that permission be granted to Mr. Peter Byrne,
who 1is purchasing his house by way of annuity to build an extension to
No. 16, St. Laurence®s Road provided the Council"s Law Agent had no
objections.

PE LA SALLE BROTHERS :

The Council agreed that outline permission be granted to the De
La Salle Brothers, Wicklow, to extend the property known as ”Ardnaluinn®:
St. Manntan’s Road, and to provide an access from same to the proposed
new school.

DOMINIC CRONIN:

The Council considered the application of Mr. Dominic Cronin for
permission to erect a bungalow at Greenhill Road and noted that outline
permission had been granted previously for two houses in the same field.
The Town Surveyor advised that such ribbon development was undesirable
at this distance from the town but agreed with a recommendation of the
Council that the application be approved on the understanding that
Mr. Keogh, the owner of the field, be notified that no further frontage
development will be permitted unless a comprehensive scheme for
developing the whole field is submitted.

HOUSE PURCHASE LOANS :

The Council considered Circular letter H.21/69 from the
Department of Local Government, copies of which had been circulate

which outlined the proposal to allow only those Urban District Councils
with a population of 10,000 or more to make House Purchase Loans from

1st April, 1970. Several members expressed reservations regarding the
proposals and stated that the need for direct representation for Urban
District Councils had again been highlighted. Councillor Conway said

that some delay might result in processing applications but that the
scheme would be of great benefit in view of envisaged availability of
supplementary grants in Urban areas under the scheme. It was agreed
to request the County Council to consider accepting the recommendations
of the Urban Council with regard to local applications. During the
general discussion on the matter the Clerk advised that the rate of
interest on advances from the Local Loans Fund, had in a number of caseq
changed since the first instalment was issued to applicants for loans
The Council agreed that the interest"rate -in..these cases- should be half
per cent in excess of the rate prevailing on loans from the Local Loans
Fund at the time when each loaninstalment was advanced.

URBAN ROAD IMPROVEMENT GRANT 1969/70:

The meeting requested the Town Surveyor to prepare estimates of
tarmacadaming various areas in the town for consideration at the next
monthly meeting. These areas included Coate"s Lane, Salt-House Lane,
Cooper®s Lane, Morton®"s Lane, Lower Strand Street/Bond Street, St.
Manntan®s Road, Kilmantin Hill and Castle Avenue.

SHAMROCK FERTILIZERS LIMITED - PLOT OF GROUND AT BOND SIPCI/re

The Clerk advised the meeting that Messrs Shamrock Fertilizers Ltd.
held a plot of ground at Bond Street, Wicklow, under a lease granted in
1961 which contained a covenant to construct within twelve months
railway sidings and a despatch store and that the firm had made
application for the Council®s consent for a waiver and discharge of this
covenant. The Council agreed to adjourn consideration of the matter
to the October Monthly Meeting.

DRAFT RATE RELIEF SCHEME:

A draft scheme for the waiver of rates in certain cases was
considered by the members who expressed the view that the scope of
the scheme was limited and that the clause stating that "applications
for relief must in each case be made by the rated occupier, but
such occupier must not be the owner of the dwelling or have any
interest iIn it other than of tenant™ should be redrafted to read
"applications for relief must In each case be made by the rated occupier”
The Clerk advised that such an amendment would prevent the Council
from securing Judgement Mortgages in cases where the applicant for
relief of rates was the owner of the dwelling. It was agreed to
further consider the amended scheme at the October Monthly Meeting.

During the course of the discussion on the rate relief scheme
the opportunity was taken of generally discussing the Council®s Rate
Collection. The meeting was advised that arrangements for the
appointment of a Rate Collector, necessitated by the election of
Mr. Liam Kavanagh to Dail Eireann, had not been finalised. The
members recommended that the position be advertised.

TENANT PURCHASE SCHEME - ST. PaTRICK®"3 AVENUE:

The members considered the Tenant Purchase Scheme which had
been prepared for the eight houses at St. Patrick®s Avenue and noted
that the scheme was based on the replacement value of the houses and
that a reduction from the replacement value of 24 for each year after
five of tenancy subject to a maximum of 30?0 had been provided for.
The scheme, as presented, detailed a purchase price ranging from a
minimum of £1 ,143% to a maximum of £2,050, depending on the period of
tenancy.

Councillor Kane considered that an average price per house might
prove more acceptable. The Clerk advised that this proposal might
not meet with the approval of the Department of Local Government as
the 2% reduction was especially provided for in the Regulations and
designed to relate to the period of tenancy in each case. It was
agreed to prepare an average price per house for submission to the
Department of Local Government for sanction and to circulate details
to the tenants involved.

TOWN SURVEYOR®"S REPORT FOR AUGUST:

Arising out of the discussion on the Town Surveyor®s report for
August a number of complaints were noted for attention by the Town
Surveyor. Following a discussion it was agreed that the question of
the future of the building housing the Social Welfare Office and the
Library at The Mall be discussed at the next meeting and that the
opportunity would also be taken of generally reviewing the scavenging
service, which had been the subject of a number of recent complaints.

Councillor Kane requested that the report on the provision of
camping facilities on the Murrough be available for the next monthly
meeting. On the suggestion of Councillor Turner it was agreed that
Wicklow County Council be requested to provide a Yield-Right-0f-1/ay
sign at Fitzwilliam Square in the interest of road safety.

COAST PROTECTION SCHEME :

The. members expressed satisfaction with the information conveyed
by the Secretary, Wicklow County Council, that the Minister for Finance
had agreed to iIncrease the State contribution towards the cost of the
Coast Protection Scheme proposed for the Murrough from 50" to 60%.

MISS IRENE KILCOYNE :

A letter was read from Miss Irene Kilcoyne, Clerk/Typist, tendering
her resignation from the staff with effect from the Uth October in view
of her forthcoming marriage. The Chairman joined with the members in
paying tribute to Miss Kilcoyne®s courtesy and efficiency and wished
her every happiness in her married life. The Clerk, on behalf of the
staff, associated himself with the tributes and good wishes.

VOTE OF SYMPATHY :

On the proposal of Councillor Kavanagh, seconded by Councillor
Delahunt, Chairman, the Council passed a vote of sympathy with the
De Courcy family, Kilmantin Hill, on the death of their mother.

BALLYNERRIN HOUSING SCHEME :

Councillor J. Kane queried the position regarding the proposed
20 House Scheme at Ballynerrin and expressed concern about the delay
in the progress of the scheme as did the other members of the Council,
in view of the housing shortage in the town. The Clerk informed the
meeting that the Department of Local Government had requested detailed
information including "finalized sketch drawings for the entire local
authority development™ and that the Architect had been iInstructed to
furnish same. the members considered the Department®s request unreas-
onable. and instructed the Clerk to acquaint the Department of tne
Council®™s opinion. Councillor Kane undertook to make personal
representations iIn the matter iImmediately.

OLD TECHNICAL SCHOOL AT THE MAIL. WICKLOW:
