on Waterworks. .....

I beg to r-port that on the 11th February, I inspected the 

Reservoir with Mr Lalor, the Chairman; Mr Turner; the Town Olerk; and 

the Water Inspector The level of the Water in the Reservoir was 

exactly the same namely:-6£ feet as on the occasion of my previous 

inspection. ‘xhe gauge pipe I put up for testing the leakage of the

• « .*»..■*' . ? ; .. . .  . .i .. -wk,

Reservoir was in place and all the waste was flowing through it.

After examining the old filters and chambers in the Embankment and

decided to close
seeing the leakage into the chambers we down the

outlet valve of the Chambers and having done so the leakage 

practically stopped, in other words the inflow to the chambers was 

being stored in the chambers. This would indicate that there is.not 

much leakage under the Embankment, at least at the present water 

level though the floor of the chambers is l8ft below the present 

water level.

We explored the district for some miles round the Reservoir to 

see if any streams could Do intercepted but we could not find any at 

the proper elevation where the flow was such as to justify^/larfce

We found however a fair flow in a stream between the Townlands of 

Hawks town Upper and Hav/kstown Lower, and at a reasonable outlay this

could be intercepted and conveyed in a 6 inch stoneware pipe to one of t
■

the small streams at present supplying the Reservoir. The stream to

be intercepted is in M r  Belahunt* s land and if the Council could obtain 

it
his consent to divert the water the work could be carried out without any 

difficulty. ^he stoneware pipe would be laid through M r  Symes land 

and with a cover of 2ft over top of pipe which is ample for all 

purposes I have shown this pipe on Map which I send herewith/ ^t

is marked with the letters A. B. C. The length is about 610 yards.

In our explorations we also discovered a considerable flow of 

water passing by M y  Symes house and though it is in the catchment 

area it is running down through the fields and discharging into the 

main stream below the Reservoir and is lost to the Council. I did 

not go up to the source of this flow of water but it is shown on the 

Map as star&ng at one of the streams which supplies the Reservoir and 

obviously an artificial cut was made to bring a supply of water by Mr 

Symes house, and it is obvious that much more water is being diverted by

ins into the Reservoir all the Winter it would be probably filled to

overflow level by this.
