To the Chairman and Members of the Oounty Oouncil. 

GENTLEMEN, 

I am submitting a copy of the Workhouse Amalgamation Soheme aB 
finally approved on the 26~h October, 1921, by ths Joint Oonference set up for 
the purpose. You will, in pursuance of its provisions, appoint to·day, from 
members of the Oounty Council, eleven representatives on the County Board of 
Health. the authority established to administer the Scheme. 

The Joint Oonference unanimou!ly recommend the Council, when making 
these appointments, to select at least one representative from each of the four 
Rural and three Urban Districts. 

. I am also ~ubmitting the resuU of the plebisite in connection v.ith the 
DublIn and Blessmgton Tramway, which I was directed at last meeting of the 
Council to carry out. In this connection I have to report that on the 10th 
October, 1921, a Joint Conference on the subject of the Tramway was held in 
the Oouncil Ohamber of the Dublin County Council, at whose request the Con­
feren~e took place. This Council was represented by Oouncillors McEvoy and 
O'R:ellly, the Law. Agent,. Mr J H McCarroll, and myself. The entire question 
havlDg been conBldered, It appeared that no action could be taken to close 
down the working of the Tramway until the Wicklow C01mty Council moved in 
the matter, and. that this would have to be done by some form of leial process. 

The OhaIrman of Dublin County Council, Mr Friel, sugge"ted that be· 
fore such a course was embarked upon a further Oonference, at which the De. 
partment of Local Government might be represented, should take place be. 
tween representatives oi the two Oouncils to see if it be possible to have a 
more equitable di.tribution of the liabi1i$ies under the Guarantees as between 
the two Connties. 

A sworn inQuiry was conducted in the Council Ohamber here on the 1st 
and 2nd November inst, by an Inspector appointed by the Local Government

Her.ewith, as usual, I am submitting a detailed statement showing 
the arrears in each collecting district. You can judge for yourselv~s the 
collectors whose districts are most backwa.rd. From statements III the 
Press, from letters in my .poss~ssion, and from what I hear! I am oori. 
yinced that there is in certain part. of the County an orgamsed attempt; 
to withhold payment of rates. Th~ reason gener~l.ly put forward for th i.s 
hostile attitude is the alleged unsatIsfactory condItlon of the roads. Th lS 
is Dot only a childish but an .amusing argumen~, as it i~ notorious that 
the Council a.re only too anXIOUS .to extend theIr operatIOns on the roads 
but c"nnot do so beca.use of the large arrears in rates, due mainly to the 
propaganda of the very people who complain of their condition. . 

But this is not the real reason at the back of the movement. The 
present may be de8cribe~ as a R~publiean Labo~r Co~nci1. . Polit~cians, 
disappointed and ~therwlle!_ ~ot III sympathy WIth ~mn Fem ~eSlre .to 
hamper the CounCIl for pohtlc~l reason~, a.n~ the ~09tlle Farmers ~s~ocIa­
tion and hostile employers deSIre to .brmg dIscredit on Lab~ur adl~llnlstra· 
tion, with special referellce to the Direct Labour Scheme, 10 which they 
are assisted by many of thE' old road cont~a.ctors. . .

'Ihe arrears of last year's rates assessed by the old Counct! ~re 
now seven monihs overdue, and ought, I respecttully suggest, to be selted 
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for, or sued for, forthwith. ~he estimate for the year 1922·23 will be con· 
sidered at the next Quarterly meeting. If these arrears are not oollected 
before then, what. iil to be done with them 1 AN they to be struck off and 
thus become a liability on the ratepayers who are paying? 
It not, the only a1tern!ltive is to colle.:t them in the mea.ntime. I have 
written thus strongly on the subject becaUile I see clearly that in some 
quarters there is a tendency to ignore the Council and to challenge its 
authority.

SECONDAR~~ SCHOOL SCHOLARSHIPS. 

APPROVED SCHEME. 

The Oommittee set up by the CO'Ilnty Council, pursuant to 
Councillor Turner's proposal, to draft, for approval, a Scheme for the 
award of Secondary School SCholarships, met in the Council Chamber, 
CO'lllrl-House, Wicklow, on the 14th Janua.ry, 1922. The' members in 
attendanoo wer&-Fa,ther Lillis, Gl'oonane; Councillor J , TUrnffi", anu 
Mr Willi-am Eelly, Rathdrum. 

The Secretary to the Council, owing to illness, was unable tc! be pre­
sent, but was represented by the Ohief Clerk. The latter su.bmitted a 
programme or agenda, drawn up by the Sooretary, outlining the various 
considerations, which, in his opinion, should rOO€'ive the special atten­
tilon of the MooI:ing. After some general examination of the position, 
the Committee adjourned, having first directed that quota­
tions as to pensions, cost of outfit, and other necessary expenses be 
obtained fr ."m certain Male and Female Secondary Schools. 

On Monday, 23rd January, a second Meeti.ng of the Oommittee 
was held, over which P.ruther Lillis presided, The other Members 
present wer&-Miiss Lynch, Ash<ford j Mr Costello, dio, ; Mr William 
Kelly, Ra-thdrum, and Councillor Turner. 

The Secretary to the County Council was PreseIlJt at this Meeting 
and su.bmitted the replies reoeived from a number of Secondary Slc.hools 
in answer to the queries that had been addressed to them touohing the 
probable gross cost of a Residenti.al Sohola.rship. He further suJbmirtted 
for the guidance of the Committee meIIlJO!l".a.nda that he had drawn up 
dealing with the peculiarly backward position of County Wicklow 
educationally wthen oompaJ.·ed with Qther Colmties where Seconda.ry 
Sohools are more nUlll1erous and offer greater opportunities to pupils 
anxious to avail of an Intermediate Course. -He suggesW that while 
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Irish should be the most piMlllinent subject in the SIeoonda.ry S!cb.ool 
Course it might, owing to the want of faciliJl:iOOs for the study of the 
language in many of the rural 8lrOOS, be unfailr to brill:i:ant ohildren 
from such areas 1:0 make it a OQiIllpulsory iOOm in t.he qualifyingl test for 
entra.noe upon e.. &iliola.rsh:ip. 

. After a. WJI'eful suxvey of the whole problem, oonta.ining as it 
does mail1Y difficulties, the Committee agreed tq the following draSt 
Scheme, whioh they <present to the OQilElty ICouncil for adopti'On and 
ra.tificamon :-

1. That having regaJ:d to the chail1ges nQW taking place in the 
systems of primary, seoondaory, and Tea1micaJ. education, hitherto 
:in force, this ·Sohea:n.e fonn the ,basis Uipon which Seoond.a:ry 
Schlool &holarships be <awarded by the Oounty Oounciil in the 
present year only. Next year, when. the new prognaanmes will 
be, it is hoped, in ·full operaItion, a reViised Scheme to be a.pproved 
to meet the altered sibuation as iJt will then exist. 

2. 'r.h!a.t Six Residential Schioaa.rships be aJWa.l"ded and cOme into 
op!eration in the forthooming Scholastio Year. Each Sohol~rship 
w be ren-ewable lail1.llually but teruLble, if all the oonditions herein

5. Candidates for the Scholarshitps must not be more than fifteen 
yea.rs. of ~e on the 1st day of June ,preceding the qualifying 
exa.mmllltion. 

6. rSecond¥), &iliqols <at which the Sohola.rshiips may be tenable shall 
satisfy · the County Council and th~ Depa.rtment of Ed uoation

GENTLElMEN, 
In submitting to yOlU my Annual Estimaote o! th6 General 

Raw, whioo, ~n my opinion, will be req'lliTeg. dur.i.n.g bh:d next Financial 
Year to provide for the liabilities and requirements of the Counoil, 
and for the monies to be supplied to the other P :ublic: Bodies, I desire to 
offer a. few remarks explanatory thereof. 

. In order to arrive at a proper understanding· of the presen,t 
position of the Counoil's finances it is necessary to refer back to the 
estimates adopted for the service. ot the year 1920·'2'1. When 
preparing my budget and estimates in January, 19'20, I ll'aturoaJly 
assumed that the County Cou.ncil would receive, during ilie financia.l 
year, the ·usual Agricultu.ral, Estate Duty, and Hcenoo Duty Grantl 
norma.lly payable to them, and that, on the Qther . hand, they would 
make' :the usua,l repayments of Loans for which they were responsible 
to the British Government Depa,rtments. As events subsequently 
decided, neither of these purposes was carried out, and on the Contra 
Account the County lost the difference, a !>um of about .£13,773, 
duri'ng the yea.r ending 31st March, 1921. This loss £eprESented a 
rate of oaloout Is. 2d. in the poomd if levied over the entire County. 

. When preparing my estimates and budget for the follo.rwing year, 
namely, in January, 1921, T did not charge the levy Wlith this loss, 
nOT ha.ve I charged it .in the estimates now su.bmitted. The aId 
Counail, in common with all other Oonmty Counoils, had gradually 
accumulated a permanent credit ba.lance which euabled them to 
fillance~ ann1l!ally, the subsidiary bodies . during the lean periods, a.nd 
especiaJly for the period betwe6lIl. the 1st April (the oommenoement 
of the financial yea,r) and ·the end of .Tuly, or beginning of August1 
when the newly assessed rates ,b:egau to come in. As ai matter of fact, 
the rurst tW'QI tl'ansfe:rs to the Boards of Guardi.ans and Rma.l District 
Councils, and the first quarterly transfer to the Asylum, annua.lly, 
were made out- of this baJance, or reserve, ,fund! long prior to . the 
rooeipt of any rates assessed. tQ provide for them, the first set of suoh 
transfers being ~ade in the v~ first week of too fi.uancilal year, 
namely, in April, and ·the seoand in the first week in Ju:Iy. Experience 
had ta.ught that this WIllS th6 only sa.tisfactory way to carry on local 
administration, . lts the OQunty Council possess no legal power to pa.y 

. ·.jnf:erESt for even a ,temrpora.ry overdraft. The aforementioned loos of 
'.:,£13,773 in the-year ended lIst Ma.rch, '21, fell upon this reserve fund 

which was depleted to tha.t extent,a.nd has since ~ still further 
. . 'depleted, !if,. indeed, it can nqw be said to be in existence at e.l.l. 

Owing to the adverse oonditions upon whi'oh we sta.rted the ourrent 
-year I did not consider it advisa,ble to a.ttempt to restore the fund 
tilen, .and I haVel not attempted td do so on the prESent oooasion. The 
Council oan, of course, if they w:ish, direct that something be done in 
that direction. Until it is done, and until the rates are, 8.8 in the 
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past, promptly .p,aid .within ~he ha.If·year to which they a.pply, it is 
useless fw the County OonmClI to hope to carry OIUt their own services 
or to finance th~ SIlJbs~diary bodies d~enden.t o.n them in a satisfactory 
manner. No bIg 1~S1Dess. can be caa:noo. o~ effi-ciently without capital. 
The County COouncil ca.rnes IQD. a bIg busmess, an.d it requ.ires ID-oce 
than pa,per balrutoos tOo finance that bU&iness, which involves a turn. 
over aipprorimaUing £'130,000 par aD+lum. . 

~aving sa.id so much by way of pTeface,. I desire to m\~nti'Oj!l that 
the estI.m3Jtes are framed in strict ac:cordance with the terms of the 
recent ciroular issued by the Minister for LooaJ Government--or 
r~ther in ~cOll'~ance WIi?h my interpretation of the following instruc. 
tlon oontamed ID the OU"cula.r, viz:-

"EJa.c~ Local Authority must include in the Estimate 
for the corrning yeaJr all sums due to the British Government 
which, were withheld,. and in strikin&" the rate fof the year 
19·2'2· 23" yoU! sllOluJd assume an Agr.ic:lutu:raJ Grant ~uiva. 
lent to that of the normal year, togethe.r with the balance 
of Gr·ants due to your Council frQJJ.l the war period ai,ter 
discharging all Liabilities in respect <i Government L,can's. 
'Where the AgriouJbu.ral Land in ·the year 1921·'2'2 received 
the benefits of the differentiation of rates based 0'l1 the 
assumption that the Gra.nts should be credited whether 
r~voo or not, the above sh~d not be construed'to give to 
Agncu1tura,1 Land greaiter relief than usual.

At .the end of this finanoia.I year, namely, on the 31st Ma:rch . 
next, Agnoul~ural Grant for the full ,period of two years will be due

Es~ate Duty an~ Licence Duty. I have, in the tables ac:oompanying 
t?IS report, aredItOO aU these twO! years' grants IN Il'ULL, to the 
dIfferent areJaS and services to which they are apphaahle and I ~m 
hereundeT, setting them out in detail. " 

Further! I have assumoo. ~hat the. normal grants-Agricultural, 
Estate, and ~noence n~ty-apphcable to the ensU!ing financial year 
(192.2. 23), Wlll be receIved, and, aacordingly, I have credited them 
aJso, but sepa.rately, ~ the. manner followed iupast years. 

I ~hould mentIOn here, perhaps, that the British Government 
ha,ve no~fied ..the office, from t~e to time, of the p.ayment by t.hem, 
out of~ WIthheld grants, of certain surns, the toW of whioo aJIl.ounts to

I have dealt with these outstand~ng rates as ooIleotable assets, 
having written oft' nothing as in-ecoverable but small amounts cor-

in the accounts . will not suflioo, however, to fillance the Cduncil'a 
services, which require for their mrunten.anoo Cash expendituJre. 

OOUNTY BOARD O!F H!E:A.LTR. 
The County Board of Health, aoting in l,ieu of the five Boards 

of Guardians abolished under the Amalgamation Scheme, has sent in 
a demand amounting to £421,834 f.ar the service of the County, 88 

against a corresponding total demand last year for the five Unions 
. amounting to £42,768. It is not correct to say, as stated a.t a recenl 
meetiJlg of the Board of Hea.1th, that" substantial delbit balances" 
were included by the County Council in the rates for the current year 
-1921-'2.2, and that a sum of £48,7'98 was assessed on the County 
Wicklow in respect of Poor taw Eix.penditUlI"e. The COUiDty Council 
raised in the ra,teg the amount demanded, reduced by the amount 01 
the provision made in the dem,ands f.0il" Loan Repa.yment, and nothing 
more. The misleading statement was probably due to. the cross entries, 
in the tables attached to the estimates, which became necessary last 
J.a.nua.ry in order to give to Land the benefit of d.ifferential rating, 
The f.ollowing sentenoo occurs ID my report of the 25th Ja.nu.a;ry, 
1921 :-

" I desire to point out that the Agricultural Grant, under 
the provisions IQf the LooaJ Government Act of 1898 Will! 

devoted to the reli~ of rates that would othea.-wise be atpplic­
able to AgriouJtu.ral Land. In common with other grants, 
it has been withlb,eld f'l'Q!lIl the O<mncil.

The result of this was to produce the differential rating aimed at but 
th~ cross entries did' not modify in ,any way the actual total amount'to be 
raised for the particular acC01lllt. The total amount of Agricultural 
Grant, applicabLe to Unicms, so dealt with, amounted to £6,350. 

In the dem.a.nd mom the Conmty Boail'd of Hiea.lth is included 
provision for the payment of £6,340, gratuities to POoir Law and other 
officials retired under the A.m.a.lgamation Scheme. The '.Minister far

It is proposed to purchase a piece of land in the townland of Carrig, uear 

Blessington, for use as a quarry. 
Councillors McEvoy and Reilly (a Quorum of the Committee appointed 

by the County Council on 14th inst., to act with me in these matters) inspect­
ed the place and fixed the price at £BO which the owners accepted. 

Kindly instruct the County Solicitor to_ take such steps as may be neces­
sary to acquire the land, so that the deal may be closed immediately after 
the County Council approve of the transaction. 

The land consists of an area of two roods and twenty.eight perches 
(Statute). situate on the town land of Carrig. Barony of Lower Talbotstown, 
forming part of the lands now held by Ml' Phdip Murphy, of Carrig. These 
lands formed part of the Cullinan Estate and bought out through the Land 
Comtnission in 1908 by Bridget Cullen. . 

The County Council are to acquire all right to stone, etc., and water 
rising on the plot, and J consider, as the plot is immediately over Mr ~Iur· 
phy's house, that the Council should be relieved from all liability for damage 
or nuisance caused by the working of the machinery or by blasting operations.
