Moreover they all seem disposed to take the easy view, based no 
doubt on past disorganisation, tt,at when (wo or threp. applicatioils for rates 
Lave not resulted in paynlent, they fuUil their duty by handing the debts over 
for collection to the Law Agent. Now I have de liberately called their a.tten. 
tion to the legal l11aC'ld,nery available to thelll- inclnding tbe Enforcement of 
Law (Occasional Powers) Act, 1924, to which in .fact the Secretary had all'eacly 
{!ll'ected theil' attention-for the collection of debts, and I have warned thelll 
that ,\ mcrely fOl'lllal routine of legal pro '(:d Ul'e, ol'iginating in a requesL by 
thenl to the Law Agent, a civil proces lJy the latter, and a return of "Nul l .. 
Bona" by tue ol:licers responsible for the execution oJ decrees, will no' longer 
be accepted as evidence tu at they have seriously per~ormecl their duty. I have 
also warned them that unless their collectIOns are m a satisfactory condItIOn 
at my next Audit, it will rest with the,lll to prove that they have Teaily ex. 
hausted the legal lllachinery for the remfnrcenlent of decrees, tallmg WhlCll 
I shall do whate\'e r is po sible [01' me to see that chastlC penalt ies are en. 
forced against thc collcctors thelllsel ves.
