I\1r Clune states 
that he promised to pay in February, 1936, Evell if I took this promise 

seriously, after my previous experience of them, 1 had no ~Ilority to' 
give the extension. In December, 1935, I was compelled to give the case 
into the Solicitor's h&nds, and a summons was heard in the January 

!
COU l't. At the Court his Solicitor submitted to the District Justice each 
and everyone of Mr ChIne's difficulties, but, notwithstanding, thesa the 
Justice made an Order for Mr Clune to pay before February 6th, 1936. 
This he hl\B not yet done. 

I n his letter 1\'Ir Clune omitted to give the Council the dates on 
wh ich he has paid his rates during the last four years he has resided in 
my district.. This information would have interested the Council. Dur- ~ 

jing that period he has always had to pay thr.J'ugh the Solicitors or the 
Court. In November, 1~;j4, Mr Clune purchased another farm, and at the 
sallle time 'he owed I t years rates to the Council, which were not paid 
lunt il Sune, 1335, and then only on the morning before the Court at which 
~we were to apply for an Examination Order. 
\. I may mention that Mr Clulle and his father-in-law, l'tlr McAnanama, 
are the onl two Ratepayers in this district whose attitudes show that thay 
are opposed to paying their rates, tht3 lalter eldctillg to go to gaol ra',her 
than do so, . . ' j 

-I subm,t a Rate Collector when appomted undert~k8S' to complYI 
with the Acts of Parliament, and with the Public B )dies OL'del·s. He has 
also a d uty which he owes to l1in13elf and the fl'iends who have entered 
into a personal Fidelity Bond with the Ooullcil Ol' with the Insurance 
Company. Failure t.o carry out these duties bring3 ruin to the eoUe~t,)r 
and his fri end~. There is a certain amount of difficulty in almost every 
household when applications for rates have to be met-in some a.litLle,l\n~ 

Jother a great deal. I feel snre I voice the opinions of all yont' 
Oollectors when I eay that if a Collector is to show more leniency to one 
Ratepayer than another, he can only do so on receipt 01 a Resol'ltio~ 
from the Council if he m eans to hold !lis p03itiou and secure payment. of 
his po'undage, however much he may feel disposen to ,Vlt otherwi~~. N 0 ~uch 
jr esolution has ever reached mc from the Council.

The Minister notes with satisfaotion that the requirements of the Order 
were generally complied with throughout the Saorstat during the 1936 season, 
and he regards this as being all the m.:>re gratifying having regard to the short 
ime available fur making arrangements for bringing the Order into operation. 

There is one matter, however, which he has observed with some oonoern, 
arid' to which he desires to direct the special attention of the Local Authorities. 

From t.he Reports furnished by the Departmental Veterinary Inspectors 
who supervised the work it appears that the services of an appreciable number 
of the temporary Inspeotors who were employed under the Order could not be 
regarded as satis~actory. Some of these Inspectors lacked the necessary quali. 
cations as they seemed to be unable to underst,and tlie nature of their duties ~nd 
had -difficultY.at the outset in furnishing th~ required weekly reports. They 
did no.~ keep any clear or reliable record of the stockowners VIsited and ca'ttle 
examined and treated and they failed to arrange their work properly, with the 
result toat their returns of work were poor and they were unable to cover their 
r~s pebtlve districts in a systematic manner. Others were reported as showing a 
la'ck of aC" i vity ati d zeal in the performance ()f their duties, and this was evi­
denced hy the negliaence they displayed in furnishing the weekly reports of 
their work; and by ~he fact that the number of stock owners which they visited 
WI\S alto~ether ina~equate and seriollsly below the average number visited by 
the more efficient Inspectors, 

The Minister feels assured that the Local A uthorities appreciate that, 
apart from the necessity for safeguarding the public funds expended on this 
work and seeing that they are utilised to the greatest possible advantage, the 
selection ;of snitable Inspectors is essential in ensuring the successful operation 
of the Order and the rapid eradication of the warltle fly pest. 'rhifl renders it 
incumbent on the Local Authorities to make such arra.gemonts in regard to the 
employment of temporary Inspectord under the Order during the ensuing sea'

l HOU as will ensure. as far as practicable, the Relection of candidates who possess 
tlie requi,site qualifications aud are likely to discharge their duties with efficiency. 

Having given the matter close considerati~n, the Miniqter is of opinion 
that a valuable means to this end wou ld be the appointment of a sub-committee
