I t is to be clearly understo<ld that Fire Figh ting as well as other

I am directed by the Parliamentary Secretary to the Minister for 
Defence to state that in the even t of this count ry being involved in 
hostilit ies, it would be necessary to impose restrictions on the display ' of 
light. It is essential, therefore, that prior arrangements be made to ensure 
t hat any such restrictions could be fully complied with if the necessity 
a rises. In order to ensure the effectiveness of the arrangements, " black- I 

out .. tests will be held at intervals and for short per iOds. In theEe 
cii'Gumstances, it is necessary that, as far as A R.P. depots and installations 
are -concerned, all t he necessary prior arrangements should be made without 
fur ther delay. 

Generally, the Ligh t ing Restr ictions would prohibit, dur;l1g the hours 
of darkness, the display of external ligh til1g, and of any l ,gh ts inside 
buildings in such cil'cumstances that any illumination therefrom is viSible 
frori1 outside the buil9~gs. 

As regards external ligh t ing, however, a ligh t may be displayed ill and 
fOr the purpose of the illumination of any sign indicating the position or 
route to an A.R.P. depot or insta!la tion so long as the sign is so screened 
that, while viSible at a distance of 100 feet, it il5 inconspicuous at a distance 
of 250 feet. Otherwise provision should be ma.d~ for the extin ct ion of all 
lights on the exterior of A.R.P. rlepots and installations in the even t of 
the Lighting Restrictions being fully enforced. ' 
• As regards inter ior lighting, every window, skylight, doorway, and each 

® erture should be so mas ked that no illumination t hel'efrom is visible from 
'outside the depot or installation. In the case of doorways, the use of a 
·h eavy internal curtain is recommended. For rooEights it is often imprac­
ticable to arrange internal blinds c:cse to the glass. It may, however , be 
possible to fix blillds horizontally beneath the roof, but they need suppor t 

. by means of wire to preven t sagging and the consequent leakage of light. 
If blmds alon e ar~ use,;! for the screening of windows, fanlights, glazed doors 
or o~her openings, ~y must be of stout materia l and dark in colour and. 
must overlap thfl ,:~1ndow comp!etely. If cur ta ins are used they must be 
dark and thick. • . 'J • 

In examinmg the meanS by which windows and glass roofing may be 
l'e,ndered light-proof, consideration must be given to the serious danger of 
WIdespread breaJmge of glass and the COi1Eequent emanation of light which 
might arise in the- event of air attack. Suitable covering should, therefore, 
be provided which should also serve as a protection against inclement weather , 

This material might be of cal'dboard. rcofing felt, blankets on light 
frames, etc. Where there are internal par titions of glass, suitable curta in 
n etting -~ to be glued oIl in t ime of emel'gellCY) should a'so be provided. 

Proposals to ensure that all A R.P. depots and installations under the 
control of yom' local authority are so prepared as to comply with the 
reqUirements s/fould be fi rst submitted to this Depar tment with an estimate 
of too cost.
