I am directed by tile Minister for Local Government and Public Health 
to refer to the provisions of Section 42 of the Electoral Act. It is the duty 
of the County Council to divide the COUllty into polling districts and to 
apPoint polling places in such manner as to give all electors in the area 
such reasonable facilities for voting as are practicable. The expression 
reasonable facilities must be considered in relation to existing circumstances, 
especially restrictions in the matter of transport. In determining what is a 
reasonable distance it must now be assumed that electors will, generally, 
walk. I t has been represented that in some cases electors at recent elections 
had to travel five or six miles to vote, and in some cases passed a polling 
pooth on the way to the polling place appointed. 

In making an-angements for polling at an election it is necessary 
that all questions as to the polling places should be determined before the 
issue of the writ. In the interval between the issue of the writ and the 
polling date there is no time to give consideration to recommendations for 
further polling places. FUl'thermore, it is desirable that the register should 
be framed in conformity with the scheme of polling districts and places. It 
is therefore a matter of urgency that County Councils should now take into 
consideration the facilities provided for voters under existing schemes and 
to make such amendments of the polling districts and appoint such additional 
polling places as may be necessary to provide adequate facilities in voting, 
having regard to existing conditions in the matter of transport. .. 

With regard to polling districts, the Council should first conSIder the 
polling place, and group the townlands that are situated conveniently to 
that place to form a polling district, irrespective of the district electoral 
division in which the townlands are situate.

Generally the polling places should be so appointed that electors will 

. not be required to travel more than It miles to a polling place . • 
Your attention is directed to the rules governing the preparation and 

. submission of ·schemes of polling districts and places. .

I received your letter of the 19th instant, and note what you say_ 
My client, however, is not at all satisfied with your explanation and.. 

points .out that it is now well over twelve months since this bridge was 
closed to traffic, and considers that ample time has now elapsed within 
which to have had t he work carried out. 

You state that the County Council is anxious to have the Bridge 
completed, but surely you will agree that it is a grave hardship on my 
client and others in the area to have the bridge left in its present condition. 

Your letter of the 19th instant does hot give any indication that 
the work will be put ip. hand in the near future and there is no indication 
from your letter what steps your Council propose to take. 

After a period of twelve months the County Council ought to be well. 
aware of the grave hardships endured by the people in the area without 
the necessity of the matter being brought to their notice again. 

Would it not have been possible many months ago to have this work 
carried out by contract? Your Council apparently have not given any 
attention to that aspect of the matter. 

I had hoped that your reply would have given some indication that 
work was about to proceed, but I take it that no progress whatever has 
been made towards struting t he work. 

My client has no desire to have legal proceedings instituted, but 
unless I have definite information from you within one week from this 
date as to what steps are being taken to get work on the Bridge started, 
I will be reluctantly compelled on behalf of my client and other interested 
parties to have proceedings instituted to compel your Council to perform.

With reference tg- your previous communications in this matter, and. 
to the Resolution passed by the Wicklow County Council on the 18th 
instant, offering a bonus of £25 to the workers engaged on this Bridge, I 
directed Mr. Dillon, in accordance with your instructions, to contact and. 
interview the men who are on strike, and he did so. At the same time I 
wrote to the Secretary of the Wicklow Branch of the I.T. and O,W.U. 
informing him of the F..esolution of t he Council and asking whether the 
men would agree to the proposal. 

I have received a repOlt from Mr. Dillon in which he informs me 
that he met four of t he men in dispute" at the Bridge, and he understands 
from them that they are anxious to resume work on the Bridge. and are 
agreeable to accept the bonus of £25. The remaining two of the original 
six men are not available. and it wiU be necessary to substitute in their 
places two other men, so that the £25 will be divided over the six workers. 
At the same time, I must point out that, as the work proceed, there would 
be a greater number than s ix. ~nd, in fact, towards the end of the work 
there might be about twenty men. I presume it is intended to divide tll~ 
Bonus only over the six workers: lIlY own intention was that the ~ 
should be divided over any labourers who actually worked on the Bridge 
structure, and that this bonus will be divided proportionately according 
to the time they worked. . 

However, I write to ask you now whether you consider it is in order 
that work might start immediately: I have, of course, already stated that 
the actual concreting and reinforcing work could not be proceeded WIth 
until March, owing to the present condition of the river, and the existmg 
bad weather. At the same time, a certain amount of work could be done 
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in making the temporary foot-bridge safe, rebuilding the wall which has 
fallen OPPOSite the road adjoining Mr. Douglas' premises and removing 
portion of the old superstructure. ' 

I shall await your further advice in the matter.

The amount demanded for the coming year for this Institution is £31,131 
as against £25,334 last year.

the Sanitary Authority, to acquire by compulsion Derelict Sites, and to have 
such sites cleared and developed. The prOvisions of the Act aim at the 
complete removal of all derelict houses and ruins, particular'y those adjacent 
to the various towns and villages, whiCh it will be agreed are eyesores, and 
detract from the amenities of such towns. Tl;le provision proposed for this 
head in the coming year is £2,000. 

Provision is made for an increase of £600 in respect of Rates payable 
on Labourers' Cottages under the Rates and Small Dw.ellin~s Act. The reason 
for this increase is obvious. The increase 1:>, hQ\Yever, s!,!li ofi' by a correspond­
ing increase in the rents of cottages. in lieu of rates. 

The provision of .£3,230 for repayment of Loan Ins alm~nts under 1939 
(220 houses) LaboW"ers Act Scheme, will be pret,ty much of a dead weight 
on the rates in the coming year, w1til all or at least a considerable number 
of . the houses have been completed and bear rent and Government Subsidy 
to offset los5e;;.

The Statement divides the requirements under these heads as between 

fixed expenditure, to which tile Council is committed and 'Thich must be 
met, and new works proposed to be carried out dW"ing the coming financial 
year 

The c:3rryi!l~ out of major works such as w.,ter supp~' and sewerage 
s~heme5 will be difficult. if no~ impossible, by re,~30n of the f;:oct tl-J-at ca~t iron 
pipes, which cost 4s. per lineal yard before the wer no\'1 cos f 165. per lineal 
yard, apart entirely, from the uncertainty of delivery. It is not possible to 
obtain delivery of Rotary FHtel's, Sludge Pumps. and ether mechanical de­
Vices required for use in Sewerage Schemes 

It will be noted that provision is IDu.e for the erection of Public Sani­
tary Con eniences in towns and vi11a~es in the County Health District in 
which fairs and markets are held. and in which sewerage and water systems 
are available. 

The provision of these facilities. it will generally be realised, is overdue.

SURVEYORS' TRAVELLING ALLOWANCES.

I am directed by the Minister for Local Govern:n ent and Public Hea . 
to refer to this D~oartment's circular letter No. R .I06 of the 26th August, 
1924 in regard to the allowance of travelling expenses to County SurveyoI'S 
and ' Assistant County Surveyors who use their own motor vehicles for the 
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discharge of t heir duties, and I am to state that h e would be prepared to 
approve of the scale of annual allowances and mileage rates set out here­
under for Surveyors and Assistants using their own motor cars, the new scale 
to be operat ive from 1st J anuary, 1943, until fw'ther notice. 

The new scale combines a fixed annual aliowance with mileage ra tes 
which increase in respect of mileage travelled in excess of 3,000 miles in any 
year. As the annual allowance is intended to cover such fixed expenses as 
motor licence du ty, driving licence and insurance charees th e arrangement 
which has been in existence in some counties ior the recoupment by the local 
authority of motor licence duty paid by the Surveyors will not continue under 
the new scale of annual allowances plus mileage r ates and any recoupments 
ah'eady made in respect of 1943 should be deducted from the annual allow­
ances. Any other adjustments conSEquent on the change over to the new 
scale may al£o be made by deductions from the mont h ly payments on foot 
of the ammal allowances in the present year.

With reference to your letter of 6th March, 1943, regarding proposed 
road and bridge reconstruction work in connection with the mines at Conary 
I am directed by the Minister for Local Government and Public Health to 
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4 Minutes of Meeting, 12th April, 1943. 

state that it would appear that a cheaper scheme which would meet the 
requirements of the Minerals Exploration and Development Company could 
be devised. This could be done by omitting the portion of the road between 
the Mine Office and the Spink road junction and substituting therefor the 
improvement of the county road from the Spink road to the Avoca-Redcross 
road. Regarding the bridge it wou:d appear that the existing structure could 
be strengthened sufficiently to carry lorries with fOUl' ton loads. As it is 
understood that labour is scarce it will probably be necessary to utilise the 
Army Construction Corps. 

I am accordingly to request that you ask the County Surveyor to prepare: 
(a) an estimate for improvement of road No. 154 omitting the section from

Supply Board in full discharge of all responsibilities on their part for the re· 
construct ion of roads consequent upon the comin~ into operation of the Liffey 
Reservoir Act, 1936, and, further, the Counc:l had on the same date under· 
taken to contribute £600 out of l'ates and to obtain £600 by way of Govern­
ment Grant out of the Employment Schemes Vote, and tbat all three sums 
would be devoted to improving the above road. • 

Th,e County Council expended on th \5 road the fuU £2,5~O they ex­
pected to receive from the Electricity SUDply Board. but the Electl'lClty Supply 
Board bad failed to transfer to the County Council £675 of that sum.

4. The rents of all cottages in the Twenty-Six Co.un~ies bum u,nder the 
1931-'32 Acts range from 2s. to 2s. 6d. per week, except m yer)? I'are cases, 
where such special services as sewers, water, an<;l light aye. provyded, ~ut 
outside Dublin and Cork areas the rents are not h~gher tI:an 111 .thIS Cou:r:ty. 

5. The average all-in price of cottages prOVIded smce 1933 \you Id be 
£350. The average rate of interest at which Loans were borroWed was 5 per 
cent. The annuity in this case would amount to £21 5s. 6q. per c,ottage of 
which the Government pay in subsidy £10 185. 9d .. the t~nant pays m rent 
£6- 10s. Od., and the balance, £3 16s .. Od., is I~et frC?m :Rates. To thIS loss 
must. also be added the cost of collectIOn, repaIrs, etc. . 

6. To bridge the difference between ll1come and outll).y s~own on the 
Retlll'n an all-round increase· of 2s. 8d. per cottage per week would have. to 
be imposed, and this would probably be countered by the Government WIth 
a reduction in the Subsidy. . 

7. The Final Report of the Commission of InqUIry into the sale of 
Labourers' Cottages reveals that taking the 26 Co~tles as a whole the. rents 
of cottages only meet 37 per cent. of the outg0111gS of local aut hontles 111 
connection with such cottages.

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8. That these losses were intended · to be borne by -the Rates is clear 
fri)lD. the various Labourers Acts passed since 1883.

With reference to the proposal that the Wicklow County Council should 
no.w ta)!:e over the resJ;>onsibility for the maintenance of the new roads and 
bnd,ges constructed by the E.S.B. in ,conn~ction wtth the Liffey Hydro Electric 
Scheme, I regret that I cannot recommend the County Council to take this

~'esponsibflity at tne moment. A settlement in the embankments approach­
mg the brIdges has been observed and this will continue for some time. Last. 
year, 1942, the E.S.B. had the roads levelled with the bridges. but after a 
year there is a very considerable "bump " between the embankment and the 
concrete structure. 
. Water is also l~ing on the road on the Baltyboys side of that bridge, 
I.e. , on the eastern SIde, and as this road is constructed in concrete the 
posit ion is rather a problem. Tbe only cow'se which could be adopted ~ould 
be to bore under the road and put a C.I. Gulley at the low side. 

Generally speaking, t h e tarring of the new surfaces is not good except 
on the brIdges and the main Blessington-Baltinglass road pot-holed very 
badly in the early paIt of the present year and it has been tending to pot­
hole again. These roads 'should receive a heavy coat of tar with i-inch or 
1 inch pebble rolled in, before taking over for maintenance. 

I consider that the taking over of these roads should be postponed 
for a further twelve months at least, and then it . would be possible perhaps 
to judge whether the settlement of the banks would have ceased. 

To take over at preSent would in my opinion, involve giving the sur­
faces a coat of tar and stone each year for two years to correct the subsid-
ence.

REPORT FROM COUNTY SURVEYOR WITH 
REFERENCE TO EMPLOYMENT OF 

ROAD OVERSEERS. 

To: The Chairman and Members Wicklow County Council, 
Meeting on 28th June, 1943. 

In accordance with Resolution passed at Meeting of County Council on 
17/5/'43 I have the honour to submit the following:-

A'scheme for the construction and maintenance of Road Works by the 
system of Direct Management was adopted by the Wicklow County Council 
on 22nd March, 1921, and the proposals included the apPointment of 14 per­
manent overseers at a salary of £3 per week. The County Surveyor, after 
holding a written and oral examination of the applicants f?r the positi~ns 
was authorised to make the appointments and did so. A llst of the duties 
for these Overseers had been prepared by the qounty Surveyor and confirmed 
by the Council on the 14th February. 1921. 

The terms of the appointments and the duties pertaining thereto are 
as follows:-

APPOINTMENT AND DUTIES ' OF OVERSEERERS. 
1. Overseers to be apPOinted by County Surveyor. Candidates for the 

pOSition of Overseer will be required to submit to an examination.in elementary 
arithmetic especially in connection with the calculation of time and wages 
sheets and the measw'ement and calculation of road materials; in road work 
and in general intelligence. The results of this exaIl!-ination, ~~eth~r with 
evidence as to character and sobriety, and as to practical expel'lence ID road 
maintenance work and in quarrying and t.he use of explosives, will be taken 
conjointly in chOOSing candidates. Candidates must be between the ages of 
25 and 45 years, and natives of County Wicklow or resident therein for at 
least ten years. . 

2. Any Overseer's engagement may at any time be terminated by a 
, week's written notice by County Surveyor. 

3. Overseers shall be under the d:rect supervision of the Assistant 
Surveyors, who shall have power to suspend any Overseer found diso~yi.ng 
orders or neglecting his duties i11 any way. On receiving report from ASSISta~t 
Surveyor that any Overseer has been guilt y of disobedience or neglect of his 
duties the County Surveyor shall have power to dismiss such Overseer forth­
with. 

4. Postage incurred in c8nying out the work of the County Council 
to be allowed to Overseers. Postage incurred thus to be included, as directed, 
in paysheet. 

5. Should any Overseer acting on instructions from County Surveyor 
and on the business of Lhc CoWlty Council. be detained overnight outside his 
district from his residence or lodging. a night allowance of 35. per night may 
be made him during the period he is so detained outside his district. Such 
period not to exceed HT nights at anyone time. 

6. Eacli Overseer to reside within or convenient to the district in his 
Charge. Location of residence to be approved by County Surveyor. 

7. Should the County Surveyor see fit he may remove any Overseer 
from any district to any other district. 
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Minutes of Special Meeting,28th june, 1943. 

8. Each Overseel: to provide and maintain a bicycle for use in his work. 
Or, should the county Council provide him with a motor bicycle, he shall 'use 
same solely in the discharge of his duties, and maintain same in good order 
and condition, he being l'e-couped all expenses connected therewith, up, to a 
sum whicl). will be from time to time fixed by the County Council. 

9. The Overseer, with tl).e approval and on the instructions of the 
County Surveyor, or his ASSistant, is to employ, at wag-es directed, temporary 
labourers for work on roads and in quarries, and otherwise. as the case may 
be, and to dismiss all men he finds unsuitable. ' 

10. He will be held responsible for ,the ,, ;repair and ,maintenance of each 
road allotted to his charge, and for the proper carrying 'out of any:· special 
works directed to be caq'ied out by him. A~l works (both roa~s ,and sp'ecial 
works) to be done according to specification, 'and no variation except of trivial 
nature is to be made ,therefrom without wxitten permission from ' County 
Surveyor. ' 

11. Each Overseer shall give his whole time to his' work, and shall be 
engaged in the supervision of his district during all workin~ hours. He shall 
frequently visit each gang of men and see that ,they work full time. He shall 
layout work for the gang' and instruct the ganger as to the manner in which 
it is ' to be carried out. - . 

12. Overseer must see that the work he has , bid out has been properly 
carried out and at reasonable cost. Failure to preserve authority over his 
men will entail dismissal. 

13. The Overseer shall see that gangers keep their time books written 
up as he directed. For this purpose, and to afford a check on supervision 
by Overseer, the latter must initial Time-Book each time he visits a Gang, 
and record the time spent with the Gang. Any false entry in this respect 
will entail instant dismissal of Overseer and Ganger. , 

- 14. The Overseer must make a list of names, with full addresses, of­
(·a)' All suitable labourers residing near each road . . 
(b) Owners of horse, mule, donkey,_ and cartowners willing to supply 

same by the day. 
(c) Owners of suitable quarries and gravel pits, and supply copy 

of same to County S1,Il'veyor. , ' 
15. He shall, subject--,,-o approval of County Surveyor or his Assistant. 

and according to directions, arrange with owners of quarries and gravel pits 
for use of same. 

16. He sh~.n arrange in manner directed for the quarrying, breaking. 
and delivery, on roads within specified time, of broken stones. Full specified 
quantity to be providetl on eacl).. road, unless otherwise directed in writing 
by County Surveyor. Particular care to be taken that no more.' stones are 
paid for than are delivered. Should such be found to have occurred on 
measurement of metal by Assistant Surveyor" Overseer must refund to County 
Council any overpa;yments. , 

17. He shall make out Pay-sheets and Abstracts to be attached to same 
each fortnight, as directed; 'and deliver same to Assistant, as directed. 

18. A stock-book (on form provided) shall be kept by each Overseer. 
written up to date, showing all tools and plant in his charge, for the loss 
or damage to any of which ' he will be responsible. ' 

19. Each Overseer shall furnish a return on form provided, same to be 
. posted to County Surveyor's Office, as will be directed. 

20. Each Overseer shall keep a time-book which he shall have with h im 
at all times during working hours. On the conclusion of each visit to each 
gang he shall write up his time-book from the gal)ger's time-book ill manner 
directed by County Surveyor. ' 

21. Any tools, such as brushes, picks, screens. etc:, required by Overseer 
a-:e to be requisiti0l'l:ed by ,~m t~rough ~he Assistant Surveyor (on form pro· 
vld~d). If ,the ASSIStant .I~ .satlsfied that, the tools asked for are required. 
he I~ to appr01'e the reqUIsitIOn and fo~ward same to County Surveyor, who 
Will Issue an order for same to the Overseer. RequiSitions for tools must be 
sent in with the pay sheets, so that the tools may be got and cost included 
in the pay sheets for the following period. With this object Overseer is ; o 
procure from the merchant , supplying the goods the bill for same (on form 
of Invoice attached to Order) , endorse 'Invoice as evidence of receipt of goods, 
and forward Invoice to Assistant Surveyor attached to the pay slieet, in which

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the bill must be included. Invoice to be certified by Assistant Surveyor, On 
no account is Overseer to provide tools without such , Order. Overseers must 
exercise forethought in requisitioning tools, so as not to be asking too often 
for orders. ' " . 

22. Should any accident occur to any workman employed by the Council, 
Overseer must report same immediately to. Cou.nty SUl:veyor's' Office. ' 

23. Overseer must immediately report Sudden DamageS-.c arfd himselt 
make provision, for safeguarding the public. ' . , .' . '" . ' . 

" 24. Should --any road in, Overseer's charge be prejudiced or obstructed 
(or · both) by :t1ees, the Overse~r' must ascertain , the , names' of o~cupiers. 0,1' 
owners, as the case may be;'· of ,the lands which saig ,road adjoins.or inter­
sects, also the names 01 the townland or townlands in which such lands are 
situated and supply particulars to Assistant Surveyor to enable him to flllup 
notices. Notices to be served by Overseer as, directed ; copies, endorsed. 
stating how served as directed, etc., are to be carefully kept and returned to 
Assistant Surveyor, marked " work done" or " work not done," as th e case 
may be, upon expiration of notices. 

25. The same procedure is to be followed in the case of notices to oc­
cupiers' to scour drains, or to make pipeS, sewers, or . gullets underneath pas­
sages to houses or lands adjOining public roads; and also in the case of ,notices 
to remove dangerous barbed wire fence erected alongside public road. , 

26. Before leaving the works in his charge, Ovel;seer must ,obtain per­
mission from Assistant Surveyor. Overseers not resident at home may be 
absent. from their districts between 2 o'clock p.m. on Saturday, and 10 o'clock 
a .. m. on t he following ' Monday morning. , . 

27. Water-carts, horse-sweepers, and scrapers, etc., which may be in any 
Overseer's charge, are to be overhauled in the month of June each year, and 
to be painted with two coats of paint. 

28. The Overseer in charge of steam-roller is not ,to convey same across 
any iron bridge"except on the authority of the County Stirveyor. 

29. Existing outlets for surface water through fences into ' field drains 
must be kept open. Overseer must particularly a ttend to this regulation. 
/ 30. To indemnify the County Council against loss or damage in any 
way arising from his carelessness or ' neglect each Overseer must enter into 
a bond, himself of £25 and two sureties of £25 each, for the due and f.aithful 
performance of his duties. 

31. The hours to be worked by Overseers and Workmen are to be such 
as may from time to ,time be fixed by the County Surveyor with the approval 
'of the County Council. 

32. Before . engaging Workmen. Overseer must inform them fully of 
conditions of employment, viz., the rate of wages sanctioned by County 1 

Council in his district (as communicated to him bv Co. Surveyor or his 
Assistant) the hours of work, etc., and the method 'Qf payment. -which will 
be by cheque sent from County Secretary's Office, or otherwise as may be' 
directed by the County Council, and that under no circumstances can money 
be paid in advance, and that actual time worked only is to be paid for ; that 
any workman may be dismissed at any time without notice or compensat ion 
in lieu thereof. 

The subsequent appointment of addit ional Overseers or Overseers to 
replace any of the original men who may resign, die or be dismissed, is calTied 
out by the County Surveyor who is responsible for the works in his charge, and 
who, having regard to the experience gained in the working of the Direct 
Labour System over so many years is in a position to judge fully the qualifica­
tions of the appointee. Temporary Overseers also are aPPOinted by the 
County Surveyor and their qualifications are similarly investigated and ap­
proved by him. 

Nine of the original Overseers stU! hold their positions: the remaining 
five positions, rendered vecant owing to various reasons, have been filled from 
time to time by the County Surveyor, and in accordance with the Engineering 
Re-organisation Scheme, 1940; an additional position was created, making 
now 15 Overseers in all. The terms of apPointment and list of dut ies were 
conveyed to each Overseer by ,the County Surveyor or his Assistant according 
as the positions were filled.

I am directed by the Minister for Local Government and Public Health 
to state that. when preparing schemes of publlc works for execution when the 
present emergency conditions elld, special attention should be devoted to t he 
examination of the housing needs 'Of each area. It is inevitable at the pre­
sent time when supplies of building materials are limited that building opera­
tions be undertaken on a very' .restricted scale, but it would be well to look 
ahead and prepare plans for further schemes which 'could be placed under 
contract when more favourable conditions prevail. As a first step to this 
end, a full survey should be undertaken of present housing conditions with 
a view .. to ascertaining definitely the number of new houses required. The 
results of these surveys should be submitted in due course. It should be set 
out in the surveys what houses in each area are insanitary and should be 
replaced by new dwellings. 

When the number of houses has been ascertained reports should be 
obtained from the appropriate officers of the local authority on sites which 
1V0uld be suitable for house building. The report should deal with the general 
characteristics of the sites and whether they are capable of development at 
a reasonable cost in I'elation to existing sewers and water services. The area 
and .approximate number of houses which the suggested site or sites would 
accommodate should also be given. 

Proposals for the acquisition of housing sites should be submitted to 
the Department with the reports thereon referred to in previous paI'agraph, 

When the approval of the Minister has been accorded to the acquisition 
of a site or sites, consideration should be given to the preparation of plans 
and specifications for the schemes. In drawing up t hese documents site 
development works might be treated sepal'ately so that if necessary these 
works could be star·ted in advance of actual building operations.

I am directed by the Minister for A~'iculture to refer t o your etter 
of the 17th ultimo and previous correspondence. l'elative to the proposal of 
the County Committee of AgricultUl'e to grant a subsidy of £15 t') Mr. 
J?hn Devoy. Lugnagun, Blessington in respect of t he erec ion of a sheep­
dlPpmg oath , and to state t hat the Departmental Inspector who visited Mr. 
Devoy's premises on the 26th ultimo has reported as follows. viz:-

"I , this day, inspected the site of the proposed new sheep dippin~ bath 
at Lugnagun, Blessington.

"In the absence of John Devoy. I interviewed his father who was 
concerned in the construction of the new bath and with whom I left a 
copy of tbe Department's Plan of sheep dippino- baths. I also consulted 
several of the local sheep owners and a iscussed the site with them." 

The Minister will offer no objection to the payment of a subsidy of 
£15 in respect of the erection of a dippin~ bath on the s:te m ques~ion, 
but no payment should be made until the bath has been completed to the 
satisfact ion of the Minister.

The Minister h a: ascertained. hcwever. that '.n many areas the local 
authorities do not inspect prem:'es for which !)ublic dancing licences are 
sought, and the result is that Justices of the Di~trict Court have to relv in 
many ca~es on the evidence of the Garda Siochana in regard to the suit· 
ability of t he premises. 'Ihis position :5 very unsatisfactorv as the Garda 
Siochana have no technical knowledge which would enable them to form 
a proper judgment in regard to the suitability of premises from the ooint 
of view of the safety of the public. -

The Mini.ster would accordinglv be g.ad if you would arrange that in 
future every premises in your countv, for which a public dancin'5 licence 
(other than a licence for a period not exceedinv. one month) is soul<ht. will 
be in~pected by a competent officer of the sanitary authority within whose 
functIOnal area the premises are situate and that the said officer will 
attend at the hearing of the application to ~ive evidence in reO'ard ' 0 the 
suitability of the premises. The Minieter suggests that when - considering 
whether premises are suitable for licensi.ng under the Public Dance Halls 
Act officers of sanitary authorities should pay particular attention to the 
fo.lowing matters:-

(1) the stability of the premises; 
(2) exits; 
(3) precautions against fire; 
(4) cloak room accommodation, 

and he suggests ~hat in connection with the matters marked (1) , (2) and 
(3) the officers might .consult the. bye-laws relating to places of public resort 
~ade by the Corporation of Dublin under Section 55 of the Dublin Corpora· 
t !on Act, 1890, on the 7th March, 1934. The Minister suggests also that the

It occurred' in every County in recent years and was n~cessitated 

by the increased provision for Home' Help for the poor, subsidies for the pro­

vision of frea fuel for the poor in the Urban Area,,_ increased cost of main­

taining the County and Extern Institutions, for the maintenance of sick, 

poor, etc., as well as the increased provision for road and other works, to 

give employment to large numbers of the working classes, etc., etc. 
For rat ing purpo.ses the valuations placed on new cottazes is a matter 

ovel which the COlmcil, or the County Manager. have no control 

whatever. It is entirely one for the CommissioneF of Valuation .. It i3, 

undoubtedly, observed that a higher valuation is bemg placed on all new 

cottages recently erected than that originally placed on the old cottaees built 

by the Rural District Councils. 
The excess of outlay oval' income in respect of cottages in the financial 

year ended 31st March last, was £13,668, equal to 13.61 pence in the £ , or 

£5 7s. Od. per cottage. It is erroneous to state that rates on cottages have 

in some cases been increased by Is. 9d. per week. In these particulai' cascs 

the cottages were rated for the first time this year and h ad these cottagcs 

been rated last year the tenants' would have been paying:, last year, a shUli llg 

and s.even pence per week in lieu of rate3. It is to be noted that the maximuil1 

increase in the weekly rent in lieu of ra tes since the commencement of the 

operation of the Act, in 1929, was 4d. per week spread over 13 years, e.g .. 

rates of 7d. per week in 1929 are now not mm'a than lId. per week. 
Finally rates whether on Small Dwellin9;s 01' other holdinl!:s must be 

levied and collected in accordance with existing law, and any attempt to ~et 

the existing law and regulations in this respect at defiance by a refusal to 

pay will only lead to disastrous consequences for the defaulter, whether he 

be cottage tenant or not. The County Manager is bound in J.aw to see to it 

that the rares. made by the County Council are collect ed.

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I have observed that payment of 25s .. per lorry load was made for cart­
age of turf from Coragh (Knocknaboley) bog to Merginstowl1, where it was 

peposited, and subsequently carted by the purchasers, principally Grange­
gm'man Mental Hospi.tal and the Army Authorities in their lorries. 

I am informed by the County Surveyor that thIs course was adopted 
because no purchasers were immediately availab:e and it was necessary to 
have the turf moved to a .p03ition from which it could be easi!y transported 
before bad weather h ad caused a deterioration of the bog roads. An efiort 
should be made to obviate double loading and unloadin£t in the current season.

The bath could be filled from a 
small stream 20 ards distant but on a much higher level. 'The nearest 
water.supply below th~ bath is 80 yards distant. There is no danger of water 
pollut\(~n. The bath IS eXllected to cater for a1::out 1,000 sheep, representing 
apprOlomately twelve owners. 

," When in the vicinity I took the opportunity of inspecting Mr. J. 
Doyle s bath at Ballymoney, which Ul) to the present has catered for these 
sheep. T~~s is a u~eful bath. Mr. Doyle appeared on the scene and the 
whole p.osltlOn was cUscussed. Eventually ~Mr. Doyle expressed hIs willingness 
to repall' the fioor of the catch pen, to extend it bv 18 feet to erect neces­
sary additional fencing and gate and to extend the cement floor of the drain 
pen .all at his own. expen~e and to allow all sheep owners to use the bath. 
p:ovlde~ th~ CounCil permits him the sum of five shillings per hundred sheep 
a? o!JtalOs 111 the c.ase of private owner~ whose baths are used for public 
~lP'pU1gS. If the Wicklow County Comnlltlee should agree to this proposal 
It IS suggested that the Department shou~d approve, and that the proposal 
to erect a ?a~h .on the lands of Mr. Allen should be abandoned. In this 
co~ect\On It 1S lII,Iprobable that Mr. Allen would erect the bath for the £15 
sub~1d.y. He considered the sum very small, and observed that the cost of 
matenals and laboUl' had greatly increased durin_ recent years."

Catch pen floor to be cemented and enlarged, floor of dripping pen to 
be cemented also; all hurdles to be repaired. 

~r .. Doyle Is agreeable to carry out these repairs at his own ell:pense, 
but WIll SIgn no agreement with County Council.

As instructed by you, I have, in the short time at my disposal. 
assembled such data as is necessary to enable you to consider whether the 
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proposal, if carried out, would be a sound economic proposition and if it 
would be in the best interests of the Mental patients concerned and the 
Ra.tepayers who must contribute to the upkeep of the proposed Institution, 
to proceed with its erection. . 

For the purposes of my investigation, I visited the recently-establlshed 
Mental Hospital at Ardee, Co. Louth, which caters entirely for COlmty Louth 
Mental patients, and Mr_ John Sheehan of this Office visited one of the 
old-established institiltions of this type at Enniscorthy, which caters for 
similar patients from County Wexford. 

In company with the County EngiJ.1CJr , Mr. J. T. O'Byrne, and the 
GOlUlty Medical Officer of Health, I also inspected the disused workhouse 
premises at Shillelagh. Mr. O'Byrne's report, ~vith detailed estimated cost 
of reconstruction, etc., and plan of the Buildings at Shillelagh, together 
with Dr. Beckett's report there0l1, are ' attached. 

In presenting this Report, I am first setting out in tabulated form the 
required figures of costs, etc., and other statistical information, followed 
by explanatory memoranda of the various items making up these Tables.

Helting, etc., 
together with Residences of Resident Medical Super intendent an~ Steward5, 
as well as Outoffices, was arrived at by the County En'5ineer after he had 
made a surv.ey of the existing premises a t Shil'elagh. The cest of furnitur e 
and fitting/) (including utensils) was made up by compiling a com:l"te list 
of likely reqUirements, the prices being taken as \ fa r as pcssible fi'om 
the Trade List of the Combined Purchasing Sect ion ef the Local Govern-
ment Departtnent. . 

Land: As will be £een from Table V., each Mental Hespital in Eire 
farms land r '1ngil1g in quantity from 106 acres at Em!is, to 1,053 acres at 
Gran~egorllJ)atil! and Portrane. I am informed that suoh a practcce is n:1 
e~sential part of the treatment of Mental. Patients. I cb£erve:l in my 
il131,ection at Shillelagh that vel'y suita:ble land, to the extent of over 100 
acres, aujoil1ls the Institution. The situation of this land in re~ation to tl",e 
proposed new Institution appears to be ideal from the point of view of 
occupational Therapy and also from other viewpoints. \ 

Land Steward's House: To manage a farm. of th ;s extent, it is obviou£ly 
necessaliY that this employee should be provided with pt'oper livin1 acccm­
mcdation on the farm. 

Cost of Stocking La.nd and Cost of Farm Machillery a:d I:!lplemcnts : 
The costs in these cases appear high, but they were arrived at n .' rJsul ~ 
of observation at Enniscorthy and Ardee, and al'e . pr~ced at c:: r:' ~nt ccsts 
for livestock, machinery, etc. 

Incidental Expenses: 'The amount e;:timated under thG head is 
i.:1tended to cover such unforeseen items as inevitab:y ::\riEe i:J. :n:tiltin::: 
undertakings of this magnitude. I 

",RECEIPTS: It will be noted' that I have net t;:lken into a-coml ~, m~y 
estimatEd sum from Sweepstakes Funds, although, I am qu'ite EatiEfei that 
if the proposed Institution is appreved ef, a substantia l Gn:mt will be 
for thcoming, and in this case the annlia l chftl'ges fer L:'lan Rcpa~ ::-::,:t 
would be reduced as follows: -

The amount actually received by C(mnty Louth from th.is Fund wr.e"1 p':­
viding the Menml Hospital at Ardee· was £35.625. 

The figlire of £3.0,0.00. wm:ch is mest like1'\>' ua del'stat:,j re~resents the 
c~tiH1q,ted sum which is lik.elv to be recovel!ecl ' front Dublin County 8om:c' l 
and Dublin Corporation, as this County's sna re in the assets of the Gran:-e­
p;orman Mental Hcspital. After the decjl!ion ef Louth Cou nty CouClc'l to 
~ oceje from GrangeJorman District, a valuation of the Ccunty's share ef t:'e 
~ <~et s ef the I 'lstitut ion was made b", t wo firms of Valuers. viz.: Me!:~r3. ' 
Pl.t.t"!rsby and CD .. and Messrs. Corrigan al'ld Corrigan. A va~ Llatic n VlflS a l~o 
ll1'2ne by valuers nominate1 by the Local Gover 'lmen t Department.. The Award 
made was £32.666, but I wlderstand that the Louth Countv COUllCil was 
not g;ven details as to how this figure was arrived at. In deciding on 
t.h\s sum, the Minister informed the Council he had take!) into considention 
the assets in Buildings, lands, furnitur e, stock. etc .. the l 1t1.OUnt of outstan d­
ing loans, portion ef compensation in respect of the cessation of lhbil lt.ies. 
:md portion of the salariE's and em.oluments of existi;.1g officers, including 
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pen sion liabilities of such officers. On ,the separation, Wicklow's assets in 
r espect of Grangegorman ::md Portrane Mental Hospitals will, of Icourse 
pass to .the remaming Bodies, i.e., Dublin County Council a.nd Dublil; 
CorporatlOn, and the payment of the sum of £30,000, or whatever other SUlll 
IS . arl'lved at by the Department's valuers, will end any claims on the 
WlCklow County Council in respect of these Institutions, and will likewise 
end a~1Y clalms by us on th e assets of the remaining Bodies. 

. Regard ~ust also be had to the fact that as a result of the secession 
of County WlCklow a number of the Grangegorman · Officers will become 
redtmdant to the establishment, and any compensation for loss of Office 
or ~uperannuation resulting therefrom must be ch arged on the remaining 
Bodles. As I . have , stated above, the figure of £30,000 is probably consider. 
ably underestlmated, and I use it in order to avoid showing a favourable 
financial result on paper which migh t n.ot be justified by subsequent events. 

Loans: The balance m' the 'initial expend·iture, £75,000, must be found 
bv borrm~mg. The present rate at whicn mc;mey can be borrowed for 
Housmg IS 4;} %, repayment to be made on th e annuity system over 3i 
y.ears, anj for the pm'pose of these estimates I am anticipating that 
slmllar terms can be obtained. 

TABLE 11: This Table shows the estimated maximum Staff require· 
ments, and it should be specially noted that the remuneration shown 
r~Dre!:ents the maximum salaries which would eventually be reached by the 
f'<'ficers concernEd. The expenditure under this head in th.e first years oi 
the Institution's existence would probably be £1.500 less, by reason of the 
fact that it will take in nearly all cases ten years' increments to brin" 
officers' remuneration up to the figures given in this table. The nUl1;leric;1 
strength of the staff may also appear high, and · is, in fact, higher in 
comparison with all other Institutions except Grangegorman. If the hours 
ner week wOl'ked by attendants were placed at 56 as in the case of most 
Institutions. instead of 48 per week as worked ' in Grangegorman, the 
strength of the Staff given here could be reduced. It must be bome in 
mind that the Staffing of a Mental Hospital bears no relation whatever to 
-the Staff required for a County Home' or County Hospital. For instance. 
one patient with suicidal or homicidal tendencies might r equire an attendant 
constan tly, and the same observa.tion would apply to a highly-excited Cl' 
hysterical patient who might at times require even two attendants. 

The cost of the Roman Catholic Chaplain could be reduced to £ J(n 
were it not for the fact that, there being no Roman Catholic Church in 
Shillelagh-and consequeritly no Priest in residence there-a resident 
Chaplain would h::we to be wholly provided for.

The estimated figures of Expenditure, other than r epayment of Loans, 
aTe somewhat htgh, when compared with the figures of all other similar 
Institut ions except Grangeg_orman, for the year 1941, as shown on Table VI. 
These are the last available published figures for all Institutions. I have 
been able, however, to procu e the figures for Ardee and Grange~orman

County Wicklow would be in 1, much lllQl'e 
l1.dvantageous position in this respect than was County Louth. The figlll'e 
i ~. at the same time, higher than in the case of all other districts' excent 
IArdee. I must again repe'at here that expenditure under th is head will be

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reduced according to ·t he amount, if any, received from. Sweepstake F unds, 
aud by the amoun t, if any, in excess of the £30,000 set out by me on 
Table I as the amom1t likely to be l'ecelVed from Dublin COlmty COU,1C1I 
and Dublin Corporation. 

RECEIPTS: Receipts from P aying Patients in all District Mental 
. Hospitals are smprisingly lolV. Whether th is fact. indicates t hat Insanity 
is more prevalent amongst the poorer classes or that patients in a position 
to pay fol' their maintenance go, in g€·neral, to private Mental H'ospitals 
for treatment, l' cannot say at the moment. The figure £700 which r have 
given as likely tn be received under this head is arrived at by cG:11parison 
with the l'€',;01:ds of- other similar Institutions. 

Service P.atients: Under this head is included paymellts- from the 
British Ministry of' Pensions in respect of maintenance of ex-British Soldiers 
and. Sailors: The figm'e given is pro rata with r'eceipts obtainin~ in a!l 
District. Mental Hospitals. 

Government Grants in Aid of P.ersons of Unsound Mind-Receipts 
under this head represent payments made by the Government on, a pe·r 
capita. basis imder Section 58 of the Local Government (Ireland) Act, 1898. 
The amount under this head can be estimated with a fair degree of 
accura cy. . 

Profit;. ·on Farm: The figm'e given here is, at the best, a pious hope. 
No person under the present uncertain conditions could . attempt an 
estim.a.tE.' of the profits of a Farll1l a year· in advance. The farm is necessar.y, 
apart froin the point of view of Occupational Therapy, to produce such 
vegetables as cannot at all times readily be purchased in lar ge quantities, 
such as Potatoes, Cabbage, Carrots, Turnips, etc. ill arriving at the figure 
given, I h ave been guided solely by the accounts available under this head 
fcr other Institutions in relation to past years. 

The nett effect of the farm transaction as shown on· this table is 
that £1,440 worth of vegetables and cereals, for consumption in the 
Institution, will- be produced at a cost of £940,. leaving. £ 500. clear profit. 

ThE.' total expenditure is therefore estimated . at £25,103. The total 
Receipts are estimated at £4,250, and the nett. alIDual ' cost, therefore, is 
£20,853, or £65 3s. 4d. per patient. 

This 'figure represents a charge on t he Rates of. County Wicklow of 
Is. 4d. in the £, as compared with Is. 10}d. at present levied in r espect of 
the mail-rtenance of County Wicklow patients in the Grangegorman Mental 
Hospital. 

TABLE IV. On this Table I have shown the comparative costs as 
between the Ardee Mental Hospital and, the GrangeJorn1'1n Mental Hospital 
for nine financial yeai1i end.ed on 31st. March, 1943, From tl:!ese figlU'es 
may be gauged the strugg!e of the County Louth Institution to justify the 
action of the Louth County Council in. seceding fmm, the Grangegorman 
District. From this effort can be learned an. invaluable lesson by any 
County which contemplates following. Louth~s example. The major diffic,ul­
ties which had to be encountered by the County Louth Authorities migl1t 
be summE!'d up in a very brief history . of. its first , years of. existence. The 
building, which was completed in 1933, and is ver,y moderll in deSign, was 
constructed with Belgian brick, and is flat mofed. The plans, which were 
those of an English architect, were selected· in a~ · open competition for 
Architects. Whether due to faulty constnlCtion or faulty materials, the 
building did not give satisfact.ion and .. in, fact, £15,000 h ad to be spei1t . on 
repairs to the building while. it was not. yet ten years old. Quite a large 
number of expensive nece.3sary items and improvements apparently over­
leoked Cl' omitted in the first instance had. to be pmvided afterwards. The 
total cost of the building, including eq!J,ipment, was more than £1'71:000 .. of 
which £100,000 was borrowed from t.he Commissioners- of Public Works, and 
at least three-quarters of this £100,000· was- bor·rowed when .. the rate of 
interest was at its very highest point; Le., 5~%, hence the very heavy loan 
charges as compared with other Mental' Hospitals. Loan charges in the 
case. of the Institution at Ardee, wh ich are the highest in Eire, according 
to the last published returns, averaged £19 lls, Id. per patient· as against 
Grangegorman, which was the next highest, at £T 15s. 5d. per· {:latient.

The huge boilers in connection with the central heating of the Institution, 
originally constructed· for the consumption of oil fuel , had to be converted 
to burn turf and logs. When commencing operations, the only land 
attaching to the Institution was the five acres' on which th e buildings stood. 
The present farm of 314 acres was since purchased in t he open market 
in several lots. The only outoffices available were those attached to Ol1e of 
the parcels of land of 40 acres. Aft~n: the purchase of one piece of land, 
a Bridge costing over £1,100 had to be constructed in order to obtain access 
to the land purchased. These are only a few of the many difficulties whicll 
h ad to be surmounted and sHch were, doubt!ess, inevitable in view of the 
fact that no Hospita l of this nature had been provided in ' Eire for over 
40 years. It is only in the last few years ' that the Ardee Institution has 
found its feet, so to speak, and it seems very crerlitable to the Managemen t 
that in th e last financial year it came 9th in the list of the 18 Mental 
Institutions in expenditure, excluding Loan Repayments, and even including 
its heavy commitments in this respect, it has beaten Grangegorman by 
£18 18s. 10d. in the amount of th eir average almual costs per patient 
treated. . 

TABLE V. In this Table is shown the quantity of Land attached to 
each District Mental Hospital and the manner in which it is being used. 

TABLE VI. This Statement shows the total Expenditure and t he 
average annual cost per patient under the heads-Repayment of Loans and 
Expenditure other than Repayment of Loans in respect of the year to 31st 
March, 1941. These are the latest published figures. It will be noted from 
this Statement that even at that date Grangegorman Mental Hospital cost 
v.ery much more to run than any other similar Institution in Eire. 

TABLE VII. This Table, which gives the Total Expenditure and 
average costs in respect of the County Home, Rathdrum, County Hospital, 
Wicklow, and District Hospital, Ba.ltinglass, during the year to 31st March 
last, is not of any help for the purpose of comparison with the expenditure 
of a Mental Hospital. As stated earlier, the Staff required for the latter 
is quite different and, in addition, the Loan Requirements now in existence 
in respect of the County Institutions are very small. Even the items Food 
and Fuel would differ entirely, both as regards type ' and cost. 

After having given you the relevant estimated figure.:; in relation to 
the setting up of a Mental Hospital on the site of the old Workhouse 
Buildings at Shillelagh, and similar figures relating to 'other Mental 
Hospitals in Eire, together with explanatory Memoranda in connection 
therewith, there is very little more of a helpful nature which I can usefully 
add. When compared with the Tables of Expenditure in other Mental 
Hospitals (Grangegorman excepted) the figures given for the .proposed 
County Wicklow Inst itution appear high, but, notwithstanding this, they 
are much below those of Grangegorman. 

It is also to be borne in mind that the cost to Colintv Wicklow give!! 
in this R eport , in so far as it relates to the Grangegorman Ment al Hospital. 
refer to an average daily number of 280 patients, while the estimated 
expenditure, etc., relating to the proposed Oounty Wicklow ,Institution 
refers to an average number of 320 patients. 

The difference, as is explained in the Report, is in respect ef 40 Ment.al 
patients at present in the County Home, the cost of whose maintenance the 
County Home would be saved. 

In view of the ract that the Grangegorman Authorities have been 
considering the provision of additional accommodation for some 800 pati~nts, 
the proposal to establish a Mental Hospital in County Wick'ow .for patIents 
from this County may be deemed to be worthy of mature conslderatlO~ . . 

I have to express my thanks for the help in compiling the Stailstlcs 
and other aseful data in this Report to Dr. T .

In the company of Mr. T.. By.rne, Assistance and Hea lth Sections! 
Rathdrum, and Mr. J. T. O'Byrne, County Engineer, I to·day inspected the 
disused workhouse at Shillelagh with a view to ascertaining the practicability 
of converting it into a Mental Hospital. . . . . 

The building is well situated about a quarter of a· mIle outSIde 
Shillelagh, on a site of about twenty acres, and faces south-east. 

I t is a well-built structure of the County Home type. The walls, 
which are stone, are in good repair , and parts of the slated roof are good. 
1\ number of the floors appear to be sound, but many of the internal fixtures 
have been removed. 

I believe it would be possible to convert it for use as a Mental Hospital, 
but I am not competent to form an opinion as to the cost, which would 
be considera ble. 

It would accommodate at least 350 or 400 patients, I think. M.!!,ny 
of the windows would have to be enlarged and lower~d. 

There is a disused Fever Hospital on an adjoining site which has four 
large wards and out-offices. This could, perhaps, be used for housing the 
staff of the Mental Hospital. ~ 

There is no building suitable for ·tpe Resident Medical Officer, and 
one would have to be built. 

It would also be n ecessary ' to acquire approximately 100 acres of land 
fo:' m:e as a farm, and for the treatment of patients by outdoor work. 
Suitable land adjOins the building. . 

The entrance building could be used as an Office.

In accordance with yom instructions, I visited the old Workhouse 
Buildings at Shillelagh to investigate the feasibility and cost of reconstruct­
ing the old Workhouse buildings for ase as a Mental Hospita l for County 
Wicklow. I was accompanied by Dr. G_ P. G. Beckett, County M.O.H., . and 
Mr. Thomas Byrne, Chief AdmLl'listrative Officer, Public Health Section, 
Rathdrum. 

We insoecteCl. the buildings very thoroughly and both the COlmty 
M.O.H. and be Administrative Officer gl!>ve me the full benefit of their 
ideas and proposals from each of their pOints of view. I measured th e 
buildin gs and a ttached is ' a block "plan (not to exact scale) of the lay-out 
of the main structure. The external and most of the internal walls are in 
very fair .condition. The buildings are of the .substant ial type representative 
of old Workhouse Buildings. A very conSIderable amount of damage, 
however has been done to the roofs and timber work and about seven-
eighths of the roof would have to be str ipped and re-laid. . 

A considerable amount of alterations and reconstruction work intern­
ally would be necessary to adapt the apartments to the reqUirements, but 
I am of the opinion that the buildi:lgS are suitable for this purpose. The 
bnildings are situated about one mile from the Railway Station and the 
main tnmk road running from Tullow, County Carlow, through Shillelagh 
to Gorey in County Wexford, is about half-a-mile distant. 

It will be necessary to extend the E.S.B. supply from the nearest point 
a t Cm'new to Shillelagh; water supply and sewerage purification plants will 
have to be constrUcted. 
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I appe:ld herewith my estimate of the proposals in so far as my 
Departmel'~t IS concerned, but I desire to make it clear that these figures 
are. ~ent~tlve only~ ~lthol~gh fairly accurate, having regard to the present 
positIOn m the bUlldmg situation.

The Chairman exercised h is 
privilE:'6e and gave a Casting Vote in favour of the Motion, which he t h ere­
upon declared to have been passed by 8 Votes For to 7 Against. 

The County Manager, in answer to a question, stated that he regretted 
exceedingly he would have t o refuse to give effect, to the terms of the 
Resolution. In explanation he submitted that in the-area of another Local 
Authority in th e County he had found two Resolutions of a similar character 
ill the Minutes of that Local Authority and consequently he did not put 
the appropriate Act into operation by increasing t he Rates on the Small 
Dwellings in tha t par ticular area. He (County Manager ) read the followin6 
paragraph from the Auditor's Report to the Minister for Local Government 
and Public Health 011 his audit of t he Accounts of that particular Local 
Authority: 

.• Attention has previously been directed to th e fact that 
Sc:tion 9 of the Local Government (Rates on Small Dwellings ) 
Act , 1928, has not been complied with. The County Manager 
informed me that this is in accordance with the desire of the 
Council. The implement ing of this Section is a Managerial 
function and it is the duty of the Manager to comply with 
the law." 
In the face of that the County Manager submitted that it was 

unreasonable to request h im to operate' the Resolution which had now been 
passed on the casting vote of the Ch all' man, and, fmther, to do so would 
be diametrically opposed to the provisions of Section 9 of the Local 
GC'iernment (Rates on Small Dwellings) Act, 1928. 

The Council gave instructions that in future nothing was to appear 
on the Agenda to the effect that · a Deputation would be received by the 
County Council unle53 and until the County Council h ad at a previous 
meeting consented by a majority to receive such or any deputation. 

The County Manager submitted the following dOCUlnent which he had 
caused to be circulated to the Tenant of every Cottage owned by the 
County Council: 
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WICKLOW COUNTY COUNCIL. 
LABOURERS' COTTAGES 

TO EACH TENANT: 
The County Manager desires to caU the attention of aIJ cottage 

tenants to the following facts: 
Cl ) That the outlay on cottages in respect of repayment of loans, 

cot tage repairs, etc., exceeds the total amount of cottage rents 
by £13,670. 

(2) That this loss represents over £5 per cottage and necessitates 
the impOSition of 13td. in the £ on the Rates. The greatest 
suffe1'ers as a result of increased rates are the cottage tenants 
themselves, particularly the good tenant who cares for his hOllse 
as though it were his own. 

(3) That witb comparatively few exceptions cottages occupied by 
the same family for many years and who have earned the names 
of .. good pays" require the least repairs. There are mallY cases 
where repairs at a cost to the rates have not been carried out 
for more than 25 years, yet the cottages are in first-class repair. 

(4) Tha t with few exceptions the most costly repairs are in t.he 
cases where notices to quit have to be served or where posseSSion 
has to be taken up for non-payment of rent. It invariably 
happens that t.he bad pay always occupies a badly kept house. 

(5) That the heavy loss to the Rates on cottages adversely affects 
the provision of future labourers' cottages in the COWIty, which 
in some areas are still so badly needed. 

(6) That under the present war conditions materials for the repair 
of cottages have, apart from the difficulty in procuring them, 
n ;':lched almost prohibitive - prices. Timber can only be bought 
under licence, and paint in large quanti t ies is difficult to procure. 

In the Circumstances set out above, the County Manager appeals to 
all cottage tenants to take the utmost care of their houses, i.e., to keep 
them c!ea n, well-aired and to remedy small defects themselves, when these 
first occur, remembering the old adage- " A stitch in time saves nine." Do 
not call on the general ratepayer to remedy every little defect found i:l 
your house. Do it yow'self while it is still small, and save the Rates pounds 
later on. 

Treat the cot tage as though it were YOUI' own, always remembering 
that, except for some very grave reason, the cottage will remain ill yoUI' 
pOEsession, and in that of your children and your children's children, as 
~ong as the rent is paid and the other simple conditions of theA Letting 
Agreement adhered to.

So far as Greystones itself is concerned, our Engmeer reports:­
seats and Shelters.-PubEc shelters are badly needed 111 thiS resort . 

There is 'at present one smaiJ> shelter on the South l:!each whi.ch has a COl'--. 
rugate'd iron roof, but no side walls and which .glv~s a ne'!,liglbl'e ·amount. of 
shelter to a very small number of people. Concrete shelters for dressmg 
and protect ion from rain should be built along the strand and near the ' har­
bour and in addition one QJ' two could be placed along the Marme Road : to 
give reasonable protection without being in any way eyesores or detractmg 
from the vie'';' from ·the houses along this road. A large number of seats 
have been erected by the Board of Health and have proved a useful amel1lty 
to the resort. . 

Public Lavatories,-One small lavatory has been built near the strand 
and another one, in bad condition, near the Harbour. These facilities are ' 
entirely inadequate for the resort Greystones is ~ikelY to become w~thll1 a 
few years. I would suggest the necessity for a much larger lavatory .elther 
East or West of the railwav line near the arch which at present gives access 
to the strand. This could ' drain to the stream ftowip'g thl:ou~h Kiliincarrig 
House -grounds which itself carries the effluent from the Hotel sewer~ge · 
works through a culvert which term.jnates below low water. Another large 
lavatory placed near the Ha,rbour I also consi~er essential. These would., of 
course, be of the combined type, 

'Car Pal'ks.-There are no formal car parks in Greystones and little 
difficulty has arisen so far on this account, due to the large number of open 
spaces in front of. hotels, etc. At the same time I consider provision sh(:mld 
be made for two, one to the North and one to .th e South of the town. Various 
sites are available for the fOl'Iner , which is uot so important, but for tae latt~r 
I would suggest part of the area between the 'dr:ve to Kiliincarrig House and 
the railway line. , 

Public Park.-Burnaby Park, oPPo»ite the railway station, covering 
about, 4 acres, is private property (owned by the Burnaby Estate), though in 
practice it is used as a public park and' a right-of-way exists as shown on 
the map. I believe the Estate would be prepared to present t.his to the Board 
of Health or to any development body provided no buildings were erected 
that would be likely to interfere with the value of houses frontin!l' on it, and 
in which, of course, the Estate is vitally interested

The new survey 'Of Bray Head indicates that the road is deterioratin~ 

at a very rapid rate and our Engineer sees no pos~ibility of stabilising the 
path between the Look-out Post and Greystones. He examined ,the possibility 
of swinging the path inland and even though ' I feel sure your County SUl'­
veyor has reached more or less the same conclusions, t.he report, of which I 
enclose a copy, wm be of interest to you as reoresen ting an outside viewpoint 
on the matter. Apart from the difficulty of " consent " fencing is bound to 
be tp,e main expe~lse of this work and in view of its small labour conten t 
you may have some qualms about the propriety of including it in an Employ­
ment Scheme, but I thiilk the over-riding consideration in this part;.cular 
case should be the desirability of preserving this nat ional attraction for our 
visitors in the future.

If this man has worked a, full week and 
Saturday happens to be wet,- making it impossible to work on that day, he 
would be entitled to 5l days, provided he turns up on 'the Saturday at 'the 
appointed time and place, If he fails to turn up on a wet Saturday he is 
,entitled to only 5 days. If most of the week is genel:ally wet the rule is that 
he is not paid the full day for Saturday unless he ' has worked at leaSt on the 
Thlll'sday and Friday impIediately preceding, 

With regard to the casual worker, he also is employed for 48 hours per 
week. 'He falls into line on the same conditions as the quasi-permanent 
worker so long as he is continuously engaged during the week, But uSllally 
this· class of worker should not be engaged .on a Sa,turday at all, 

In any event, in my opinion the question is not one upon which a 
definite ruling d.n be made owing to the changes in weather conditions, and 
if · any such rule were attempted it might defeat the interests both of the 
County Council and the road worker himself, 

I think the best solution to the ploblem is to leave the matter in the 
hands . of the Assistant Surveyors and more directly with the Overseers, who 
will decide on the merits of each case with all due reason and fair play, and 
if there is any specific complaint in this regard it should be referred to me 
for consideration and investigation with the County Manager.

PROPOSED ALLOTMENT SCHEME UNDER THE LABOURERS' ACTS. 
Under Section 3 of the Labourers (Ireland) Act, 1892, the maximum 

quantity of land which may be provided and attached to any cottage is one 
acre; consequently any ~cheme promoted to provide ac.i.ditional la:ld attached 
to cottages could only apply to cottages with an allotment of less than one 
acre, and the quantity of land to be provided could only be such quantity 
as would be required to bring the orie;ina! sIte up ,to one acre, ill ~xtent. 
These additional allotments WOUld, of course, be alway;;; at the d!sposal of 
the tenant for the time being of the cottage. , 

About three years ago the late Board of Heal~h contemplated promoting 
a scheme of this nature, but the Governmen t would not ad1(ance a loan for 
this pUl"pose. The National Bank was aIm approached, but with negative 
results also.

Under the Acquisjtion of Land (Allotments) Acts, 1926 and 1934, parcels 

of land may be acquired on lease or by purchase in Urban Areas, or adjacent 
to village;;; and towllS in the Rural Area, and , let out in allorments marked, 
but not fenced ,to agricultUl"al laboUl"ers in such vi!Jages and towns for the 
pUl"pose· of cultivation of crops for themselves and their families. The allottee 
in this case need not · necessa.rily be the tenant of a labourer 's cottage. In 
the 1941/ '42 season, the iate Board of Health invited by public advertisement 
appUcations for allotments under this Act, but the response, exceot in Tina. 
h ely, Aughrirn, Baltingla~s and Greysto!'es, was disapPointing, jn fact these 
were the only places where the scheme was operated dnring this season. 
In the 1942/'43 season the County Manager also invited applications by public 
adverti:;:ement, but the remIt was even more disap!Jointln~; no applications 
from either TInahely or Aughrirn were received, where the scheme operated 
the year before; consequently Greystones might be said to be the only town 
for which there was even a small demand for t hese allotments. 

I do not know the price per acre which would be expected for land or 
lease for, say, one or tln'ee years, for a !:cheme under this head. These facts 
should be borne in mind b:v the Council in considerin". anv recommendation 
to the Co~mty Manager to prorp.ote .a scheme of additional allotments whether 
under the LaboUl"ers' Acts or lmder the Acquisition of Land (Allotments) Act. 

In the case of additional half-acres, I sb9uld make it clear that the 
pricequoted, Le., £30 per acre, seems to be the_average paid for land under 
the Labourers' Acts from 1933 to 1939, and may bear no relation to the pre­
sent price of land. The same remarks apply to the prlce of £15 per plot 
for fencing,which may have also increased.

1. I am directed by the Minister for the Co-ordination of Defensive 
MeasUl'es to state that, in the light of the position ind~cated. herein, it would 
appear that t:1e responsibilities of the local authority for County Wicklow 
in regard to functions tmder the A.R.P. Act. 1939, may not be fully realised 
by the Wicklow County Council. 

2. Under the A.R.P. Act the authority responsible for the preparati:ll1 
and organisation of an A.R.P. scheme for the Couniy of Wicklow i'5 the 
County Council. The fact that the Council may fil1.:t. it neCfe3ary to devolve 
some of the organisational work to other bodies .e.g .. the Local Securil y Force 
or th Red Cross Society. does not remove from the local authoritv its statu­
tory responsibility for oi'ganising and supervising the opera Lion of its A.R P. 
Services. In this connection I am Lo refer to the matters speCified beneath. 

3. CO-operation with LOcal Security Force.- The arrangements under 
which the co· operation of the Local Security Force might be secured. and 
the conditions which should attach to this co-operation, were clearly in­
dicated on the occasion of a discussion between representatives of this De­
partment and officers of vour authoritv on the 16th January, 1942. A coPy 
of the report of the. discussion was sent to you on 19/1/'42. In addition, the 
arrangements under which the Local Security Force might be asked to pro­
vide personnel for the A R.P. Fire Fighting Service and the peace time fire 
service were indicated in a Circular instruction (reference 463/ 43) of the 
4th February. 1943, i. UE'd by the Department of Local Government and 
Public Health at the reauest of tllis Department. 

4. Auxiliary Fire Service (A_R.P. Scheme) .-The Minister is concerned 
to learn from reports from its Officers, that a very unsatisfactory position 
exists in relation to the Auxiliary Fire Service :11 County Wick'ow owing to 
the fact that the County Engineer. who has been made responsible by the 
County Council for the organisation of the service, is a member of the Local 
Defence Force. It will be realised that. -hould Circumstances arise, in which 
the AUxiliary Fire Service would be required fm' A.R.P. duties, the same cir­
cumstances might also render it necess!lry for the County Engipeer to take 
up duty with thE' Local Defence Force. In such circumstances the Auxiliary 
Fire Service would be left without its operational leader and director. The 
Minister desires accordingly that steps should be taken to apnoint a suitable 
Officer without commitments to any other service who would be responsible 
to the local authority for the organisation and operation of the Auxiliary Fire Service. 
. 5. Peace Tim_e Fire ervice.-There appears also to- be some confusion 
m regard ·to arrangements to be made wfth the LOcal Securitv Force for the 
operation of the normal peace-time firefightiug arrangements' in the county. 
The: memoranqum issued by the Department of Local c;QVt;r~~nt a.nQ 
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Public Health on the 4th February, 1943, indicates the arrangemen~ which 
may be made in this respect. The matter is primarily one for the Depart­
mimt of Local Government and Public Health. The reason for reference to 
it by this Department is the circumstances disclosed in a letter dated 2nd 
July, 1943, addressed by Mr. J. Byrne of the Office of the Wicklow' Board of ' 
Health and Public Assistance, to District Staff Officer Watson of the Local 
S'ectihty Force, Shankill. Mr. Byrne's letter, in the main, would seem to deal 
wfth arrangements made by the local authority for the instruction and train ' 
iIrg of the l,ocal Security ' Force in' peace time firefighting. It g-ives, however, 
tile impression that the arrangements form part of the A.RP. scheme which, 
of c'ourse, is incorrect. InCidentally, it, would appear that specific arrange­
ments in the matter were made by the Wicklo,w Board of Health without 
ha'v'fng secured in advance the co-operation of the Local Security Force. 

6. Training.-Notwithstanding several requests, proposals have not yet 
Deen 'received in this Department from you with regard to exercises for your 
ARP. services. In this connection I . am to refer to your application of the 
21'st ultimo for authority to compiy with a request from the Local Security I 

Force to allow the Auxiliary Fire Service equipment to be utilised in an 
exercise being organised by the Local Defence Force. The particulars of 
the proceedIngs. of the co-ordinating. committee enclosed with your letter of 
the 27th ultimo have been noted. In the 2.osence of an indicatIon from 
you as to the nature of the exercise, in so far as i~ affects t he ARP. ser­
vice§?, and an expression of your opinion as t o the possible utility of the 
exercise from 'the AR.P.· viewpoint, the Minist.er is not in a position ' to ap .. 
prove of the request in yom·letter · of 21st ultimo. " . 

7. In conclusion, I 'am to state that the Minister des'ires' that the fol­
lowing matters should be cle'arly understood by your local authority and that 
the 'officials concerned Should be instructed and act accordingly:-

(i) Under the A.RP. Act, 1939, the responsibility for t·he organisation 
and operation of A.RP. service . in the county ' rests statutorily 
on the local authority:

These officers 
should have no commitments to any other ~ervice , e.g., the L.D.FJ 
wllich would interfere with their duties under the ARP. Scheme.

Force . or th~ ' Irishl,~ed ,pross, Sq~iety is ·secureq. in or~e,:r to enable 

, the AR.P. scheme to be implemented, arr.angemen.ts for this ' as­
sistance will be made in the manner already indicated . by the 
Department of Defen<;e. . 
The organisation of A.RP. training and exercises is at all time~ 
the pri.me responsibility of the County -Council acting through 
its nominated Officers, and no training which has not' 'a definite 
value -to the A.RP. services will be undertaken: 
The responsibilities of local authority under the. Fire Bri.g-ades Act, 
1940, are a separate matter entirely from the obligat ions on them

With reference to yours of 29th ultimo and previous correspondenc:) 

addressed to you by the Air Raid Precautions Branch of the Department' 
of Defence and to which you request 'me to reply, I beg to offer the follow-
ing observations:- --

L The Department points out that the i'esponsibilities of ' the Local 
Authority under the ARP. Act: 1939, may be not -fully realised by the Wicklow 
County CounciL I think the Qouncil fully appreciate the pOSition, ):Jut un­
fortunately there has been all along a disappointing attitude on 1.he par t of 
1he Public generally. You will be aware of the appeals made t ime and again 
since 1941 for recruits for the Fire, Decontamination and Rescue Services and 
the negative response: were it not for the disciplined members of the Local 
Security Force there would not "now be even the sma l.! personnel available. 

2. The Department of Defence states that the fact that the Council 
may , find it necessary to devolve some of the organisatio~al .work t.() other 
Bodies, . e.g., the L.S.F., &c., does not remove from , the Loca l Authority its 
statutory responsibility for organiSing and' supervising the operations of its 
A.RP. Services. The only- r eason that the Council found it necessary to 
c111 in dtner Bodies as indicated· was that we tried and failed to g-et recruits 
outside those organised Bodies so that i.t teok' .all reasonable steps with due 
regard to its statutory responsibility. 

3. The Department refers to a disCussion which took place in January, 
1942, between its representative::; and officers of your Authorit y: a repor t of 
which was sent you on 19/ 1/ '42, dealing with the arrangements. under which 
the co· operation of the Local Security Force might be secmed. A circular 
ipstruction (re!. 463/4~) of ·the. 4th February, 1943~ was issued by the Depart · 
ment of Local Government ani PubUc Health . It was felt that theEe in­
s tructions encouraged the closel' co-operation with the L S.F. which was the 
only personnel to come forward and offer ltE services. 

4. A reference i~ made in th e. Department's communicati.on to you with 
regard to my position as County Engineer and that having- been made re· 
sponsible by the County Council for. the organisation of t.h e Services in 
County Wicklow, I 'am at the sam!=! time a member of the Local Defence 
Force. I hold the responsible position of Area Engineer to. the East. Wicklow 
Command of the Organisation and I was associated with the Force since its 
initiation It if: not suggested by the Department of Defence that. I should 
resign m:l' pOSition as L.D.F. Officer and it -wouI'd not be right that I should 
,do so. The Minister , however, pOints out" th~t should circumstances arise 
in which the Auxiliary Fire Service would be required for ARP. duties, the 
same circumstances might also render it necessary for the Countv En"ineer 
to take up duty .with the Local, Defence Force and. i t is sug<:,ested' that" steos 
should be , taken to appoint a suitable officer for the operation of the A.F:S. 
Without commitments to a.ny other Service. . 

.U:nder the Scheme adopted by the Wicklow County Council for the 
o!gamsmg .of A.RP., and confirmed at the Conferences held in 1941 and 1942, 
It was arranged that .tl).e· County Suryeyor should be the responsible offi'cer 
With the assistance of the District_ -Engineers in . their respective areas. I 
find that at one of these discussioI)s,_ according: to' the Minutes; the County 
Commissioner stated that in the 'case of Arklow Town the organi5il1~ of 
A.RP. was to be directly under the control of the. Town Surveyor, Mr. J. P. 
~afIrey, RE. , who was then Hving in Aughrim, but who subseouentlv moved 
mto residence in Arklow. Mr. CafIre.., has in fact been in chatge of the 
A.RP. Services in Arklow in accordance with my instructions UD to date 
lmt l).e a,l~Q ~91g~ a pqsitiQI1 in th~ '~.Q.~.. . - - - " .... 0 • ,

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In Wicklow Town I, the County Surveyor, assumed direct personal re­
sponsibility for the A.F.S., Rescue and Decontamination Squa.ds, and you 
will be aware of the difficulties which had to be overcome .1.D orgamsmg 
these. On the appointment of the new Assistant County Surveyor, Mr. A. 
N. Dillon; he was insti'ucted by me to take on the training of the Rescue 
and Decont3.minatioh Squads in Wicklow Town and he has done so, whilst 
at the same time I continue to gIve my personal attention to the training 
'of the Fire Squad with the great assistance of Mr. Richard Kavanagh, our 
Cle~'k of Works ' and D.S.0.8, Local Security Force. . 

I suggest that there is no reason why I as County ' Surveyor and ap­
pointed officer for training should not . continue to act as technica,.l. Adviser 
and Supervisor for the organising of the A.R.P. Se!Tices (Rescue, Decon­
tamination and FIre-fighting) in the towns of Wicklow and Arklow and that 
officers to be approved and , appointed by the County Counc!l who would 
organise these Services under my instructions should be (a) Wicl>clow Town" 
Mr. A. N. Dillon, B.E., Assistant County Surveyor, and (b) Arklow Town, Mr. 
J. P. Caffrey, B.E., Assistant County Surveyor and Town Surveyor. 

5 . . The Depa.ltment's communication to you refers to aUeged confusion 
in regard to ' arrangements to be made with the Local Security Force for 
operation of the normal peace-time fire-fightingW in the County. This part 
of the correspondence does not appear to be one to which any reply is called 
for from me, and I presume is being dealt with by your Office at Rathdrum. 

6. With regard to proposed exercises for A.R.P. Sel:vices the Depart­
ment states that proposals have not yet been received from you in this con­
nect ion. At ·the same time the latter goes on to point out that an applica­
tion under this heading was recei.ved from you asking th~t the A.F.S. equip, 
ment be. utilised in an exercise being organised by tJ:le Local Defence Force. 
It is stated that in the absence of an indication from vou af. to the nature 
of the exercise in so far as it affects the A.R.P. Services, and .an expression 
of your 'opinion as-to the possible utility of the exercise, the Mipjster was not 
in a position ·to approve of the request. This, in my opinion, is still another 
example of the difficulties under whicp we are working. If the Local Defence 
Force come together and organise training manoeuvres surely .there is no 
reason why any permiSSion should be necessary from the Department of De- ' 
fence to use this equipment or the3e Services if the apPOinted officers, after 
due considerati.on, believe ' that the exercises 'Nill be valuable from the train­
Ing point of view. 

. 7. ' Fina.ily, the Departmentpoints out that in respect of each head of 
the approved A.R.P. Scheme, Le., Fi.i·e-fighting, Casulty, Rescue and Decon'­
tamination, a responsible officer of the Local 'Authority will be l1,ominated 
who will have the duty of organising and operating each Service.. I do not 
think that the Department of Defence realise our difficulties whilst at the 
same time it asks us t.o realise our responsibilities. We have. not available 
sufficient responsib'e officers capable either in the matter of training. or 
per.';onality who are .suitable for these. Dositiol13. The Local Securitv 'Force 
appoint their own offcers over each Squad in accordance with my approval. 
I consider that faciHties should be giv.en to such officers whether employees 
of the Local Authority or .not to receive su.itable and adequate training. The 
only officers trained in this aTea for A.R.P. arrangements are 0) Mr. J . P. 
C&ffrey, Arklow, in Decontamination ; (2) Mr. Myles Redmond, Arklow, in . . 
F ire-fighting; (3) Mr. A Finlayson, Contractor , W:ck10w, in Decontaminac 
tion. This training ought to be given in conjunction with A.R.P. Exercises 
in Dublin.
