. I submit Statement Explanator y of the figures which will be placed 
before you in the form of Estimate to be considered at your Meet ing to be 
held on 14th instant. I do not propose to enter into any elaborate explana­
tion at this stage, but I shall be glad to give YOU any possible information 
you may require when conSidering the Estimates a·t your Meeting. 

There are just a few poInts to which I would like to draw your attention: 
GRANGEGORMAN MENTAL HOSPITAL. 

The amount demanded for the coming year is £31,093, being £38 less 
than last year. You will , however , r ecollect that in last year's Estimate there 
was a very big increase (approximately £5,797) over that of the prevlOUS year. 

ROADS. 
Already you have had an opportunity of examining the figures sub­

mitted in the County ' Survey'or's Scheme",ior Road Maintenance, etc., and 
you, p.ave decided upon items in that Scheme. The only f!.gures in the Ro~ds 
Section of the Estimates to which I would, th erefore, dll'ect your attentlOn 
are certain items to be brought to credit. These items include provision 
made last year for t he raiSing of two loans for the r epau' of bridges and 
gUllets on Main and County Roads: t he cost as raised last year being-Ma.in 
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Roads £642; .county Roads £847., You will, . however, .recollect that these Loans 
have been renewed. in' the approved" Road. Works. Sc/:1.€me· for the coming year, 
so that the amounbs to 'be' ra.ised 1'0~' this purpose are ba.lanced by, the two 
entries on the credit side of ·the.'E&1limates. Thel:e a1' . several ottler small 
credits received from estimated· ·une!q)ended balances in t he cunent year. 

" GE~ERA:V ·P"R.pOSES. 
Gene~"any speabllg' there~ is "no ;iBcl'ease .of _,imp(;n:tance' in the estimate 

of expenditure- now -submitted under the heading .General Purposes. You 
will, now.ever, ooserve'·that the e~penditUl'e under the head·jng ," Reform3it~ry 

. and Industrial Schools ':. has been increased from .£1,123 to· £2,318. This ,has 
been- occasioned by' the increased c0ntributions payable to th'e'. Institutions 
not only for the coming " year , but also fol' the ' current year: £500 ' of 'the 
amount entered covers a deficit for the current year. 1 

I have agaIn ~neluded a -Loan , for the provisioN., of additionalli· office 
accommodation at a cost of £1l33 ' in the first year, but you will obser,v.e that 
a similar amount raised 'for th1s purpose- last year is now brbught .to< credit 
under the heading of ·receipts. . 

I have included- the'~sum of £~30 · for additiona.l- cost of clerical staff 
under the office re'organisation <Scheme st:lbmittea by me ·to the- Department. 

Last year the sum of £550 was raised· in the rates 'fOl' theunurnose 'of 
providing the salary of ·the-l1ew Secretary to be apPOinted . . No lexpei1dtture 
took place under this heading; and'the ' amount ·is now brought; t<!I .credit. 

INTEREST, 'ON OVERDRAFT.

beds), which caters for all such Fever Cases (as far as bed accommodation 
permits) , arising in North, South, and East Wicklow. Fever Cases from West 
Wicklow are sent to the new Fever Hospital at. Naas, Co. Kildare. The ,es­
timated expeI1diture fpr the servilie. of .these Instit4tions durin~ the comi.n·3 I 
financial year is placEitl at '£22,929, fas_ again~t £21,231 in respect of the cur­
rent year. The present indications are that' the prqvisiO!l made in this year 
will be entirely insufficient. The increase of £798 is intended to provide 
against the ever-increasing costs of all classes of foods used in these In­
stitutions, and also for increases in the salaries of certain officers in respect 
of Emergency bonuses ; increased costs of clothing, etc. The upward trend 
in costs 6f maintenance of patients in these Institutions is illustrated bv the 
following table which gives average weekly costs per patient in r espect of 
food, fuel and light. washing and cleaning, a11d clothing and beddine" for each

HOME ASSISTANCE.-The Public Assistance Act, 1939, charges the 
County Manager with the responsibility for assisting persons who: (a) being 
permanently disabled by infirmity of mind or body are unable to maintain 
themselves or their dependents; or (b) being disabled by infirmity ariSing 
from 010 age are unable to maintain themselves or their dependents.-

. Each case must be thoroughly investig'atea by the County Manager. 
through the Assist~nce Officers, before a weekly allowance of Home Assistance 
is granted. All cases receiving ' Home Assist.ance must be reviewed bv the 
Manager at least once in every three montlls, The prOVision of £19,000 from 
Rates in respect of the current year is likely to be overexpended by at least 
£1.200. Altbough individual allowances have in no case been increased by 
anything apnroaching figures to cOl'l'espond with the increases in the -m'ices 
of food and c'othinlS. such increases as hnve been made were unavofdable 
and they result in the e:stimate<;i over-expenditure above referred to. For the

In respect of the ~(!lU'rent finanCIal year I 
estimated the cost of this service at £6,168, Thi,9 figure, h?wever, was re­
duced by the County. Council to ,£5,668; by Mal'cl,l 31~t! 1944, ~~ IS l~kely that 
a sum-of £6,100 will have been expended. I am placmg the figlU'e f()r the 
coming period at £5,500. The reduction is made in the nop,e. that under the 
new National Health Insurance (Additional Benefits) (HospItals) Scheme, a 
saving of £600 may be effected. ,The scheme referred to provides for the 
recoupment of the cost of a maximum of 8 weeks maintenance at 42s. a 
week, in the case 'of each insw'ed person qualified for .treatment cr benefit. 
A person is said to. be in benefit under the Scheme when he or she .has been 
a member of the Society for 3 years and has at least 104 contl'lbutIOi,1S paId 
in respect of that period, In all cases sent f,or treatment to e~ter'n hospitals 
on the recommendation of Medical Officers, the approval of the Co. Manager 
must be obtained. Each such Medical Officer is required to satisfy the 
Manager that the patient could not be satisfactorily treated in any of the 
County Institutions. The daily charges per patien~ made by the various 
Dublin Hospitals have been increased, in practically' every case by amounts 
varying from Is. 6d. to 4s. 6d. 

l\'lEDICAL ASSISTANCE.- A smn of~£lb,590 was provided in resQect of 
the current financial year for this service. It includes the eost of salaries 
of 17 Dispensary Medical Officers, 18 Midwives, 26 Caretakers oj' Dispensaries 
and Dispensary Depots, R ents of Dispensary Residences, Dispensary apd Dj.s' 
pensary Depots, Medicines, and MediCal and Surgical Appliances used by 
Dispensary Medical Officers and Midwives, and the maintenance and repair 
of nine Dispensary Residences and 26 ,pispensary Depots and Dispensaries. 
I am l'educing my estimate from last year's figw'e to £10,372 for ,the service 
of the coming financial year, as Rep~irs to two Dispensary Residtl~c'es of ' a 
non-recurring natw'e were effected in the current year. The Expenditure 
unde ' rthis head, being 'very much of a fixed nature, can be estimat,ed with 
a f::fir degree of accuracy . . 

OTHER EXPENDITURE.-Estimated expenditure -on the various items 
under thi;; head approximates closely to the actual expenditure during: the 
current year, and shows no appreciable change from laEt year's estimate.

There are some small old kilns in the m0unta~n' ar-ea to -which stone 
was drawn years ao-o. These w0uld be of no ~nterest whatseever. 

There does 11~t appear to be anyone locally who 1lruows anybhing about 
the work .except a man Benson whom I am told ·was .emp'loyed at the work 
a 1iew years ago. . . 

'I'here are' several limestone gravel Plots at Pel1ll&pheuca, and all along 
the main I'oad 'from Blessington. There are, hOlN~ver, none -of "aBY use in 
County Wi.cklow. All the pits of .any conseq~ence are in ·Oounty 'Kildare' and 
mmlY of them are owned by people suppl¥ing gravel to Dub1~. 

A good deal of litnesooue has been raIsed and' not used &Hd is available 
in these pits. 

In my opinion that if you aTe to go in for burning lime that you will 
have to construct kilns. 

I might mention 'there are .also pits quite close to Dunla.viR, but also in

PRODUCTION OF LLTv.IE BY COUNTY . COUNCILS. 
Dear Sir, 

I have been investigating the question of the economic production of 
lime for agricultural purposes in this County in accordance with !Iour request. 

An outcrop of limestone was indicated to me by tpe Co. Agricultural 
Inspector at Castlemacadam, Avoca. I had excavations made on the site but 
I regret to say that the depos'it appears to be of such limlted ·quantities as 
not to be' of any potential value. I have 'ceased further excavations. 

I ha.v~ .ha~ Mr. Foley, Assistant Surveyor, West Wicklow, investigating 
the posslblhtles m hiS area. He reports that the only lime kiln used in recent 
times is in County Kildare, bordering County Wicklow. There are several 
limestone gravel pits at Poulaphouca and .all along the main l'oad from Bles­
sington: ' none of these are of any use in County Wicklow. I have inspected 
some of the pits myself and I find that the stone is of very small dimensions 
and would have to be forkpicked in order to get sufficiently large stone 'for 
burning. If the work is to ,pe carried out the stone will have to be carted 
from C<Junty Kildare, but in any event I am not sat isfied that there is 
economical justifications for this. 

'. I have now instructed Mr. Foley to go to Clogrennane, County Carlow, 
and mve~_tlgate on the spot the preparation and burning of lime and to get 
all particulars regardmg the construction of kilns. 

I will su.bmit further report to you on the matter, generally, but it does 
not seem that there will be a possibility of lime under th!.s Scheme oeing 
made available during the present season. .

Dear Sir, 

FUl-ther to. my previous reports in above, Mr, Folev, Assistant Surveyor, 
has now ascertamed some additionald nformation, 

A lime kiln would require to be about 20 ft. high, as sma!! kilns are not 
economl(~al. . The probable cost of each kiln would be £350. The output of 
such a kiln WOUld. be four tons of lime per day: 2 tons of limestone would pro­
duce on& ton of hme. One ton of lime would reouire 12 cwt. of anthracite to 
burn it and the cost of anthracite at the pit head is 25s. It is most desirable 
that a little coke should be added to the anthracite. Small round stone 4 ins. 

. to 2 ins. is the most suitable for burning. 
It is not possible for me to give the exact cost of th e finished produc­

tion at this stage, but provided that the stone is already Quarried and fairly 
handy the price might not exceed £3 per ton.

Circular Letter No. 10/44. ' 27th J aauary, 1944. 

A Ch,a;-a, ri directed bv the Minister for Local Government and PU.blic 
Health t~ ~tate that he has received duril1g the past year representatlon~ 
and suggestions from local bodies in regard to the operatlOn of the Co~nts 
Management Act, 1940. These representations have been very f~llly exam:ne~ 
by , the Minister. He has also had an opportunity of conslderl11g the VIews 
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expressed by Deputies \vhen the Vote for the Depar.tment was under 
consideration in the Dail towards the end of 1943. 

The representations from local bodies have been mainly concerned 
with the effect of the t.ransfer from the elected representatives to county 
managers of executive dnties. It is evident that the extent of the powers 
vested in elected bodies urider the managnmt system is not generally 
realised, and the following ·observations are intended to remove ' misconcep­
t ions on certain matters with a view to sec~ring the ' fullest collaboration 
pcssible between the elected representatives and :the managers in the dis-' 
charge of theil: respective functions. 

The elected repl'esentatives are given by the Act of 1940 wide powers 
in cmmection with the exercise by the County Manager of execut ive 
iunctiG11s. The Manager is bOimd by the decisions of the elected body on 
the provision m::tde by them ill ;·.ho a i1nual estimates, and save with their 
cOll;3ent he cannot exceed the total amOlmt provid.ed by them for any 
partIcular purpcse. He must whenever requested by the 10cal authority 
fllr~1.ish all il, fol'mation in his :Jossession or procurement concerning any I 

busLle·ss of the authority. Subject to some exceptions set out in sub-section 
(5) of section 29 of the Act, any Council or elective body at a meeting 
specially summoned 'for' the purpose can by resolution passed in accordance 
IV.it.h that section require ·the Manager to do any particular thing which he can 
lRWfully do' "3.S part of- his executive flmctions. The busilless of such a special 
meeting need not necessarily be confined to a single resolution, and every 
l'€sclut ion for which separate notice has been given can be dealt witli a t 
one meeting. But it should 110t be necessary to resort t o this procedure 

. except on very HIre oceasio:ls. Every Manager should as a matter 
of ccurse keep the local authority informed of the ilnport']'nt details 
of his administration, including particulars of projects in contemplation. 
The fuuishulg of such infcrmation would be in addition to the productioi1 
at meetings of the loc:)..! authohty of ' the Register containing c09ies. of 
Order~ made by the M:oti1ager as n :quired for the provisions of the County 
Manag;)ment Act. It is understood that there has been a divergence ill 
practice with regard to the circulation of these Orders. In some cases 
summaries have been issued,_ or printed copies have been cil'culated to 
members, while in othe'rs the local press , is periodically supplied with copies 
of the more importa~1t Orders. , The local authority should decide whether 
the proQuction at meetrngs .of the Register containing copies of the 
Ma.1agc·l'S' orders is sUfficient, . or what further information is desired. The 

.rVianager sh o"uld E'nl!ieavOlir to . iiieet their wishes so fa r as practicable and 
not confi~1e himself to the' minimum that the law requires, if the Council 
wis!1 him to go beyond t hat. 

C O MM I TTEES. 
The apPOintment ·Jf permissive comn1.ittees by county councils has 

~'.~so given rise to some mislmderstanding. Under the Act the functions of 
the county council may be 'divided into ' three classes. There are the 
reEer vecl functions which are performed .directly by t he Council, . . and the 
ex€:~uti-.;e func tions which are: performed· through and. by the Manager. 
There is, however, in a(~dition t o t!1e reserved functions another grouo of 
functions (which might be referred to as "the Supervisory powers" of the 
Cou ncil) to be pe'l'formed dil'ectly by the Council. These functions arise 
partly as a consequence of the Cou:lcil's financial control and partly from 
the special powers provided il, the Act of 1940 which are exerCisable by 
resolution. They il1clude a general pmver to supervise the performance by 
the Manager of the executive functions, power to examine and revise the 
est imates, power to obtain information and plans, and power to direct the 
Manager to do speCified ~ ;hin.gs. 

The provisions applying to the appoh'ltment of committees by County 
Councils are section 18 of the COUIlty Management Act, 1940, and section 
58 ef the Local Go-.;el'nI!lent Act, 1925. The effect of these sections is to 
pl'eseI've the powers of the council ' t o apPOint committees with the sole 
restriction that no executive funct ion can be delegated to a · committee 
except by the Manager. I 
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The a;J}JPintment of a committee tb exercise reserved flllctions or 
super visory powers of the GOuncils is accordingly a matter of which the 
council are the judges. If, for. instance, a council d.ecided to appoint a· 
" Roads Committee" to consider the roads estilnate and to obtain il1formation 
from time to time about road plans and works, it would be within their 
power s to apPOint such a committee. The acts of the c.ommittee would 
require cOllfirmation by the council unless the cduncil under sectipn 58 (4} 
of the Act 01 1925, with the consent of the Minister, empowered the Com­
mittee to take independent act ion. Similiarly, the Council can appoint a 
Committee to perf:Jrm reserved functions or exercise supervisory powers in 
l'elation .to any r.:atter which arises within a particular portion. of the 
county. . . 

. In the Circular Letter of the 31st August, 1942, relatiag t o the Public 
Assistance Act, 1939, it was pOinted out that in the admil1.istration of puqlic 
assistance local knowledge· is of value. < ~n the Public Assistance Act, 1939, 
section 11, provision is' l11;:tde for the apPOintment ,of local . committees 
·consisting. par tly 01' wholly of perc.ons who are not members oJ a . local 
authority. Persons who have not t he t ime to devote to local . governme!1t 
ad.ministration generally in a county may, never theless, be de irous ', of 
aSSisting in matters affecting .theil' own par tieular area. If the county 

_ council deem it necessary to appoint local committees ' of this kind such 
committees could be apPoInted. The delegation of executive fun'ctions to 
the committees WOUld, as already rndicated, be a matter .for the -county 
mana,ger subject in every case to the consent of tl;1e ' Minister. . 

Joint committees of managemen.t of mental hospitJJs have the same 
powers of 1'inancial control as other elective bodies, In framing their a2U1Ual 
budget. they deter-mine t ):1e limits of expenditure and in this way can in 
praCtice influence the standard of care and treatment in the mental 
hospital. There is scarcely any inlprovement, whether in dietary, clothing, 
E'quipment or general standard. of maintenanc~, in which ' the J9rnt Com- ' 
mittee have not a determining VOice. They alone have the power to make 
regulations regardrng admission, detention and discharge of patients. Tne3< , ., 
arE: constituted under the Act th e Visiting Committee, and as such t hey 
c:m satisfy themselves as to the standard of the dietary in the- institution, 
and as to the clothing, recreation and all other matters affecting thl" . comfort 
and welfare ef the patients. They have a duty to see t hat the fabric of the. 
h ospital is kept under proper repair and th~t t l"\e farm attached.. to the , . 
Mental Hospital, which is . in many instam:es extensive, is worker t o th.e : 
best advantage. A large and important sphere of useful public w'ork comes '. 
directly under their purview. 

, 
ESTIMATES OF EXPENSES. 

In framing the prescrjbed forms of the estima~es of expenses which 
are included in the Public Bodies Order'l 1942, it was necessary by reason of 
the provisions oi section 25 <of the County Management Act, 1940, to avoid 
excessive detail so as to allow the Managers a reasonable discretion" but 
at the same time to give the local body · control over the main qeads of 
expenditure. The giving of further details in an explanatory report is not 
prohibited by the Order. In fact , such details have beeD given in most 
cases. The considerp,tion of the alIDual budget, one of the most important 
duties of the elected body; cannot be satisfactorily carried out witJ;1out the 
fullest information being available and the .reasons for the provisiO~l ·which 
the members are asked to make being set out in sufficient detail. Every 
local authorit.y should receive an explanatory report with the e!\tilnates, 
drawing attention to increases and dl"Creases and giving the reasons for the 
changes.· I t is only in the case of small authorities that the estimates can 
be thoroughly examined at a single sitting and, therefore, b t he case of. 
the larger rating authorities, it wovJ.d ... be advisable that there sho.uld bEl a 
full exposition and pl'iol' Examination of the estimates by committees, a 'ld 
that they should be m'awn up in sufficient tilne to have this examination 
done before the statutory estimates meeting, 
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IRRECOVERABLE RATES. 
The power to declare rates irrecoverable should be very carefully 

exercised: Rates· should not be struck out without the fuliest evidence tha t 
recovery is impossible. Where any question aris:es as to a decision in any 
any par ticul l r case, t.h e Manager should be able to satisfy th e Council that 
the particular rates are in fact irrecoverable. In case of doubt it would be 
advisable before st riking them out to consult th e members of the local 
authority. . 

RELATIONS BETWEEN LOCAL BODIES AND MANAGER. 
It is desirable that the members of local bodies should extend full 

SUPPOlt to Managers in the disch3crge of their dut ies, as it is only by th e 
fullest co-opera tion t hat the standard of the local services will be improved. 
The r epr esen tatives of th e electOl·a te are the cO!ltrolling element in local 
affairs. It is for them to -formulate policy and i1). associat ion with th e 
Manager to consider the solutions for local problems. A loyal acceptance 
by th e- Manager ef the predominan t posi t ion of the elected body. will do 
much t o elecit from them the support to 'wh ich he is entitled in the' 
discharge of his dut ies. The law gives th e Man ager the righ t to take part 
in the discussions of local bodies. When h e does intervene he should do so 
with tact and discretion. The Man ager must be prepared to give advice 
rea-::lily" to members who 'lre unacquainted with official rout ine and be 
obliging and courteous in his dealings with members of the local body and 
th e public. . 

T he interest of the members of local bodies is not as a· rule confined 
to the admLlist rat ion ef existing services, but extends to projects for future 
betterment and improvements that may be effected in their county or town. 
The Managers should encourage a spirit of forethough t and local initiative 
where i t exists and be ready t o consider with members a:ly suggestions put 
fcrward by t.h em. Some ef th e dissatisfaction with the n ew system of 19cal 
gover!lment ar ises from a feeling that i n the exercise of h is execut ive 
functions th e Manager n::ither deSires the advice of the members nor 
welcomes it if· it is offere·"i. Th is feeli.J.l] h :.ts given rise to proposals that 
th e Manager's Orders except in relat ion to cer tan ma t ters should 0,11y 
become operat ive after they h ave been submitted to th e county council 01' 
elective body and h ave n ot been al:nulled. The Minister thinks t hat 
proposals of this kind would not have been put forward had th ere Qeen 
cioser collaboration betwecD local bodies and managers and funer accord 
established. Immediately after the change· over to the management system 
a certain amount of distrust and some resentment was perhaps inevitable, 
especially as it was to some extent incorrectly represen ted t·h J.t the elective 
bo-1ies had bean deprived of all their powers and that their place was one 
of subordination . The experience over a period of four tee,l years in the 
county boroughs and t he experience g·).ined since 1942 b. th e counties should 
be mfficien t to show that tne ccntr01liIl'5 power in local affairs still rests 
with th e elected body, and th at the presen t system cannot work w.ith full 
benefit to the community if the members do not discharge th eir responsi­
bilities.

10th J anuary last, regarding th e sanitary arrangell~ents at 
Baltmglass Hospital, and 111 cOlUlect ion with which I submitted memorandum 
on the 27th .idem, I beg to confirm tl"~at immedl:l.tely a.fter that meeting I 
went to Baltmglass ~md was accompamed by Mr. Foley, Assistant Surveyor: 
we· agree that thel:e are no complaints regarding existing sa ~litary arrange~ 
ments at t he Hosplta! in so far as their efficiency is concerned. The matter 
complained of , however, is .insufficien t accommodation and there should be 
a .bathroom and W.-C. for th e use of each ward. We agree that this can 
only be provided by building annexes to · each gable.

Foley, B.E., wouk~ be approve:i, and a contribut ion ,I obtained from the 
Hospitals' Trust .

FEVER HOSPITAL, WICKLOW: 
To st ress tl!~. incontrovertible facts: 

11 
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1. That notwithstanding the present high prices of building materials, and 
the great difficulty experienced in procuring supplies of same, the 
provision of a Fever Hospital for service of County Wicklow sttould be 
be proceeded with, without further delay, for the following reasons:­
(a) That the COlmty M.O.H. has called attention time and agaL, 

during the past ten years t o the urgent necessity for the provision 
of increasea facilities in the Cotmty for treatment of Fever Cases. 

'( b ) That the present Hospital, which contains only "fifteen beds, is 
entirely unsuitable for the purpose for which it is used, by reason 
of the fact that it is not sufficiently large and on occasions it 
has occurred that with, say, one case of diphtheria, one case of 
scarlet fever, and one case of enteric, no patient suffering from 
any other infectious disease could be admitted. 

(c) On various occasions dlU'ing the last two months during which 
there has been an epidemic of diphtheria in this County and beds 
could not be obtained, in any of the following hospitals:-St, 
Columcille's (Fever), Cork St. (Fever) or Naas Fever Hospit als, 
with the result that patients had to be treated in their own homes, 
where it can readily be realised in a 'great many cases isolation 
was practically impossible. . 

(d) That on other occasions dlU'ing recent years the greatest difficulty 
has been experienced in obtaining beds for fever cases in Extern 
Hospitals. . 

(e) Having regard to t he gravity of the present position, it has been 
found necessary t o provide a wooden hut, containing 12-14 beds 
as an annexe to the present Hospital, in order tp provide for 
patients who could not be accommodated elsewl:1ere, 

2. That the necessity for a Fever Hospital was admitted by the Minister 
'in his letter No. P.88602/ 35, Cill Mhanntain, of the 18th June, 1935, in 
which it was stated that the new Fever Hospita l should contain accom­
modation for twenty or thi'rty beds. 

In this connection the opinion has been expressed by the County

As requested by the Wicklow 'County OOUl'lcll, I went to Kil-dare for 
the purpose of investigating t he working of the Lime Production Scheme in 
that COt1.11ty. I fotU1d, however, that the scheme was being worked on ly 
~E1 a very small ~cale in thE: v!cinlty of t he town of Na'l s. There is a 
lImestone_ ~rav~l Pit used by t he COUl1~Y' Council over a number of ' years. 
and m tllls PIt there exists two lime burning 'kilns, which were erecteel 
there several years a~o. These kilns. therefore, were verv useful to the 
Ki1dare .. Co~ty ~otU1.Cl1 when t~e Lime Production Order was promulgated. 

Lnne . ourmng IS not carne::J. on by Kildare County COlE1Cil in any 
other locallty, as one WOUld expect, having regard to the po'ssibilities in 
th~t Cou!ltr, except in the vicinity of Athy, whE're a small kiln is at present 
bemg bUl! t. 

I met the Co. Surveyor and he very kindly instl'ucted his Assistant 
to . show me. and Mr. Poley. around the works. and we ascertained Xacts 
and figures 111. connec~lOn WIth "the scheme. All th~ lime burDed in ·these 
kilns at Naas IS suppl!ed to purchasers on receipt of a note from the 1:..ocal 
Agricultural Committee. 

It woul~l appear that lime is being produced in this pit at about 48s. 
p~r ton, b~t It should be rel1lembE're~ that t~e kilns are already in the D'it 
a:l~ th3:t "he stone aVaIlabl~ there IS of SUItable sizes for burning. The 
Pit", ~hlCh I h ave see!! aOJacent to Blessington contain verv tine sandv 
n1atena!, and It would, in my opinion, be altogether to expenshe to'screen 
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ai1d produce la.rge stone in sufficient quantity to justify embarking on large­
scale lime production. 

However , after leaving Naas, Mr. Foley and I went to the pits aea r 
Blessingtol1 and we found one pit in County WicklO\:[ where screening 
6peta,tim~s have been gcing on Ior a number of years a nCI where the larger 
stone has belm thrown on one side in heaps and would bE' available to m8ke 
tWo or three hundred tons of lime. In this pit also I discbvered that there 
is an old limekiln a lready erected: it is iD a vf:ry bad state ofl-epair, but 
it might be worth while putting it in order and to start the manufacture 
of lime on :it limited sqfl1e, and we would gain experience in the process, 
l'athel' than go to the expense, .at this stage, of erecting a new kiln. 

The ownE·r of the pit is M.r.. Samuel Darker, and I instructed Mr. 
Foley to -interview him, am, he has done so .. 

. Mr. FoIey reports that Mr. Darker wHl give the kiln free and the 
stone .free. I undel'stand, however, that Mr. Darker gave the kiln to a Mt'. 
Holmes 'soine years :lgo, and the latter repaired it and used it for some 
time and then left it. Mr .. Foley presumE's that, ia view of th e fact tha t 
Holmes did not buy it from Dari{er, tile latter is still the owner.' ~ 

H the County Counoil decide to go on with the proposal, t suggest 
you give me authority to have the limekiln cleaned out for inspectio:} to 
see \vhat repairs are necesSary and, if these are not very expensive, to have 
th em 'dt::me -and see if we oai} .get ahead with the burning. 

. It will be necessary to get clilm for the burning. and I have written 
to th.e Bepartment of Agriculture about this, stating the quantity I would 
require. I instructed Mr. Fo)ey, ' in £he meantime, also to prepare plan 
and specification for a new kil.1. From my i:'.1terview in Naas, however, 1: 
am af.raid that the c'..llm will be almost ,impossible to procure: in fact, I 
undei"stand that Departlllental Inspectors havE' advised the alterna.tive use 
of t m·f a::l~ breeze, and the Assistant -in Kild.::tre tells me that the use 
of these had alreap.y reduced the quantity of lime produced .by about 011e­
third, and the result is "lOt satisfactory. 

If the County CoUncil approve, I will immediately give the Assistant 
·Surveyor, Mr. Foley. instructions to take charge of and make .every effort 
to pi-oduce the greatest quantity of lime possible under the circumstances.

Bear Sir, . 
I beg to r eport that, follqw.ing the discussion regarding the proposed 

production of lime in this County for Agricultural purposes which took place 
at the Meeting 0 fthe County Council on 17th instant, I · arranged a visit 
to West Wicklew on Monday, .24th instant, for the purpose of investigating 
the possibilities of. a Scheme and pointing out the difficulties to some of 
the Councillors who are more interested in the subject. . 

The following were present: Messrs. C. M. Byrne, T.D.; T . Fitzpatrick, 
John J. Metcalfe, P eter P. O 'Reilly, D . J. Kehoe· and Assistant Surveyor P. 
J. FoleY, B .E. · . 

The party met at Blessington and proceeded to some sand pits in t he 
vicinity. In one sand pit there is an existing lime kiln, and I have previously 
r eported on this. The owner is a Mr. Samuel D arker, and I had already 
instructed Mr. P . J. Fo!ey to obtain permission in writing from ' Mr. Darker 
to clean out the ' refuse and half-burned lim'e from the kiln for inspection. 
This was beLl1g done ·and I understand the work h ad been commenced on 
the previous Thursday, 20th instant. There was a large quantity of stol1e 
screened out from the face of the pit over a number of years, estimated 
varyingly -from 500 tons to 2,000 tons. All the Councillors agree that an 
experiment of burning should be tried with the existing kiln and with ' the 
available stone. Mr. Foley informed us that Mr. Darkei' promised the stone 
free of all charge and that the lime k.iliJ. was a!so available on payment of 
a nominal small sum, practically free. 

One of the difficulties is to get a suita.ble and experienced man to 
take charge of the burning: Mr. Fole.y was authorised to go to Carlow on 
to-day, Thursday: 27th instant, t o investigate ill the ' lime burning district 
as to whether he could engage such a perEOn. I pointed out to Mr. Foley 
and to the Committee that I had only £101 available, and the Committee 
agreed that additional funds would be forthcoming at the next Meeting 
and when required .. 

The Committee then visited the sand pits at Naas, upon which I 
have already reported, and saw the two lime kilns under the Kildare Co. 
Council Authority actual~y working. We were informed that the fuel 

' problem was very . acut,e and it was most difficult to get ,the necessary 
culm: in fact, in this pit t h ey were using turf mould with a 
little coal breeze mixed. We understood that the lime is not being burned 
very evenly with this fuel, and that the output had fallen very much 
owing to the loss of the more suitable culm. 

Mr, Foley was 'instructed to make every effort and, investigation to 
have the experiment in lime-burning pushed on, and was told to leave 
nothing undone to try and bring it to a successful working conclusion.

DEPARTMENT OF DEFENCE AND WICKLOlV COUNTY COUNCIL ON 
THURSDAY, THE 18th MAY, 1944, AT .lJ.'HE RECORD COURT, WICKLOW.

In opening the Conference Colonel Lawlor said he proposed to take 
the Services in the Town of Wicklow, and to .cleal particularly with the 
Personnel and the progress of Training. He thought that by such discussion 
they might, as in other places, be able to overcome some of the difficulties 
which confronted the A R.P. Authority in regaf(1 to these two matters. 
WICKLOW FIRE-FIGHTING SERVICE. 

The County Surveyor, in reDly to Co'onel Lawlor as to the number 
of active personnel, said that there were eight members and that the degree 
of effiCiency was very creditable. As in the case of the other Service; in 
Wicklow, excepting the Casualty Service, the personnel was entireiv com­
posed of L.S.F. Volunteers without whose co-operation ttley would have been 
unable to man the A.R.P. Services in the tGwn. Colonel La.wlor stated that 
it was the Department's intention that the full personnel of this Service in 
Wicklow should consist of one first line sQt.lad and t'wo reserve squads, and 
he was very anxious that everything possiJ:)le should be done bv the Local 
Authority to achieve this aim. He asked what were the oossi.bilities of re­
cruiting additional volunteers. After some dismussion, and havin!:: due regard 
to t~e local difficulties in this connection, it was agreed that a.n opportunity 
be glven to the ' members on the panel of the Urban Council Peace-time Fil'e 
Brigade to jOin the A R.l? Fil'c-Fight\n~ Service on the condition that thev 
would b.e under the leadership of the L.S F. Sauad Leader at; oresent ii1 
cha.rge ot: the eXisting AR.P. Fire-F'ight il " Sel~vice. It was to -be clearly 
understood that t hese two Squads when formed be treated as Reserve Squads, 
and it was highly desirable from all point-s of view that the members should 
become volunteers of th.e .L.S.F. 
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Some time previous to this Conference the Town Clerk requested the 
County' Manager to give permission to the Wicklow U.D,C. for the use of the 
Trailer Pump for training purposes, and when a flre actually o.c?urs. The 
County Manager has already made an order setting out the condltlOns .under 
which the Trailer Pump will be made available for peace-tlme fires, m ac-
cordance with the Departmental Regulations. .. 

The pOSition, therefore, is that should a fire occur 111 the . WIcklow 
Urban Dlstrtct, the Wicklow U D.C. as the responsible Local Authol'lty under 
the Fire Brigades Act, 1940, must take illitial action to call ' out ItS own Fire 
Brigad~ Personnel and equipment; if it is found that the A,R.P. EqUIpment 
is necessary, in addition, then, by permission of the County Manage~~ the 
A.F.S. No. 1 team with Trailer Pump and EqUlpment may turn out m ac-
cordance with the regulations. . _ 

The question of the payment of rent for the storage of TraIler Pump 
and equipment . was discussed with Colonel Lawlor and qe. agreed t~at on1y 
if ·the U.D.C. could prove a monetary loss by r~ason of the handmg ?ver 
the store at the Town Hall, could any such payment or rent be authonsed. 

. It was suggested that a case of monetary loss might 'be made by reason of 
the fact that the Urban Council have found it necessary to acqUIre e~ra 
storage facilities f0r turf distribution in connection with the free and paymg 
fuel schemes in the Town. ( , 

Regarding the questi.on of the Fire-Fighting Depot it wa..s felt that t.he 
position was not completely satisfact~ry, in~smuch as the storage was m­
adequate, and in the opinion of Mr. DIlIon dId not lend Itself to easy access 
to the pump and accessories in case of urgency. At this stage the County 
Surveyor said he would prefer Colon~l Lawlor. and Mr. CO;llins t.o accompany 
him later on to inspect this Depot and a pOSSIble alternatlve accommodatlOn 
in the old Jail prem' es. 
RESCUE AND DECONTAMINATION SERVICES. 

The position of the Rescue Squad was taken i~ conjunction .with that 
of the Decontamination Squad on the rec,ommendatlOn of Mr. Dlllon, who 
had been acting Instructor for both these Sq~ads. for some tune p.ast. The 
personnel was given as-Rescue, 10 ; DecontammatlOn, 7. H~r.e agam lack of 
members was a fac tor militating against the successful traml?g ~nd a very 
big obstacle was the lack of either a Rescue .01' Decontammation Depot. 
Co~onel Lawlor referred to the necess1.ty of havmg both these Depots avai!­
able and said that the Department was open to consider prD:po.sals m thIS 
connection and if necessary alterations or adaptatlOllS of bUlldmgs had to 
be carried' out reasonable expenditure would be allowed to rank for Grant. 
He also pOinted out that both these Services should have Reserve Squatls 
if at all possible. 
CASUALTY SERVICE. _ 

Dr. Beckett gave the Personnel figures for Wicklow and Arklow as 26. 
and 47 respectively. In the latter case the Volunteers were all lady members, 
while in Wicklow the membership was dlvided equally between mal.e and 
female. He pointed out that he was relying ent~'ely o~ the co-operatlO!l. of 
the Irish Red Cross Society for the staffing of thls SerVICe, and the posltlOn 
was that he was in doubt as to the extent of his control over these members. 
He then read a letter from the County Divisional Director of the Insh ~ed 
Cross Society in which exception was taken to ~he Depa.rtme~t':> c,ntlclsm 
on a report submitted through the Local Authonty on the trammg of the 
Casualty Service. " ' . 

Mr. Hopkins on behalf of the Wicklow Branch of the Red Cro~s Soclety 
also took exception to the Department's Crit icism whic~ he consl~ered to 
be most unfair and unwarranted, inasmuch as the partlcular~ WhICh were 
required in the report could not be suppliea, because. such mmute records 
were not being kept by the Red Cross SOCiety, nor was it necessary tmder 
the rules of that Society for such records to be 'kept, and further ~hat the 
criticism about stretcher drill and ambulance loading was not mented, due 

·to the fact that no Ambulances were available to their Society for such 
training in the Town of Wicklow. . . . 

Mr. Healy, County Manager, at this stage mtervened and saId he 
thought he could make arrangements whereby one Ambulance a.t least wou d 
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be available' in Wicklow for any training required by this Service, provided 
the Ambulance was not at the particular t ime required for its ordinary use. 

I t was agreed that arrangements be made to have th is aspect of th e 
Casualty Service Training proceeded with at an eal'ly date ~and Dr. Bec~ett 
undertook to make the necessary arrangements with Mr . Hopkins. -

Colonel Lawlor, i~1 reply, said he wished to make it unmistakablv clear' 
that the Department were very appreciative of the manner jn which volun­
~ary organisations, such as the R ed Cross Society, had offered th eir services 
m A.R.P. work, but that it was · very h ard, situate as the.v were in Dublin, 
t~ h ave a . clear view of how training was progressin~ unless they had, from 
time to time, reports from the Local Authorities, setting out, as far as 
p.ossible, the ground cQvered, and the time occupied in training, with par­
t lCular reference to the Depar tment's Memorandum on this Service. 

. Colonel Lawlor pointed out that in regard to the question of control 
. r alsed by Dr. Beckett in h is opening rcma.r!l:S. as it was cl.ea rly t he Local 
Authority's statu tory duty to provide A.RP. Services it followed that the 
~o~trol of the personnel was their re3pon!:'·oility. ConSE.Quently Dr. Beckett 
IS m cont,rol of the Personnel of the Casualty Service. This brough t h im to 
the questIOn of the staff personnel a t the First Aid Posts in ·bot.h Wicklow 
and Arklow, which, he said, should consist of an Officer in Char~e of each 
Post, a Deputy and two Leaders of St retcher P arties. These appointments 
~houl~ be formally made by the Local Authority on the · recommendation, 
In thls case, of Dr . Beckett . 

Mat~ers in r elation to the position of the Fire-figh t ing, Rescue and 
DecontammaJIOn Squads in Arklow were raised and discussed. It appeared 
tha t . In th ls town a lso t he biggest difi?culty. was lack of suitable personnel, 
but It was hoped th~t m VJ.ew of the ll1tenslve course of train ing shortlv to 
be commen~ed ID. preparatIOn for the National Comoetitions to be held m 
Septembe~ m creased membership and a more lively inter est would result. 
It was h igh ly deSirable t hat all . members in Wicklow and Arklow should 
h ave their membership ?ards completed forthwith. Apart from these general 
references th e pOSJ.tIOn In Arklow was not discussed in detail exceotin !l in 
regard to th e Casualty Service . The question of I nsurance ~as cOllsid~red 
and It was r eported to the Conference that instructions h ad been ~iven t o 
the CounCil'S Insuran.ce . Broker in March last to effect comprehensive cover 
m r egard to all llabllItles of th e County Council arising fr om the use of 
lorries and other vehicles for A RP. purposes. Oth er liabilities are a lready 
covered either by the Department's Compensation for Personal Iniury Scheme 
01' by insurances already effected by the County Council. - , 
. SInce the Confere~ce was held the Coun ty Surveyor has stated that 
In regard to the Il1spect~on of th e. depot and alternative accommodation by 
Colonel Lawlor, . Mr. Col11ns and himself, he was advised by Colon el. Lawlor 
to leave the FU'e-fightl~g Equipment in the Depot in th e Town Hall at 
presen t bem? used, particularly if further r~om at th e back of the buildin g 
can be obtamed. I t was suggested that the Rescue Equipment should be 
stored m the O~d J ail Premises where training exercises could be cal'l'ied out. 
In regal'd to the Decontamination Equipment at present in the Garda Bar­
rack, Colonel LawJor lluggested that alternative accommodation be sough t 
preferably at th e rere of the existing A.F.S. Depot Town Hall or if n ot ' 
inside t he Old J ail premises. ".

FIRE FIGHTING.-In reply to queries, Ml'. O'Byrne stated he was i 
charge of all three Services at Wicklow, a:::sisted by Mr. Dillon, B.E., in th 
F ire-Figh t ing Service, and that under his direction, Mr. Dillon had practically 
complete charge of the Decontamination Serv~ce . Mr. Kavanagh , Clerk 0 

Works to Wicklow County Council: was in charge of the Rescue Service. HE 
also assisted' at the Auxiliar y F ire Service's Pl'actices. The Sub-Officer ir 
the F i.J:e-Fighting Service is Mr. Leo Murphy. The Squad consists of thl 
Sub-Officer and four men, together with one man as reserve. The attendance: 
a.t practices, which take place weekly, average five for each practice. Th 
Squad is well trained, and efficient; extra training is now being done in view 
of the Competit ions to be held in September. The County Surveyor further 
stated that there is some difficult-y in regard to the use of a lorry, and at 
presen t h is awn car is being used for hauling the trailer pump. 

RESCUE SERVICE.- The County Surveyor gave an outline of the train-
ing and general efficiency of the members ef this Service. He sai.d Mr. ~ 
Kavanagh is Instructor, with 'Mr. Thomas K~lly as Squad Leader. Th e Ser­
vice consists' of the Squad Leader, six men and one reserve. The attendances 
average about six at the weekly practices. At the presen t time they are 
doin g extra pract ice work in view of the Compet itiOns. The men take a good 
in terest in the work, and are becoming very efficient. 

DECONTAMINATION SERVICE.-Mr. Dillol1 gave particulars of the 
work being done in th is Service. At presen , about 3i hours per week were 
devoted to practices.

Dillon's a ble gU i.O.ance, is improving week 
by week. 
ARKLOW : 

F IRE FIGHTING.-Mr. Caffrey stated he could. give all information 
regarding the Services in Arklow. but he regretted to say that the only Ser­
vice in act ive training, and in a good state of efficiency, was the Fire Figh ting 
Service.

Following your instructions to meet a deputation 'from the 'Greystones 
and District Ratepayers' Association, .I made an 'appeintment for the lOth 
instant in Greystones. Present at the -meeting wer-e R lReade, 'Chairman; 
R Doyle, Vice·Chairman; CouncillPr Dr. J. J. Hickey, Assistant Surveyor Dillon 
and the County Surveyor. . • 
Mill Lane 

The Mill Lane was inspected throughout, The deputation made 'it 
clear t hat the only requirement at present is that openings at each end be 
made more easily accessible for pedestrians, cyclists .and ,peI:a.ll1bulators. The 

" Mill Lane joins two Main Roads already main~aiRed ,by the 'Wicklow Co~nty 
Council, viz., Road No. 26~nd Roaa No. 24. The pr~sent witlth of carrIage­
way is only about 8it., bfl:t the width between ,fences would be ab'out ~o·ft, 
At the present time certain owners of cads hold a· key .for the gates at either 
end from the Burnaby Estate, the owners of this lane, with a right to 'pass 
through on thie . understanding that the gates are kel?t clQsed. . 

On the Greystones end there exists a small swmg ,gate through WhlCh 
pedestrians can pass; but it is difficult for cyclists and perambulators. 'On 
the Kilcoole side the only means of access is to cross a -low boundary wall 
adjoining t he Main~oad. The Committee ask that small permanent openings 
be left at either end. This would allo~, of course, the entry 'of cattle -and 
other livestock which would trespass ov'er the lands of the Burnaby joining 
the Mill Lane if the lane were not fenced. It j.s a contlition that if 

·· the Burnaby hand over the Mill Lane to the County Council for maintenance 
the said fenci.ng must be erected, and at the present time _this would cost 
about £120. Also, because of the narrow carriageway the.re would have to be 
constructed tw~ or three passing places. ' Eventually, .r believe, the mea is -to 
open up the wh ole I'oute for heavy traffic and therefore a substantial widening 
of the route would be necessary. 

It is unlikely that any Grants .from Employment Funds w.ould be -made 
available as there is no unemployment .of any conseQuence in the District. 
The lane undoubtedly is a very deEirable short cut from the Kilcoole District 
towards Greystones and would, in fact, relieve traffic at the very dangerous 
Cross Roads a t KillincalTick through which it must pass at the moment. 

Public. libra ry, Greystones. 
The deputation pOinted out to me undoubtedly deplorable cDndition 

of the grounds surrounding the Library B.uildings at Greystones wIDch are 
over-grown with grass, weeds and briars. .I was informed that .l·epresentations 
were made in this regal'd to the County Manager so ,.far back as January last

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and that some undertaking had· been given by. the Librarian, but only a very 
small amount of clearing hael been done. I told the del)utation that this 
would not be the responsibiJi.ty of the Roads Depar tment of the County·

The condition of this road was refel'red to by the deputa tion. It is un­

This road 01' lane has been' the subject of considerable correspondence 

and as I pointed out to the deputat ion, because of the fact that it did. not 
ceune.ct. two existing roads maintained by the COLmly Council our Auditor 
adviSed that we could not mainta:n it.: this passa'j;e-way leads to an existing 
Metal Bridge over the Railway- which- is a righklf-way for pedestrians, and 
whilst the Railway Company maintain the bridge it does seem desirable t.ha t 
some solution ' should be l found whereby I1he ' County Council would maintain 
the remainder of the lane leading to the beach as a very considerable amolln~ 
of pedestrian traffic leading to and irom the beach passes over it . . I suggest 
that, if at· all possible, our Law ~gent mi.ght be asked for h is opinion and 
find some· way.' by w~ich we could! take over its maintenance.

County, even though certain patients requiring. highly specialised treatment, 
such as Shock Therapy, etc., continUed to be sent to Grangegorman Mental 
Hospital. Reference was made by the speakers to the ideal situation of 
~he disused Workhouse at 'Shillelagh for the purpose, the 'land surrounding 
whIch was of a high quality and which at the moment was actually for 
sale. The utilisation of the existing buildings there would, according to 
the. estlmate of the County Engineer, effect a saving of £186,000 in com­
panson wIth the erectIon of a completely new building. EmphaSis was laid 
on the great benefit whicn would accrue to farmers and workers in the 
area by the reason 'of the erection of a Me:1tal Hospital in the district by 
creating a market for their surplus produce. Reference was also mad~ to 
the co~venience of Shi1lelagh from the pOint of view of its accesssibility 
to relatIVes who desired to visit patients.

Actually, such a course would ensure that 
no undue delay would occur in commencing work inmiediately the war was 
over and the necessary supplies of building materials were again available. 

. Dr.W:ard referred to impending improvements at Loughlinstown 
HOS?Ita~ WhICh, he ~hought, mIght ease the position in County Wicklow 
as legaIds Fever patIents. The proposal to lease a house adjacent to the 
County.

If there is any building ,in the District unfit for hUll1an habitation 
on a certificate being obtained from the M.O.H. or Surveyor, the Council 
may direct a notice to be served reauiring the owner of said buildinp" to 
fUl·rrtsh a statement in writing showing cause whv the said bu.Udina shall 
not be declared unfit for human habitation. shouid the owner fa~l to. show 
sufficient cause the Council may proceed to make an order that the buildino­
be closed until same is rendered fit for human habitation. '" 
. Articles 98 and 99 of the Bye Laws provide that every person who 
mtends to lay out a street or construct a new building shall furnish ulans 
to the Clerk of the Council or the Surveyor and .shall also give notice of the 
date he i.ntends to layout or construct a new Street or Building. 

Articles 103-105. These articles provide that notice be given ~o the 
Council of the completion of the works an0. that a cerstm shall not. let or 
occupy any new dwellmghouse until it has been examine0. by an qfncer of 
the Council and certified by him to be fit for human habitation. 

Article 106. Under thjs article any work done in contravention of the 
Bye Laws may be removed. altered or pulled down unless sufficient cause 
is shown by the owner aftel1 service of notice on him to attend before the 
Council.

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It would riOt apiJear necessary to vary the existing polling districts 
and places solely for the purposes of local elections, as the number of Dail 
Electors is usually less than the number of Local Government Electors, and 
the schemes setting out the polling ' districts arranged aecording to Dail ' 
Constituencies could readily be re-arranged according t o electoral areas. 

Polling districts for Dail Elections were prepared by fixing a polling 
place !tnd forming a polling district from the surround District Electoral 
Divisions or , portions thereof convenient to the pOlling place. Where a 
District Electoral D~vision is so divided, each par.t of the DiviSion is a 
separate registration ullit and the register of electors is framed in separate 
parts for each registration unit. . 

At local elections there is a separate poll for each county electoral 
area. If a polling district comprises portions of two or more county 
electoral areas, it will be difficult to av,oid confusion at the polling places, 
as separate ballot papers: ballot bo){es and notices would be required. You 
are therefore requested to furnish separately details of any proposed polling 
district which will comprise portions of two or more county 'electoral areas, 
so that the question of adjusting the boundary of the County Electoral Area 
may be considered at an early date.

He shall close and balance his Rental, and submit it 
to the Chief Officer, Housing Sect ion, for checking not later than four 
days after the close of each month. 

6. The Collector shall, at the time of submitting his Books for checking, 
also submit on the Form H.l. a list of all Cottage Tenants in his district 
whose arrears of rent exceeds four 'weeks' rental 

7. The Collector shall, on receiving the keys of a vacant cottage aLlod 
notification from the Chief Officer, Housing Section. of the appoint­
ment of a; new Tenant, immediately hand over such keys to such incoming 
Tenant, and at the same time have the necessary Tenancy Agreement 
completed. Such Agreements must be forwarded immediately to the 
Council fD!' sealing. 

8. The Collector must notify the ,Council on Form H.2. immediately .a 
Cottage becomes vacant, " 01', if it is known beforehand, of a vacancy 
about to occur. Such notification should be accompanied by a report 
on the condition of the Cottage. 

9. The Collector must submit a special Report monthly on Form H.3. on 
such Cottages as have been inspected by him during the month, showing 
any breaches of the Tenancy Agrqeement, particularly:-
(a) Keeping of Lodgers; 
(b) Sub-letting of Cottage or any portion thereof; 
(c) Cottages not kept in a clean condition internally or externally; 
(d) Maintenance of Windows, Fences and use of paint supplied; 
(e) Wilful damage to Cot tages by Tenants; 
Cf) Cottage not fully and properly occupied; 
(g) Uncultivated Plots ; 
Ch) Cottages occupied by persons not qualified or continuing to be 

qualified to occupy subsidised cottages. 
10. The Collector shall make a special Report monthly, on Form R .4., giving 

particulars of each Cottage requiring repairs and the nature of the 
repairs requested. 

11. The Collector shall inspect and report to the Council on all cottages 
in his district at least once in every three months.
