So far as the lowest tenderer-Modern Homes Ltd.- is concerned, this firm 
bas done a good deal of building work in the Dublin area with the ordinary 
water supply services associated with such work.

ITEM NO. 15-=-APPOINTMENT OF CONSULTATIVE HEALTH 
COMMITTEE c 

T he County Manager stated tha t under Sec tio n 48 of the Health· Act. 1953, 
' the CounCil were required to appoint a ConsuItaliv~ Health Committee, conSisting 
of ten members of whom not less than four members would be members, 'of the 
County Council. The Corhmittee would also include _the County Medical Officer 
of the County, the County Surgeon, or, if there was no such offiFr, the Medi-ckl 
Office r of a health institution maintained by the Council. and two other regis­
tered medical practiti9ners resident in the Coun(y, each of -whom was nominated 
by a body w hich in the opinion of the Council was r~presentative of the registered 
medical practitioners practising in the,i::ounty. The County Manager stated that 
since there_wa's' n9 Gounty Surgeon it would appear that Dr. ]. P. Cunniffe, who 
was the medical officer in charge of the largest institution, maintained by the 
,Council , i.e., St. Colm-an's Hospital and St. Kevin's Sanatorium, Rathdrum, 
would be the appropriate officer to 'be app'ointed to the Committee under ,that 
heading. The Council had agreed that the Wicklow Branch of the Irish 
Medical . Association would be the appropriate body to nominate the two other 
registered medical 'practi tioners to act on the Committee. , The Wicklow Branch 
of the Irish Medical Association nominated two medicaL practitioners . one of 
whom. 'howev'er, was also a Dispensary Medical Officer, and a difficulty arose 
in connection with this nomination in view of the provisions of Section 70 of 
the Local Government Act. 1925, which required that no person should hold 
<lnY office, or be employed for remuneration ' by any local authority,. :'?(hile he 
wrs, or within twelve months after he had ceased to be. a member of 'such 
local authority or an adjoining local authority . The Council's Solicitor had been

(a) Not les~ thll11 4 memQers of the Coun.>y Council; 
(b) C.Qunty Medical Officer; , 
(c ) the County Sjlrgeon, or, if th~re is , no such officer. the sep.ior Medical 

Officer in a health institution maintained by the Council, and 
(d) 2 medi<lqJ praoUliollers r~sicjing in the cOllnty. 
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It is also noted that there ·is no County Surgeon in Wicklow . and th,'lt it is 
proposed to appoint Dr. J. p. Cunniffe, who is ' the Medica! Officer in €harg~ of 
the largest institution maintained by the County Council. 

This appointmen t is, in our oQinion, in order, as is that of the County Medical 
Officer. 

However, as regards the two Dispensary Medical O ffic.ers suggested, w e feel 
that their position is in a different category , and that t~eir appointment would be 
affected by Section 70 of the , Local Government Act, 1925. . 

. The H ealth Act of 1953 is by no means d ear. It does not, however repeal 
Section 70 of the Local Govternment Act, 1925, and we agree that while the 
1953 Act should as far as possible be made work1!ble, in our opinion a Dis· 

. pensary Medical Officer should not be apPointed to the above Committee. 
It is dear that there ' are medical practitioners other than Dispensary D octors 

in the county, and w e suggest that it would be better policy to appoint two slich 
practitioners rather than two Dispensary Doctors.

ITEM NO. 16-B.C.G. VACCINATION SCHEME 

. The County Secretary stated that in connection with the arrangements for 
the treatment of tUberculosis it had been sugge.3ted by the Department of !:l,~alt h 

.thal the Council would consider the making of a special scheme for B.C.G. 
vaccination. The scheme would help in ' the treatment or ' elimination of tuber· 
culosis by providing special facilities and treatment for contacts of T .B. cases. 
children of T .B. patients, and school children. Dr. J. A. Dunlevy, Acting County 
Medical Officer, who attended the meeting, explained to the members of the 
Council the details of the proposed scheme. H e stated that although there had 
been a substantial fall in the death rate from pulmonary tuberculosis between 
1944 and 1953, it was desirable that this scheme be prOVided . To operate the 
scheme' a medical officer, nurse and clerk would be required. as each case would 
require four visits. It was intended to test all school children and, with the 
consent of the parents or guardians, to vaccinate all children who might be 
susceptible to tuberculosis. The vaccination was effective for three years. and 
probably was effective up to ten years. Arbout 1,500 had been vaCCinated in 
Wicklow up to date, and it was now desired to extend the scheme to all school 
children. 

The members of the Council agreed unanimously tlia t the scheme was most 
deSirable, and approved, on the proposal of Councillor W . Cleary. seconded by 
Councillor Senator J. J. M cCrea, of putting the , scheme into operation. 

. ITEM NO. 17-AMBULANCE SERVICE 

The County Secretary stated that in view of increased demands on the 
Council's Ambulance' Service to cope with road accidents and other emergenCIes. 
it was considered desirable that an additional new ambulance be prOVided as a 
necessary reserve. The existing Heet of ambulances was as follows :­

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Having considered report of County Engineer and Health Insp~ctor, the 
Council agreed that a pump be provided ori: a site suitable to serve the Council's 
cottages. The Council noted that Miss Kay, Rosary Cottage, Kilcoole Road, 
was ' proceeding with the provision of her own water supply. 

ITEM NO. 9-WATER SUPPLY TO COTTAGES ADJACENT TO 
KILCOOLE, RIVER 

The~Health Inspector reported that he had investigated the need for a water 
supply to the cottages adjacent to Kilcoole River. There were four Council cot­
tages in the immediate vicinity, and three a little further away. The occupants 
of these cottages obtained their water- supply ·from Kilcoole River. which was 
definitely tinfit for domestic use. The Kilcoole public supply ends at Mr. 
Garrett Byrne's premises, a distance of approxirh'atell 500 yards from the furthest 
cottage. The Health Inspector suggested that a 2 " pipe be laid down for a 
distance of 250 to 300 yards, where .a fountain ' could be erected. This would 
bring th\: supply within reasonable distance of each of the cottages involyed. The 
County .Engineer reported that the cost of laying i" diameter cdpper pipe, and 
proViding a fountain from the 4" main to a point on the road near Cooldross, 
,would be £128-the distance being' 300 lineal yards . 

Cou~cillor W. Lawless stated that in his opihton it would be preferable to 
lay the pipe along the Newtownmountkennedy Road and that this would be 'more 
convenient to the cottages. 

The Council deferred the matter for report from the County Engineer as tp 
the cost of laying the pipe alo~g the Newtownmountkennedy Road. \ , 

IT EM NO. to-EXTENSION OF WATER SUPPVY AT BELLEVUE, 
DELGANY 

The County Engineer reported that to serve the four cottages at Bellevue ' it 
would be necessary to. extend the watermain along the Delgany Road, No. 30, a 
distance of 136 lineal yards, at an estimated cost of £161 8s. The estimate in­
cluded the provision of a fountain by the removal of the existing fountain further 
along the road to serve the four cottages. The permission of Dublin Corporation 
would be required and this was being sough t.

WATER SUPPLY FOR COTTAGES AT CHARLESLAND 

The County Engineer reported in regard to the proposed extension of the 
watermain from Killincarrig Cross.Roads to serve cottages at Charlesland, and 
stated that the distan(;e involved was 670 lineal yards, and that he considered 
tha't a 4" diameter main should 'be laid. The cost. including air valves, hydrant 
and other fittings, was estimated at £850 lOs. _ The COunty Engineer stated that 
he had previously submitted an estimate for the extension of t" copper pipe 
from the Soldiers' Cottages at Charlesland, at a cost of £110, including the pro­
viSion of a fountain . The Hi:3lth Inspector had reported that pressure at the 
existing ,fountain at the Soldiers' Cottages was very lo.w, and that this might be 
due to a choked ferrule or a leak in the t " pipe. If the low pressure were due 
to a defect in the pipe and that defect were repaired there would be a suffiCient 
supply to provide adequate pressure to the proposed fountain by the extension of 
the r ' pipe. If, on the other hand, the low pressure was due to a defect in the 

,I' 
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existing pipe, he would recommenc\ that a 4" main be laid. The cottages at 
Charles land were standing on * acre each. 

Councillor W . Lawless submitted list of, names of 15 persons residing along 
the road, who were prepared ~o put in a water supply at their own expense if 
the Council provided the main. The list included a number of tenants of Council 
cottages. . 

The Council directed that the matter be included on the -Agenda for the next 
meeting of the County Council with a View to a uthorising the raising 6f a loan 
to defray the cost of laying the main. 

ITEM NO. ll-WATER- SUPPLY AND SEWERAGE AT REDFORD 
The Council c~nsidered report of the County Engineer dated 29th July, 

.1954, in regard to water supply and sewerage 'at Redford. 
The County Manager stated that the question of prOViding a water supply 

and sewerage system for houses -at Redford had been raised by a deputation to 
the Counejl some while ago, and that since that date the matter had been under 
examination by the Council's Engineers. ' In view of the likely difficulty of 
obtaining further water supplies from the Dublin Corporation he was of the 
opinion that the supply should be provided locally, and the Council's Engineering 
s ~aff were investigating the possibility of providing a satisfactory supply.. T here 
were several difficulties to be overcome. As regards the proposal to connect 
to the sewer serving houses on the La Touche Estate new road, this matter would 
require further . examiJ;lation to ensure that the sewer would be adequate to take 
the additional load and that the seewerage- works would be able to deal with the 
sewai/e from the increased number of houses: The County Manager stated that 
the Department of Local Government had forwarded complaint received from 
Mr. S. 0 Meadhra, owner of Bridge Bungalow, Redford, Greystones, in regard 
to the water supply and sewerage system at Redford. Mr. 0 Meadhra was the 
owni!r of Bridge Bungalow, the tenaQt of which had applied for a Council cot­
tag2. The bungalow had been found to be unfit for human habitation. A sample 
of water taken at Redford on the 5th July, 1954, had been found to be satis-
fac tory. " , 

The Council noted the position in the matter, and awaited the submission of 
a further 'report from the County Engineer. - 1 

The Council approved 6 f repairs to the outfall pip'e from the Sewage Dis­
posal Works at North Beach, Greystones, at cost of £130. 

" ITEM NO. 12-SEWAGE DISPOSAL SYSTEM SERVING HOUSES 
AT KILMACANOGUE 

I, 
The County Secretary stated that complaints had been receiv'ed from Cap:. 

, J. C. Hutson, Giltspur, Kilniacanogue, regarding alleged defects in the sewage 
disposal system which serves hjs house and five ' other houses at Kilmaca nogue, 
When the group of six houses at Kilmacanogue was being erected the Council 
ap'proved of the provision of one septic tank to serve the six houses, and appar· 
ently this septic tank was situate on Mr. Hutson's lands. 

The County Medical Officer recently made a speqial inspection of the ' sewage 
disposal system, and had reported that a nuisance existed and that this nuisance 
was the responsibility of the six households. He had recommended that they be 
written to, and informed that if they did not abate the nuisance the Council would 
carry out the necessary works and e.barge them with the cost. The Council's 
Solicitor had been consulted on the matter, and agreed that the Council had no 
responsibility whatsoever, for th t;. maintenance of ,the sewage disposal systerr,t, 
and that such was the responsibility of the household~rs concerned. The Council s 
Solicitor 'advised that each householder be written to pointing out that the Medical 
Officer was of the opinion that a nuisance existed and that unless the necessary 
steps were taken by the, householders to abate the nuisance that proceedings would 
have to be instituted under the PUblic Health Acts. 

The Coun::il noted that the Council had no responsibility in regard to the 
maintenance of the sewage disposal system, and that it was the responsibility of 
the householders concerned to abate the nuisance which had arisen.

I understand that An B6rd F ailte has had further discussions w ith Dublin 

Corporation regarding these roads in the vicinity of the Roundwood Old 
Reservoir and that the City Engineer is not prepared to recommend that the 
City Manager contribute a larger sum than £1,000 towards the cost of recon~ 
struction-this sum being approximately one-third of the estimated amount 
required. 

I am informed that Bord Failte is prepared to give a further grant of 
£1.500 towards the cost of the work, and the remaining £500 will have to be 
found by Wicklow County Council. . 

There is no doubt that the Council, for an expenditure of £500, will get a 
fi rs t~c1ass surface on those roads in that district, and, whilst I had felt that 
Dublin Corporation should have ,been held entirely responsible for putting those 
roads into such a condition which would cater for modern traffic, a t the same 
time, having regard to all the factors of the case and the likelihood of further, ' 
long~drawn~out, futile negotiations on the subject, I think that Wicklow County 
Council will not be iII~advised in authorising the sum of £500 as a contribution­
towards the total cost of £3,000, 

I will contact the Corporation regarding the matter of the public convenience­
proposed to b2 erected near the reservoir dam at Roundwood, which would be­
prected by Wicklow County Council and would cost approximately £1.000; the­
Corpora tion to provide a sum of £500 and An Bord F,,;!to th" rp.nlaining £500.

£900 and £100 for compensation for water rights. The Assistant Courity 
Engineer stated that the scheme was restricted to the improvement of the existing 
supply and that only the school and three houses were at present supplied. There 
had not been any actual shortage of water in Hollywood, but when the new 
school was erected the position mig~t be different as the quantity used would 
probably be greater. In reply to enquiry from members the Assistant Count)' 
Engineer stated~ that wells could be sunk to serve the Cottages at Hollywood 
North Cross Roads and Bona-grow. The Council agreed that wells- be sunk 
and puinps erected to serve: the cottages at these places ' and that the work

In a recent test of the reservoir at Tinahefy I found the reservoir itself was teaking 
at the rate of about 1O:000- gallons daily. This is a very old c9ncrete tank (90 
years) and is not. of sound construction. It . was repaired about two years ago, 
but is obviously so unsound as to be incapable of proper maintenance. T he 
filters are only barely capable of treating· the normal- requirements of the system 
and this -amount of leakage means that the load on the filters is doubled. This 
factor, together with a considerable wastage of :.:water by consumers with leak~ , 
has been the cause of many unsatisfa~tory samples of water taken in recent 
months. The consumers concerned have . b_een served with notices. The only 
solution would appear to' be thel construction of a new reservoir and filter beds. 

If this is agreed to, I would suggest that they be built about 350 yards upstream 
of the present site, thereby raising the level of the reservoir by abouf ' forty 
feet, as the present level is a rather precarious one for houses on the higher 
levels. The (lost of construction of the reservoir and filters would be about £700, 
and the pipeline to the new site would cost about £40q, or a total of £1.100.

. I am directed by the Minister for Local Government to forward herewi th 

a copy of the Housing (Repair and Improvement Works) Regulations, 1954. which 
govern the making of grants under Section 12 of the Housing (Amendment) ACl. 
195.4. For convenient rderence, a copy of Section 12 of the Act is also 
enclosed. 

The purpose of Section 12 is to widen the scope of the assistance available 
under ,the HOUSing Acts towards the preservation. and jmprovement of dwellings 
occupied by or suitable for occupation by persops of the working classes or 
agricultural labourers and to encourage the conversion of larger houses so occu­
pjed or suitable into separat e dwellings. The grant is payable to the person 
executing the repair or improvement works, whether or not he is the occupier 
of the house and no rateable limit is imposed. 

Applications from farmers or from agricultural labourers in rural areas for 
reconstruction grants in respect of houses in their own oc.cupation will continue to 
be considered under Section 16 of the Housing (Amendmen t) Act. 1948. as 
amended by Section 19 of the Housing (Amendment) Act, 1952. 

As decay and obsolescence add to the liabilities of housing authorities for 
the proVision of working class housing accommodation and labourers' cottages. the 
Minister considers tha t they should intensify operations under the Housing Acts 
which would arrest the decay of dwellings and secure their repair or improve­
ment. Attention is drawn in particular to the powers and duties connected with 
the control of tenementing (Sections 11 and 12 of the 1948 Act). the making and 
enforcement in urban areas of bye-laws relat ing to overcrowding'. sanitary fa Cili­
ties, watec supply. drainage. vent ilation. etc. (Section 27 of the 1952 Act). and 
the repair of houses 'which can be made fit for human habitation at reasonable 
expense (Settion 19 of the 1931 Act) . . The Minister requests that the position 
be' examined in eaoh housing area with a view to appropriate action being taken 
under the above-mentioned provisions. The attention of peTs-ons on whom notices 
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involving repair or improvement works are served ~ight be drawn to the grants 
availalble under Section 12 of the 1954 Act. Housing authorities are reminded 
that where they themselVTes' carry out repair works which had been specifled in a 
notice served under Section 19 of the 1931 Aot. a grant may be made by the 
Minister towards the cost (Section 33 (2) of the 1952 Act). They are also 
reminded that the major subSidy is payable for the re...nousing under the Housing 
of the Working Classes Acts of ·a family displaced by an operat ion of the 
housing authori.ty under any of 'the provisio.ns referred to above.

I have made an inspection of the Town o.f Dunlavin and I wish to report 
that it ;would appear to me there are . two places only which at first sight might 
appear to be within the above description. 

One of these sites I find is that on which it is proposed to q:>nstruct a 
b.m galow by Mr. Lawlor. and for which ~pproval was given under the Town 
Planning Acts. 
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The secend censists .of a rew .of three heuses .on the Green at Dunlavin 
and ' again there appears te be a propesal te censtruct a bungalew by Mr. L. 
O 'Reilly. 

It weuld appear, therefore, ~hat the Ceuncil ceuld net interfere in either .of 
these ·cases. .

Mr. T. F. OH~'dgi~, T.D., Miqis,ter for Health, accompanied by Dr. 
O 'SuIlivan, Medical Inspector, and Mr. J. Daro,Y, Principal Officer, Department 
of Health, attended the meeting, and ' were ' welcomed by the Chairman on behalf 
of the members. ' r-.,' , 

The Minister, expressed his thanks for the atten~ance of · the members, and 
stated that he wished to discuss with them the 'Health S~rviCes ge!1erally. , 

Dispensaries 

The Minister referred to the review of dispensary buildings, and noted that 
ten new dispensaries were required. The County Manager stated bhat qne dis­
pensary had been provi4ed at Kikoole, and that the Council was in a posi'tion 
to proceed with the .er~ction of dispensaries at Rathdrum, Aughrim, and Baltin­
glass, and that negotiations were proceeding for the acquisition of sites at Avooa 
and Carnew. 

The Miu.ister noted that clinics were ' 'avaifa'ble, and in operation at .Bray, 
Arklow and Wicklow: Those at Bray and W icklow were being held in premises 
owned by the Council, and that at Arklow. in premises provided by the generosity 
of the Countess of Wicklow. The Minister ' stated ' that h'e was, anxious to haw 
the progr1'lmme Jor, the , erection of new .dispensari'es ":' completed within the next 
twelve months ' if possible. 

Dispensary Districts 

The Minister 'stated that he 'under-s tood that 'there 'was no ' telephone available 
in dispensary residen~es at Aughrirn, Tinaj1ely and Annam~e, and asked tha t 
arrangem~nts be made to have telephones il!£~al!ed . . " , ' . 

The Minister asked if the me mbers were satisfied with the boundaries of 
dispensary distriots. . T he ,C ounty Manager st ated that" ;the' <;::ouncil had con­
sidered tpe bO,undaries , of the di,spensary districts , at Bray. <'I1!d-_<:OoIJattin. In 
regard to Bray, it was prop'osed 1'0 create a new dispens<;lTY, district. Coul)oillor 
Senator , J. McCrea "nd Councill<;>.( W. Hamrr.ond pointed .out- that <;::oo!lattin 
dispensary drstriot was one of 'the largest in the county, and suggested that portion 
of the district should be served from q'uIlDw, and form part' of. the adjoining 
dispensary distriot In County Carlow. . ~ , ' '. 

The Ghairman pOinted out tliat Bray Urban' D istrict Council had recently 
acquired land in' County Dublin ,mainly for l:iousing purposes, and that an appli­
cation was before the M inister for r ocal Government for the extension of !the 
bO!,lndary of County, Wicklow to include this land. P~rsol)s residing in these 
houses had, however, to attend the dispensary a t Loughlinstown. ' 

, CounClillor W. Lawless suggeste'd that it would be necessary to alter the 
Newcastle Dispensary District,. w hich extended as f.ar as Anrramoe. 
. , 'The , Minister stated thpt tPe ?Itera tion of dispensary districts 'would be ,a 
matter primarily for the Council, and their ",iews would be examined by his 
Dep?rtment. 

Preparation of Ge:nera{ Medical Register, , 

, , ' Councillor W, Lawless expressed disagreem~nt with the proc~dure adopted 
in preparing the Register. The Minister pOinted out that the Act required that a 
register be compiled, and that it was necessary to make certain inquiries in 
connection with applications for inclu:sion on the Register, He ag'reed that the 
officials carrying out suC'h work should carry out their , duties in a courteous and 
considerate manner. 

Schools' Medical Service 

The Minister pointed out that to comply wit·h the provIsions of the Health 
Acts it would be necessary to inspect each school once in every year. T he 
County Medical Officer, who ' attended, stated that at present the CounCiil 
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inspected , eac;h school about 'once in two ' ye;'l,rs four months. The County 
Manager stated that he was doUbtful if an annual inspec.tion of eaoh school could 
be arranged 'wilth ' the existing ,.J.!ledical staff, having regard , to the fact that one 
Assistant Count y Medical Officer would ' be engaged prac.tically w hole-time on; the 
B.e.G. Vaccination _Scheme. The County Manager pOinted 'ou:t- that some com~ 
plaints had been receiVed from principals of schools in r~gard to the interruption 
of school programmes as a result of inspec.tions. The Minister stated that he ha~ 
seen represen tatives of S.chool Managers in regard to this matter, and that they 
were. agreeable to co-operate in the operation o.f the scheme. ' ' 

The County M edical Officer informed the Minister that. ophthalmic defects 
discovere~ at s'chools', medical Ecxaminations were, ',tre'ated by two part-time 
opht~aJmlc surgeons, paid on a sessional 'basis. A specialist was engaged to treat 
ear, nose :and throat defeats, and proposals had been submitted for a permanent 
arrangement. At present beds in 'Dublin were needed 

, Members of the Council referred to defeotive school buildings i; the county, 
an:! st~essed the Importance of replacing defective buildings, w,i,th new schools. 
Re MI~lst.er agreed With the necessity for proViding satisfaotory school buildings, 
and ,sta'ted that he had been in consultation with the Minis-ter for Educat ion on the 
subject. Two ne:v schools per week were being put into operation. 

In regard to or,thop<edic cases, the County i iMedical Officer stated that such 
cases were referred to an or,thop<edio surgeon in Dublin. In regard , to dental 
services, the County Medic,al Officer agreed that in order to ' carry out conserva­
tiy;e work, an expansion of the service wquld be necessary. 

lnfan(:Welfare Service' 

The Minister noted that the", Council had complied with the requirement that 
clinics be available in ewry town with a 'population of 3 ,000 or~ more. The 
County Medi'cal Officer stated that a Jubile~ N ursing Service was available in 
eight districts in the county. The Minister stated that it was desirable' that 
vacancieJ arising for midwives would be filled in -future by the appOintment of a 
whole-time district nurse. The Chairman referred _ to his concern in, regard to 
the welfare of children boarded out by societies in County Wicklow. The 
Minister slated that the ques,tion of the need for amendments to the Children 
Act, 1908, was being examined by his De-par,tment.

Diphtheria Immunisation I I 

, T 4e M(nis.ter ppinted out that desp ite full facil(ties having been made avail­
able free of charge in 'the county for diphtheria immunisation, only 34 per cent.' 
of the target had been reached. He stressed the desirability 'Of availing of the 
service and asked that the members use their influence to encourage parents to 
hav~ their children immunised. In regard to vaccination for smallpox, the Minister 
s'ta ted that the danger of an outbreak w as "very real and urged that parents should 
have their children vaccinated against smallpox. The Cou'nty Medical Officer 
sugges,ted that research to obtain a vae:cine with less strong rea9tion was desirable, 
and stated that p~rents were oDten refuctant to' have their children vaccinated 

I because of the resulting upset t~ the ho.usehold. .. ' 

Tuberculosis Services 

The Minister stated that. about 6,000 X-rays 'had been carried out in County 
\Vicklow by , the Mass Radiography Service. He asked that the membe1"s 
encourage persons to avail of this service : T he Minister pointed out that the cost 
of treatment of each case 6f tuberculosis had been estimated at from £600 to 
£700 per c<Jise, The Minister stated that arrangements had been, made for a unit 
of the Mass Radiography Service to deal with a small group of counties, i.e" 
to organise the service on a regional basis. 

R C.G. Vaccination Scheme 

The Minis,ter stated that to date only 7 per cent. o.f the ~~der 20 population 
had been vaccinated under the B.C.G. Scheme. The Council would now be 
operating their own scheme, and the C ounty Medical Officer slated that it was 
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expected to vaccinate 4,000 cases iri. each year. The C0l!nty Medic'al Officer 
stated that in his opinion it would not be possible' to carry OUlt an inspection 
of each school under the Council's Medical Service in one year, and also carry 
out the B.C,G. Scheme with the present s·taff. The Minister stated that he would 
communicate with the Council on this matter. 

Gj!Jleral Practitioners-Maternity Service 
. The. Minister pointed out that under the Health Act patients had a choice of 

dootor for maternity cases. In reply to the Minister -the County Manager stated 
that all dispensary doctors, but only four other doctors in the county, had regis­
tered. The Minister asked that 'arrangements be made with doctors in adjoining 
counties who might wish to register with Wicklow County Council. 

In regard: to maternity -cases, the County Manager stated that ten beds were 
available at St. Anne's M'aternity Home, Rathdrum, and ten beds would also be 
available at' Baltinglass Hospital shortly. There were three private maternity 
homes in the county with about nine beds in all. The Council would be in a 
position to cater for about 400 cases per year. In reply to ,inquiries ' from 
memers, the County Manager stated ' that ~ligibility for free maternity treatment 
was confined to the lower income group and added that the proposed scale of 
income was flexible. Councillor W. Hammond stressed that in his opinion a 
valuation of £50 did not compare with an inC'ome of £600 per annum. 

Ho'spitals 
'I1he County Manager informed the Minister that the new County Hospita! 

at Rathnew would have 60 beds, but that provision was being made for an 
expansion to 80 beds. The Council availed of Bublin hospitals. and also of S t. 
Columcille's Hospital , .Loughlinstown. The County Manager agreed that the 
position would be sa..!isfactory when the new County Hospital had been built, and 
that Bal.tinglass Distriot Hospital cou.Jd c·ater for patients from the west, and part 

, of the south of the county. The Minister asked that should B-altinglass District 
[Iospital be tinabfe to cope with the number of patients requiring accommoda'tion 
that arrangements be made with ,the new hospital at Oarlow. The County 
Manager s tated that he did not consider that this would be necessary. In regard 
to the operation of Baltinglass District Hospital -the· County Manager stated ~hat 
it was proposed to cpntinue the present arrangement for a consuLtant surgeon 
and part-time medical officer. In reply to a suggestion from Councillor p. Keboe 
that a whole-:time surgeon be made av>ailable, the Cqunty Manager pOinted out 
that the cost of such arrangement :would be very heavY and that since the hospital 
had only 40 beds, it was not usual to have a whole-.time surgeon. The County 
Manager added that he expected that the District Hospital, B'altinglass, woul~ be 
ready in about two weeks. J 

In reply to inquiry from Councillor J. O'Toole, in regard to the position o~ 
insured workers, the Minister stated that formerly the 'cost 6f the treatment w as 
paid for by the Depal'ltment of Social Welfare, at the rate of £5 12s. per week. 
Lt was now an obligation on the Health Aut·horitY to prOVide tbis treatment sub-
ject to recoupmedt of '50 per cent. from the Health Grant. ' 

The Chairman, on behalf of the members, expressed thanks to the Minister 
and his officials for attending the meeting and for the discussion with them on the 
Health Services.

In regard to the foot­
paths in the village, he stated that these were only partly dorie, and were I 
unseemly looking and dangerous. Mr. Byrne also asked that a road sign pointing 
to the Village be provided . Mr. Byrne also asked that the EleC!toraJ' Areas be 
altered so as to enable Avoca to have a local representative on the Council. 

Mr. Dunne referred to the path at Tinnahinch from the main road, which he 
sta-~ed was dangerous. ' He referred a'lso to the need for a water supply at The 
Meetings and inquired if the gran~ for the main road at the Kish could be trans-
ferred to the road at Kilqueeney. '~ " 

The Chairman pointed out that the ques"Hon of the Elec.to'ral Areas was not 
one for the CounCil, and that it would not be possible to have these Eleotoral 
Areas aItered . As regards roads in the district, he pOinted OUlt that the public 
road between Avoca . and Arklow had been reconstruoted in recent 'years at very 
stIDsltantial cost. A scheme for the frnprovement of the water supply had been 
prepared, and would be considered by the members that day.

The County Manager stated that the Deputy County Engineer ,bad ~!;l.bmitted 
plans for the improvement of the Avoca water supply which involved the 
eX!tension of the intake by the laying oJ a 4-inch pipe, 520 lineal yan1s 'upstream 
to avoid danger of contamination. Tpe works consisted of tbe laying of pipe, 
provision of extens~on to intake works, erec.tion of fencing and a gate and the 
estimated cost was £420. The Assistant County Engineer sta'ted that, in his 
opinion, the works ' would improve the quality of. the , water supplied and also 
generally impro.ve the eXis,ting supply throughout the ' a'Tea.

We, therefore, ask 
that immediate attention be given to the mafter and have ' repairs done wit,hout 
dcla~ , 

We trust that the hardships endured by the people who had to 'travel the 
K.i)lalesh Road last year will not be repeatE;.d this winter. . I 

We further ask that a public pump be erected at KiHalesh Upper: where five 
families have no sui·table drinking water. The water' used by them has got to be 
carried almost one mile from a private well on the farm of Mr. D. Reynolds, 'who 
has signified his intention of dosing 'access to the well ',' due to damage to crops 
and fence. 

We trust, Gentlemen, that you will give our demands or resolutions' your 
consideration and that it will not be necessary for us to trespass further on your 
valuable time. .

. The follOWing resolu'tion from meeting of ratepayers at KilJaveney was sub-

"This meeting of ,the adjoining ratepayers of the Killaveney Road leading 
from Tinahely to Gorey call on Wicklow County Council to take aJJ necessary 
?teps to have this main artery from Wicklow County to County Wexford border 
Drought up-to-date for all the modern requirements. This road has been negleoted 
for years~almost impassable now save for iron-shod vehicles. Let it be painted 
out that Wexford County Counc·il is at present bringing its portion up-<to-date, 
and will complete it in 1955. Nothing has been done on the Wicklow end so far. 
This must end. The ratepayers, who alone pay heavry direct taxes, should get 
Hrst claim instead of continental trippers, who contribute nothing." 
• The Council decided to adjourn the matter to the meeting to be held on the 
rollowing Monday, with a view to ascertaining if a grant might be available for 
the improvement of the road. 
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ITEM NO. 9-iMPROVEMENTS IN KILMACANOGUE 

,The folloWi~g particulars' in regard to improvements sought in the Kilmac­
anogue area had been submi'tted by ' Councillor J. O'Toole:-

I. Extension of Water Supply to Rocky Valley. At present the supply 
o~ly goes to fountain situated abou't 150 yards from hotel. Rocky Valley is only 
now' being .developed and water supply is most essential. 

2. Sewerage for Village. There is no sewerage in village. Sewage is being 
disposed of by the' following methods: (1) Priva;te septic tanks; (2) dry lava­
tory; (3) chemical lavatory. Kilmacanogue is on.e of the few viii-ages in north 
Wiaklow that has no main sewerage. . As the water is available here, main 
drainage should: not be insurmountable. 

. 3. Road Improvement. The road commonly ' called Goats' Pass-from Post 
Office box at Rocky Valley to Glencormac-is in very bad -condition. In addi·tion, 
It requires to be Widened. T 'here are a number of car owners living on this road, 
but. it is only wide enough to take one car. 

4. , Footpath from Village to Glen of the Downs. This road ,carries a very 
big volume of traffic and is very dangerous .for pedestr·ians. On one side of the 
road there is a bank of approximately -7 feet ip. depth from road to hedge; it is 
impossible to walk on the bank, especially in bad weather. 
. 5. Improvement of Pathway from Jameson's Corner to Village. Complaints 
about this path _were made by residents; the result was that a few loads 9.1 rough 
gravel were spread on the worse parts. -,. 

The Counoif noted the. report of the County Medical Officer of the 8th 
October, 1954, but agreed that the provision of a sewerage scheme for the diSitric t 
would be extremely costly. The Council agreed that a report be ob~ained from 
the County 'Engineer in regard to the extension of the water supply, and: the 
provision of a sewerage system. The Council notee! also that the widening and 
improvement of the road called Goats ' Pass would be very costly, and tfiat no 
funds would be available for such work in the present year.

The total indebtedness on foot of ·loans at 31/3/'52 was £1,143,168 as com­

In pUTsuance of an agreement under the Fire Brigades Act, 1940; between 
the County Council and the Urban District Councils the County Council under­
took to administer the fire service for the entire county. Expenditure under this 
head. has been treated as a county at large oharge in the accounts for the period 
under review. Since the Fire Brigades' Act, 1940, provides that the expenses of a 
fire service should be levied on the county health area it will be necessary to 
adjust the chargeability in the succeeding accounts .. 
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The accounts of the farm attached to the County Home disclosed a defidenc.y 
at 31/2/,52. The official who was in charge of the farm attributed the loss to 
(a) the . death of a number of pigs, and (b) a cheque for £110, which was over­
looked and subsequently became out-of~ate and which could · not be credited 
to the account. The cheque in question represented the proceeds from the sale 
of pigs. The purchasers state that they later paid- the amount~ in cash but were 
unable to produce - a receipt therefor. In the a!bsence of satisfaCltory evidence to 
support his statements the o fficial concerned was held accountable for the loss. 
The amount of the defiCiency was recovered from him and lodged to the Councd' s 
credit in the follOWing finanCial year. 

In the accounts· for the year ended 31/3/'52 eipenditure on "Secondary o~ 
Vocartional Scholarships" is shown as a charge against the county hea],th area. 
This is properly a charge against the county at large and should be adjusted 
in the current accounts.

ITEM NO. 16-WATER SUPPLY FOR NATIONAL SCHOOL 
AT MANOR KILBRIDE 

W ith reference to the notice of motion handed in by Councillor T. O 'ReiIly, 
the County Manager stated tb-at this matter had been 'considered by the Coun~il 
in March, 1953, when it had been proposed to pipe water from a. spring on the 
lands of Mr. J. Flood. Mr. Flood wished to have a guarantee that suffiCient 
water would be available for him at all times, and that he would have first right 
to use the water from the spring. The amount of compensat·ion sought was £20. 
The Assistant County Engineer reported that the iCouncil could not give such an 
undertaking, and ,that ·the spring had gone dry in the year 1949. The Council, 
at meeting held on 9th April, 1953, decided not. to proceed witll tne proposal 
as .the source of supply W;'lS unreliable. In July, 1950, the fo~mer County Medical 
Officer, in report on the matter, had stated that he was not prepared to recom­
mend the provision· of a public water supply as the population did not justify it. 
The Courrty Manager pOinted out that it was DOt the responsibility of the Council 
to prov'ide water for the Na.tional School. The Health InspeCltor had recently 
reinvestigated the matter. and had reported that the owner of the land on whkh 
the spring was svtua:te was. not prepared to consider any proposal in regard to 
~ater rights. There were no County Council cottages in the vicinity of the 
school. . 

The Council noted the position in the mabter. The Council asked, however, 
that a funther report be obtained from the -Assis,tant County Engineer, and also 
from the County Medical Officer.

I have carried out a survey of the above~mentioned village in conneotion with 
the provision of 'a new wat er supply there, and the follow~ng are my observations. 

There are a total of 29 families in the Village with a total of 102 persons, 
two schools with a total of approximately 60 children, and one church. Three 
of these families have their own pr·iv'ate pumps; these three families total eight 
persons, leaving a total of 94 people depending on ·the village pump for their 
watet: supply. This pump is situated in the middle of the village and is within 
reasonable distance from all the dwellings, wiJth the exception of three which are 
approximately 450 yards away. 

I feel th.at the need for an improved water supply for this Village is not an 
urgent one, in view of the faot that there are a numlber of larger villages in the 
county in much more urgent need of a wholesome water supply.

The installation charge of £135 15s, Od. cannot be r~duced as it covers not 
alone standard public lighting brackets and fittings, but sep-arate pub.Jic lighting 
wire and time-swi,tdh control so that the lighting may be on only during hoUTs of 
darkness, and to extent desired during those hours. It is understood that the 
former public lighting came on and off with the general supply, which was limited 
to evening hours only, whereas the Board supply will be 24 hours. 

The annual consumption of around £50 covers lighting of the proposed 
10-200 watt. lamps for half an hour after dusk to midnight throughout the year; 
of course, if the lamps were to be reduced to 100 waJtt. the ctp'rent used would 
be only one half, 'but all urban and rural public lamps are now standardised at 
200 watt. 

The maintenance oharge of £9 covers two annual replacements of the 200 
watt, lamps and one annual cleaning of equipment, as the Board generally charges 
for suoh service, 

I am obliged to say that as the charges in question are those applied to all 
such publi~ lighting installations, it is not possible to reduce the figures unless your 
Council would be satisfied with a reduction in the wattage of the lamps or in the 
number, 

The existing supply will cease on Friday, the 15,th instant, as from which 
date the new network, will be connected to the national mains for 24~hour supply.

A report on the progress of the Kendalstown Housing Enquiry and the 
_ abortive mee ting held · in the Town Hall, ~ray, on. the 23rd August, came before 

the monthly meeting of the Bray and District Trades Council on Wednesday 
last, --the 6th October. 
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' Having considered the report fully, the Trades Council desires to draw 
attention to the fact that the setting up by the County Council of a Committee 
to enquire into the charges made by the Trades Council and Union rep),esentatives 
indicates quite clearly that the Co. Council felt there was something to investigate. 
Furthermore, for an enquiry to be satisfactory, it is essential that it should be 
conducted on mutually agreeable lines. 

The method of procedure decided on by the Committee on the ·23rd August 
was, as already explained, a method which would violate fundamental trade union 
principles, and is contrary to the methods of enquiry ' adopted by the Labour 
Court, which have been tested by years of experience and accepted by the trade 
union movement generally. 

The Trades Cbuncil regrets that this enquiry should have been frustrated by 
a technical point of procedure ; so long as such a pOSition of stalemate exists it 
can only result in an injustice being done. As it is quite evident that grounds 
for an eo,quiry do exist the Trades CouiI'cil again requests that the Committee 
meet to investigate the charges made, 'such investigation to be, as suggested', Sn 
the lines of Labour Court procedure. -The Trades Council also felt that the late 
hour 'at which the enquiry started was not helpful in settling a mutually agreeable 
method of procedure. Please place this letter before the next meeting of the 
County Council.

The County Manager stated that Professor P. p, Purcell, Consultant 
Engineer, had submitted report on the proposed" Regional Water Supply Scheme, 
together with an estimate of the cost. The County Engineer had examined the 
Consultant's report and agreed with his recommendations. 

The Scheme provided for the taking of a supply from the Vartry River 
near Annagowlan Bridge. The filters would be placed near the DeviJ's Glen 
W aterfall and the main pipeline would extend from the filters to a clear water 
tank in the Devil's Glen, and from thence via Ashford and Rathnew to a new service 
reservoir approximately at the top of the Greenhill Road, Wicklow. The route ' 
of the pipeline between Rathnew and Wicklow would follow approximately the 
road known as the Rocky Road. The' Scheme would provide a supply of 240,000 
gallons per day, and, should it be found necessary, it could subsequently be 
extended to Lough Dan, or connected with the E.S.B. · Hydro-Electric Scheme, 
if that Scheme were proceeded with. Th'e supply accordingly could be increased 
to 428,000 gallons per day. A sufficient supply would be available to cater for 
any further extension of the pipeline to serve Brittas Bay. The Scheme, however, 
as deSigned, would cater for Ashford, Rathnew and Wicklow Town. The 
estimated cost of the Scheme was £100,000, and the Loan Charges on this sum, 
based on a 25-year Loan at 4!% interest, would amount to £6,885 approximately 
per annum. It was expected that a State contribution of 3~i% of the Loan 
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6 Minutes of Meeting held ' 8tb November, 1954 

Charge$ would be, available, and this would reduce the annual charges by £2,600 
to a figure of £4,285. per annum. It had been agreed that the cost of the 
Scheme would be shared by Wicklow Urban Cbuncil and the County Council 

, in the proportion of 300/0 by Wicklow Urban Council and 70% by the County 
Council. The sum of £1,285 would accordingly ' be chargeable to the Urban 
District Council, which would be equivalent to a rate of about 2/8 in the £, 
and the sum, of £3,000 would be chargeable to the County Health District, and 
would be equivalent to a.c rate of "approximately 3d. in the £.

The Deputy County Engineer 
agreed With the .vlews of the Council s Architect and pointed out also ' that any 
eXits from the site would be connected on a bend of the main road carrying 
very heavy and fast traffic.

The pr'o"cedure now suggested in your letter under reply appears 
to be precisely the same suggestion as 'was made to the wor-kers' side by ~I\e 
Chairman, Mr. H . J. Byrne, on the occasion of our last meeting in the Town 
Hall. This procedure was -not acce.ptable, beca,use, while the workers' side mad~ 
it clear that a~y union members giving evidence would have to be accompanied 
by. hi~ Unioy. Secretary or official in any case, !'he dbjection, the fundamental 
objection I may say. was on the grounds that cl1e Com,mittee would only agree 
to interview ea<;h person giVing evidence on his owI1 (subject to his union repre­
sentative being present, of course). The General 'Secretary of the Plasterers' 
Society made it clear to the Chairman that he could not give any: evidence to 
the Committee !IDless t~e representa.tives of the Trades' Council were present, 
and the Trades CounCil representatives could not present their case unless all 
concerned were present also. . . . . 

When we wrote you on the 11th October, in our last paragraph we asked 
that the enquiry should be ~on,du~ted on th~ lines of a Labour Court in~stigation . 
When the Labour Court mvestlgates a dispute both parties appear before the 
Court, the representatives of eath side making their case in turn. Having heard 
each dtherscas~. each side replies in turn, the members of the Court ask further 
questions to clarify the issues, and make their findings known at a future date. 
The Counc:;l will exan;tine witnesses also when required. Such a method would 
be in acc?rdance with tested and acceptlable practice, giving a full opportunity 
to both Sides. to have all the issues clarified, and a betfer . opportunity to the 
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Committee of arriving at a full understanding of all ' the issues involved in cl1e 
case. The procedure suggested in your letter of hearing each witnes,s privately 
and independent of all other witnesses would deprive earn side of the opportunity 
of challenging any statements made whioh appear to be incorrect or misleading, 
or of reconciling apparent contradictions, The Trades' Counc·il feels strongly 
that an enquiry on these lines could not possibly be a full and satisfactory one. 

As your letter of the' 9th November does not rule out completely (except by 
implication, which may not be justified) an enquiry on the lines of a Labour 
Court investigation, I should be glad if , you could possibly get further clartfi;ca~ 
tion of the matter before the Trades' CoundI holds its next meeting on the 17th 
November when this correspondence will be diS'cuss'ed.

ITEM No. J7-MAINTENANCE OF PATIENTS IN EXTERN HOSPITALS 
The County Secretary s,tated that from an examination of the COuncil's 

Accounts to date during the present year, it was antiCipated .tha~ the amount 
prOVided in the Estimates for the maintenance of . patients in E~tern Hospitals 
would not be adequate and that an additional provision of about £6,000 would be 
required. An extra sum of £2,500 w ould be required to meet the cost of main'­
tenance of patients in E~tern Sanatoria, but this expenditure would be offset 
by a saving of about £4,000. 'The County Manager stated that the additional 
authorisation required in respect of maintenance of patients in E~tern Hospitals 
was due partly to increase in the number of patients., 'but was also due to the 
fact that many patients were sent to Loughlinstown Hospital , Wihere the rate 
of charge was £8-13-10 per week, as compared with £5-12-0 per week in other 
hospitals. It w as estimated that of the extra ·expenditure which would be incurred 
in the year, about £2,500 was occasioned by the high rate of charge applied at 
Loughlinstown Hospital. The County Manager stated that Originally ten beds 
had been made available for patients from County Wioklow in this Institution ' 
and also six for maternity cases. It had been intended that .the Hospital would 
serVe the Bray, Delgany' ana Powerscourt Dispensary Districts. It had been 
found, ,however, that patients were being sent for treabnent in t'he Hospital from 
many other dispensary distriots and there were at present 36 patients from 
County Wicklow in Loughlinstown Hospital. The additional beds had been 
made available ' as a result of patients suffering from T.B. having 'been accom­
modated elsewhere. T lhe difference in the rate of charge per patient in Lough­
linstown might be due in part to the repayment of loans · in respect of capital 
works and also to an element of subSidy reflected in the charges made by Dublin 
Hospitals.
