The toad referred to, i.e., Aghowle-J3aIIylusk-Lane, is not a public highway and 
consequently is not maintained' by the Council. Some years ago however 
repairs were carried out by the Council staff acting as agents only for the S.E.S.O: 
who had made available a grant for the purpose of repairs. 

The road would not appear to be ve;y heavily trafficed-in fact it is doubtful 
if it is used by any except local {residents) traffic. At the Agbowle end of the 
lane 4 houses are located, the most distant one be'ip g 0.35 miles along the lane. 
At the BaIIylusk end there are three houses, .the one furthest is located 0.4 miles 
from the County Road: the intermediate distance between the last houses at 
either end is 0.6 miles, making the lane a total of 1.35 miles. This intermediate 
section appears .t'? .be no more than an accommodation road for agricqItural 
traffic to the adjo101Og fields, and the surface is not more than 6 feet wide. 

Und~lUbtedly, the entire lane is in very bad condition, un drained, badly in­
grown With bushes and weeds, and very poorly surfaced. At two points. streams 
cross the road. The middle section is near imposs ible for motor traffic. 

. Cost o~ .r.epair of the two end sections (~hiCh accommodate the houses), 
'i.e., 0.75 IDlles would be £250. Cost of reparr of the entire length, i.e., 1.30 
miles, would be £500. This would not include tar surfacing.

ITEM No. 2-MEMORIAL FROM RATEPAYERS IN REGARD 1;0 

WIDENING AND RESURFACING OF ROADS. 

The Comity Secretary submitted memorial received from ratepayers r·equest­
ing the Council to \viden and resurface the roads from Bal1ymanus Bridge to 
Coolboy Cross and from Bal1yteigue via Ballycurra and Askinagap to Moyne. / 
The County Engineer had reported that {the Council had started work on the 
Ballinglen-Askinagap road grid but that the total length involved would be about 
7t miles. The surfaces were at present very bumpy an~ the roads would require 
extensive drainage and repairs to bridges over most of their length before rnajQT 
surfacing would be earried out.

The Council decided to 
adjourn the matter for consideration in connection with the roads estimates 
Eor 1957 / 58" . 

Proposed H()usm,g Scheme at Kirikee, Glenmalure. 

At the request of Councillor Haughton, the Council agreed . to hear Rev. 
Fr. Granville, C.C., Kirikee, in regard to the need ' for houses in Glenmalure. 

Rev. Fr. Granville submitted particulars of_persons who whe seeking houses 
in the District and asked that the. Council proceed with the scheme at the 
earliest possible time. At the requ~st of members the County Manager gave 
particuJars of the applications received and pointed out that at present it appeared 
that only two applicants were in need of re-housing.

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ITEM No. S-WATER SUPPLY AT< KNOCKATOMCOYLE. 

The County Secretary stated that the Assistant County Engineer had reported 
that there were five houses in the area which would benefi t from the provision of 
a water supply. The houses consisted of one Council cottage, two· Coolattin 
cottages, a Land Commission cottage and Mullinacuffe Post Offi ce. The oc­
cupants obtained water from springs in the neighbourhood which usually ran 
dry from about July to September, and for this period they had to travel from 
300 to 400 yards to a spring adjoining Mullinacuffe River. The Assistant C.ounty 
Engineer did not consider that any of the springs used would provide water of 
sufficiently good quality to warrant their protection by the Council. The cost of 
providing a pump would be £240. The County Secretary pointed out that there 
was only one Council cottage concerned a.lld it did not appear that the cost of 
providing the pump would .be justified.

It might 
here be remarked that' whereas local opinion, i.e., that of nearby residents and 
road users, is that some of the recent large scale' improvements of main ,ro.ads 
by realignment and removing of corners were .u~duly costly, .- long-distance 
travellers have ,been found' to express keen appreciation of the measures taken. 
The main roads' on which such works were carried out carry exceptionally heavy 
'traffic especially during the summer, and the improvement schemes were deter­
mined after examinatiorl' of accident statistics covering a lengthy, period, ,and 
after a census o~ traffic, especially ... at peak; periods, ' had been taken, At .'the 
same time -those persons who live beside or have to us~ , County ' Roads might 
naturally feel that costly schemes for the easing of traffic conditions on m~in 
thoroughfares could await the improvement of the surface of t~ roads which 
they have to traverse. " 

In the present year the programme for imwoving CO~Inty Roads orig~alLy 
started in 1949 was continued, and as a result of the adoptIon of new techniques 
by the Council's Engineering, Staff the rate of reconstruJ;tion and improvement 
has ;been<much ,accelerated in the) past year or two and greater road mileage 
cim now be reached on with the funds available. As from 1949 Grants from 
the Road Bund, were allocated to County Road imprQyements. Since' 1949, 
it i ~ .found that 250 miles of County Roads have been improved by rolling and 
tarring, which' r epresents 28-%' of the entire County Road milea~e . .In the present 
financial year 62 miles of County R:oads were reconstructed, whIch IS much above 
the average for previous years. At t~e present date ~e 'per~entage ~f County 
Roads which have dust free surfaces IS 3} % ; from thIS It WIll .be eVIdent that 
prier to 1949 veLY little had been don'e in improving County, Roads. . In fact 
the relative rapidity with which improvements hav~ been carnedOu,c I~ . these 
eight years was only possible because of new techmques and the avaIlability of 
plant which radically altered the volume of work by reason of ,much greater 
output of road mateIiiaJ. in quarries, th~ quic~ transport of such .matenal an~ the 
U,se of modern machinery in all road operatIOns. Apart from the ~any eVIdent 
improvements to Main Roads, it is felt that the increased output ,, ~hich has been 
achieved in recent years in the carrying out of road works will be. apparen~ from 
the speed at which County Road Irnpr?vements have ' be~n carned out m the

'The rate for this service 
for . 1956/57 was 2 / 8; for tbe coming year. it will be 2 / ·7. 

PUBLIC ASSISTANCE. 

As indicated in previous reports, the services nowadays 'provided !lnder this 

I 
heading are of a welfare character, i.e., social benefits not necessarily associated ' 
with health c.onditions. Tlie requirements for fhe coming year show a reduction 
of, £3,787. In the past five or six years there has been a gradual reduction in 
the C'ost .of :this service, but this -is' to a great extent oue to the provision of 
alternative types' .of benefit. _ A great number of person~ are now in employ­
ment of an insurable charac'ter. Tbe new Health Services also have affected the 
position. Persons who formerly might have had to receive Public Assistance 
now are entitled to social welfare and health services benefi ts. The granting, for 
example, of allowa~ces under the Infectious Diseases (Maintenance) ReguLations 
and of special Disability' Allowances' has led to a falling off in . expenditure for 
Public . Assistance. It will be found, however, that the outlay on Disability 
Allowances is increasing eacn year and in the coming year will be up by £2,000. 
Mention previously had Deen made of the marked tendency to seek admission 
Qf old persons to County Institutions ; formerly many of these had been maiil­
ta ined at home and had been assisted by allowances f rom the Local Authority. 

The cost of the Scheme for providing footwear for children (£1,550} ' of 
families with low incomes remains unchanged. 

The cost of burials at £450 . is a lso unaltered. . 
The Fuel Schemes, under which fuel is provided free of charge to families 

in Urban areas who may be receiving Home . Assistance, 15 again expected ' to 
cost £450. v'5

SANITARY SERVICES. 

Under this heading the total expenditure is estimated at £35,069, and the 
/lreceipts at £4,954. The cost is £30,.115 as compared with £28,274 in- the present 

year. The rate rc:;quired for these Services is· 2 / 9.25d. ; it was 2 / 3.6d. in 1956 / 57. 
There is an increase of 5t d. 

. The increase in the cost of these Services is in great part due to addiJional 
loan charges, but in addition, a substantial debit balance from the present year, 
due to additional outlay on water supplies aiicf sewe~age schemes which had to 
be voted during the present year, has to be met. The continuous provision .of 
new amenity services, such as public lighting, water supplies, sewrage alld public 
pumps: is bound to be reflected in the rate under this heading. 

'. Publi~ Lighting: There is an increase in cost· of £300, i.e., from £3 ,300 to 
£3,600. £200 of this represents an increase in electricity supply charges which 
came into operation from 1st October, 1956. The baHmce is due to the pro­
vis\on of new lighting. 

During the past year additional lighting was installed at Grangecon, 
Stratford-on-Slaney, Ballybawn (Enniskerry), Ballygannon (.Rathdrum), Grattan 
Park (Greystones), Boghall Road (Bray), Kilmagig (Avoca), and Aughrim. These 
new services cost in ~ll over £500, and 'as provision had not been made in the 
~stimates for most of them they partly account fo r the debit balance to which 
reference has been made.

\yatei- Supply and Sewerage ~em'es, : The outIail' _ on maintenanee of water 
sUPl?lies and sewerag~ schemes (including, public sanitar.y conveniences) shows 
an mcrease . of ,£500, I.e., from £6,450 to £~,950. The ,loan .changes for these

:rh!? total. capital cost which was defrayed from' loans and which must result 
m mcreasmg annual loan charges for the coming year is £30,520. The scheme 
was started about 7 years a:~o , al!-d when first being c~mtemplated was very much 
below the, fi1Plre of 115 which SInce have been prOVided. Notwithstanding this, 
however? It IS found at, p~esent, that ~hert: are 45 pump,s shown as remaining to 
be p~ovlded on t~e Pnonty .Llst which IS kept by the Council, and to which 
addI!IOns ar~ co!1t~nuously be~ng made.. A supplemental loan of £5,000 has been 
applied,for.out It IS not defin.lte that 'tIllS sum immediately can be made available. 
In p~ssmg It ~hould b~ mentloned that t~e standard by whieh the necessity for a 
publIc pump IS determmed has been subject to much variation since the scheme 
was first undertake,n. some years past with the Council's own equipment At 
the out~et the prOVISion of pumps was only approved wh~re about 8 or 10 rural 
houses In a group were ,found to be in need, of an imprl)ved water supply. In 
re~ent years, however, pum!?s have been proVIded for as Iowa number as 3 or 4 
!louses. These ~ouses mvanably have been Council cottages, It is this alteration 
In st.andards which h~s ~esu\ted in the continued demand for the provision of 
p'ubhc pumps. At thIS tImt'Iasr year there was a waiting list of 51 and in the 
past 12 months 23 new pumps were provided. But notwithstanding this as 
already mentioned, the waiting list now stands at 45. ' , 

.~pen S,!aces and! Amenity Schemes: The Council has been fortunate in 
receIVIng aSSIstance from An Bard Failte for the prQvision of puplic amenities. 
In the current. year a Grant was made available for a new Car Park and 
Shelter on a site above the Waterfall at Glenmacnass and adjoining the new 
road from Sally-gap to Laragh. ' 

There have been further discussions with the Board regarding Amenity 
Sc.hemes, and further grants have been aske.d for improvement works which 
might be llDdertaken over an extended period. . 

For some years past the pr~posal. to imJiro.ve the Cliff Walk between Bray 
and Greyst~mes was under conSideration, but It seemed at one stage that the 
!,roposal rrught have had,)o be .aban~oned owing to legal difficulties. However, 
It now seems that these legal dIfficultIes may be overcome and the Minister for 
Local Government has recently made an Order giving additional powers to the 
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County Council for the purpose of carrying' out this work with the aid of a 
special Grant from An Bard F:ailte. Some of the other items which have been 
under consideration and .for 'which Grants have been requested are : the pro~ 
vision of Passing Bays on ,the road around the Lake at IHessington; .Car Park 
at end of Glenmalure Valley; Shelter with seating accommodation at Blessington; 
Car Park at Clara Vale; provision of access to the sea at Brittas. 

HOUSING. 
For housing, the gross estimate js £t14,714. Receipts , are estimated at 

£69,40.0, and the net requirement is £45,314, which is £11,650 in excess of the 
sum allowed in th~ present year. The increase is almost completely due to 
additional provision for housing repairs. 

,Loan. Charges: The loan charges' at ~65,480 shdw an increase of over £3,0.00, 
but in the coming year wjli almost ' be completely offset by additional rents from 
new houses. , 

Repairs: Last year when submitting the Estimates an amount of £13,950 
was incliIded for repairs. This sum was made up of £2,950, being loan charges 
on a special loan raised for defraying the cost of repairs op. hOl,lses for which 
applications to 'purchase under the Cottage Purchase Scheme had been received, 
and the balance of £11,000 was for normal housing repairs. When the Estimates 

I were being determined, the amount, however, was reduced to £7,950, thereby 
leaving ' only £5,000 for ordinary repairs. The latter sum has peen 
found to be altogether inadequate and it has' been necessary for the Council to 
vote an additional ,sum of almost £2,000 in order that urgent repairs to cottages 
not coming under the Cottage Purchase Scheme arrangements can be qlrried 
out. The loan for repairs to Cottage Purchase Scheme houses was £20,000 and 
is now exhausted. The· greater part of this loan has been spent in the,year 1956, 
The number of houses repaired with the aid of this loan Iwas 339 and the averag~ 
cost was £59. This, it will be e,vident, only covers- a ,compar.atively small 
proportion of the total number of houses o'cciIpied by tenants seeking to avail 
of Cottage Purchase ' facilities, and if this experienec be, taken as a guide to 
future outlay, it would seem that up to £150.,000 might be required in order to 
comI!lete repairs arising under Cottage Purchase if all tenants were to ayail 
of the ·Scheme. A short time ago the Council had under ~onsideration the 
seeking of a ' further loan for Cottage Purchase repairs and it Wi'!S decided to 
defer the matter to the Estimates meeting. It would appear, ho~ever, that 
under present circumst~nces there might be sOJ;l1e difficulty in proc~rin:g such 
a loan. " ' ' . 

If the houses owned by the Council are to ' receive adequate maintenance in 
the coming years, then it is felt that there should be a change in outlook on 
this problem. In 1954, when the Estimates were under consi'qeration, a special 
report on the difficuliies arising in connection wi~h housing repairs was submitted 
to the Council, and it was emphasised that the real difficulty in conpectiSlD with 

/
Ihousing maintenance is that the rent~ , have remaine<;l unaltered except,in a com- . 
iparatively small number of instances in which Graded Rents have been-,applied 
to new lettings. Maintenance costs have increased to a , very ' considerable ~xteht 
since most of the rents of Council cottages were first determined ; ,likewise there 
have been pronounced changes in mClneY ,values and in ip.comes, y, R~n.ts" which 
were fixed 20 to 30. years ago 'have in most cases neveJ; been adjusted in ~ny 
way to ' meet the necessary ,cost of housing mainten!lnce. It is, «vident that if 
the Council proceed with the scheme for defraying ' by loan repairs costs, which 
may arise' from' 'Cottage Purchase arrangements, t~e outl!iY on loan 'cha\g~!\ will 
be very heavy for many years to come. Moreover, if made!l,uate prOVlSlon be 
made for maintenance there is the danger of serious and 'continuous deterior?-tion 
in the-condition of the houses' with t1ie result that at some ti£!1.e in the fu~ure an 
enormous outlay on repairs will have to be met. ,

Jt 
should be mentioned here_ that the Urban District Councils who, would have to 
bear part of the additional 'costs have already been consulted, and they indicated 
that they could not see their way to meet jJ. Consequently, it seems that if 
the revised Scheme be brought into operation, the County ' Council would have 
to Dear the entire cost. The Departments of Agriculture and Health were 
asked if they would be prepared to make any grant available towards the 
increased cost, but stated they ' could not do so. 

Interest on Overdraft: The Estimate is £6,000, which is £500 in excess of 
the provision for the present year. ~As mentioned on previous occasions 
there is no avoiding this charge, having regard to the very heavy outlay 
of the Council at the 'present time-the gross annual -expenditure of the Council 
is now almost £900,000. There is still a time lag between the spending of 
large sums' on road works and health services, and the receipt of State Grants. 
In addition, whilst the Council is solvent at the end of the financial year, it 

,would nowadays require that there would be large credits available if the 
outlay in the first four 0, five months of the year were to be met before 
revenue became available. In the absence of such credits there must be resort 
to temporary borrowing on overdra,ft. -

SEPARATE CHARGES.. \ 
Vocational Education Committee: The cost of. Vocational Education , is 

levied by means of a Separate Charge as Bray Urban District Councii has its 
own Scheme. The demand again shows a rise in the coming year, and at 
£12,647 is £1,500 greater than in 1956 / 57. The rate for Vocational Education 
in the coming year will be 12.l76d. in the E, which is an inerease of .482d. over 
that for the present year'-

Present Costs and Effect on Future Programme of Works: In ' the present 
financial year it has frequently been urged' that there should be economy in 
public expenditure. There has been a measure of stability in the ' costs of 
some materials, aside from those on which- special import levies were imposed 
some time ago. But unless further revision of remuneration can be avoided, 
and, in addition, there is a decline in the insistent demands for new services, 
it manifestly would be impossible to curtail or stabilise public expenditure and 
the rate levy. The Estimates now submitted to you have, however, been affected 
by the altered:" conditions of recent months. For example, further expansion 
of the Health Services has been stayed for the time being, and in consyquence 
the cost of these Services d~ not show the steep rise which had been a, feature 
of local administration in the past few years. , 

/
1 It has been notable that in recent months there has b~en delay and difficulty 
in arranging for borrowing for public works. Capital expenditUFe- has been 
on an unprecedented scale for the past ten years, and it scarcely could be con-
tinued indefinitely on sucIi a scale unless there were a remarkable rise in the 
volume of money seeking sources of investment. It seems that Hle Counci~, in 
consequence, may have to defer for a period some of the capital works, espepally 
Sanitary Services Schemes ,(water supplies and se,\Yerage) which it had been 
intended to carry out. It is some years now since I first indicated 'to. the ·Council 
in submitting the Annual Estimates that rapidly increasing outlay ori Health 
measures and Social Services could mean that at a later date economies in 
public expenditure riJight have to be sought to the detriment of needed amenity 
services. 

All items in the Estimates have been carefully checked and any further 
details required will be furn'ished when they are being considered at the Annual 
Estimates Meeting on the 25th instant. '. . 

To you, Mr. Chairman and to the 1llembers of the CouncIl, I Wish to 
express my sincere appreciation for the consideration and valued assistance 
given to me in the past year.

Councillor Clarke, in proposing a Motion regartliilg the desirability of de­
centralising University Education, referrea to the marked increase in the popu­
lation of Dublin with the decline in the population of Rurl!L Ireland and suggested 
that while there might be difficulties in de-centralising industry, the de-centralising 
of administFation and ecJ;u.cation should > nQt present similar difficulties. He 
suggested that there was no valid reason why education at university level 
shbiJld be concentrated in Dublin. Councillot . Clar'ke gllVe I compa'risons with 
other countries where the princip~l universitieS were ,not necessarily located in 
the capitals and suggested that to centre all main educational and administrative 
establishments in one city, especially if tbat were the capital, was damaging to 
the ecqnomy and moral fibre of the nation. In particular, he suggested tbat 
it would be , much more suitable to have the faculty -of ag1')culture located 
outside the ' capital. , Attention was also _drawn to the sp'ecial advantages of 
parents living in Dublin as rega~ds University Education for their children, and 
Councillor CLarke su,ggest'ea that the , Council'~ Scholarships should have a 
condition attached providing that they be tenable at a 'university on condition 
that such university aIlowea specially reduced fees to students whose parents 
lived at a distance from the city in which the university was situatea. Coun­
cillor Clarke also referred- to the proposed new Institute of agriculture and 
suggested that this. Instit~te might more appropriately be sited in a provincial 
centre.

I am directed by the Minister for Social Welfare to refer to your Council's 

Scheme for the Welfare of the Blind and to inform you that, of the Institutions 
l mentioned in the Second Schedule, The Richmond National Institutefoi' Indus­

trious Blind will be closing down within a few months and St. Joseph's School 
and Home for the Blind, Drumcondra, has given notice that it will no longer 
'cafer for the blind workers who 'have . been employed in their workshops· but 
were living outside the institution. The Minister is gravely perturbed at the 
pr0spectl of some 50 blind work~rs losing their employment and considers it 
necessary to make fresh provision for th.ese men. (most of w1:Jom are married} and 
for those who will become available for such employmeqt in the future. ' 

To this end the Minister intends to set up a Board to· acquire and equip 
a. workshop for the blind and ,be.lresponsioble for running it. The Board would 
b'e a permanent institution providing eniployment. for blind workers ,from any 
part of the countrv. It is intended that it should I consist of representatives of 
loeal authol'ities, of the two institutions and of other interests, I but that, the 
total membership of the Board. should be limited to about 7 persons. Members 
of the Board would hold ,office for a. stated period-say ' two or three years­
unless they die or resign. There will be provision for removal from office either 
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by the Minister, or with the Minister's consent, by the local authority who 
nominated the member or by resolution of the Board. -

With regard to finances, it is proposed that the eXi~ting workshop grant 
should continue to be paid by the State and the appropriate local . authorities 
'in respect of existing and future out-resident ' blind workers, the net loss , on 
the working of the Board thereafter to be met by a · contribution from, each 
County Council and County Borough Council in proportion to the rateable 
valuation of each area. On pr~ent information, it is thought that the annual 
charge Oil all local authorities should not exceed the product ofax:ate of one 
halfpenny in the pound. , 

The Minister considers that an arrangement on' these lines will provide a 
permanent and equitable solution of the difficulties which have been associated. 
with the employmen! Of ,blind out-resident workers for many years past and ,he 
confidently recommends it for consideration by. your Council. He cannot see that 
there is any reasonable prospect of an , alternative scheme working satisfactorily, 
when the twp institutions referred to terminate the employment of the blind 
workers, and he, accoEdingly, recommends that your Council consider amending 
their scheme for the Welfare of the Blind as follows: 

" After Article 3 insert a new article : 
"The Council shall, in any year, contribute towards the expenses of the· 

operations of the Board for the employment 01 the Blind, a sum arrived at by 
dividing the nett total of such expenses, after taking credit for all other receipts, 
amongst the local authorities contributing to the lloard in the .proportion that , 
the total rateable valuations of their functional areas bear to one another, 
provided that the proportion falling to be paid by any local authority shall not 
exceed the product of a rate of one-halfpenny in the pound on the total rateable 
valuation of the functional area of that authority"

"Board for the employment of 'the blind,~' 
As the Richmond National Institute may be closed by Court O~aer at an

expressed appreciation of the terms of the County 

Organisation of Cottage Repairs: 
The County Secretary stated that the County Engineer had reported on the 

1st April that he was com·pleting the preparation of a scheme which he would 
submit setting out his proposals for the carrying out of cottage repairs· by 
contract. The County Engineer stated he believed the method would be under 
present circumstances more economical than carrying oht the wor:k by direct 
labour, and lie intended, if approved, to put it into actjon with the least possible 
delay. He stated iliat a Prices Schedule of all the items ' which it might be 
necessary to do in maintaining cottages in repair would have to be completed and 
he suggested that the assistance of a qualified Quantity Surveyor should be 

;
1 o15tained for this purpose as in the case of Bray Urban District. Coun9-1. The 

Cqunty Secretary stated that the County Engineer had subsequently submitted 
a Schedule of Prices for repairs to cottages. The County Man'ager in explaining 
the matter pointed out that repairs to cottages could be carried out either by 
direct labour or \::ontract. The former system of ,carrying ouf repairs by con­
tract entailed a 'certain amount of delay as a group of cottages would be 
advertised for tender and tenders received and then contracts allotted. He had 
experience in another Local Authority in which repairs were carried out by 
contract on the basis of Scheduled Prices. A Schedule listing the prices for 
various types of work required to cottages was prepared and tenders were invited 
for the carrying out of repairs in accordance with such Schequle either at the 
prices quoted in the Schedule or at a percentage over or under the ScheduTe 
prices. This system had worked 'satisfactorily and on coming to Wicklow he 
had introduced the system for repairs to houses in Bray Urban District. The 

• system had worked quite satisfactorily in the Bray area. The Gounty Manager 
,pointed out that in carrying out ' repairs by direct labour in the county area 
considerable overhead costs were involved, particularly in the transport of men 
and in the transport of materials. From an analysis of the cost of repairs 
carried out Quring the year 1956/7 it was found that wages a<;counted for about 
58t% of the expenditure, materials for 26 % and machinery, i.e., transport costs,

l5-t %. Councillor Senator McCrea agreed that there were difficulties in the 
preSent system of cottage repairs but did 1).ot favour the carrying out of repairs 
by contract. He sugg~ted that an arrangement might be adopted under 'which 
the Council could supply materials and that the tradesmen employed by the 
Council would tender_for carrying qut the work. Councillor Dr. Donnelly 
suggested that the repairs might be worked more efficiently if a mobile workshop 
wl;re !),Sed and cottages repaired in groups. Councillor P. Brennan, r.D., re­
eommended the continuation of the present system of direct labour but suggested 
that it ,might be improved in maI1Y ways. Councillor H. J. Byme agreed with 
the me;:thod suggested by the County Engineer and pointed out that the cost 
of transporting men and materials added considerably to the cost of repairs and 
suggested that the tJ;ansport of men should cease. It was

Councillor J. Everett, T.D., and Councillor J. J. McCrea queried the holding 
of the meeting in Committee. The County Secretary read the resolution passed 
by the Council at the meeting held on the 8th ~pril, 1957, from which it was 
noted th!\t' the Council had decided that the meeting be held in Committee. 

CQuncillor J .. Everett, T.D., referre~ to machinery which he stated was not 
in use, to 'the employment of a man as machinery attendant Who ,ha\l previously 
served in the navy and also to the treatment of a Clerk-Typist employed in the 

I 
County Engineer's pffice. The County Manager and County Secretary gave 
details to the members of the difficulties experienced with the Clerk-Typist 
referred to. Councillor J. Everett stated that he reserved the right to raise these 
matters publicly. The objections made by ' Councillor J .. Everett were noted by 
the Council. ' 

Councillor J. J. McCrea stated that his purpose' in ' propbsing the meeting of 
the Committee to enquire into the questions of roads expenditure was prmcipally 
his concern regarding the employment position and the need for assuring . that 
the moneys available for road works were being expended in a satisfactory way. 
He referred to the redpction in employment on roads during Ahe previous months 
and the delay in commencing road works in the current financial year. Coun- ' 
ciIlor J. J. McCrea also complained of the hiring of a machine which had been 
used at Tomacork Quarry and in respect of which a high hireage charge was 
paid. He suggested that the work could have been done without the use of 
the machine and einployment provided 10cally. He referred also to the use of 
the Blade , Grader and suggested that there was an excessive use of machinery. 
He pointed out that in many cases there was no need for speed in carrying out 
works and that the use of other methods, while involving a slower rate of work, 
would provide more employment, He enquired also as t6 the use to which 
the central quarries could be put having regard to the new methods of road 
construction. Councillor Lawless enquired as to the amount spent on the hiring of 
lorries during the year to 31st March, 1957. 

I The County Manager stated that after the war work was commenced on 
X r estoration of Main Roads to a proper standard and subsequently work was 

commenced on the reconstruction of County Roads. Only a comparatively 
small mileage of County Roads had been tarred prior to the war, but now there 
were nearly 250 miles of such roads tarred. The quantity of materials needed 
for road works 'had increased enormously and it would not have been possible 
to carry out such a volume of wor.k without the use Gf machinery. In referring 
to the extent of the roads which had been reconstructed he gave examples of 
such works cafIied out in the v'arious Electoral areas. The County Manager 
reminded the Council of the numerous representations which had been received 
in past years for repairs and reconstruction of roads, for example, County Roads 
on which milk lorries travel. Bsually it was represented to the Council that the 
repairs to these roads were urgently required. Almost all roads in respect of 
which representations had been received previously had now been reconstructed. 
In regard to the matter o.f employment on roads, the Gounty Manager referred 
to recent economic difficulties and pointed out that in such times a greater 
number of men sought employment on roads. He stated that the wages re-
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presented about 50% of the cost of road works" materials about }3 %, and 
machinery about 17%. '

Details of plant hired by the Council during the nine months to ' 31st 
December, 1956, were submitted. In regard~to the ·hiring of 10rries from C.I.E., 
it was noted that the rate of charge wa,s '18/3 per hour, of which 3/3 was 
retained by C.I.E. and also 7t% of the remaining '15/-. The rate of charge for 

' CoUJ1cil lorries in the 'Period was 15/- p,er hour. The COl)nty Secretary stated 
that C.I.E. had been asked as far as possible to engage lorries owned by peysons 
ip. the county when lorries were hired 'by the County Council. The Council 
ag[eed that when lorries had to be hired preference should be given to local 
lorry owners W?O had the; necess~ry licences. 

N.ew Methods of Roods Construction: The County Engineer gave particulars . 
of the methods recently introduced Ifbr reconstructing County Roads lby san'd­
gravel system and by the use of the Blade Grader. The methods form!!rly used 
'had involved a considerable use of tlu:, and with the new methods the works 
could be more easily spread over the year. The cost per mile for reconstFucting 
roads by Blade Grader was approximately £1,000 and Iiepresented a saving of 
nearly £2,000 as compared With the former system. The sand-gravel system 
of road construction was suitable when the road was not sUbject to very heavy 
traffic and provided that a surface dressing was given to the road when com­
pieted. In the south-eastem Engineering District 17 miles of road had been 
doI1e .by the san.d-gravel method at a cost of approximately £850 per mile. 26 
miles of road had been done with the Blade Grader last year and 10 miles in the 
present year. .

The Assistant County Engineer, Mr. P. McGuinness, explained the circum­
stances under which the special machine, a Trax-Cavator, had been hired for use 
at Tomacork Quarry. and pointed out tb.at the work was done more ecoilOmically 
with the use of the machine. ,The hireage charge was 27/6 per hour.

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ITEM No. 4-USE OF LANDS FOR CARAVANS. 

Application of William Staunton, Brittas Bay, for a licence for 20 acres 
2 rds. of land at Brittas Bay on which to park 30 caravans was submitted. The 
County Medical Officer had reported that the site was· now quite suitable for the 
parking of 30 caravans in all-IS on the old site and 15 on the new .site.

I would recom!1lend that 
the present water accumulating on the road be piped with a 6" diameter pipe direct 
to the river, a distance of approximately' 80.0, feet, at an estimated cost of £450. 
This pipe line could be utilised\ at a later stage should a sewerage disposal system

With further reference fo this matter, at the interview with Mr. Synnott, 
Solicitor, and owner of tile Courthouse at Newtownmountkennedy, on Friday, 
19th ~~gust, 1.957, I was accompanied by Mr. Hickey, B.E., Assistant County 
Engin~et;. The approximate_floor area of the GId Courthouse is 720 sq. feet . 
J TIre height from floor to ceiling is approximately 20 ft. It ,is roofed with 
old type natural slates. 'Mr. SynnciH s.tates that he has recently expended the 
sum of. £.50 on it9 repaIr but it is doubtful as to the re,sults. The question of 
the .remQyal of the Courthouse and its acquisition by Wicklow Cdunty, Council 
was discussed. Mr. Synnott has asked that a new store 'would be built to replace 

' the b'ld /building and he will give a site free on "his- own land 'almost adjoining.' ' 
Re is' prepared to hand over the Courthouse buildings to, the Council free 

of charge and give legal title to the plot upon which it is erected. I estimate 
that the financial position would be as follows:

ITEM No. 19--OFFlCE PREMISES BILL, 1957. 

The County Secretary gave particulars of the Office Premise~ ' Bill 1957 
which y.'as before the Dail. The. sanitary authority was the enforcing a~thority 
except }.D t~e case of o~ces occupied by the. State and offices and plac8S to which 
the FactOries Act applied, other than SectIOn 13 of that Act which related to 
ventilation and was enforceable by the Council. The ,act applies to any premises 
room, suite of rooms, or part of premises in which persons were employed o~ 
cl.erical work, but did not apply. to offices wher:: the n~mber of persons employed 
did not exceed 5. The Act prOVIded for regulatJons belDg made by the Minister in 
regard .to cleanlin~ss, overcrowding, temperature, ventilation lighting, sanitary 
'co~v.e!1lences, .u~sUltable f(~oms, means of es~ape in case of fire, washing facilities, 
faCilitIes for sIttmg, first aid, welfare regulatIons, etc., and these provisions would 
be enforceable by the County Council in the County Healtb District. The Council 
,hoted the provisions of the Bill and the extra duties which would be imposed on 
the local authority.
