Housing Scheme at Avoca.

The County Secretary stated that the latest date for the receipt of tenders
for the housing scheme at Avoca was 18th January, 1958, and that the tenders
received would be submitted to the next meeting of the Council.

ITEM No. 2—BLESSINGTON HOUSING SCHEME.

The County Secretary stated that the Department of Local Government in
letter of the Sth December, 1957, in regard to the Council’s proposals for the
provision of rere access to the 6 houses in course of erection at Blessington, had
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stated that it was considered that the access from front to rere via hall and
scullery provided in the house plan was adequate to meet the needs of the
tenants in the scheme. The sand/gravel surfacing proposed, while economic in
the first instance, would not last unless it had constant attention, and the cost
of maintaining it wouid, therefore, have to be allowed for in the estimate of cost
of the proposal. As the cost of erecting the houses was already high, the
Department considered that the additional expenditure was not justified and that
the original scheme, without tere access, should be adhered to by the Council.

The County Secretary stated that the County Engineer’'s estimate of cost
was made up as follows :— i :

There would be a credit of £20 in respect of the substitution of ‘a tarmacadam
footpath for a concrete footpath, making the net cost £62 10s. 0d., or approxi-
mately £10 per house. Councilior Miley expressed disagreement with the
Department’s opinion on the matter and felt that it was most desirable that rere
access be provided while the houses were in course of erection. Councillor
H. J. Byrne, Chairman, stated that it would be necessary to obtain the cost of
providing iron gates instead of wooden gates. The Council deferred the matter
for the purpose of the submission of an estimate of the cost of iron gates instead
of wooden gates, and also of the cost of maintaining the rere access road. in
the sand /grayel method of construction. It was pointed out by the County
Manager that the houses being provided at Blessington were of an urban. type
and that it was not usual to provide separate rere access to houses erected in
a town. The additional cost of providing rere access would have to be met by
an increase in rent, and such increase would probably be about 6d. per week or
maybe more dependant upon the revised estimate of the County Engineer.

ITEM No. 3—APPLICATIONS UNDER SMIALL DWELLINGS ACQUISITION

The Council considered application of Mr. William Murphy for the transfer
to him of a loan granted to Mr. McGarry for the erection of a house at CLff
House, Windgates, Bray. The Council agreed to the transfer of the loan pro-
vided that Mr. Murphy undertook to reside in the house and agreed also to
carry out planting so as to screen the house from view from 'the public road.
The Council considered also an application of Mr. Laurence Cummins, Blessing-
ton, for a loan of £300 in respect of the erection of a new house., The Council
noted that Mr, Cummins was 82 years of age and, consequently, a loan could not
be made to him. The Council noted also that plans and specification for the
house had not been submitted.

ITEM No. 4—APLICATIONS UNDER TSOWN AND REGIONAL PLANNING
ACTS. '

The County Secretary stated .that permission had been granted by the
Coqncﬂ under the Town and Regional Planning Acts for the erection of filling
station by Mr. Thomas Gregory, at Killadreenan, Newtownmountkennedy. It
had now been ascertained that the site of the filling station was on a plot attached
to a Council cottage which was vested.in Mr. Gregory. It had been pointed
out to Mr. Gregory that under the conditions of the purchase scheme neither
cottage nor plot could be used for business purposes. On the suggestion of
Councillor J. Everett, T.D., the Council agreed to defer consideration of the matter
pending the obtaining of thesadvice of the Council’s Solicitor. In regard to
the permission granted to Mr. Thomas Ellis, Newtownmountkennedy, for the
erection of a filling station at Newtownmountkennedy, the County Secretary
stated that the Assistant County Engineer had reported that the filling station
had not been erected in accordance with the plans and was unfinished, and was
most unsatisfactory in appearance. A letter had been addressed to Mr. Ellis
informing him that the filling station should be completed immediately and
strictly in accordance with the plans approved. The Company which had pre-

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pared the plans for the filling station for Mr. Ellis had also been informed to
this effect. ' The Council noted the position in‘the matter.
Proposed New National School at Kilcoole,

- The County Secretary stated that in agreeing to the site for the new National
School at Kilcoole, the Council had asked that the boundary walls be set back
at the corner and alongside the main road so as to allow for easing of the
corner, The Office of Public Works and the Parish Priest were agreeable to
this proposal, but it would be necessary for the Council ‘to level portion of the
plot which was being ceded to the Council for the purpose of easing the corner.
'é‘he Council agreed that the plot be'acquired by the ‘Council and the ferice set

Proposed New National School at Kilmacanogue,

The County Secretary ‘stated that there had been discussions between the
Council’'s Engineers and representatives of the Office of Public 'Works and the
local iclergy in regard to the entrance to the proposed mew National School at
Kilmacanogue. The Office/of Public Works had agreed to consider the proposed
road improvements to be carried out on the road adjoining and to submit revised
details of the entrance to the school, but these had not yet been received. The
Council agreed'that an enquiry be addressed to the Office of Public Works on the
matter.

Havinginoted the recommendation of the Assistant' County Engineer, the
Council agreed that permission be given to Mr. William Doran, Blessington,
for the erection of a milk stand outside his premises at Main Street, Blessington,
subject to his undertaking to remove the milk stand, if required to do so by the
Council, at any time.

.. The Council considered an application submitted by Mr. P. O’Brien,
Architect on behalf of Miss T. Lawler, for the erection of a dwelling house and
shop at Kilmurray North. The report of the Assistant County Engineer on the
proposal, in which he gave as his opinion that the proposal lent itself to a type
of development which would be highly undesirable in the locality, having regard
to the rural and scenic amenities afforded by the environment, was submitted.
The Assistant County Engineer pointed out that if the proposal was approved it
would render it wery difficult to prevent further development on similar lines
which would not be desirable in the district. The Council noted the report of
the County Engineer on the matter, in which he stated that he considered the
proposal would be an amenity to the district, and there was no objection to the
use of the site in view of easy access being provided and recommending that
permission might be granted. Following a discussion on the matter, the Council
agreed that permission be refused; with Councillor Edward Byrne dissenting.

ITEM No. 5S—REPAIRS CARRIED OUT TO COTTAGES DURING
DECEMBER, 1957.
The Council noted the list of repairs carried out to cottages during the
month of December, 1957, as submitted by the County Engineer.
In reply to enquiry from Councillor McCarthy regarding repairs to a cottage
occupied by a Mr. McDonald at Arklow, the Assistant County Engineer stated
that these repairs were not yet carried out as he had not staff available at present.

ITEM No. 6—ESTIMATES FOR REPAIRS TO COTTAGES.
The Council approved of the carrying out of urgent repairs to cottages in
accordance with the list submitted by the County Engineer.

ITEM No. 7—GREYSTONES AND DISTRICT CIVIC ASSOCIATION.

The County Secretary submitted letter of the 7th January, 1958, from
Greystones and District Civic Association in which it was requested that the
Committee of the Association be received in deputation by the Council for
the purpose of submitting various matters for the Council’s attention. The
County Secretary also submitted letter of the 7th January, 1958, from the
Association in regard to estimates of cost of works at Greystones Harbour. The
Council 1agreed that a deputation from the Association be received by the
members of the Council for the Bray Electoral area at the next local meeting to
be held at the Town Hall, Bray. The Council deferred consideration of the
letter from the Association in regard to report on Greystones Harbour.
Felling of Trees at Devil’s Glen, Ashford.

The Council noted letter of the 4th January, 1958, from the Department of
Lands, Forestry Division, indicating that the Minister proposed to issue- a
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general felling licence to Captain C. B. Tottenham, Cappagh Cottage, Ashford,
in respect of the clearing of scruboak from the area known as the Devil’s Glen,
retaining a minimum of from 50 to 100 stems per acre, The Council agreed that
the Foresiry Division be informed that the Council had no objection to the
felling from an amenity point of view provided that the usual replanting con-
ditions were imposed.

ment has no observations to offer on the proposed taking over by the Council
of the road owned by the Department of Lands. As regards the portion of the
road lying within this Department’s property, I am to furnish the following
_observations :

1. Any alteration of the firing ranges in the Glen of Imaal area would be

2. Several parts of the road lie within danger areas,

3. If the road were opened, traffic on it would require to be stopped under

Section 274 of the Defence Act, 1954, whenever firing is in progress.
There were 155 such occasions in the past year. (Firing generally takes
place during the summer). y ,

4. As part of the road lies in the target area it would be liable to damage

during firing practices. z

5. There is a danger in the area arisig from the possible presence of _un-

- exploded shells, some possibly being there from the time of the British

occupation. ;

ITEM No. 4—USE OF ROADS BETWEEN AVOCA AND ARKLOW FOR
HAULAGE OF ORE FROM ST. PATRICK’S COPPER MINES, AVOCA.

The County Secretary stated that St. Patrick’s Copper Mines, Avoca pro-
posed to transport a heavy quantity of ore from the mines to the harbour at
Arklow by lorries. The County Engineer stated that there were two routes by
which lorries might travel from Avoca to Arklow, i.e., via Avoca Village,
Kilmagig, Ballinaheasa, Templerainey and Ferrybank, or via the main road
through Woodenbridge. In the opinion of the County Engineer the road
between Avoca and Templerainey was unsuitable both from the point of view
of strength of its construction and width and the number of dangerous bends
and corners. The alternative route, via Woodenbridge, would be more suitable
for heavy trucks, but even this route had dangerous corners and would involve
the lorry traffic having to pass through the main street in Arklow. The traffic
proposed would be approximately 550 tons per day over a 16 hour period, with
approximately 4 trucks per hour, using trucks of 10 ton capacity. St. Patrick’s
Copper Mines pointed out that in view of present copper prices it was essential
that their expenditure on transport be kept to a minimum. The County Sec-
retary stated that the matter has been reported to the Department of Local
Government and the Department had been asked if a special Grant could be made
ayailable towards the cost of reconstruction of the road via Avoca Village and
Templerainey, and the improvement of this route by the removal of bad corners,
etc. Members of the Council agreed that it would be very desirable to improve
this county road, and pointed out that, the route via the main road, through
Woodenbridge, was not entirely suitable in view of the number of corners on
the route and of the congestion which might be caused in the main street at
Arklow. The Council approved of the application made to the Department for
a special Grant for the improvement of the county road.

The total amount charged in respect of machinery for the period 1st
April, 1957, to 31st December, 1957, was £88,446. Of this amount the
charges in ‘respect of County Council plant was £60,539 and the charge
for hired machinery was £27,907. Of the amount of £60,539 in respect
of County Gouncil Plant, the sum of £21,827 represented wages.

Councillor. J. Everett, T.D., referred to the reduction in the numbers of
men employed and to the fact that men with long service with the Council
had to become disemployed. He felt that there was an excessive use of machinery
and that greater employment could have been provided. Councillor Miley sug-
gested that when the new Engineer was appointed that he should have special
qualifications in regard to machinery and should be assigned duties to supervise
the operation’ of machinery and keep control of costs. The County Manager
stated that as regards the employment position, the members would have seen
that there was a subsiantial reduction in the Grants available to the Council
in the present year. No | Grants for Local Authorities (Works) Act had 'been
received, although in the previous' vear grants amounting to £22,000 had been
available. This reduction in funds was clearly the cause for the reduction in the
volume. of employment. The County Manager pointed out that it was the
primary duty of the Council to construct and maintain roads, and he referred

to many representations which the Council had received for the improvement of

roads from farmers, operators of milk lorries, shopkeepers, etc. The roads were
now maintained to a very much higher standard than pre-war. The quantity of
matetials used was enormous as compared with the volume used in_1938/39,
and the extent of the work done nowadays was very much greater' than that
done previously. This volume of work could not be carried out without machinery
for 'the production' of materials in quarries and the transport to distribute these
materials.  The ‘Councils were being looked to nowadays as the only bodies in
the counties to provide employment. He pointed out, however, that Grants used
for the road improvement works did not lead to a continued increase in employ-

The County Secretary stated that it had been indicated by the Department
of Local Government that it was considered that the access from front to rere
via hall and scullery in respect of the six houses at Blessington was adequate to
meet the needs of the tenants. The Council had at the previous meeting deferred
the matter for particulars of the cost of providing iron gates instead of wooden
gates and of the cost of maintaining the sand-gravel surface proposed for the
rere access. The County Engineer reported that the cost of providing iron gates
instead of wooden gates would result in an extra of £15. An expenditure of
£25 within a four year period should cover the cost of maintenance of the sand-
gravel surfacing, depending on the usage of the roadway. The provison of the
rere access road had been estimated at £82-10-0, to which would be added a
sum of £15 for the provision of iron gates, making a total of £97-10-0.

Economy in Local Administration.
A Chara,

I am directed by the Minister for Local Government to refer to the need,
particularly /in prevailing financial conditions, for securing the utmost economy
in_local expenditure and to request the members of rating authorities and the
officers concerned in the preparation and consideration of current estimates to
give the closest scrutiny to all proposals for expenditure in the coming financial
vear,

It will be recalled that in his Budget Speech last May, the Minister for

| Finance stated that the public capital programme could not be carried out if

current expenditure remained at its existing level, and he emphasised his intention
to search out and eliminate all wasteful and unnecessary expenditure. The efforts
to secure economics in public expenditure cannot succeed without the whole-
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hearted co-operation of local authorities, since a substantial portion of revenue
expenditure of local authorities must be met by State subventions, and particularly
since certain of ‘these subventions increase proportionately with local expenditure,
Also, as local authorities depend almost entirely on the State for their capital
requirements, it is of close concern to them that the policy pursued by the State
fwith the object of making capital available from current savings for work of
national development should succeed. *

The net revenue expenditure of local authorities has been increasing con=
tinuously in recent years, and in the current year is estimated at approximately
£50 million. While the Minister realises that forces outside the control of local
authorities are responsible for portion of this increase, he feels that it is within
the power of local authorities to effect economies in current expenditure without
impairing the efficiency of the services rendered. Capital requirements also
should be examined with the greatest care and schemes which are not absolutely
essential should not be undertaken until financial circumstances are more
favourable.

The Minister trusts that the members of local authorities and the officers
concerned. will co-operate fully in achieving economies on the lines suggested,
By so doing they will help to solve current financial difficulties 'and assist the
national ' development programme-

On the proposal of Councillor J. J. Mc€rea, seconded by Councillor P.

The members discussed at some length the use of road machinery, with
special reference to the use of, a Blade Grader and Loading Shovels and the
employment of the sand /gravel method of road construction.. Councillor McCrea
suggested that Loading ovels be not used to the same extent as formerly,
thereby providing greater employment for men. Councillor P. Brennan, T.D.,,
considered that where the Blade Grader was used to reshape a road it should
be surfaced immediately, as otherwise the road tended to deteriorate into a worse
condition than at first. The County Manager stated that he had discussions with
the County Engineer in regard to the most economical use of machinery. Mr.
N J. Byrne who had been trained in organisation- and methods work had been
engaged on an examination of the costs of plant. It was the primary aim to
avoid, ifpossible, the hiring of plant and, in particular the hiring of lorries from
C.LE. It was stated that certain economies had already been achieved, as, for
example, in stationing lorries at the works where possible and so saving on
pctrof By improvement in planning in advance it was hoped to make better
use of machinery. The County Manager pointed out that with the increasing
mileage of roads to be maintained there was a greater volume of materials to be
produced and transported. In reply to enquiry from Councillor J. Everett, T.D.,
in regard to the condition of the Main Road at Kilmacanogue, the County
Manager explained that the sand/gravel method of construction had been used
in this case. The use.of this method of construction effected a very considerable
saving in cost as compared to the fomer method of constructing roads. Due
mainly to very unsuitable weather conditions in the course of carrying out the
work, the surface had not proved satisfactory. but this was now being remedied.
Councillor P. Brennan, T.D., suggested that the sand/gravel method might not
be entirely suitable for main roads which carried very heavy traffic.

Road Grants: The County Manager stated that no information had vet
been received from the Department of Local Government in regard to the Road
Grants for the coming year. Provision had been made in the Estimates for
similar amounts of grants as in the current year. He pointed out that it was
a_condition to qualify for the grants that the Council make provision for a
similar expenditure from rates as in the previous year,

There has been
criticism of the refusal to issue medical cards in some cases, but it is considered
that a close examination of the circumstances of the families which were not
regarded ms being eligible for medical cards would show that the income was
such as to permit tliem to meet the cost involved in casual treatment in the home
or at a dispensary. Moreover, these persons notwithstanding that they had not
been accepted as eligible for medical cards would have many services still avail-

able to them, such as hospital treatmegnt, medical care for mothers and infants .

Maternity €Cash Grants/were paid in the year ended 31st' December, 1957, in
respect of 575 births, which would represerit 489 of the number recorded for the
county.

General Medical Services: The amount required under thischeading shows
practically no change from the present year- The total cost of General Medical
Seryices is £27,641 and is intended to meet the outlay on the health services which
are provided through the local dispensary and clinics by the District Medical
Officers (formerly they were known as Dispensary Doctors). In addition. to the
remuneration of these Medical Officers, the cost includes medicines, medical and
surgical appliances for patients; the upkeep of dispensaries and clinics and loan
charges on ‘the capital cost of providing them. In recent years new ‘dispensaries
were provided at  six @ places, wviz., Aughrim, Carnew, Rath , - Baltinglass,
Kilcoole and Avoca. A number of existing dispensaries were alsoimproved.

Institutional Services: These are of two' types (a) provided by ‘the Council
in; their own Institutions and (b) afforded in Hospitals in Dublin and elsewhere.
Sanatoria and Tuberculosis hospitals are included. R '

The total cost of providing treatment in hospitals and other institutions for
the coming year is estimated at £160.978. In the present vear it was estimatéd
at £151,185, so that there is an increase of £9,793. ' The rise in cost for the
coming year is due to: Extern General Hospitals (£4,500), Homes for Mental
Defettives and Deaf and Dumb cases, etc, (£1,650); County Hospitals (£760) and
St. Colman’s Hospital (£2,833). ; i

. | County Institutions: The cost' of the District Hospital at Baltinglass shows
no change from the present year, but the €ounty Hospital, Wicklow, shows an
increase of £760. It is expected that the former Fever Hospital at Wicklow ‘will
be taken over shortly for use as a'County Hospital. This building should provide
Ilzftter--a;sqominodaﬁbn- for patientsithan has been available in the existing County

ospital-

' Phe Counal’s own Tuberculosis Hospital, known as St, Kevin’s Sanatorium,
Rathdrum, was discontinued as such during the present year and all the patients
were transferred to Newcastle Sanatorium. The sanatorium building was then
taken over for the accommodation of cases from St. Colman’s Hospital. = This
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decision was taken after a special Committee of the Council had examined the
matter and inspected the buildings at Rathdrum. In addition to overcrowding and
lack of adequate sanitary facilities, it was felt that the use of the cramped and
rather inaccessible attic apartments in St. Colman’s Hosiptal for old and infirm
persons' was very undesirable and might be attended with grave risk in the
event of a fire outbreak. The Council perpetually was being urged by relatives
to arrange for the transfer of patients from.the Sanatorium at Rathdrum to
Newcastle Sanatorium, and it had been found necessary to insist| that full use
be made of St. Kevin’s Sanatorium as heavy overhead costs would be involved
if the institution was not used to capacity. Relatives will no longer have reason
to make representations of ‘this. character nor will members have to attend to
them: Furthermore, much better accommodation will be available for the old
persons maintained in St. Colman’s' Hospital.

The number of persons in:St. Colman’s Hospital has not varied considerably
in the past few years and normally is about 200. The increase in cost for the coming
year is due to the taking over of the sanatorium premises as the overhead costs
{heating, lighting and ‘maintenance) formerly chargeable to the treatment of
tuberculosis now becomes part of the cost of St. Colman’s Hospital.

..+t Extern Institutions :  These . include General Hospitals in. Dublin, Dun
Laoghaire and Loughlinstown; Maternity Hospitals in Dublin, Newcastle Sana-

‘torium and other Tuberculosis Hospitals; Special Homes for Mental Defectives;

Homes for Deaf and Dumb Persons and other Institutions which provide special
services.

“The expenditure on treatment in extern general hospitals once more shows
a marked rise, and at £50,000 is £4,500 more than in the present year. It is found
that the tendency for an increasing resort to hospital treatment is still evident.
In the case of General Hospitals the trend seems to be towards a somewhat
shorter stay but with a considerable rise in numbers-

The maintenance and treatment of persons in special homes for Mental
Defectives and Deaf and Dumb Persons shows an increase of £1,650. It has
been found that there has been a tendency in the past few years for parents to
seek admission to special institutions for children suffering from mental and
other defects, and in all these instances it seems they are being recommended
to do so by Medical Practitioners. The cost at present is almost £6,000, but if
the existing trend continues it may soon be very much more. Whilst in some

.instances there may be a prospect of cure with a possibility of the children

returning home to the parents, it seems that in most instances the cases are
being admitted because of the special difficulty which they present to the house-
hold, Moreover, the cost of maintenance in some of these special institutions
can be very high, apart from the fact that it may be one continuing from year
to. year. :

Generally the cost of treatment of tuberculosis continues to show a down-
ward, trend, but whilst there has been a falling off in the u_undepce of the disease,
the reduction is in the main ascribable to earlier diagnosis, with the result that
patients require much shorter terms in Institutions. Tt is g'egrettgtl_}l_e, howg:.ver,
that greater use has not been made by the public of the special facilities prov_lded
for the detection of disease, especially the Mass-Radiography Service. There
has ‘been a very disappointing response’ when Units of this Service visited the
county in recent times. It is noted that the cost of institutional treatment for
tuberculosis has fallen by about £20,000 over the past 7 or 8 years—a reduction
which has, however, been much more than offset by the rising costs of other
forms of hospital treatment.

Maternity and Child Health Services: The aim of this service is to provide
medical care and hospital treatment for (a) mothers and infants (up to 6 we_etgf_);
(b) children until they reach school going age (i.e., 5 or 6 years) through clinies, -
dispensaries and . domiciliary visits from nurses and doctors, and (c) chlldr'ep
atfending National Schools by periodic inspections in the schools by the Council’s

BRI R FERFC RS P
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Medical, Nursing and Dental Staff, and the subsequent provision of any necessary
treatment.

Mothers in the Lower and Middle Income Groups can obtain medical care
with choice of doctor, and the fees to Medical Practitioners for this type of
service in the coming year is estimated at £5,000. 'This is a reduction of £1,000
on that for' the present year. The midwifery and nursing services are estimated
to cost £5,750, which is a reduction of about £400 on the present vear. Other
services, such as, milk specially provided by the Council for Mothers and Children
{£3,350), Maternity. Cash Grants paid at the rate of £4 ‘per birth to mothers in the
Lower Income Group (£3,000) and General Child Welfare Sefvices (£1,334) do
not show any change., ThelSchool Health: Services, i.c.; ‘the cost of ‘inspections
andi treatment for children attending National Schools, at a cost of £2,750 show
a reduction of about £800. The total cost of Maternity and Child Health
Services for the coming year is estimated at £21,971.

Tuberculosis and Other Infectious Diseases: Included urder this heading
are such items as Dispensary and Clinical Services for Tuberculosis, special
domiciliary 'visits' to tuberculosis patients, Mass-Radiography Examinations,
B-C.G. Vaccination Services' and Maintenance Allowances, The total cost is
estimated at £13,532; last year it was £15,773. The reduction is mainly attributable
to a falling off in the number of persons receiving Maintenance Allowances.

Dental, Ophthalmic and Aural Services: The total cost is estimated at
£3,196, which is a reduction of about £700 on. that for the present year. The
Council employs one whole-time Dentist who is altogether engaged on work in the
schools; ihere are, ‘in addition, four part-time Dentists who' are' employed ‘on a
sessional ‘basis at various centres throughout the county. In addifion, the Council
engages the: services of Specialists for Ophthalmic work on ‘a sessional basis.

¥ o ¥

Specialists’ Services : The total cost is' estimated at £5,350. In addition to per-
sons in the so-called Low Income Group, persons who fall within'the Middle In-
come Group are also entitled to specialist services, and the District Medical Officer
or-any Medical Practitioner ‘can reqguisition them whenever he. feels' they ‘are
needed on behalf of a patient. One service which is very frequently availed of
to-day 'in connection with all types of treatment 'is X-ray examination. In
addition to: X-rays, orthopaedic; physiotherapy and numerous' other specialist
services are arranged for by the Council, mainly in Dublin City Hospitals.
The fotal cost is estimated at £5,350 - (i

Rehabilitation and Maintenance of Disahled;?érsqﬂs : Last year this estimate
showed a marked increase; for the: coming year the estimate is £12,250, being
£200 more than in the present year. The allowances are paid to persons who
are regarded as being, as a result of illness, completely. incapacitated and unable
to provide for their own livelihood. The number of persons. in receipt of such
allowance at the present time is 244.. . | i

Boarding-out, efc., of Children: The cost at £6,094 is the same as in the
present year. There is included here the payment of allowances in_ respect of
children for 'whom the Council has made’ boarding-out arrangements ‘and also a
sum (£450) for the' mainteniance’ of a few children “in approved schools,’ 'The’
normal policy of' the Council for many years past has been to arrange for the
boarding out of children with ‘foster parents rather than to'send them to
institutions, t
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and the expense of hiring ambulances, cars for special cases, and transport by
public conveyances. The cost at £5,500 is £500 up on that for the current year.
The increasing resort to hospital treatment is reflected in the trend of this cost,

Supervision of Food and Drink : Under this heading is include_d the_ remune-
ration of Health Inspectors and Sanitary Sub-Officers. The cost is estimated at
£2,920.

Contributions to Societies : For this purpose £1,350 is inc!uded- It covers
mainly the subsidy payments each year by the (?oun'ty Council to Ihe: various
Nu_:sﬁ:lg Associations throughout the county who, in return, through their nurses,
provide a service of domiciliary nursing.

An application recently was received from the new “Irish Society for ﬂ_xe
Protectiofi: of Children ” seeking a yearly contribution of £100 from_thc C_ouq_(:ll.
Formerly. the Council only paid a yearly amount o_f_ £5 to the National Socmt_y
for. the Prevention of Cruelty to Children. A decision on the request for this
new. subsidy has been deferred as it would be necessary that there should be
anhindication from the Dpartment of Health if they will recoup half the cost.
But, in addition, the policy of this Society in recent times requires careful con-
sideration, and the Council ‘could not regard as accep.table the .tem.jent‘:y IOWB.I.'GS
seéki.ng Orders of the Courts for the committal of children FO. institutions which
is béing followed. = Institutions, no matter how well administered, cannot ‘be
regarded as being capable of replacing the atmosphere of a home, and_ the
committal of children to them should only be 1:csm:tcd to in very exceptional
circumstances. Of late there has been a disturbing increase in the _nur{lbcr c:f
cases in which parents in a position to do so have fz_n!ec_i to maintain their
c]iildren, and relieving them of the obligation by committing the children to
institutions would only accentuate this problem.

General Administration : The cost of general administration is estimated at
£9,72, which is approximately £100 more than in the present year. The cost
is made up roughly of £3,000 for Medical Staff, £3,000 for General Office S_taf:f
and the balance for stationery, printing, advertising, postage, telephones, heating,
ligh;iﬁg_, insurances, etc.

Receipts : Of the total receipts of £145,977, the State Health Grant amounts
to £129,781.

The cost of the Health Services for the coming year is estimated at £276,000,
of which £130,000'would be recoupable by the State. The r:cou;?ment by State
Grant is on the basis of 509 of approved expenditure, and_ in ‘t.he present
instance the approved expenditure would be £260,000, so that it.will be noted
that there is a balance of £16,000 which is not admitted by the Department of
Hcalth for recoupment purposes.  This is almost: altogether made up of Loan
Ch'a-!i"ges;"théy are not accepted as recoupable expenditure.
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Trea!mgnt in Hospitals and Other Institutions: The figures showing the
numberof persons admitted to various Institutions in the year ended 31st March,
1957, should be of interest. They are :—

Total for all institutions : 4,718

Members possibly will be surprised to find that the total number of persons
admitted to Institutions for treatment in a period of 12 months came to 4,718.

Whilst the average number of births in the county is roughly about 1,200
per year; it will be noted that in the 12 months in question 628 maternity cases
wereadmitted to extern Maternity Hospitals, and it is found that 176 were
admitted to the Maternity Unit in the District Hospital, Baltinglass—a total of
804, The experience in the nine months ended 31st December, 1957, is that 4,032
persons were admitted to various hospitals' and institutions, and it is expected
that the number for the full year may reach about 5,000,

From time to' time one hears the comment that the public is getting very
little value for the ‘money being spent on Health Services: But surely; “the
surprisingiitotal now ‘given of the numbers admitted 'to institutions 'is adequate
evidence ‘as to ‘the extent of the service which is nowadays being provided
by the County: Council; it shows that about 1 person in every 13 was provided
with institutional treatment within the period of 12 months to 31/3/57 and
that the proportion may be 1'in 12 in the present year- It should be remembered
that the cost of the treatment given in all these cases was borne completely by
the County Council. The amount paid by patients is almost a negligible fraction
of the total cost. PR

Furthermore, the figures given above relate only to Institutional treatment
which is merely a part of the exiensive health services the' Council is obliged
fo provide nowadays. In addition, very large numbers availed of the services
provided by the Council through dispensaries and clinics and the specialist
services which are available in Dublin City Hospitals, whilst a considerable
number were visited in their homes by doctors or nurses.

MENTAL HOSPITAL.

‘The Demand from Grangegqgr:ha_;ln Mental Hospital for the coming year is
£72467; this is an increase of £5.757 on that for the present year.

y The Demand would have led to a substantial ‘increase in the rate for
1958 /159:if it ‘were not for recoupment from the Health Grant and the fact that
last year a debit'balance derived from the experience of the previous accounting
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'year had to be brought into account. The Rate for Mental Hospital Charges
for the coming year wﬂl_ be 2 /7.55d.

The total rate for the Health Services in'the coming year when Mental
Hospital Charges are included would be over 10/9d. '

PUBLIC ASSISTANCE

It should once more be indicated that the services which are nowadays
being provided by way of Public Assistance are of a welfare <haracter, i.e., they
are social benefits not necessarily associated with health conditions. The amount
provided for the coming vear for public assistance is estimated at'£26,698, and
the rate for the service would be 1/3d., as compared with 10d. in the present
year. !

. The increase of 5d. in the £ arises from the decision taken some months ago
to increase Home Assistance Allowances. In the present: year the augmented
allowances will cost £1,073, and for a full year they represent an _additional
expenditure of £2,788: It is necessary to make provision in the Estimates for
1958 /59 for the excess expenditure arising in the present year. in addition to
covering the expenditure entailed by the allowances last year. In addition to
Home  Assistance, this service included footwear scheme, cost of ‘burials, regis-
tration expenses, remuneration of Assistance Officers and fuel schemes under
which fuel is provided free of charge to families in urban areas who may be
receiving Home Assistance. The net cost of Public. Assistance for the coming
year after deducting certain receipts is £25,456.

SANITARY SERVICES

The total expenditure is estimated at £41,120, and the Receipts at £7,878,
leaving the amount to be met by Rates £33,242, which would require a Rate of
3/0.26d. in the £, an increase of 3.01d. over the present year.

The actual increase in the expenditure over the present year is £3,127. Tt is
accounted for by the following additional costs < Loan Charges, £2,600; ‘and
Maintenance of Water Supplies, £800. These are offset by a rise in receipts of
about £300.

In the present year it will be necessary to meet loan charges on the new
Regional ‘Water Supply which is intended to supply Ashford, Ballinalea and
Rathnew in the County Health District and also to augment the supply to the
town of Wicklow. The cost of the scheme is being apportioned between the
County Council and the Wicklow Urban Council. It will, in addition, be
necessary in the present year to meet the full loan charges on Enniskerry and
Coolboy Water Supplies and Aughrim Sewerage Scheme, and also to meet some
additional charges in respect of the sinking of wells and pumps carried out some
time ago and for which only part loan charges had to be met in the present year.

Public Lighting : The Estimate for this service shows no change, but it should
be mentioned that in last year’s Estimates provision had to be made for additional
charges, resulting from the installation of new lighting.

At the present time public lighting is being provided by the County Council
in 48 towns, villages and hamlets.
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___Water Supply and Sewerage Schemes : The expenditure on maintenance shows
a tise of £850, and the ‘total outlay for this purpose in the coming year is
estimated at £7,800- The increase is due to the maintenance charges arising from
new Schemes, especially Enniskerry and Coolboy. The Enniskerry Scheme is a
particularly costly one to maintain, as the water, being derived from a stream

which is rather acid in character, has to be treated with chemicals, and the prices
for these chemicals are very high.

As mentioned earlier additional loan charges have to be met in the coming
year. The gross amount is; £5,272, but these are offset to the extent of £2,624
by a State Grant, so that the net increase to be borne by rates is £2,648.

‘New Schemes entailing. heavy capital outlay, such as Aughrim Sewerage
Scheme, Enniskerry Water Supply, the Regional Water Supply for Rathnew,
Ashford, etc., and Coolboy Water Supply, inevitably result in a considerable
additon to'loan charges. In the past 6 or 7 years, in addition to improving and

gé;_énding_ existing services the Council has undertaken the following major

Up to the present 38 towns and villages in the County Health District have
been provided with piped water supplies, and sewerage disposal systems have
been provided in 22 towns and villages. N

In rural areas the Council so far has provided 117 pumps and wells at a
total capital cost of £31,000. These have all been provided in the past 7 or 8
years, and . notwithstanding the programme which has already been completed,
it is found that there is still a waiting list of 46 pumps. It has not been found

possible to borrow further monies for proceeding, with this Scheme.

It is felt that in any futute' housing programme the availability of an
adequate water supply should be a major consideration in determining the siting
of Hotises, There seems to ‘be no doubt'but that a fair part of the capital
expenditure which has had fo ‘be incurred in recent vears in the sinking of wells
and pumps could have been avoided if cottages had been sited in groups.

Awiénity Schémes : From' An Bord Failte, the Council has in' recefit years
fegeived much assistance towards the provision of ‘amenties for fourists.

_ In the present year a Grant was received towards the cost of improving the
Cliff Walk betweén Bray and Greystones. The work has been completed except
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for one very short section and it is most unfortunate that this small part of the
Scheme  cannot. be completed because of unexpected legal difficulties. The
Council has made every. effort to solve this problem, and it is unfortunate that
there should have been such abnormal delay over what should normally be
quite a simple issue.

Recently the Council submitted a Scheme to An Bord Failte for improvements
to the pier at Greystones and asked that a Grant might be given for this purpose.
It has been urged that if the pier were repaired it would provide a valuable
amenity, especially for deep-sea angling which is becoming more popular each
year with visitors from abroad.

Dumping G-rounds and Refuse Collection Service: In recent years it has
been urged that the Council might provide Household Refuse Collection Services
for some of the built-up areas in' the county. On a number of occasions represen-
tations have been received from Greystones District and they have also been
received ‘from Residents’ Associations in Baltinglass and Blessington.

_If the Council were at any time to provide such services, then it is felt that
the cost should be: defrayed by way of a Separate Charge on the area which
would benefit; it would scarcely seem reasonable to expect rural ratepayers as
a whole to contribute. towards the cost of special services of this character which
are sought only for very limited areas. Normally a County Council does not
provide services of this character in a rural area.

Again, if these services were to be given it is quite evident that in some
instances they would be very costly having regard to the very low density of
building in some of the districts. Whereas in the normal Urban District, where
the local Urban Council would provide such a service, the density of building
is_anything from 6 to 12 houses per acre, it is found that in one area in County
Wicklow which is seeking such a service the building density does not even
reach one house per acre. The provision of urban services in any area which is
to a great extent rural in character must entail costs much above the average as is
evident already in connection with public lighting and water supplies.

Cost of Sanitary Services : Mention has just been made of the cost of pro-
viding amenity services in rural areas. A few of the recent water supply schemes
have involved high capital costs relative to.the population served by them. If is
found for example that the capital cost per household in the case of the Ennis-
kerry Water Supply works out at about £268. Even the annual maintenance
charges, quite apart from the loan charges, amount to £11 per house served by the
supply. If loan charges be included, the annual cost of the Enniskerry Water
Supply would be £33 per houshold. - The charge met by means of a special water
rate will, of course, only: meet a small fraction of this cost and the:balance has
to be met from the General Rates.. In Coolboy the number of households served
by ithe new water supply. which cost' £9,230, is only -12. The Capital Cost,
consequently,” works «out. at £769 per household and the annual charge, it is
found, represents a cost of £73 for each premises connected to the supply.
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- HOUSING

The total estimate for this service is £118,004, and after deducting the Receipts
W]pch are esumated at £’72,050 the net requlrement is £45,954. In the present
vear the amount allowed by the Council for housing was £37,314, The increase
over last year is due to the additional provision being made for Housmg Repaus

Loan Charges- The loan charges at £66,022 show an increase of £500 on
the prcsent year but this is in the main offset by additional receipts.

Repairs : In the Estimates submitted to the Council last year the provision
included for repairs was £18,067, which was made up of £2,800, being the loan
cha.rges on, the special 10-year loan . of £20,000. raised for meeting the cost of
repalrs to. houses for wh:ch applications to purchase under the Cottage Purchase
Schemc had becn received from tenants; the balance of £15,267 was for normal.
housing repairs and maintenance. The Counl:ﬂ however, decided to reduce this
to £10,067, so that after: meeting loan charges, the amount ava:lable for actual,
repair work was only £7,267. The Council did not find it possible during the
past year to raise an additional loan for repairs which might be carried out to
houses being purchased under the Cottage Purchase Scheme. It should be borne
in mind that if such a'loan had been negotiated, the resulting additional loan
charges would have meant that an even smaller 'balance would have been
available ‘for normal ‘rEpalrS ‘The number of Council houses which, thus far,
have been purchased by tenants under the Cottage Purchase Scheme and. in re-
spect of which Orders vesting them in the tenants have been made«is 674, It is
found that the average cost per cottage for repairs in respect of the Purchase
Scheme cottages was £59. Representations regarding the necessity for repairs
to pamcular hotzses are perpetually being received by the Council, and on a
n,umber of occasions 5pec1al rcporls in connection with this problem have. been
subj:mlted As stressed on,_previous occaqmns, the rents determined many, yca.rs
agolbear no_ relatmnshxp to, maintenance costs which would have(to be met
5-day and h,avmg regard to the changcs in money value.s, in mcom% and in,
mémtenanpe costs, Wh:ch have occurred in the past 20 to 40 years‘, it can scarce]y
hq qxpe:ctgd tbat the CQlll'lCll can carry out a comprehcnswc uprogrammc of
repairs unless e.lther there be addmonal charges on rates ora _' radlcal revision. of
rents.

i The total number of grantsswhich have been allocated up to the present is
212, while a‘number: of mew ‘applications:‘are under examination. ' To meet the
cost the Council has borrowed ‘loans amounting tto £13,000; and the charge for
the' coming vear is £613./ The Grants are available to persons living in rural
areas whose income does not exceed £520 per iyear' or who derive their living
from agricultural holdings, the valuation of which does not exceed £35.
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Small Dwellings Acquisition Acts: For the coming year the loan charges
are estimated 'at £6,700, which is an increase of £100 over 1957/58, but the rise
will be met in full by repayments from borrowers. The total number of Joans
which have been made up to the present is /98; and the total indebtedness ‘at
present is £93,538. The amount originally borrowed was over £108,000.

Housing Programme : Since IsttApril last 6 new houses were completed at
Aughrim and let to tenants. This was a Scheme, Urban in' character, in which all
services were provided. At present a similar type of Urban Scheme is approaching
completion ‘at. Blessington; /fhe ‘number 'of houses is 6  Tenders have been
received for 6'new houses atiAvoca and it is expected that work on their con-
struction ‘will start in. the mnear future. = There has been unavoidable delay in
connection with the starting of the scheme at Kirikee, Glenmalure, and it now
seems that it:may be mnecessary to seek new tenders. In addition to the schemes
already mentioned, 2 houses' on isolated sites were also completed in'the'pas't
year: t

The total number of houses provided up to date by the Council is 3,297, and
it seems that for the present the-greater part of:the demand for new housing
has been met. Some months ago, however, the Council decided to ‘consider the
building of some further houses on isolated sites throughout the county. Having
regard to: the difficulty being at present experienced in'letting quite a number of
houses in remote parts'of the county and bearing in mind the heavy additional

costs ;which the Council has had to' meet in recent years in providing special
services, such as water supplies, for such houses, it is felt that when setfling any

new programme of building it is desirable to .ensure, that the houses will be
likely always, to attract tenanfs and will, be adjacent to public: services, especially
water supplies.

GENERAL PURPOSES

Under this heading are shown the costs of the Committee of Agriculture,
Public Libraries, Secondary and University Scholarships, Fire Brigades, Blind
Welfare Scheme, Drainage Schemes, Seeds and Fertilisers Supply Schemes, Elec-
toral and Jurors’ Lists, Coroners and Inquests, Reformatory Schools, Weights
and Measures, Conveyance of ‘Prisoners, Diseases of Animals Acts (Sheep Dipping,
Bovine T.B., etc.), Courthouses and other expenses which might be taken as
illustrating the great variety of Services whlch 2’ County Council nowadays has
to administer.

The net charges after deducting Receipts are : Chargeable to County-at-Large,
including Urban Districts, £18,037; Chargeable to County Health District, £51,530.
The corresponding charges'in  the Estimates-for the present year ‘were £18,072
and £48,843.  The rate required would be 5/2.64 as compared with 5/1.20 in the
current year, The increased rate is almost altogether attributable to the necessity
to miake further provision for ‘Overdraft interest on the Revenue Account of the
Council. ' The cost of 'Secondary Schools Scholarships is up by £215.  This is
not due. however, to additional scholarships being provided; the cost of this

item varies according to the number availing of scholarships in: boarding schools.
The number of scholarships being provided at present is: Secondary, School
Scholarships,  67; University Scholarships, 14.

Local Authorities (Works) Act: Drainage Schemes: Provision has been
included for expenditure on drainage schemes but the amount is completely offset
by corresponding receipts: In the present vear no State Grant, however, was
received for this purpose.

Rate Collection Costs: The cost of the Rate Collection this year is shown
under two headings: Remuneration of Collectors and Assessment of Rates,
£11,110; Superannuation to retired Collectors, £1,699.. The cost of remuneration
and assessment of rates in the present year was £11,500; the reduction of about
£400 is due to the fact that a reduced remuneration is being provided for No. 9
Dlstnct in the event of the Council deciding to fill this vacancy. If the vacancy

be not filled, there would be a further saving of £400. There is an increase in’

the amount for superannuation consequent on the retirement of a Collector in
the coming year.

Fire Brigades: This service shows an increase from £8,610 ‘to £9,002. ‘The

increase of £392 is due to the proposal to mstal fire sirens in Carnew and Tmahcly

Overdraft lnlercst It is estimated that the amount necessary to meet interest:

charges on Overdraft ‘in the coming year would be £7,000, as compared/with
£6,000 in the current year. This cost has shown an upward trend for a number
of years past and arises from the absence of any credits on Revenue Account
which might help to meet the heavy commitments of the Coungil durmg parts.
of the year when' the first and second moicties ‘of ‘ratés come in very slowly.
It would be necessary, too, for the Council, if they were to avoid interest charges,
to have in hands sufficient funds to maintain services before the rates are struck
and become collectible, i.e., say for the first three or four months of the financial
year.

I am directed by the Minister for Local Government to state that he has
received representations regarding the extenmsion of the Kilcoole Water Supply
to tHe site of a new National School near the village.

The Minister understands that it is proposed to provide a water-flushed
system of sanitation in this school and that the site is about a quarter of a mile
from the existing watermain. It is represented to him that the cost of the
extension would be about £300, but that this expense would add considerably to
the burden on the parochial funds, since the Reverend Manager already has to
meet {.he cost of the site and the local contribution towards the cost of the new
school.

The new school js estimated to cost £5,300 and will accommodate 80 pupils.
The importance of providing water-flushed sanitation in this school does not
need to be stressed, and the Minster trusts that in all the circumstances the
sanitary authority will find it possible to carry out the extension to the site
without cost to the School Manager. No grant can be made available by the
Department of Education for work outside the actual site, and unless the sanitary
authority agrees to defray all or the major part of the cost of the extension,
it appears that water-flushed sanitation can not be provided. The matter is
referred, accordingly, for the most sympathetic consideration possible, and I am to
state that the Minister would be glad to be informed of the sanitary authority’s
decision in due course.

I am directed by the Minister for Local Government to state that he thinks
it well to advise County Council of his attitude towards proposals for road
improvement schemes involving realignment or substantial widening. The
Minister is satisfied of the desirability of planning for the ultimate improvement
of the main road system to standards suitable for the traffic and uniform through-
out the ‘country as far as possible. He considers_, however, that in present cir-
cumstances proposals for realignment or substantial widening should be under-
taken only where they are urgent and essential; the case for any such proposal
should be fully established by the County Engineer. Examples of the case
in which the Minister would be prepared to approve of such works are:

(1) Where the road is dangerous to traffic and this fact has been established
by a bad accident record and substantial improvement is the only proper solution.

(2) Where the section of road affected is worn out and requires immediate
reconstruction, then the reconstruction may be cargled out on lhp new alignment
to avoid reconstructing the old section of road which would ultimately be aban-
doned.

Copies are enclosed for the information of the County Engineer.

I am directed by the Minister for Local Government to refer to your letter
of the 23rd January last regarding the road between Avoca and Arklow which
is used for the haulage of ore from the St. Patrick’s Copper Mines and to state
that he has no funds at his disposal whereby a special grant could be allocated
for the reconstruction and improvement of this road. The Minister would,
however, be prepared to consider any suitable scheme submitted for execution
out of any county road improvement grant allocation available to the Council
in future years. In this connection I am to point out that if it is proposed to
improve County Road 180 to a stdndard adequate for two-way mine traffic
(ie., to and from Arklow Port), then it is considered that the road would Tequire
to be widened for about two-thirds of its length and widened, strengthened and
generally improved, where necessary, for about one-third of its length. If, on
the other hand, it is proposed to use the county road only for a temporary
period, or as a one-way route back from the Porf, then a more limited amount
of work would appear to be sufficient. For the most part the road is at least
16> wide and has a rolled black surface dressing. There are, however, a few
sections less than 16’ wide of bad alignment and these would require to be widened
slightly to uniform width. I am to add that it is understood that the road will
be surfaced dressed this year.

Councillor P. McCarthy enquired as to the legal position regarding the
appointment of the Assistant County Engineer. The County Manager, in replying,
stated that any proposal to vary the number of permanent officers would require
the sanction of the Minister. Councillor P. Brennan, T.D., pointed out that there
was no proposal to reduce the number of staff but merely to defer thg filling of
the vacancy and to appoint a Committee to consider the re-organisation of the
Engineering Districts. The County Manager pointed out that opportunities would
occur in the future if it were thought necessary to reconsider the number of the
engineering staff, as officers retired or resigned on transfer to 'other_posts. He
pointed out that there was a need for an Assistant County Engineer in the West
Wicklow area and gave particulars of the number of miles of roads in the district,
the number of cottages.water supplies, sewerage systems, etc. The County
Manager pointed out that at present the Council’s Engineering Staff consisted
of the County Engineer, Chief Assistant County Engineer and four Assistant
County Engineers. Prior to the re-organisation of the Engineering Services in
1940 the permanent staff consisted of the County Engineer and three Assistant
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County Engineers, but, in addition, a number of temporary engineers were
;mployed. For instances, in 1933 there were 6 Clerks of Works employed and
in 1934 there were 5 Clerks of Works. At that time, much of the time of the
permanent engineers was devoted to design work instead of supervision. Coun-
cillor J. Miley agreed to withdraw the Notice of Motion.

ITEM No. 16—NOTICE OF MOTION IN THE NAME OF COUNCILLOR
J. J. McCREA REGARDING HIRING OF MACHINERY AND
DISPOSAL OF UNWANTED LOTS OF MACHINERY.

In reply to enquiries from members the County Secretary submitted details
of the collection of rates from the office in respect of No. 9 Collection District
for the year to 31st March, 1958. The total Warrant amounted to £38,974-0-11
and the amount outstanding at 31st March. 1958, was £841-11-4. The percentage
collected represented 97.849% as compared with 94.93% for the year to 31st
March, 1957, and 98.879% for the year to 3Ist March, 1956. The average
collection for the entire county for the year to 31st March, 1957, was 98.42%,
and for the year to 31st March, 1956, was 99.046%. The cost incurred in collect-
ing the rates from the office amounted to £65-0-5. Details of the cost which
covered postage, clerical work on issue of demand notes, overtime on issue of
reminders and rate receipts, stationery and travelling expenses of the County
Checker were submitted. The County Secretary stated that no additional staff
had been engaged on the collection of rates in the district. In reply to Councillor
Lawless, the County Secretary stated that the preparation of the Register of
Electors for the area had been assigned to one of the Council’'s Staff
Officers who had received the appropriate fees for the work which otherwise would
have been pavable to the collector for the area. Poundage at 7d. in the £ on the
amount of rates collected through the offices would have amounted to £1,088.
In connection with the proposal that the district be divided and two Collectors
appointed, the County Manager informed the Council that this would involve
increasing the number of permanent offices and was a matter which would have
to’ be initiated by the Manager.. He did not consider that two collectors would
be necessary for the area. In the Statement on the Estimates for the current
vear circulated to the members, it had been indicated that a sum of £700 only
had been provided for the remuneration of a rate collector for the district if the
Council decided to make such an appointment. It had been indicated also in
the Statement that should it be decided to continue the collection of rates through
the office this sum could be reduced by £400. The County Manager did not
consider that the sum of £700 would be adequate for remuneration of two
collectors, if appointed. The Council decided to consider the question of the
appointment of a Collector or the continuance of the collection of rates through
the office. It was

Most of the; Red Bog is being taken over by the Forestry Department for planting.
Knocknaskeagh Bog is virtually cut away exceot for few private banks. In the
case of Knockananna Bog all the banks are in depth up to 6 ft. and the quality
of the turf is very poor and for a depth of about 4 ft., because the scraw would
scarcely be worth taking away. Even the bottom turf in this bog is unusually
light and open textured. ;

. In any event, the best of the turf available at Knockananna would not be
suitable in the Institutions and the cost of the turf on a tonnage basis would
be unreasonable.

ITEM No. 15—-REPORT ON FIRE AT COUNCIL OFFICES, WICKLOW,
ON 19th MARCH, 1958.

The following report of the Chief Fire Officer in regard to the fire which
occurred at the Council Offices on the 19th March, 1958, gwas submittcdr 2

: re/Fire at Wicklow Courthouse—19 /3 /58
Dear Sir,

. The Wicklow Fire Brigade received a call out at 11.45 p.m. on the 19th
Instant fo a fire at the Wicklow Courthouse. The brigade arrli)ved at the scene
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of the fire at mid-night and found both the house repairs office and the rates
office well alight. The fire was confined to these two offices and the damage
consisted of almost the total destruction of the house repairs office and major
damage to the rates office, some of the contents of the latter office were salvaged.

I was notified of the fire at 12.30 a.m. and arrived at the Courthouse at
1 a.m., by which time the fire had been brought under control.

From my imvestigation of the outbreak I established the following infor-
mation :

A turf fire had been burning in the house repairs during office hours.
The Staff of the house repairs office left at approximately 5 p.m.

The Caretaker cleaned out the office at approximately 530 p.m. and
noted that the fire in the grate had burned down to ashes and that the
fire guard was in position and that there was no smell or evidence of
anything unusual, '

The Caretaker went through the corridor at approximately 640 p.m.
but did not enter the offices; he did not notice anything amiss.

The electric fire was not in use when the fire started.

The office staff do not smoke and the general public do not usually use
the office.

I am satisfied that the fire started in this office between the door and
the fireplace.

1 am of the opinion that the fire was burning for some hours before it
was observed, because of the fact that there was evidence of a slow
heat build up to a high temperature in the drawing office—the door to
this office was left partly open. The heat was at first confined to these
offices, as the doors to the corridor were closed and so were the windows;
the door from the drawing office to the County Engineer’s office was
also closed.

9. The electric wiring appeared to be in order and was in good condition.
10. The fireplace was found to be correctly constructed.

I cannot state what was the exact cause of the fire, but I am of the opinion
that it was most likely caused by a spark from the fire or a lump of burning
soot, both of which could get through the fireguard, landirg on the Tintawn floor
covering which was laid up to the hearth. The Tintawn was not set on fire
directly or it would have been observed by the Caretaker when cleaning the
office; however, if the floor covering was only smouldering he might not have
noticed it, especially as the fumes would be drawn up the chimney by the
natural draught.

The County Secretary stated that the estimated cost of repairing the damage,
replacing furniture, etc., destroyed in the fire amounted to £1,615 approximately.
The County Secretary stated that a report had been obtained in r:;gard to
electricity supply serving the Courthouse Building, and it appears that it would
be very desirable to provide a new electric switch board and to re-distribute
loads on the three phases serving the premises, as these loads were at present
unbalanced and at least one of these phases was over-loaded and could be a fire
risk. The estimated cost of the new switch board was £285-13-6. The Council
noted the report on the fire and the estimated cost of the repairs and that this
cost would be covered by insurance. The Council agreed that a special report
in regard to the electric wiring be submitted to the next meeting of the Council.

ITEM Ne. 16—~PROPOSED DISPOSAL OF OLD RESERVOIR AT AUGHRIM.

The County Secretary stated that an application had been received from John
Pringle, Killacloran, Aughrim, to purchase the reservoir which served the old

water supply, as he wished to use it as a source of water for his premises. The
_Assistant County Engineer stated that the old reservoir was of no further use
‘to the Council and recommended that it be sold at a nominal figure of £1.
Counciller Quigley stated that some people in the locality availed of this old
reservoir as a source of water and that if it were sold to Mr. Pringle for his own
use they would be deprived of a supply. The Council decided to adjourn the
matter-for a report in regard to the use of this source as a water supply by
other persons.

ITEM Neo. 17—RATHDRUM WATER SUPPLY—PROPOSED RELAYING
OF WATERMAIN.

. The County Secretary stated that the Assistant County Engineer had inves-
tigated complaints of unsatisfactory supply of water in Rathdrum and had found
that the water being supplied to certain houses was of bad quality. This had
been caused by corrosion in the watermain. The Assistant County Engineer
reported that the watermain was the original main left over from the Old Bally-
gannon Wood supply and had been opened and cleaned in sections in 1941 but
was now obviously badly corroded again, There were only 235 lin. yds. of pipe
and he recommended that this section be taken up and that 3" asbestos cement
watermain be laid at a cost of £205. It would cost more than half this amount to
clean the old pipe and there would be considerable wastage of water if the
Council tried to keep it clean. The County Engineer agreed with the recom-
mendation of the Assistant County Engineer. It was

In all we have five Ambulances, and, except for the Volkswagen,
all are old and have done considerable mileage, and hereunder is set out their
present condition :

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_ Dodge NI 5929 : A reconditioned engine has just been put into this vehicle.
It is generally in a fair condition and should prove satisfactory for next twelve
months. First registered 30th October, 1950.

West Wicklow—Morris, 10 h.p., NI 7107: The vehicle wants a general
overhaul, including reconditioned engine, new set of tyres and breaking system
completely overhauled. First registered 28th January, 1953.

Ford NI 4861 : This vehicle is completely worn out and would be completely
uneconomical to repair and maintain. First registered 28th March, 1948.

All these vehicles are being continuously repaired, and the position has now
arrived when it is very difficult to keep all the ambulances in a roadworthy
condition, and at any time it might be found that insufficient ambulances were
available.

1 would, therefore, suggest that a new ambulance be purchased this year
to replace the Ford NI 4861 and a new one purchased in each succeeding year
until these old vehicles are replaced.

The County Secretary stated that no provision had been made in the current
year’s (Estimjtes for the purchase of a new ambulance which was estimated to
cost £1,200, The purchase of a new ambulance would rank for recoupment from
Health Grant to the extent of 509%.

Dear Sir,

I wish to refer to your letter of 23rd instant re the possibility of cutting turf
on Knockananna Bog.

There are a few banks available mostly owned by Mr. Simon Kehoe,
Krockananna, whom I interviewed in this connection. Accessibility to the banks
is not altogether too good but this could be overcome at slight extra cost. The
depth of turf is fairly reasonable for this area, up to six feet in places. Under-
neath the scraw to a depth of about two feet the turf is white and light. Below
that depth for about two feet the turf is dark but not up to the quality available
elsewhere in the county. Even when cut and dried the dark turf is unusually
light in weight and the moisture content is high. A good deal of drainage would
have to be done by us to get at the best of the dark turf, and even so we would
have to save two whites sods for each black sod.

In regard to cost of production and transport to institutions I would expect
that the turf would cost about £1 per ton more than reasonable turf similarly
obtained. This would arise from accessibility, drainage and the larger number of
sods, i.e., the larger bulk, required to make up a ton.

1 examined turf cut and saved by private individuals last year and I have
already given you two samples, one of the white turf and one of black. I feel
that similar turf would be of very little use in the institutions and the effect of
mixing it might even prejudice your turf production from other sources in the

county.

Having regard to all the above facts I would be very reluctant to save turf
from Knockananna until I was sure that the Council fully understood in advance
these important facts regarding cost and quality.

Turf had been cut in this area a number of years ago by the Council but this
was done at a time of National emergency when we could afford to ignore the
cost and quality of material obtained.

Road Works at Kilmacanogue.

Councillor J. Everett, T.D., requested particulars of the cost of the road
works at Kilmacanogue and asked the name of the Department’s Engineer who
had approved the work. The County Manager in reply stated that particulars
of the cost would be given to the Deputy but that the name of the Engineer
concerned was not available. He pointed out that works of the type carried out
at Kilmacanogue were necessarily costly because they involved the improvement
and alignment of a Main Road. It had been the practice in the past to con-
centrate road works in a few months in the summer of each year, but in recent
years an effort had been made to spread the work more evenly over the year
and so provide more regular employment. In the case of the road works at
Kjlmacanc‘»%ue the weather had deteriorated as the works were in progress and
this had affected the condition of the surface, He pointed out that it had never
been intended to leave the surface as it was in the present year and that provision
had been made in the current year for applying the finishing coat to this road.
In reply to enquiry from Councillor Hammond, the County Manager stated that
the cost of the work was defrayed from State Grants, except for a small sum for
compensation for lands acquired. In view of the heavy traffic on this main
trunk road it had been considered necessary to provide a stretch of road where
cars could pass out in 'safety. J

The position in regard to economy in the use of machinery in the carrying
out of the completion of the Road Works Scheme is being examined very carefully
and in accordance with the wishes of the Council to see what arrangements are

possible to ensure the maximum employment of labour in regard to the engineer-
ing works involved. o

My estimates for the various schemes approved under the roads programre
have been based on the use of machinery, but I-feel that the Council is unduly
alarmed that this will seriously affect the employment situation; this is not so.
Machines should be regarded merely as most efficient tools in the hands of our
workers, to enable them to do the work efficiently, expeditiously and, thus, ease
the onerous labourer tasks on them, whilst at the same time giving ratepayers
the result in improvement on roads which they need.

The position is, as I say, being examined and new methods of construction
have been brought into existence in the last few years, resulting in the rapid
overtaking of road reconstruction, and there is no doubt that very many roads
have been efficiently dealt with even in the last few months in remote areas,

Proposed Maintenance—Cottage Repairs by Contract.

I have examined the proposal to carry out repairs to cottages by contract
and report as follows :—

There are altogether in the county 2,830 cottages (excluding vested (fcttss:)gets})l
distributed in the Engineers’ areas as follows: North Eastern, 1,405; u
Eastern, 533; South, 344; West, 548.
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In order to encourage * small * contractors who would undertake necessary
repairs, it is proposed to divide each Engineer’s District into Areas, each Area
to contain not more than 500 cottages as a unit, and where possible each Area

within reasonable distance of a town. The areas proposed are approximately
as follows :—

NORTHERN DISTRICT :

No. 1. Bray Area—which will include all cottages down as far as a line from
Killincarrig, Downs and west to Ballyramon Commons.

No. 2. Newtownmountkennedy Area—South from above line to a line including
Blackditch, Kiltimon, Ballyduff Cross, Roundwood.

No. 3. Wicklow Area—South of Newtown to a line from Wicklow, Coolbeg,
Glenealy, Aghowle, Moneystown, Glendalough.

SOUTH EASTERN DISTRICT :

No. 4. Arklow Area—East of a line from Arklow, Woodenbridge, Rathdrum.
Glendalough.

No. 5. Aughrim Area—Aughrim, Rednagh, Aughavanagh, Glendalough, Rath-
drum, Woodenbridge, Arklow. ;

No. 6. Southern District—As the number of cottages in this district is small,
it is intended to take the whole District as one Area.

WEST DISTRICT : \
No. 7. Blessington. Area—From Dublin County Bounds south to a line from

Dunlavin, Donard, Knockeen.
No. 8. Baltinglass Area—South from Blessington Area to junction with Southern

Area at Rathdangan, Borkill to County Carlow Bounds.

The county would be, thus, divided into 8 Areas and each Area has at least
one principal town in it.

In order to invite tenders a List of Unit Price Rates has been prepared,
and this List describes the work to be done under each unit item, and each item
will be numbered.

The suggested procedure, therefore, will be that tenders will be invited from
contractors generally regarded as competent and reliable who would carry out
Tepairs to cottages in one or more areas, and he will be.requested to state in
his tender whether he proposed to carry out the work at the prices set out in the
List of Unit Rates, which are regarded by the County Engineer as reasonable,
Or at a percentage increase or decrease on those rates.

On receiving tenders and after careful examination, a recommendation of the
most suitable contractor will be made to the County Manager.

The contractors being approved, the Engineers will inspect the cottages to
be repaired and noting the repairs necessary will then call upon the approved
contractor to carry out such items as required at the rates already agreed upon
under sealed contract with this County Council and with the time limit specified,
When the contractor will have completed the work, the contractor having fur-
nished his account to the County Emngineer, the Assistant Engineer or Clerk of
Works will inspect the work and certify for payment accordingly.

Three of the sash windows a
loose, by that I mean there has been some inevitable shrinkage, but this is nfﬁ
excessive. In one window the inside lining to the sill is defective. In two
rooms there are minor plaster defects and one or two of the skirting boards
are a small fraction out from the walls. The defective ceilings have not been
dealt with; this would be an easy matter, but Mr. Caffrey informs me that the
tenant would not permit repairs as he wanted completely new ceilings. The
tenant states that the chimney smokes, but I was unable to confirm this,
Speaking generally, the tenant and his wife, who were very aggressive, ex-
aggerated every minor defect and appeared to have the idea that the house
should be restored to the condition it was in when first, built; this is manifestly
absurd. Regard must be had to the overall sum available for cottage repairs,
and no tenant of a privately owned house could possibly expect such treatment
from his landlord, and certainly he would not get it. As I have stated, the
house is perfectly habitable and with the minor. repairs to which I have referred,
plus the repair of the defective ceilings, it should be quite satisfactory to a
less exigent tenant. On both my visits I formed the impression that no matter
what was done more would be required.

Resolution of Sympathy.

Councillor P. McCarthy informed the members that Councillor Cleary’s
father had died in New York. On the proposal of Councillor McCarthy,
seconded by Councillor H. J. Byrne, Chairman, the Council passed a resolution
expressing the sympathy of the members with Councillor Cleary in his bereave-
ment, The County Manager asked that he and the members of the Staff be
associated with the Council’s expression of svmpathy.

ITEM No. 1—PROPOSED HOUSING SCHEME AT LARAGH.

The County Secretary reported that a re-check had been made by the
Health Inspector of the applications received for the provision of houses at
Laragh. 1t appeared that only two of the original applicants were now available;
these being, Michael Barrett, Laragh, who resided in an unsanitary dwelling, and
John Duffy, Glendalough, who also resided in an unfit house. Of the remaining
10 original applicants, one had been re-housed, one was dead, five were in
England, one was now employed at Avoca and resided in a flat between Rathdrum
and Avoca, and in two cases the houses of the applicants were not unfit. The
Council noted the position in the matter and agreed that the scheme could not
be proceeded with at present. The Council asked that when the site had been
acquired the possibility of demolishing unfit houses on the site and clearing the
site be examined. The Council noted the report of the County Engineer that the
building of two cottages only would not be an economical proposition if they
were built on the western side of the cross roads.
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ITEM No. 2—SUPPLEMENTARY GRANTS FOR REPAIR AND
IMPROVEMENT OF HOUSES.

The County Secretary stated that applications had been made to two
Insurance Companies, The Irish Assurance Co. Ltd. and the Insurance Corpora-
tion of Ireland Ltd., for loans for the purpose of making supplementary grants,
but in neither case was the Company in a position to make the loan available.
The Council’s Treasurer had now, however, indicated that a loan of £5.000
could be made available, repayable by instalments over 15 years on the usual
terms and subject to the sanction of the Minister. It was

ITEM No. 3—DISPOSAL OF COTTAGES ON ISOLATED SITES.

The County Secretary stated that the Council could with the sanction of theé
Department sell cottages erected or acquired by them for housing purposes, with
the land attached, and which had ceased to be required for such purposes subject
to conditions as set out in Section 7 of the Labourers’ (Ireland) Act, 1896. The
Council would have to determine a reserve price which would be not. less than
the amount of the costs and expenses paid by the Council in respect of the
cottage, and the cottage and land would be offered first for sale at that price
to the owner or successor in Title of the owner from whom the land was originally
purchased or taken on lease. If the owner or successor in Title declined within
a reasonable time to purchase the cottage, the cottage and land could be offered
for sale at that reserve price to the occupier of the holding from which the land
had been taken. If the occupier failed to purchase, the cottage and land could
be offered for sale by public auction at a price not less than the reserve price.
The Council noted the provisions of the section and agreed that if it'were found
impossible to obtain tenants for cottages on' isolated sites, that arrangements
might be made for their disposal in accordance with the provisions of the Act.
Councillor Hammond suggested that it would be desirable for the Council to
acquire a small area of land adjoining each cottage in order that'the coftage and
land might form a more attractive holding when offered for sale. Councillor
P. Brennan, T.D., suggested that the Irish Land Commission might be interested
in acquiring certain of the cottages in the event of the division of lands in the
vicinity of such cottages. It was agreed that the Irish Land Commission be
approached in the matter.

ITEM No. 4—APPLICATION FOR PURCHASE OF COTTAGE PLOT AT
BALLINAMONA, WOODENBRIDGE.

The County Secretary stated that an application had been received from
Mr. D. C. Gallagher, Dublin, on behalf of a firm which acquired properties in
Woodenbridge in connection with an industry, for the purchase of plot of
ground at Ballinamona, Wooderbridge. A Council cottage had been erected on
this plot but the site had become undermined by the river, and about 1936 the
tenant had been rehoused and the cottage demolished by the then Board of
Health.

ITEM No. 6—FIRE FIGHTING SERVICE IN CARNEW.

The Council received a deputation from Carnew Development Association in
connection with the fire fighting service in Carnew. The deputation included
Mr. P. R. Garland, Mr. Whitty, Geraty Ltd.; Mr. G. Sheane, Carnew Tannery;
Mr. Dowse, Messrs. Dowse and Son; Mrs. Spicer, Carriew Castle, and others.
Mr. Garland addressed the Council and put forward reasons why the new fire
engine should be stationed at Carnew. He drew attention to the higher valuations
in Carnew and surrounding area and stated that Carnew was a progressive town
with several large businesses. He referred to the volume of wheat and barley,
etc., stored in Carnew, and pointed out that grain drying represented a dangerous
fire risk. A new church had recently been built, a new school was being erected,
and Carnew also had a Vocational School. He agreed that as regards geo-
graphical position a strong case could be made for placing the fire engine at
Tinahely. Haying regard, however, to the higher value of property at risk in
the Carnew District, he urged that the fire engine be stationed at Carnew. Mr.
Garland also referred to the fire which had occurred at Messrs. Geraty’s, and
pointed out that but for the prompt action of the brigade serious loss would
have been occasioned. The Chairman thanked the members of the deputation
for the manner in which their views had been put forward and the deputation then
withdrew.

I am directed to acknowledge receipt of your letter of the 23rd ultimo, in
which you state “ no provision was made in the current year’s Estimates to meet
the cost of any work at Greystones Harbour.”

My Committee has received this information with surprise and disappoint-
ment. Also, it is noted with regret that up to the date of your letter you had not
received any indication of a grant being made available for works at the harbour.

In a communication received from the County Manager dated 30th January
last special reference was made to improvements at the harbour and a sum of
£3,000 was then considered by the County Engineer to be sufficient to cover
essential work in this connection. It was also stated that the Council would
request the “Tourist Board ” to provide a grant towards meeting the cost of
the repairs to the pier.

It was hoped and indeed expected a grant would have been made available,
and the work on the pier would by now have commenced. It is generally agreed
that the present state of the pier is a danger to life and limb and the harbour a
source of grave danger to the many boatmen using same. My Committee ex-
pressed the hope that the County Council is sparing no effort in bringing influence
to bear on Bord Failte for the necessary grant.

I would be grateful if you would inform me as soon as possible what further
action you have taken, as we feel this matter should not be allowed to remain

in abeyance.

With reference to your letter of the 16th ultimo regarding the collection of
rates in the No. 9 collection district, I am directed by the Minister for Local
Government to state that he has considered the various aspects of the matter
and the several points discussed at the Council’s meeting of the 14th April, 1958.

It is noted that the percentage collection for No. 9 district during the year
1957 /58, when the rates were collected through the office, was 97.849, as com-
pared with 94.93% in the year 1956/7 and 98.87% in 1955/56, and that the
total outlay on collection was £65. It is also noted that even with the employ-
ment of temporary staff, if required, it is estimated that the total cost of collection
through the office should not exceed £300 per annum, as against the remuneration
of £1,088 paid tp the previous collector. The figures quoted show that while
maintaining a good standard of collection, the office system of collection shows
a considerable saving in the actual cost of collection.

In all the circumstances, and particularly if it is anticipated that the 1957 /58
standard of collection will be maintained or improved during the current year,
it is considered that a proposal which would have the effect of adding to the
cost of collection, and so reducing the Council’s net revenue from rates, could
not be justified. The proposed appointment of a Rate Collector with maximum
remuneration of £700, while it would show a saving on the remuneration
previously paid, would represent more than double the estimated maximum cost
of office collection. = Accordingly, the Minister cannot see how he could properly
accept a proposal to increase the cost of rate collection by at least £400 unless
it could be clearly demonstrated that'the extra expenditure would result in an
improved collection and increased revenue to the Council. Unless increased
revenue would result, such a proposal would be contrary to the general policy
that collection costs should be kept to the minimum, consistent with the attain-
ment of the highest possible collection.

It is suggested, therefore, that at their meeting on the 9th instant, the
Council might reconsider their decision in the light of the foregoing. The
local authority’s progosals following discussion of the matter by the Council
at that meeting will be awaited.

“ That having considered application from Bray Amusements Commitiee we
hereby approve of the holding of a cycle race on the roads at Bray which are
closed to public traffic on Sunday, 7th September, 1958, between 2.30 p.m. and
6 p.m., adequate provision to be made for stewarding on the occasion of the
race, and insurance.”

Passed unanimously.

Application for Closing of Road from Kilbride Church towards Bray.

The County Secretary stated that an application had been received from the
Motor Enthusiasts’ Club for the closing of the road for a distance of 1,000 years
in the direction of Bray, from Kilbride Church near Kilcroney, for the purpose
of running a Motor Car Hill Climb on the 30th August. The County Engineer
had reported that he saw no objection to the proposal, but if any undue surface
damage were caused to the road, the applicants would be responsible for defray-
ing the cost of repairs, together with remedying any damage that might be
caused to fences, ditches or adjoining property. The County Secretary also
pointed out that the question of adequate provision for car parking arose. The
Council adjourned the matter for further information from the promoters in

regard to the points mentioned.

ITEM No. 5—NOTICE OF MOTION IN THE NAME OF COUNCILLOR
SMYTH RE WATER COURSE AND BRIDGE OVER ROAD AT
KILMACANOGUE.

With reference to the Notice of Motion submitted by Councillor J. Smyth,
the County Engineer reported that as a result of the recent floods considerable
sand, gravel, debris, etc., had accumulated under the bridge at Kilmacanogue.
It was undoubtedly necessary that the water course under the bridge be cleared
apart from any potential flooding along the road adjoining the Post Office at
Kilmacanogue. He estimated the cost of remedying the position at £100. No
special provision had been made to defray the cost of such work. The County
Secretary pointed out that the Council could not undertake work of cleaning
rivers except by way of a Grant under the Local Authorities (Works) Act. The
Council agreed that an inquiry be addressed to the Department of Local
Government as to whether grants could be made available for works under
the Local Authorities (Works) Act in the present year.

ITEM No. 6—NOTICE OF MOTION IN THE NAME OF COUNCILLOR J.
J. McCREA RE SURFACE WATER ON MAIN ROAD, CARNEW-
SHILLELAGH.

With reference to the Notice of Motion in the name of Councillor McCrea,
the Assistant County Engineer had reported that surface water from the road
left by a water outlet flowing into a_grove, the property of a local farmer. The
water outlet had been in existence for more than 35 years, but complaints had
been received in connection with it from Mrs. Rickerby in recent times. It was
alleged that water from the grove which was outside the Council's property had
been seeping into her premises causing considerable inconvenience. It was
stated also by Mrs. Rickerby that the water passing through the outlet into the
grove had been increased in recent times, and it had been alleged that a farmer
living further uphill had interfered with an existing water course and turned at
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least part of it on to the main road, thus increasing the flow in wet weather.
The Assistant County Engineer stated that he had never actually seen this
flow to the road, though he inspected it on several rainy days, but thought he
recognised the track left by water on the grass margin. He could not state
that any actual harm had been caused to the road. The Council noted that no
damage had been caused to the road, and that the Council could not take any
action in regard to the complaint of Mrs. Rickerby.

ITEM No. 7—NOTICE OF MOTION IN THE NAME OF COUNCILLOR J.
SMYTH THAT ROAD FROM ANNAMOE TO LARAGH-LOUGH DAN
ROAD BE PUT IN ORDER.

With reference to the Notice of Motion in the name of Councillor Smyth,
the County Engineer reported on the road extending through the village of
Laragh towards Lough Dan, Road No. 59, which was 4% miles in length and
very narrow. He stated that during the present year the Council was completing
the Roundwood-Lough Dan (Oldbridge) Road but that the road referred to by
Councillor Smyth would cost a considerable sum under the heading of widening,
the probable cost being in the region of £6,000 to £7,000 for which no provision
had been made in the current year. The County Engineer suggested that the
matter might be considered by the Council when framing the road programme
for the following year. Councillor Smyth pointed out that the road in respect
of which he inquired was that from Annamoe to join 'the Laragh-Lough Dan
road. The Council deferred the matter for a report from the County Engineer
in regard to that road.

ITEM No. 3—REPORT ON PROGRESS OF ROAD WORKS.

The County Secretary submitted report of the County Engineer of the 14th
July, 1958, giving particulars of the programme of road works for the quarter
to 30th September for each area and details of the expenditure on road works
to 30th June, 1958, on Main and County Roads in each district, together with
particulars of the mileage of surfacing and reconstruction carried out and
realignment completed. Particulars of the numbers of men employed in each
Engineering District were also submitted. The County Engineer stated in his
report that the programme for the quarter to 30th September would be con-
centrated on surface dressing which had been seriously retarded due to inclement
weather. The Council noted the terms of the report and asked that in future
copies of the report be circulated to the members before the meeting at which it
was submitted. Councillor Quigley raised the question of the carrying out of
works on cul-de-sac roads in the southern district for which. provision had been
made in the estimates and asked when a meeting of the local Councillors could
be arranged. Following a discussion on the matter it was decided to arrange
the date of the meeting at the next meeting of the County Council.

Cutting Weeds on Roads:

Councillor Lawless referred to the necessity for proceeding with the cutting
of weeds on roads and stated that at present there were few men engaged on this
work which he considered very necessary.

ITEM No. 11—REQUEST FOR EXTENSION OF KILCOOLE WATER
SUPPLY.

The County Secretary stated that it had been represented again to the
Council that the question of the extension of Kilcoole Water Supply to serve
the proposed National School should receive further consideration. It had been
pointed out that there were good grounds for viewing the provision of services
to schools in a different light than extensions to private dwellings and that
schools were themselves a community service and somewhat akin to those provided
by local authorities. From the viewpoint of health of school children and the
inculeation at an early age of the habit of cleanliness at schools and in the
home, it was suggested that it was important that the best available means of
sanitation should be provided. It had been stated also_that the parochial funds
would be unable to bear the additional burden of providing an extension to the
water supply. The cost of the extension would be about £300. It was

ITEM No. 12—PROPOSED WORKS AT CARNEW SEWERAGE SCHEME.

The Council considered report of the County Engineer of the 4th June, 1958,
in regard to works recommended at Carnew Sewerage Scheme. The Council
noted that the County Engineer recommended the provision of new rotary
distributors which together with ancillary works would cost £567-10-0. Coun-
cillor McCrea stated that the plant was not situated in the best position to
serve the houses in the area and asked that the question of relocating the
sewerage works at a different point be considered. The Council adiourned the
matter and asked that the County Engineer investigate the suggestion that the
plant be transferred to a more suitable site and submit an estimate of the
cost involved.

ITEM No. 13—NOTICE OF MOTION IN THE NAME OF COUNCILLOR
J. O°'TOOLE, T.D.,, FOR ERE(;[‘;XE KES) PUMP AT GROVE COTTAGES,
JION.

In regard to Notice of Motion submitted by Councillor J. O'Toole, T.D.,
the Council considered a report of the County Engireer of 10th July, 1958, in
which he stated that the existing fountain was placed in such a position that it
was very close to four cottages along the lane but that the tenants of six cottages
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situated towards the railway had to walk a distance of about 140 yards to the
fountain. The cost of erecfing an additional fountain and extending the pipeline
was £47. The County Engineer considered that the persons in the cottages had
no serious grievance. Councillor J. O Toole, T.D., stated that the tenants were
at present contributing 8d. per week in respect of E.S.B. charges which would
terminate very soon and that they would be prepared to contribute this amount
in their rent towards the cost of providing another fountain. The Council
adjourned the matter for confirmation from the tenants of the amount of
contribution they would be prepared to make.

ITEM No. 14—NOTICE OF MOTION IN THE NAME OF COUNCILLOR
J. SMYTH THAT PIPED WATER SUPPLY BE PROVIDED AT ANNAWOE.

The County Engineer in report of the 11th July, 1958, stated that the
present position was that water was piped from a pond near Laragh House
across the fields and discharged from an open pipe near the Doctor’s residence at
Annamoe. The number of houses which could reasonably be served by piped
water supply would be approximately 15, and in his opinion the cosf of an
adequate piped water supply would hardly be justified. He suggested that the
position might be more fully examined and considered by the Council at their next
Annual Estimates Meeting. The County Secretary stated that an estimate of the

* cost of providing a piped water supply was submitted to the Council in 1947 and
at that time amounted to £1,100. The question of improving the existing water
supply had been examined in 1952, but due to the inadequate supply available
at the intake no improvements could be made to the existing system. Further
consideration of the provision of water supply had been deferred in consequence
of the E.S.B. proposals for the development of the Hydro Electric Scheme in
the area. The E.S.B. had informed the County Engineer in letter of the 27th
June, 1958, that the question of proceeding with the Hydro Electric Scheme at
Annamoe River had been postponed indefinitely. The Council directed that
the County Engineer examine the proposal to provide an adequate piped water
supply for the district and submit an estimate of the cost,

ITEM No. 15—NOTICE OF MOTION IN THE NAME OF COUNCILLOR
. J. McCREA FOR IMPROVEMENT OF WATER SUPPLY FOR 1axif
COTTAGES AT DEERPARK, SHILLELAGH.

The Assistant County Engineer reported that the cottages were situated on
the main Shillelagh /Carnew Road, about 900 yards from the nearest Coungcil
pump. They were at present obtaining water from a spring - well in-a field
belonging to one of them, but access to the well was through damp soft ground
and there was no protection against polution. The cost of protecting the well,
including erection of stile and path from the road and drainage operations on
the stream, would cost about £40. The Council would need to obtain a right-of-
way and also permission from Mr. Coleman through whose land the stream
flowed. It would be necessary to have an analysis taken of the water. As the
well was the only source of water nearer than the Council pump to serve about
10 people, the Assistant County Engineer recommended favourable consideration
if monevs were available. The Council asreed that an analvsis of the water be
obtained and if found satisfactory that the necessary right-of-way and permission
be sought and arrangements made for protection of the well

ITEM No. 16 —NOTICE OF MOTION IN THE NAME OF COUNCILLOR W.
LAWLESS FOR PROVISION OF WATER AND SEWERAGE SERVICES
TO COTTAGES AT ASHFORD, NUN’S/CROSS AND BALLINALEA.

Report of the County Engineer of Ist July, 1958, was submitted to the
Council. The Council noted that the cost of an extension of the main towards
Mount Alto House to serve 4 cottages would be £900 and that an extension to
Cromneroe Lane would cost £1,800. The extension to Nun’s Cross Housing Scheme
would cost £160, and 3" loop main to serve 18 cottages between the main road
at Tighe’s Avenue and village of Ballinalea would cost £285. The County
Engineer estimated the cost of making connections to the cottages at £9 per
cottage. Councillor Lawless stated that the extension to Croneroe could hardly
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be justified in view of the cost involved and the limited number of houses to be
served. He asked that provision also be made for connections to the cottages
at Milltown. He stated that the tenants would be prepared to make connections
to the mains themselves if 'the mains were extended along the road to the
cottages. It was agreed that detailed estimates of the cost of providing extensions
to serve the cottages at Nun’s Cross, Ballinalea, cottages on road towards Mount
Alto House and cottages at Milltown be obtained with a view to obtaining
sanction of the Minister to a loan to defray the cost of the extensions.

ITEM No. 17—LITTER ON BEACHES.

A copy of the Department’s letter of the 3rd May, 1958, in regard to litter
on beaches and a copy of the Model Clauses to be incorporated in Bye-Laws
had been circulated to the members. It had been indicated that it was proposed
to apply the Bye-Laws to all coastal townlands in the County Health District and
to the Urban Districts of Arklow, Bray and Wicklow, and the districts of
Glendalough and Avoca. The draft Bye-Laws were submitted to the Council
for approval. It was X

The Assistant County Engineer in report of the 10th July, 1958, stated that
the cost of surface dressing the road leading to the cottages at Parkmore would
amount to approximately £180 if done to a width of 12 ft., or -£135 if done to
a width of 9 ft. There would also be some repairs required which were estimated
to cost £10 or £12. Drainage work required would cost £25, or alternatively,
a soak pit and two gulley traps could be put on the road at a cost of £10 in alil.
The Council noted that no provision had been made in the current year’s Road
Estimates for surface dressing of the roads and decided that this matter be
deferred to the following year. The Council agreed that gulley trap and soak pit
be provided at total cost of £10.

As regards the provision of special lighting, the County Secretary stated that
a quotation had been received from the E.S.B. in 1954 and it was found that
the cost would be £202-10-0. In view of the high cost the Council had not
proceeded with the proposal. Councillor G. Timmins stated that since the
previous estimate had been received the E.S.B. had extended their service to
serve the pumping plant for Baltinglass Hospital and that possibly the public
lighting could now be provided at a lower cost. It was agreed that the E.S.B.
be askf:ld to submit a new quotation for the provision of public lighting on
the roads.

ITEM No. 23—POLLING PLACE FOR BRAY No. 1 DISTRICT.

The County Secretary stated that in a letter from the Matron, Sunbeam
House, Bray, it had been stated that the Governors of the Institution were
agreeable to make two rooms available to the Council for use for election
purposes, if required.

ITEM No. 1—HOUSING SCHEME AT KILMAGIG.

The County Secretary stated that it would be necessary to authorise the
necessary borrowing to defray the cost of erection of six houses at Kilmagig,
Avoca. The amount of the contract was £8,100, and cost of supervision, etc.,
would amount to a further £100. A Loan of £8,200 would be required. The
County Secretary pointed out that the new Housing Act provided for a change
in the method of subsidy to County Councils in respect of the erection of houses.
Formerly a subsidy of 60% of the Loan Charges was allowed, but under the
new Act the subsidy for County Council housing was brought into line with that
for Urban Council housing, and a subsidy of 663% of the Loan Charges was
payable, provided that the houses were for the accommodation of persons dis-
placed by the collapse or destruction of their former dwellings or by any of the
operations of the Council under the Housing of the Working Classes Acts or of
persons in need of re-housing on medical, compassionate or other similar grounds
whose circumstances would not permit them to be so rehoused otherwise. Where
houses were provided for persons not coming within these classes, the subsidy
would be at the rate of 331% of the Loan Charges. In reply to inquiry from
the Chairman, the County Secretary stated that in the case of houses at Kilmagig,
Avoca, it was expected that the persons who would be rehoused would comply
with the requirements to justify the subsidy at 663%. The cost per house was
£1,366-13-4, and the net amount to be met from rent and rates after allowing for
a subsidy of 663% would be 16/1 approximately. If subsidy at 3349% only
were given, the amount to be met from rent and rates would be 27/7 per week.
The County Manager stated that it was proposed to apply Graded Rents Scale
in respect of these houses similar to that applied in respect of houses at Aughrim,
ie, from 12/- to the economic rent. In regard to the cost of the houses, Coun-
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cillor P. Brennan, T.D., pointed out that houses in County Wexford were being
built in rural areas at a cost not exceeding £900. The County Manager stated
that a comparison of the cost of the houses in Co, Wexford and Co. Wicklow
would have to take into account any differences in the floor areas of the respective
cottages and also differences in the specification and in the standard of finish.
Councillor McCrea asked that the County Engineer investigate the differences in
cost and the relative standards for cottages. In regard to the specification and
standard of finish, Councillor P, Brennan, T.D., suggested that the use of cavity
blocks might be considered and also a possible modification of the standard of
ish in respect of future schemes. It was

ITEM No. 2—ERECTION OF COTTAGES ON AGREED SITES—REPORTS
ON MEETINGS OF LOCAL COMMITTEES.

Reports in regard to the meeting of the Local Housing Committee in Bray
on the 7th July, and of the Local Housing Committee in Baltinglass on the 10th
July, 1958, and of the Local Housing Committee at Shillelagh on the 8th July,
1958, were submitted. It was stated that the Wicklow Committee had yet to meet
to consider the applications in that area.

The Courgcil noted that in regard to the Bray area, the Committee had agreed
that four applicants were in need of housing accommodation, but that since an
average of 70 houses' became vacant each year it had been decided that two of
the applicants be given priority for the next vacant houses in the area and that
inquiries be addressed to the other two applicants as to whether they would be
prepared to accept tenancies of two new houses on the Council’s site at Kilgarron
Park, Enniskerry. The Council noted that in regard to Baltinglass Area 17
applications had been received and that the Committee considered that only one
applicant was in need of housing accommodation. As this applicant was employed
in Baltinglass and since the Council had a vacant cottage at Raheen, Baltinglass,
it was decided that he be offered the tenancy. Of the remaining apolicants it was
noted that four had already been provisionally selected for the Blessington Hous-
ing Scheme, three were single, three had not the necessary residential qualifications,
two had already been provisionally approved for new houses in Glen Imaal and
the remainder had satisfactory housing accommodation. The Committee re-
commended that a Repairs Notfice be served on the owner of a dwelling occupied
by one of the applicants at Blessington. Councillor Miley: referred to the aopli-
cations recently received for the cottages at Blessington and asked that if be
confirmed that the four applicants referred to were receiving houses at Blessington.

The Council noted that the Local Committee: for the Arklow Electoral area
had reported that three applicants were considered to be in need of houses, one
residing at Johnstown, Arklow, and the other two at Carnew. The Committee
had asked that further reports regarding their housing accommodation be
obtained in respect of four applicants at Carnew. In regard to another applicant
who had refused the tenancy of a vacant cottage at Newry, the Committee had
asked that a report be obtained from the Assistant County Engineer in regard to
the condition of the approach to the cottage as members considered that the
applicant could not be expected to accept the tenancy in view of the state of the
approach to it. Councillor McCrea stated that subseouent to the meeting further
apolications had been submitted in respect of persons in Carnew who required
houses and asked that these also be examined and that a final decision be de-
ferred pending their examination.

ITEM No. 7—DISPOSAL OF SITE FOR COUNTY HOSPITAL AT
RATHNEW.

The Council considered, in Committee, the report in regard to the proposed
sale of site at Rathnew which had been acquired for the purpose of a County
Hospital. The Council noted that the highest bid at the auction was £1,450 but
that, subsequently, a bid of £1,750 had been made and that the Auctioneer
thought that this was about what the property was worth at the present time.
The Council noted, however, that the Department of Health had valued the
site at £2150. The price paid by the Council originally was £2,200 in respect of
the major part of the site and £225 for the site to form the entrance from the
public road. In addition the Land Purchase Annuities have been redeemed and
the total cost to the Council was £2,800 approximately. The lands are now held
in Fee Simple. The Council noted that during the period from 1952/53 to date
the receipts from lettings of the lands for grazing had been about equivalent to
the interest paid by the Council on Overdraft for the purchase of the land. Fol-
lowing a discussion on the matter and suggestions received from the members,
it was agreed that the question of dividing the site and offering it in smaller lots
would be considered, and also the question as to whether any portion of the site
should be reserved for a future bye-pass road.

Application for Additional Room to Cottage.

Councillor McCrea again raised the matter of the need for providing an
additional room for a.cottage for a family in Carnew and explained the special
circumstances in the case. He stated that the family concerned were _preparcd to
pay an economic rent in respect of the cost of providing an additional room.
The County Manager explained the difficulties in the matter and expressed doubt
‘as to the Council’'s powers to do so. It was agreed that the County Manager
would investigate the matter further.

My Circular
Letter on the matter was intended to be laid before the elected members of the
Council, so that it would be of assistance to them in connection with their con-
sideration of road work schemes for the present financial year. As my intention
did not seem to be clearly understood in some local offices, I subsequently sent
out a specific direction that the terms of that letter be brought to the notice of
the members of each County Council.

““As far as may be practicable, in respect of this year’s road works schemes
and as a fixed practice for future years, my intention is that the elected members
of County Councils will be given an opportunity of critically examining the more
ambitious and expensive types of road improvement works proposed to be under-
taken out of Road Fund Grants and of directing, where agreement is not reached
with the County Engineer or the County Manager, that the views of the elected
body as to the magnitude of particular works or the propriety of undertaking
alternative schemes be referred to the Départment for consideration by me before
sanction issues to the schemes. My own views, as to the necessity for crifical
‘anpraisal of schemes \involving road diversion, have been embodied in the Cir-
cular Letter. T have informed the County Councils that while realienment works
can be justified to eliminate definitely ascertained traffic hazards or where expendi-
ture on substantial road improvements would be wasted if carried out on the old
line of road, ambitious realignments not justified on such grounds are not war-
ranted at the present time. The Circular Letter also advised that, in present cir-
cumstances, substantial road widening schemes should not be undertaken, save
where they were shown to be essential and urgent.”

Dear Sir,

Re your letter of the 5th instant, I strongly recommend that the existing
large trailer pump at Baltinglass should be replaced by a modern self-propelled
fire appliance such as a Land Rover. The trailer pump is a vintage model of
1942 and can not be regarded as reliable; also means of towing the pump are only
available during night hours when a County Council lorry is stationed in the
town.

I agree that the self-propelled appliance stationed in Dunlavin is not re-
liable—it was manufactured in 1942 and was purchased secondhand by the County
Council. It will, in due course, have to be replaced by @ modern engine, but if
only one new appliance is to be purchased for West Wicklow area, then I would
recommend that it should be stationed in Baltinglass rather than in Dunlavin.
I base this recommendation on the belief that a better repair service is available
in Dunlavin than in Baltinglass, thus, the old Dunlavin engine can be kept in
service for a longer period if allowed to remain in that town, .

ITEM No. 2—HOUSING (AMENDMENT) ACT, 1958.

A summary of the provisions of the Act had been circulated to the members
of the Council, The County Secretary explained the provisions of the Act in
regard to Grants from the State and Supplementary Grants from the Local
Authority for the provision of water supply and sewerage systems to houses and
for repairs and improvements to houses. Examples of the method of calculation
of the grants were submitted to the Council. On the suggestion of Councillor
Haughton it was decided to defer a decision on details of Schemes for the making
of Grants to the next meeting and to circulate to the members of the Council
the examples of the calculation of the Grants.

ITEM No. 3—APPLICATIONS UNDER TOWN AND REGIONAL
PLANNING ACTS,

Filling Station at Aveca :

The County Secretary stated that permission had been given by the Council
in accordance with plans submitted by Messrs. Caltex Ltd. on behalf of Mr. W.
Moran for a service station at Avoca. It was found that the position of the
proposed building and the type of building itself did not conferm with the plans
submitted, and it was pointed out to the applicant that he should not proceed with
any further work which was not in accordance with the plans approved by the
Council and that he should submit a revised plan if he proposed to erect some-
thing other than what had been approved. Plans were subsequently received
from Mr. J. S. O'Gorman, Architect, for a shop with petrol pumps. . The Deputy
County Engineer reported that plans submitted were not accurate and the correct
site plan had been indicated by him on the drawing. He recommended that no
part of the building could be nearer the main road or the adjoining lane than
30 ft., but that it would be sufficient if the pumps were kept back 18 ft. from the
edge of the main road or lane. In regard to the proposed structure itself, the
Deputy County Engineer did not consider the design as suifable for Avoca and
suggested that a building more in keeping with the loecality should be designed.
He recommended also that the architect be asked to submit details of the septic
tank and the method used to dispose of the effluent, as he was not satisfied that
the sub-soil was suitable for disposing of the effluent by soakage. Councillor
McCarthy stated that the applicant was prepared to comply with the Council’s
requirements and suggested that he meet the Council’s Engineer immediately with
a view to reaching agreement. It was agreed that the Council’s Engineer would
meet the applicant to discuss the matter. The County Manager pointed out that
permission for the work could not be granted until plans and specification showing
proposals satisfactory to the Council had been submitted.

Petrol Pump at Parkbridge :

Having considered report of the Deputy County Engineer, the Council agreed
that permission be given to Laurence Egan, Parkbridge, Cloneral, Ferns, for the
erection of petrol pump at his premises at Parkbridge. f
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Slaughter House at Boghall, Bray :

The County Secretary stated that revised plans had been submitted for a
slaughter houss at Boghall, Bray, for Messrs. Behan Bros. The plans had been
examined by the Deputy County Engineer and by the County Medical Officer
and both were satisfied with them and recommended that permission be granted
The Council agreed fnat permission be granted for the slaughter house in accor-
dance with revised plans.

ITEM No. 4—APPLICATION FOR LOAN UNDER SMALL DWELLINGS
(ACQUISITION) ACTS.

The Council considered; in Committee, the application of Michael Anderson,
Glenealy, for a loan of £300 in respect of the erection of a house at Glenealy.
The County Secretary stated that there appeared to be no objection to the making
of the loan subject to Mr. Anderson’s submitting evidenice that his income did
not exceed the prescribed Timit of £832 per annum.

With reference to the Notice of Motion in the name of Councillor J. Everett,
T.D., the County Secrétary stated that the Assistant County Engineer had reported
that he inspected the cottage of Andrew Gaffney, Kilmurray, on the 18th March,
1958. The matter was not urgent and as no contractor was available until the
16th September, 1958, it was not possible to have repairs carried out. The
contractor had received an order to carry out repairs. Councillor Haughton re-
ferred to the need for repairs to the cottage occupied by Mr. Houlihan, Rathdrum,
and stated that the Engineer had not called to inspect it. Councillor’E. Byrne
asked if the completion of arrangements for the vesting of cottages which did
not require repairs could be expedited and mentioned a number of cottages in
the northern area which could be vested at once. The County Manager stated
that he would inquire into the matter. Councillor J. Everett, T.D., expressed
appreciation of the way in which the contractors appointed for the Wicklow area
were carrying out the work of repairs and stated that the tenants had expressed
their satisfaction with the work to him.

ITEM Ne. 8—COMPLAINTS FROM TOURISTS REGARDING DEVELOP-
MENTS AT GLENDALOUGH BURIAY, GROUND.

The County Secretary stated that An Bord Failte had received a complaint
from a visitor to Glendalough that the area between the Cathedral and St. Kevin's
Kitchen was being exploited and that a photographer was operating at the
Wishing Cross and newsboys selling papers in the Burial Ground. The Council’s
Solicitor had been asked to advise in regard to the Council’s powers to exclude
persons from using the Burial Ground for trading purposes. An Bord Failte
had also received a cbmplaint from an American visitor in regard to what he
described as “a shack ” erected immediately adjoining the famous gateway for
the sale of “ tourist knick-knacks.” (The Chairman pointed out that the Council
was already endeavouring to arrange for the removal of this structure and the
erection instead, with the assistance of An Bord Failte, of a museum.

Well at Mill Lane, Carnew :

. The County Secretary gave particulars of a complaint received from Captain
Spicer, Carnew Castle, Carnew, regarding a well on his lands which was over-
flowing and causing flooding. The well was piped to the roadside to a trough,
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Captain Spicer had been informed that the well had been provided by the
Coollattin Estate Co. and was not the responsibility of the Council and that the
Council tenants did not use the well, as the Carnew Water Supply had been
extended some while ago and a pump provided to serve the cottages. Captain
Spicer contended that the well was in fact used by the tenants. Councillor
J. J. McCrea stated that he would discuss the matter with Captain Spicer.

Rathdrum Dispensary Residence :

The County Secretary stated that there did not appear to be any demand for

SOUTHERN DISTRICT AS PUBLIC ROADS.

The County Secretary stated that the, road at Friar’s Hill, Dunlavin, the
road at Muckduff, Rathdangan and the road at Killacloran which the Council
proposed to fake over as public roads would appear to comply with the require-
ments of the Local Government Act, 1953, As regards Boley Lane, Shillelagh,
however, the Assistant County Engineer had reported that the branch to County
Read No. 233 at Mungnacullen. was unfenced for part of its length and also
there was a gate across it. In_these circumstanes the branch road could not be
regarded as a road of general public utility. The County Secretary submitted a
report in regard to Farnees Lane in which the Assistant County Engineer stated
that the lane was unfenced throuchout the greater part of its leneth and that
there were three gates'across the lane. This lane could not be accepted as being
suitable for taking over as a public road. There were two gates across Cronelea
Lane also and the unper section was unfenced for a distance of 1.400 vards;
in conseruence this lane would not qualify either as a public road. Tn recard to
the Mullins/Whiterock lane, it would appear that only the section from Mullins
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a distance of 800 yards westward could be regarded as suitable for taking over as
a public road. The central section of the lane was quite impassable and entirely
unfenced and the section at Whiterock served only one house. The Council
agreed to take over those lanes which were regarded as complying with the
requirements of the Act and to refer the others for the advice of the Council’s
Solicitor.

I am directed by the Minister for Local Government to refer to previous
correspondence regarding the acceptance of tenders for the erection of 3 cottages
at Kirikee and to state that the detailed estimate submitted with your letter of
12th August, 1958, is noted. The estimate is, however, regarded as excessive and
the Minister would not be prepared to approve the erection of the cottages
on the basis of it. The figures submitted have been discussed by the County
Engineer and the Department’s Inspector, and it has been agresd that a saving
of approximately £104-10-0 per cottage could be effected by the re-siting of the
houses; the use of asbestos slates with rafters at 18” centres; roofing the out-
office with concrete and finishing the ceilings with wall-board; the omission of
bedroom fireplaces; timber barge boards; soffits boarding and jamb-linings in
architraves to windows. , The County Engineer was also of the opinion that an
addition of 74% for overheads was too great as the figures for earlier schemes
had indicated that 5% was sufficient. The Minister will, accordingly, defer his
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decision in regard to the erection of the scheme by Direct Labour pending the
further 'considsaration of the Ccuncil on the matter and the submission by the
Council’s Engineer of a revised estimate incorporating the savings agreed to.

 The tenders submitted with your letter of the 10th June, 1958, are returned
herewith.

_The County Engineer in his report of 3rd November, 1958, confirmed that
subject to certain amendments a saving of approximately £104-10-0 per house
cculd be effected and also that a figure of 5% for overheads would be adequate.

He suggested that petrol filling stations should be located in small ‘towns or
villages or on the immediate outskirts of towns or villages. Where they were
erected on isolated sites in the rural area they frequently had adverse effect on
the amenities of the countryside. The Couricil noted that the plan,for the building
submitted on behalf of Mr. Moran was acceptable and agreed that the Architect
be requested to submit the other information and documents required.

The Council agreed that permission be given subject to
the cenditions recommended bv the County Engineer and orovided that the
Slou?ty Medical Officer was satisfied with water supply and septic tank arrange-
ents.
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Erection of New Dwellinghouse at Laragh :

The County Secretary stated that a revised application had been received
from Mr. Patrick McCoy, Laragh, for a new' dwellinghouse at Laragh. The
Engineer had pointed out that no details had been given as to water supply and
that there did not appear to be provision made for thermal insulation of the walls.
He pointed out that the roof of the existing shop was unsatisfactory. In refusing
permission for the original plans submitted it had been suggested to the applicant
that the possibility of integrating the existing shop and the new building be
investigated in order to have a similar and continuous roof over both and also
5 similar wall finish. He had been asked also to endeavour to suit the design to
the surroundings. The Engineer had reported also that the floor area of the
proposed house was only 542 sq. feet: A house of this floor area would be
cmaller than the cottages provided by the Council. The existing shop is unsatis-
factory and it is considered that this should be improved. Councillor J. Everett,

" Authority in the County and that he should have ensured that they complied with

the required standards.  He stated that the application in respect of the house
should be considered separately and without regard to any question of the adjoin-
ing shop.

ITEM No., 7—NOTICE OF MOTION IN THE NAME OF COUNCILLOR J.
SMYTH FOR TAKING OVER OF ROAD THROUGH CASTLEKEVIN AS
A PUBLIC ROAD.

The County Secretary submitted the report of the Assistant County Engineer
of 10th November, 1958, in which he stated that the total length of the road was
slightly in excess of 1 mile and that it was in very poor repair. The width
between fences far about five-sixths of its length was only the width of a car.
The road was a cul-de-sac. The Assistant County Engineer stated that there
were six houses located on the road but that he doubted that the road would be
of much public utility, and the cost of repairing the major potholes and drainage
without altering the width or surfacing would be about £200. The cost of
surfacing and tarring again without altering the width would be about £1,000.
He added also that the County Council road on which this road abutted was not
itself surfaced. The Council decided to defer the matter for consideration at the
Roads Meeting for the Electoral Area to be held when the Roads Works Scheme
for the coming year was being considered.

ITEM No. 7b—REPORT IN REGARD TO ARKLOW BRIDGE.

The County Secretary stated that the County Engineer in report of 31st
October, 1958, had indicated the present position regarding the preparation of
plans for the recomstruction of Arklow Bridge. In view of the difficulties of
of obtaining solid foundations at reasonable expense the Consultant felt that it
would be necessary to prepare a Scheme involving piling. The County Engineer,
while appreciating this point expressed concern with the ultimate appearance of
the bridge and suggested that the apvearance of the elevation might be improved
by the construction of a false arch either in masonry or in light concrete to the
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shape of the existing arches. It was noted, however, that this would involve
expenditure of some thousands of pounds and it seems doubtful if the Depart-
ment of Local Government could agree to such expenditure. The County En-
gineer agreed that the plans recently considered by the Department which in-
volved piling appeared to be the most economical, but stated that the use of less
heavy construction was being examinied. The County Engineer also called atten-
tion to the watermain which is at present attached to the underside
of the bridge path, and the Consultant noted that provision would
have to be made for the laying of this main or a new main along the new
bridge. The County Engineer also suggested that it would be desirable to have
some type of solid wall parapet along the bridge as a protection against wind and
weather for pedestrians crossing the bridge. The County Engineer reported that
the Consultant was now preparing a drawing to show generally the final
appearance of the bridge constructed to the methods which would appear accept-
able to the Department of Local Government and that he would submit conies
for submission to the Council and to Arklow Urban District Council when
received. The Council noted the position in the matter.

ITEM No. 7c—ROAD IMPROVEMENTS THROUGH KILTIMON GLEN.

The following report of the County Engineer was submitted :—
County Secretary. Courthouse,
Wicklow.
8th November, 1958.

re: Road Works Scheme, 1959/60.
A Chara,

-At the moment I am preparing details of the scheme for presentation to the
County Council. For many years representations have been made regarding the
very dangerous route through Kiltimon Glen, on the Ashford-Newtown Road,
and I am submitting proposals this year to make a commencement on this job.

The danger alc')ng this part of road is evident, particularly in winter time,
when several unfortunate accidents happen each year. The work will have to
be designed in accordance with modern road standards and will necessitate
realignment, improving by way of excavating fully, strengthening, etc., for a
distance of about 1 mile.

To ascertain the exact extent of the work involved and the quantities of
materials to be moved, it will be necessary to have a very close and detailed
IEnglllr;eenng Survey made from end to end by tacheometric observations, and
evelling. A

Available funds will perhaps be sufficient only to allow the job to be com-
pleted in three seasons. At this stage it is impossible to say what the ultimate
cost will be, but it would probably be not less than £30,000. This figure should
not be taken as any way final; it indicates the extent and size of the provosal and
the necessity for a detailed survey. A Temporary Engineer experienced in such
survey work should be emploved immediately. Furthermore, other works in
this connection also call for details such as these, so as to get a close estimate
of cost of similar major works, thereby ensuring effective and economic control.

There is also a proposal to reconstruct the roadway between the Village of
Avoca and Templerainey for purpose of accommodating increased heavy traffic
along this route by the removal of corners, straightening of bends and strengthen-
ing and widening of carriageway.. This opportunity should not be lost as it is
almost certain that a Special Grant would be available towards this work.

_ Such Grant would not be forthcoming unless an immediately detailed survey
is made to set out improvements in accordance with Local Government require-
ments.

Mise, le meas,

County Engineer.
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Courcillor H. J. Byrne, Chairman, expressed his disagreement with proposals
to carry out a major scheme of road realignment at this point to the extent in-
dicated in the County Engineer’s report. Councillor J. Everett, T.D., stated that
details of the cost of the work showing the amount which would be expended
on materials, wages and on machinery should be available to the Council.
Councillor P. McCarthy drew attention to the Woodenbridge-Arklow road which

he pointed out was very much in need of improvement. The County Manager
stated that this section of the road at‘Kiltimon Glen was the only major part

of the road between Bray and Wicklow which remained unsatisfactory for modern
traffic. Any scheme for improving this section of roadway would involve a
considerable amount of excavation and of filling and it did not seem that a
Scheme for merely the easing of corners would be satisfactory. The cost of the
work would be defrayed from a Grant from the Road Fund, and it was understood
that the cost of the remuneration of a Temporary Engineer to prepare the survey
would also be met from Grant. As regards the Avoca-Templerainey road, it
was expected that there would be very heavy traffic from the Mines in the future,
and the County Manager suggested that both the Main Road from Woodenbridge

.to Arklow and also the road via Templerainey to Avoca should be used. Coun-
cillor I. J. McCrea stressed the need for having a survey made of the Wooden-

bridge-Arklow road with a view to its improvement. The Council at the sug-
gestion of the Chairman agreed that the County Engineer be asked to submit an
alternative Scheme for improvements at Kiltimon Glen to provide for limited
extent of widening or easing of corners. The Council also asked that confirma-
tion be obtained from the Department of Local Government that the remuneration
‘of any Temporary Engineer who might be engaged would be met by Road Fund
Grant. The County Engineer was also asked to-submit \proposals for the easing
of the corner at the north of Newtownmountkennedy and for improvements to
the road between Woodenbridge and Arklow. |

The Council asked that the County Engineer’s quarterly report on roads be
submitted to the next meeting and circulated to the members prior to the meeting.

Road Works : @

Councillor J. Everett T.D., enquired as to the number of men employed on
roads and as to what arrangements were being made to provide additional work
for men prior to Christmas. He stated that the County Engineer’s report on
Road Works for the previous quarter had not been submitted as arranged.
Councillor Kehoe and Councillor McCrea and other members also raised the
matter of starting additional works so as to provide further employment prior
to Christmas. The County Secretary stated that the County Engineer’s report
for the previous quarter was being submitted to the Council meeting that month.
He stated that additional works which were financed from the Employments
Schemes Vote were being started in Baltinglass, Dunlavin, Rathnew, Greystones
and Kilcoole. Details of the works to be carried out with the aid of the Grant
were submitted to the Council. In regard to ordinary road works the County
Secretary pointed out that the amount available for road works in the present
year was less by over £7,000 than the amount available in the previous year. In
addition, there had been an increase in roadworkers’ wages since the Estimates
for the road works were prepared, and this involved a further £6,000. The
County Engineer was endeavouring to arrange road works as far as possible over
the year so as to obtain a steady level of employment. If any additional works
were to be started prior to Christmas it would mean that there would be a falling
off in employment in the early months of the coming year. Following consider-
able discussion on the matter, in the course of which proposals were put forward
for allocating additional monies to provide further works prior to Christmas, the
Council agreed that the Council meeting be held on Tuesday, 9th December,
1958. instead of Monday, 15th December, 1958 (the 8th December being a Church
Holiday). The Council asked that particulars be available for the meeting of
expenditure on road works to date, together with particulars of the numbers of
men emploved at present and throughout the year and during the previous vear.
The Council also asked that the County Engineer ascertain the extent of un-
emoloyment in the various areas and submit proposals as to the numbers of
additional men who could be taken on for employment prior to Christmas.

ITEM No. 4—REPORT ON PROGRESS OF ROAD WORKS TO 30th
NOVEMBER, 1958.

The County Engineer’s report on Road Works carried out during the
financial year up to 20th November, 1958, had been circulated to the members.
Particulars had also been circulated to the members of the number of men em-
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ployed on roads during the financial year 1957 /58 and during the current finan-
cial year from April up to date. The Council noted that 102 additional men
had been taken on for employment as compared with the numbers employed in
the month of November. In reference to the numbers employed during the
year 1958/59 as compared with the year 1957/58, the County Manager pointed
out that it was the object of the Council to endeavour to spread the works
evenly over the year and avoid fluctuations in employment. It was expected that
the numbers employed during January, February and March, 1959, would be
substantially higher than the numbers employed during these three months in

The County Manager also pointed out that the number of men employed
on roads in December, 1958, was considerably more than the numbers employed
on roads in December in previous years. In regard to road works to be carried
out in the Southern District, the County Engireer stated that he proposed to
expend the sum of £600 which had been originally allocated by the Council for
work on cul-de-sac roads, which roads it was subsequently found could not be
taken over as public roads, for other works in the area. Following a discussion
on the matter, it was agreed that the members of the Council for the Arklow
Electoral Area would meet at Shillelagh on Monday 15th December, 1958, at
5 p.m., to discuss the works to be carried out in the district. Councillor J.
Everett, T.D., referred to the bad condition of Leabeg Lane near Newcastle and
Kilmurray Lane'and also asked if any extra men could be employed in the
Newtownmountkennedy District. The County Engineer stated that both Leabeg
Lane and Kilmurray Lane were not public roads and the Council could not
expend monies on their repair. It was agreed that a report on the condition of
the roads be submitted by the County Engineer. As regards employment in
Newtownmountkennedy, the County Engineer stated that he expected to be in
a position to take on 5 or 6 men for works in the vicinity of Newtownmount-
kennedy. Councillor Kehoe and Councillor Timmins suggested that carters
might be employed economically on the road works in progress at Clough Road,
Baltinglass, instead of lorries and asked that this matter be examined. The
County Secretary drew attention to the recommendation in the County Engineer’s
report that tenders be invited for the work of demolishing the premises acauired
by the Council in connection with road Improvements at Castle Street. Bray.
The Council on the provosal of Councillor E. Byrne, seconded by Councillor J.
O'Toole, T.D., aporoved of the County Engineer’s recommendation. In reoly
to enquiry from Councillor Lawless as to why the funds available from the
Emnloyment Schemes Vote could not be used for the reconstruction of the road
near Kilcoole. the County Manager pointed out that it was necessary in deciding
on these works to ensure that the maximum emvloyment was provided. and the
making of fontoaths did provide a considerable amount of emplovment. If
works were being carried out on reconstructing a road, a greater pronortion of
the expenditure would have to be devoted to the cost of transport of materials.

ITEM No. 5—TRAFFIC SIGNS ON ROADS.

The Council considered report of 26th November, 1958, from the County
Erigineer in regard to the provision of traffic signs in accordance with the require-
ments of the Department of Local Government. The County Engineer in his
report pointed out that the Council was required to have the siens erected within
five years from the 24th November, 1956, and that he proposed to provide for
the erection ofi 754 signs on the roads indicated in his report during the year
1959/60. The cost of the signs with “ Scotchlite” would be £2.347 and with
*“ Eccolite,” £1.924. The latter type of sign was not quite as reflective as the
*“ Scotchlite ” but was sufficient for the purpase. The County Eneineer proposed
to provide a sum of £2,000 in the Road Works Scheme for 1959/60 for the
puroose of providing the signs. 40% of this sum would be recouved by the
Denartment. Following a discussicn on the matter, the Council agreed that
further consideration of the proposal be deferred to the Roads Estimates Meeting.

ITEM No. 6—PROPGSED ROAD WORKS AT KILTIMON GLEN.

The County Engineer ha? submitted report of 5th December, 1958, in regard
to the proposed road imorovements at Kiltimon Glen and had also submitted to
the Council a plan showing fthe extent of the works proposed and indicating the
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line of the new road. The Council asked that a copy of the County Engineer's
report be circulated to the members and deferred consideration of the matter to
the next meeting.

ITEM No. T—AVOCA /ARKLOW ROAb&

The County Secretary referred to a discussion at a previous meeting in regard
to the need for improving the routes between Avoca and Arklow in consequence of
the increase in trasic from the Mines at Avoca to Arklow Harbour. It was desired
to ascertain the views of the members as to whether it would be preferable for
this traffic to travel to Arklow by the Main Road via Woodenbridge and return
via Templerainey and the Beech Road to Avoca, or whether one or other of
these routes would be used for both incoming and outgoing traffic. Councillor
McCarthy stated that he understood that the traffic was at present using the Main
Road via Woodenbridge both for travelling to and returning from Arklow. The
Council decided to ascertain the views of the members of Arklow Urban District
Council and the views of the members of the Arklow Harbour Commissioners
in regard to the matter.

Arklow Bridge :

The County Secretary submitted for examination by the members the plans
proposed to be submitted for the approval of the Department for the improve-
ments to Arklow Bridge. The estimated cost was in the region of £34,000. The
Council agreed that the plans be forwarded to Arklow Urban District Council for
examination by the members of the Urban District Council.

COLLECTION DISTRICT.

The County Secretary stated that there were six applicants for the post
of Rate Collector for No. 1 Collection District as follows :—

Mr. Michael Byrne, Rate Collector, No. 2 District, who was applying for

the post in No. 1 District on promotion; Mr. P. Brophy, Mr. W. Cullen, Mr.
P. J. Hanlon, Mr. D, W. Mogg and Mr. D. Patterson. The applicants for the
post had been interviewed and all passed the necessary educational qualification
for the post. Birth Certificates had been submited by all except one applicant,
and subject to submission of Birth Certificate by this applicant all the candidates
had .the necessary qualification as to age. The County Secretary stated that it
would be necessary for the Council to determine the manner in which they
proposed to make the appointment. Councillor H. J. Byrne, Chairman, informed
the Council that he had received a letter from the National Farmers’ Association,
‘Wicklow County Executive, protesting in the strongest possible manner against
the appointment of a Rate Collector for the Baltinglass Area.

ITEM No. $—REVISION OF EXISTING RENTS.

The Council consideréd further letter of 11th October, 1958, from Depart-
ment of Local Government in regard to review of existing rents. Particulars
had also been supplied to the members of the number of cottages provided by
the Council, the num®ber vested and the numbers let at various rents. Councillor
Lawless referred to the number of cottages which had mot yet been vested and
asked that every effort be made to expedite the vesting of these cottages. He
was _strongly opposed to any increase in existing rents. Councillor P. Brennan,
T.D., suggested that the Council should consider at the mext Estimates Meeting
raising a further loan to finance the completion of repairs to cottages for vesting.
Following a discussion on the matter, the Council indicated generally that they
¢id nct consider that any change should be made in the existing arrangements
regarding revision of rents.

ITEM No. 10—SCHEMES FOR GRANTS AND LOANS FOR REPAIR AND
IMPROVEMENTS TO HOUSES.

The County Secretary stated that copies of the Scheme for Supplementary
Grants for the repair and improvement of houses and of the Scheme for Loans
towards the applicant’s share of the cost of such works had been circulated to
the members. The Scheme for Supplementary Grants was in accordance with
the resolution of the Council. The Scheme for the making of loans as circulated
did not include any provision for the payment of loans by instalments which
had been proposed by the Council. This matter had received further considera-
tion, and it was suggested to the Council that it would not be desirable to
provide for the payment of instalments of loans during the course of the work.
There might be difficulties in recovering amounts advanced should the work not
be completed satisfactorily and within a reasonable time. Furthermore, it was
considered that the amount to be advanced by way of loan in any one case would
not be substantial. Following a discussion on the matter, the Council agreed
that provision for payment of the loans by instalments be omitted and the Scheme
be adopted as circulated to the members. The Council recommended that the
Supplementary Grants be paid in two instalments where the State Grant was
being given in instalments. The following resolutions were passed by the

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ITEM No. 11—REPORT ON EXPENDITURE ON HEALTH SERVICES IN
CURRENT FINANCIAL YEAR.

The County Manager stated that he regretted to have to inform the Council
that there would ‘be substantial excess expenditure on the Health Services in the
current financial year. It had been already reported to the Council that due to
the necessity to purchase supplies of fuel for the Council’s institutions as a result
of the impossibility of obtiining sufficient turf from the Town Council’s Turf
Cutting Scheme there would be additional expenditure arising of about £4,000.
Under the heading Extern Institutions it was now anticipated that there would
be additional expenditure of approximately £19,000, and under Special Services
further expenditure of about £500. The tofal additional expenditure in the
current year was expected to amount to about £22,000 to £23,000, of which 50%
would have to be borne by rates. Of the additional expenditure arising in con-
nection with external Hospitals £11,700 was in respect of Loughlinstown Hos-
pital.’ The average daily cost of maintenance of patients in Loughlinstown
Hospital had increased from about £8-8-0 per week in 1955/56 to nearly
£10-10-0 in 1958/59. In addition, the number of patients in Loughlinstown
Hospital from Co. Wicklow had increased from an average of 29 to an average
of 50. In the current year the Council would have to meet the adjustment of
the charges for the year 1955/56 and 1956/57, together with the adjustment in
the charges for the currest year., There had also been an increase in expenditure
in respect of Maternity Hospitals due to the fact that a greater number of
patients than was originally estimated had availed of hospital treatment. The
original estimate submitted to the Council was in the sum of £9.400, but the
sum had been reduced to £8,000 at the Estimates Meeting in the hope that there

might be a reduction in expenditure under this heading. There was an increase’

of about £100 in respect of institutions for mental defectives due to an increase
of 2/6 per patient per week in maintenance charges. The Council had 30
full-time patients in these institutions and a further 2 full-time patients for part
of the present year. A further sum of £3.800 would be required for Tuberculosis
‘Hospitals in the present year. The Estimates had been based on an average
number of patients of 77, which was the number being maintained in Newcastle
Sanatorium on 1st January, 1958. Tt had been found that the averace number of
patients had increased to over 87. A further sum of £1,270 approximately
would be reouired for General Hosnitals arising from an increase in the number
of patients receivine hosvital treatm=nt. A sum of £500 was reguired for
specialist services afforded through Dublin Corooration arising also from an
increase in the pumber of patients availing of these services. The County
Manaocer stated that it was pronosed to hold a meeting of the Consultative
Health Committee on Monday, 15th December, 1958, to consider these matters
and other matters arising in connection with Health Services. Councillor 7.
Everett. T.D., suggested that it would be desirable that memhers of the Council
be informed of the pames of persons holding Medical Cards as members
frecuentlv received compvlaints from versons who had been refused Medical
Cards that other persons in better circumstances had been granted such cards.
It was
Pronosed by Councillor E. E. Byrne,

ITEM No. 17—R¥PART OF (UIFE FIRW NTETCTR2 ON TENDERS
RECEIVED FOR SUPPLY OF FIRE ENGINE.

The Countv Secretary stated that the Chief Fire Officer had renorted on the
tenders received for the sunnly of a new Fire Fngine. Two fenders were re-
ceived, one from Messrs Lincoln and Nolan Ltd., and the other from Messrs.
O’Gorman Quin. The Chief Fire OFcer recommended the accentance of the
tender of Messrs Lincoln and Nolan Ltd. in the sum of £1,300-10-0 for the Fire
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Erigine and equipment other than the fire ladder, and the acceptance of the
tender of Messrs. O’Gorman Quin and Co. Ltd. in the sum of £29-12-6 for the
fire ladder.”
It was
Proposed by Councillor J. J. McCrea,
Seconded by Councillor W. Lawless,

ITEM No. 13—ADDITIONAL PUBLIC LIGHTING AT MANOR AVENUE,
GREYSTONES.

The County Secretary stated that representations had been received from
Mr. W. Richie, “ Kildare,” Manor Avenue, Greystones, for the provision of an
additional public light at Manor Avenue. This matter had been considered by
the Council in December, 1954, and at that time the E.S.B. had submitted a
cuotation in the sum of £10 for the provision of the necessary switch-wire, etc.
The Council at that time was not prepared to agree to the provision of the light.
The Council agreed that an up-to-date estimate be obtained from the E.S.B. of
the cost of providing an additional light.

ITEM No. 14—APPLICATION FOR PERMISSION TO USE COAT OF
ARMS OF COUNTY COUNCIL.

The County Secretary submitted letter of 19th November, 1958, from Mr.
Basil Peterson, Riversdale House, Templeogue, Co. Dublin, for permission to
incorporate the Coat of Arms of Wicklow County on tourist souvenirs. The
Council granted permission for the use of the Coat of Arms.

ITEM No. 15—CIVIL DEFENCE.

The Council having considered letter of 22nd November, 1958, from the
Director of Civil Defence agreed that the Director might meet the members of
the Council on Monday, 5th January, 1958, following the meeting of the Housing
Committee on that date.

ITEM No. 16—NOTICE OF MOTION IN THE NAME OF COUNCILLOR
J. J. McCREA REGARDING PROPOSAL TO APPOINT CLERK-TYPIST
FOR ASSISTANT COUNTY ENGINEER’S OFFICE AT TINAHELY.

Councillor J. J. McCrea proposed that no change be made in the arrange-
ments for the provision of clerical assistance to the Engineer at the Tinahely
office and that the person recently employed by the former Assistant County
Engineer be continued in employment. Councillor Hadden supported Councillor
McCrea in this proposal. The County Manager indicated that if the members
wished that the present arrangements be continued he would have no objection.
Councillor McCarthy raised the matter of the employment of a Clerk in the
Assistant County Engineer's Office at Arklow and urged that applications be
invited by public advertisement for this post. The County Manager agreed that
it would be desirable that the Assistant County Engineer invite applications for
this post and select the person who appeared to him to be the best qualified.

Rathdrum Dispensary Residence :

The County Manager consulted the members again in regard to the proposed
letting of Rathdrum Dispensary Residence. Following a discussion on the matter
the Council again recommended that the letting of the premises be made to Mr.
Charles Cooney. The County Manager indicated that arrangements would be
made for the temporary letting of the premises to Mr. Cooney.
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Coolroe /Raheenglass Road :

A letter handed in by Councillor J. J. McCrea from Mr. M. Fitzpatrick,
Sunnybank, Coolroe, Tinahely, in regard to a dangerous junction at a road
leading on to the Coolroe/Raheenglass road was submitted to the Council.
Councillor McCrea stated that this matter could be remedied very simply by
removing the grass plot at the junction. It was agreed that the County Engineer
be asked to look into the matter immediately. Mr. Fitzpatrick’s complaint re-
garding a fence adjoining his lands which he states had been left in an unsatis-
factory condition following the carrying out of road improvements at Greenfort
Cross was also referred to the County Engineer for attention.

Water Supply to School at Kilcoole :

Councillor Lawless enquired when it would be possible to proceed with the
extension of the watermain at Kilcoole towards the site of the new school. He
stated that the Board of Works had deferred advertisig for tenders for the
new school pending the completion of the arrangements for the water supply.
The County Manager stated that the Council had agreed to the extension of the
watermain and that the work would be carried out. He did not consider that
there was any necessity for the Board of Works to postpone their advertising
for tenders for the erection of the school. The County Engineer indicated that
the extension of the watermain could be carried out by Direct Labour.

Town and Regional Planning Acts :

Councillor J. Everett, T.D., asked that he be recorded as dissenting from the
adoption of the Town and Regional Plarning Acts by the Council.
