At the outset the members welcomed new Councillor, Jodie Neary, who was co-opted to Wicklow County Council to replace Councillor Jennifer Whitmore who was recently elected to Dail Eireann.  The members offered their support in her new role.

The District Manager welcomed Councillor Neary on behalf of the staff and looked forward to working with her and the other members for the good of the district.

Councillor Neary thanked everyone for their kind remarks and good wishes and welcomed the opportunity to work with the other members, and the newly elected TDs, to improve the district.
1. CONFIRMATION  OF  MINUTES

It was proposed by Councillor M. Crean, seconded by Councillor L. Scott and agreed that the minutes of the monthly meeting held on 28th January 2020, as circulated, be confirmed and signed by the Cathaoirleach.

2. UPDATE  ON  GREYSTONES  HARBOUR  DEVELOPMENT
The District Administrator circulated a report and map which outlined progress on the harbour development to date.  She stated that the public park was due to open to the public in late August.  She also informed the members that retention permission had been sought for the changes to the original planning permission for the building in the marina but that this was not granted.
In reply to a query from the members the Cathaoirleach stated that the fishermen had agreed at their last meeting to talk to Sisk and B. J. Marinas about offloading their catch on the northern breakwater at the marina and to revert to him.  He pointed out that he had not been contacted by the fishermen since that meeting.

Members asked that Glenveagh Properties be contacted about the issue of workers parking on the footpaths in Marina Village, especially on the Strand Road.
3. REPORT  FROM  GREYSTONES  MUNICIPAL  DISTRICT  ENGINEER

A report outlining works carried out to date was circulated to the members and the District Engineer answered any queries in relation to same.
The District Engineer showed the members revised proposals for Killincarrig village following consultation with the three businesses there.  He stated that not everyone in Killincarrig would be happy with the proposals but that the Council’s responsibility was to do what was best for the overall good of the community as a whole.

Members also discussed the lack of outdoor staff in the Greystones Municipal District compared to the numbers in the other Districts and following discussion it was agreed to put this matter on the agenda for the March meeting for further discussion.

Following discussion it was agreed to refer the following items to Wicklow County Council:
· Windgates traffic calming works

· Public consultation on proposed Killincarrig village works

· Temporary road repairs on R762 including culvert works if necessary

· Improvement works on Cliff Walk

· Road/junction improvements on old Mill Road, Greystones

4. ST.  PATRICK’S  DAY  PARADE

The District Administrator reminded the members of the details for this year’s annual St. Patrick’s Day Parade.  She again stressed the need for local businesses to get involved with support for the parade and she urged businesses to decorate their shop windows for the event.  She also called for volunteers to assist with stewarding on the day.  
The District Administrator went through the list of duties to be carried out on the day and the members agreed among themselves who would do what.  The District Administrator agreed to circulate the list.

5. NOTICES  OF  MOTION

(a) Motion in the name of Councillor D. Mitchell:
“The Council should put a footpath, and preferably traffic islands, on the West side of the road from 3 Trout Stream to Killincarrick before the work starts on the large Farrankelly development”.

Following discussion on this motion the District Engineer stated that the provision of a footpath was not included in the planning permission that was granted by An Bord Pleanala for this development.  He pointed out that any footpath works would have to be funded by the Council.  

Members requested that a cost for the provision of a footpath be provided as they suggested that this road would be very busy.
6. CORRESPONDENCE
1. The District Administrator referred to the invitation issued by Holyhead Town Council for members to visit Holyhead for St. David’s Day celebrations and she enquired if any members were available to attend the events on 28th February or 5th March.
Members stated that they were not available to travel on either date.

The District Administrator stated that the Mayor and Deputy Mayor from Holyhead had been invited to attend the St. Patrick’s Day Parade in Greystones in March and that hospitality would have to be arranged for that visit.  She also gave details of other proposals for tourism and twinning events that were planned for later in the year.
Following discussion it was agreed to hold a meeting at 7 p.m. on Tuesday 31st March 2020, prior to the monthly meeting, to discuss these.
7. ANY  OTHER  BUSINESS 

1. The Cathaoirleach congratulated the 5 local TDs, and especially former local Councillor Jennifer Whitmore, on their recent election to Dail Eireann.  He expressed the hope that they would all work with the local Councillors for the improvement of the district.
2. Councillor D. Mitchell welcomed the fact that An Bord Pleanala had included a condition in the Cairn Homes planning permission requiring that the community enterprise centre included in the development must be built before the houses.  He stressed the need to get the Council officials involved to ensure that what was provided was useful and easy to run. 

Following discussion it was agreed to include this matter on the agenda for the March meeting of Greystones MD and to invite officials from the Council to attend the meeting.  

It was also agreed to request details from the Council about other community gain elements included in developments in the district that had not yet been provided.
3. The District Administrator informed the members that a follow up email had been sent to Cairn Homes seeking information about the provision of a crèche in the Glenheron development as no reply had been received to the initial email sent recently.
