1. CONFIRMATION  OF  MINUTES

It was proposed by Councillor G. Walsh, seconded by Councillor M. Crean and agreed that the minutes of the monthly meeting held on 29th October 2019, as circulated, be confirmed and signed by the Cathaoirleach.

2. STRATEGIC  HOUSING  DEVELOPMENT  BY  CAIRN  HOMES  AT  CHARLESLAND,  DELGANY
The Cathaoirleach welcomed Mr. Fearghal Keogh, Ms. Edel Bermingham & Ms. Siobhan O’Brien from the Wicklow County Council Planning Section to the meeting.
The planning officials advised the members of the relevant dates in relation to this application and stated that their comments would accompany the Chief Executive’s report to An Bord Pleanala for consideration but would not form part of the CE’s views on the application.  They showed plans of the overall scheme and pointed out the various aspects.  
Members were critical of the SHD process which they suggested was an unfair process that by-passed the local community.  They raised various issues in relation to the proposed development including density, transport issues, crèche facilities, enterprise/community centre, parking, school facilities, etc.
The Planning officials answered any queries from the members in relation to the proposed development and noted the concerns of the members for forwarding to An Bord Pleanala.  They agreed to circulate the members with a copy of their summary of points raised.  They pointed out that the closing date for submissions to An Bord Pleanala was Thursday 28th November 2019 and that a decision on the application was due in January 2020.
It was agreed that a summary of the points raised by the members at the October meeting in relation to the Farrankelly SHD would also be circulated.

The Cathaoirleach thanked the planning officials for attending the meeting.

3. UPDATE  ON  GREYSTONES  HARBOUR  DEVELOPMENT
The District Administrator informed the members that there was no further update on the harbour development since representatives from Glenveagh and Sisk attended the October monthly meeting.  In response to a query from the members she stated that Ms. Breege Kilkenny would replace Mr. Sean Quirke after his retirement and that she would be fully briefed on the harbour development.

The Cathaoirleach referred to a recent meeting in committee with local fishermen and harbour representatives when it was suggested that members should try to resolve the issue of berthing fees for local fishermen in the Marina.  During discussion some members present suggested that the negotiations should be between the fishermen and B. J. Marinas.
The District Administrator stated that the suggestion was that the fees to be charged should reflect the fact that the fishermen would not be using a lot of the facilities provided in the marina.  She agreed to contact Councillor J. Whitmore to advise her of the discussions at this meeting and seek her views. 
4.  REPORT  FROM  GREYSTONES  MUNICIPAL  DISTRICT  ENGINEER

A report on proposed works, and works carried out, was circulated and the District Engineer answered any queries from the members in relation to same.

In response to queries from the members, the District Engineer stated that he was liaising with other sections of the Council, state agencies and relevant bodies to try to resolve flooding issues at Five Mile Point, the Breeches, Rathdown Park, Redford Park, Charlesland and Delgany Glen.

Following discussion it was agreed to hold the December monthly meeting at 9.30 a.m. on Thursday 12th December 2019 in the Civic Offices.
6. NOTICES  OF  MOTION

No notices of motion were considered.
7. CORRESPONDENCE
1. The District Administrator informed the members that, as previously agreed, it was proposed to present a framed certificate to Commodore Michael Malone to mark his achievements with the Irish Navy at the December meeting.  She stated that it was intended to make the presentation to Commodore Malone at 9.30 a.m. followed by tea and coffee.  
She pointed out that, as previously agreed, it was intended to invite representatives from Newcastle Residents Association to make their presentation at 10.30 a.m. 
This was agreed.
8. ANY  OTHER  BUSINESS 

1. Councillor G. Walsh proposed that the Council provide two hours free parking in the town on the Saturdays of December as had been the practice for the past number of years.  This was agreed.  
The District Administrator pointed out that illegal parking would be enforced on these Saturdays.
2. Members thanked the Greystones 2020 group and all involved in the Christmas Lights switch on in the town on 23rd November.  The District Administrator pointed out that thank you letters had issued to all parties.
