At the outset, the outgoing Cathaoirleach, Councillor T. Fortune, spoke about his time in the role of Cathaoirleach. He stated that it had been a difficult year with the Covid 19 pandemic and he paid tribute to all the frontline and essential workers, volunteers and Council staff for their continued work during the lockdown.  He sympathised with all the families that had been bereaved by the virus and wished a speedy recovery to everyone currently fighting the illness.  
Councillor Fortune commended the Tidy Towns groups in the district for their hard work and he paid tribute to Greystones 2020.  He spoke about the many improvement works carried out in the district over the past year and he expressed disappointment that the St. Patrick’s Day Parade and People of the Year Awards had to be cancelled.  He thanked his fellow Councillors, officials, family and members of the press for their support during the year.
1. Election of Cathaoirleach
Councillor L. Scott proposed that Councillor D. Mitchell be elected as Cathaoirleach for the coming year and this was seconded by Councillor G Walsh.
As there were no other proposals for Cathaoirleach, Councillor D. Mitchell was deemed elected and proceeded to take the chair.
Councillor Mitchell thanked his fellow Councillors for electing him and he thanked Councillor Fortune for his year as Cathaoirleach in difficult times when many social events were cancelled.  He paid tribute to the Council staff for their work over the past four months and for their flexibility in dealing with the pandemic.  

Councillor Mitchell looked forward to progress on the Delgany to Blacklion road with cycle and footpaths, the provision of electric car charging points, the review of the County Development Plan, the provision of a footpath on Sea Road, Kilcoole, the provision of additional footpaths and cycle paths in the district and the completion of the harbour development.  He stated that he was unhappy with some of the proposals in the review of the Development Plan. 
2. Election of Leas-Cathaoirleach
Councillor T. Fortune proposed that Councillor L. Scott be elected as Leas-Cathaoirleach for the coming year and this was seconded by Councillor M. Crean.
As there were no other proposals, Councillor L. Scott was deemed elected as Leas-Cathaoirleach for the coming year.  
The District Manager, on behalf of all the GMD staff, thanked the outgoing Cathaoirleach, Councillor T. Fortune on his work over the past year.  He congratulated Councillor D. Mitchell on being elected as Cathaoirleach and Councillor L. Scott on being elected as Leas-Cathaoirleach and wished them well.
