Myra Porter opened the meeting by welcoming the new Members to the first annual meeting of the new Greystones Municipal District and requested nominations for Cathaoirleach. 

1. 
Election of Cathaoirleach.    

It was proposed by Cllr. M. Crean and seconded by Cllr. L. Scott that Cllr. T. Fortune be elected as Cathaoirleach.  As there were no other nominations, Cllr. Fortune was elected as Cathaoirleach of the Greystones Municipal District for the coming year and proceeded to take the chair.  

Councillor Fortune thanked his fellow Councillors for electing him as Cathaoirleach and looked forward to working with them all for the betterment of the district.  He welcomed the two new Councillors and commended the other members on their re-election.  He spoke about the role of the Municipal District and the respect due to the MD chair.  He stated that he hoped to progress the following issues during his term of office: fishermen’s moorings; provision of footpath on Sea Road, Kilcoole; derelict sites; planning and development in Kilcoole; parking regulations; bus and train transport and toilet facilities at Greystones Harbour.  He stated that the MD’s needed more input into the County Council’s Corporate Policy Group and he suggested that all the MD Cathaoirligh should be involved in that.
The District Manager, on behalf of all the staff of the MD, congratulated all the Councillors on their election and looked forward to working with them.  He also congratulated the Cathaoirleach on his election, commiserated with former Councillor N. Lawless and commended her and former Councillor G. McLoughlin on their work as Councillors.
2.
Election of Leas-Cathaoirleach
It was proposed by Cllr. J. Whitmore and seconded by Cllr. G. Walsh that Cllr. D. Mitchell be elected as Leas-Cathaoirleach for the Greystones Municipal District.  As there were no other nominations, Cllr. Mitchell was elected for the coming year.

Adoption of Standing Orders
The District Administrator referred to the standing orders which were circulated with the Agenda. 
The District Manager referred to the times for meetings and suggested that it would be easier to get Council officials to attend various meetings if they were held during daytime hours.
Following discussion it was agreed that evening meetings were more suitable to facilitate members that worked during the day and to encourage the public to attend.  The Standing Orders were adopted with no amendments.

The District Administrator informed the members that all agendas etc. for meetings would issue by email and she reminded the members to use the GreystonesMD@wicklowcoco.ie email address rather than individual staff member’s ones when emailing queries in to the office.

Schedule of Meetings

The District Administrator stated that the date and time of meetings set out in the standing orders circulated, and the practice for the past term, was that meetings were held on the last Tuesday of each month, except August, from 7.30 to 9.30 p.m.  This schedule was again agreed by the members.
The District Administrator advised the members that there was an informal arrangement for quarterly meetings in January, April, July and October at 6.30 p.m. prior to the monthly meetings each year with local Gardai and that it was likely that these would continue.  She pointed out that the next such meeting was scheduled for Tuesday 30th July 2019 at 6.30 p.m.

To Nominate Members to the following Committees:
The District Administrator referred to the list of duties of each sub-committee that was circulated to the members with the agenda.  Following discussion, the following nominations were agreed:
(a) Town Twinning Committee 
It was agreed to defer this to the July meeting

Community Affairs Committee

It was proposed by Cllr. G. Walsh and seconded by Cllr. J. Whitmore that all six Councillors sit on the Community Affairs Committee and this was agreed.

Bray/Greystones Cliff Walk Committee

It was proposed by Cllr. J. Whitmore and seconded by Cllr. M. Crean that Councillors T. Fortune, D. Mitchell & G. Walsh be elected to the Cliff Walk Management Committee and this was agreed.

Dr. Ryan Park Management Committee

It was proposed by Cllr. D. Mitchell and seconded by Cllr. M. Crean that Councillors L. Scott, G. Walsh & J. Whitmore be elected to the Dr. Ryan Park Management Committee and this was agreed.

CCTV Working Group

It was proposed by Cllr. J. Whitmore and seconded by Cllr. L. Scott that Councillors T. Fortune & G. Walsh be elected to the CCTV Working Group and this was agreed. 
(f)
Wicklow County Council Joint Policing Committee - at least 2 members

It was proposed by Cllr. L. Scott and seconded by Cllr. D. Mitchell that Councillors M. Crean, T. Fortune & G. Walsh be elected to the Wicklow County Council Joint Policing Committee and this was agreed.

Local Traveller Accommodation Consultative Committee (LTACC) - 1 member

It was proposed by Cllr. J. Whitmore and seconded by Cllr. M. Crean that Councillor L. Scott be elected to the Local Traveller Accommodation Consultative Committee and this was agreed. 

(h)
Bray Area Partnership - 1 member

It was proposed by Cllr. G. Walsh and seconded by Cllr. T. Fortune that Councillor L. Scott be elected to the Bray Area Partnership and this was agreed. 

(i)  East Coast Regional Drugs Task Force - 1 member

It was proposed by Cllr. J. Whitmore and seconded by Cllr. G. Walsh that Councillor M. Crean be elected to the East Coast Regional Drugs Task Force and this was agreed.

Wicklow County Tourism Ltd. - 1 member

It was proposed by Cllr. T. Fortune and seconded by Cllr. D. Mitchell that Councillor G. Walsh be elected to Wicklow County Tourism Ltd. and this was agreed. 

Any Other Business

Councillor D. Mitchell requested that the Finance Officer be requested to attend the July meeting when the 2019 Schedule of Municipal District Works will be reconsidered and this was agreed.  The District Manager explained the implications of not adopting the Schedule of Municipal District Works to the members.  
Members discussed the ongoing issues raised by local fishermen and following discussion it was agreed that the Councillors would meet with the fishermen to discuss these issues before arranging a further meeting with Council officials, fishermen and harbour operators.

Councillor J. Whitmore enquired about the proposed East Coast Greenway and requested that an update on that be provided for the July meeting.  This was agreed.

The District Administrator informed the members that the next meeting of the Municipal District would be held at 7.30 pm on Tuesday 30th July 2019 in the Civic Offices, Greystones.
