
What is proposed?

This scheme proposes to upgrade the pedestrian and cycle facilities
along the R-761 in Greystones, Co. Wicklow by installing 500m of cycle
track and a widened footpath between the new Archers Wood housing
development and the existing cycle and pedestrian facilities located on
the Farrinkelly ring road (R-774). The new infrastructure will be
installed in the existing grassed verge.
