Ballynagran Small Grants Scheme
The Ballynagran Landfill Community Liaison Committee and Wicklow County Council have agreed to put in place a grant scheme that may be availed of by owner occupied households living in the area close to the Ballynagran landfill site.   The scheme provides assistance to local residents within the defined area (that is, the area marked in pink on the attached map).

The scheme is designed to help reduce any effects the landfill facility may have on the area around it. The scheme for 2026 will provide grants to owner-occupied households to improve their property.

This scheme is being funded through the proceeds of the levy on                 the Ballynagran Landfill Facility. 

Qualifying Projects for 2026
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The 2026 scheme wishes to –

· Maximise the amount of community/environmental type benefits

· Reflect best environmental/sustainable practices

It is therefore proposed to “track” the grants available from the SEAI grants under the Ballynagran Small Grant Scheme.

Ballynagran Small Grant Scheme will match the SEAI grants, subject to the total of both grants not exceeding 90% of the cost of the proposed project. 

Funding available

The amount of funding will be decided on a yearly basis and will depend on how much community levy is collected from the landfill facility.  

Grants of up to 90% of the cost of BER improvement works will be available (i.e. combined grants from SEAI and Ballynagran Small Grant Scheme) 

Wicklow County Council and the Ballynagran Landfill Community Liaison Committee will undertake to review the scheme from time to 

time and as a result may make any changes necessary without any prior notice and at the Council’s discretion. 

General Conditions

You must submit two quotations from registered contractors or local co-op for the proposed project with the Application Form. 

On receipt of a valid grant Application Form, Wicklow County Council will determine 

· Whether you are eligible to claim the grant

· Whether your proposed improvements qualify for the grant

Wicklow County Council will write to you and let you know if you are successful in getting a grant. You must not start any works before receiving written approval from Wicklow County Council.

Please note the following:

1. A full grant may be payable for approved works carried out by a Contractor registered for VAT who holds a current Form C2 or Tax Clearance Certificate from the Revenue Commissioners. 

2. A grant for materials only will be paid for any works carried out by voluntary labour. Receipts for material from registered suppliers must be supplied.  

Grants are claimed after the measures are completed and the contractor has been paid or entered into a financing agreement with the homeowner.

The grants will be paid once we are satisfied that the works have been properly carried out. 

You cannot be refunded for money you have already spent before the grant was approved.
