Municipal District propose to redevelop the Library, Heritage Centre and Courthouse at Weaver’s Square,
Baltinglass, W91X726, a protected structure. Development proposals include the following

Re-planning the courtroom for use as a public library with galleries for access to adjacent rooms, places
to study, book stacks, and access to the children's library on the entrance fioor to the west of the library.

Reroofing the building, including a new pitched slate roof with dormer windows over the existing fiat
roof of the courthouse, forming a new plate glass lantern on top of the slate roof, admitting daylight to
the library and attic floors. Re-planning the Heritage Centre including entrance hall, new facilities, plant,
room for public meeting, small cinema for video projection of the existing exhibition material, café, and
conservation works to the ground floor prison cells, all opening on to @ memorial garden in the former
Bridewell yard. Forming new bay windows to reading rooms on the South fagade.

Taking sand cement plaster off the external walls and replacing with lime render, replacing sash windows
with new including plate glass to the west fagade.

New lift, means of escape, circulation to the new attic floor, a public room and observatory of the town,
the medieval and prehistory monuments, the hills and river valley. Adding a new disabled access lift,
a stone and glass structure from the square to the first floor entrance porch of the library.
