It would

appear that the deceased, Michael Lawless, who was a
consumptive, asked the inmate helper, Pat Cullen, for a

dose of Black Jack on sunday morning, 12th November,

1916, about breakfast time and that Cullen, in reply
Noasked him if he wanted it now, and that Lawless said

that he did not feel too well and would not take it

till after supper. The Board also note that Nurse
OBerne, on Learning from Lawless between 5.30 and 6

O'clock on the same evening that he had not got the dose

of Black Jack sent Cullen to the paid attendant,

Michael Duffy, to get a dose of Black Jack for Lawless.

Both Duffy and Cullen went to the surgery, or unaccompanied

bynurse O’Berne, and Duffy poured out into an eight

ounce glass measure from the far containing the Liquor
Cresol

Cresol saponatus one and a half ounces of this poisonous

disinfectant, feeling positive, as he stated, that it was

the far containing the mist, sennas comp. popularly nown

as black Jack or Black Draught, Duffy handed the glass

measure containing the poisonous contents to Cullen, which

the latter brought to Michael Lawless, who drank it with

the lamentably fatal results already known. Cullen took

the glass from Lawless and brought it back to the surgery

to Duffy, who discovered his at mistake all too late when

he put the hot water into the empty glass measure to

wash it and got the smell of the disinfectant, hurry, who

suffers from the loss of his right eye, stated that he

did not read the lapel on the far containing the Liquor
Cresol saponatus on this sunday evening; but that he was

able to read; that he often save a dose of black Jack

himself without directions from either the Medical officer

or the purse, that he often obliged purse beine when

she used to be busy, by giving a dose of Black Jack

and that sometimes he gave a dose of Cough mixture and

sometions a dose of saits - 1 to 1½ ounces measured by

him in the eight ounce glass measure. We matter what

practical experience or mowledge hurry may have had in

pharmacy (his ignorance in that respect being clearly

shown by his measuring the dose of saits in the s ounce
find glass and no matter now proficient he was considered

from the training he or from purse O’Birne; who had

neither authority nor gualifications for such a task, he

was only an attendant in the Infirmary and should never

have been sent to the surgery for the dose of Black Jack

on this sunday evening, much less have been allowed to go
there and give aperient medicines to the patients on

his own responsibility as sworn by himself. It has to be

remembered that the two fars in the surgery containing

respectively Liquor Cresol saponatus and Mist. Senne

Comp. were practically alike in size, shape and colouring,

with a wicker covering reaching within a few inches of
their

their necks and with printed labels, which could be read
a comparatively short distance in the daylight, and by the

aid of a lamp or candle light at night. In addition,

the contents of the two lars were somewhat similar, except

in smell, as both are dark in colour - hence the name given
to Mist. Sennae Comp. and known as black Jack or Black Draught

and nearly of the same consistence and could easily be mistaken,

one for the other, by an inexperienced or careless person.

purse O'Berne, however, allowed the innate attendant, Cullen,

though she was at the time in the adjoining ward, to administer

the draught to Lawless, when she ought at least have made sure
that it was the right redicine and given the doss herself, and
was fully aware that the Medical officer had made two entires
in the nurses; Report Book, dated April, 1911, and
March, 1913, laying down instructions as to the giving of
medicines to patients in the Hospital, from the evidence adduced
at the Inquiry the Local Government Board considered that great
lack of supervision, amounting to negligence, existed in the
Infirmary, and that it was owing to the general carelessness
of ourse O’Berne in allowing medicine to be given by ignorant
persons that the patient, Lawless, lost his life. The Board
in the untoward Circumstances which have occurred feel that
they have no option but to remove Miss O’Berne from the office
of nurse in the worthouse unless she sees fit in the meantime
to resign her position. It appears to the Board that the door
of the surgery should have been kept locked and two keys

provided for it-one for the use of the Medical officer and the
other to be left in charge of the Head Nurse - st that

unauthorised persons could not have access to the medicines
contained in the apartment. It is further not clear from the

evidence whether beyond giving the two directions referred to

as to administering medicine, the Medical officer took any
further steps to make sure that his orders were carried out.
